TUB MONEY MARKET

during the past week has been remarkably easy, and
-at the close borrowed additional strength from the
Improvement in the bank statement. The latter
taken in connection with the policy ol the Secre
tary of the Treasury, as loresbailowed beiow
would 6cem to Indicate that we may expect a new

temper in the life blood of the nation.
THE POLICY OF TI1E TREASURY.

Secretary Richardson, in his despatches to-day
Which naturally aflord a cue for the operations of
the ensuing month, has instructed the Sub-Treas
ory of New York to "sell seveu millions or gold and
to buy one million of bonds during the month of
.Jnne." The tendency of Uiis order will be to dis
turb the operations of the goid clique, and we may
look at once for a bear movement.

THE BANK STATEMENT
for the week was in the main favorable, in¬
asmuch as it shows a gain of $S48,175, ;:nd nearly
restores the surplus reserve reported last week.
The legal reserve now amounts to $4,918,650, the
percentage of reserve to liabilities in the case or
national banks being about 27.61 per cent. There
bas been a decrease in loans, specie, circulation
and deposits, with an increase of $1,579,400 in legal
tenders. The statement, with its predocessjr of
the preceding week, is given below:.

The above figures show that the banks now hold

$4,918,650 in excess of the reserve required by law,
as against $4,070,475 last week, the gain being
<848,175.

GOLD
was steady during the week. It was evidently not
the Intention of the clique to iorce prices in such
a manner as to arouse suspicion. Yet there are

grave reasons for the present manipulation, and
those who look at the relationship between specie
and currency, and see the strong volume of the
one and the slight substratum of the other, are
.forced to the conclusion that the parties who have
so persistently absorbed gold for the last three
weeks, have done so with a keen eye to the future,
and in expectation or results that will accrue rrem
causes not more specu'ative than they are uatuial.

GOVERNMENT BONDS YESTERDAY
opened quietly, but retaiued their firmness, with
increased activity towards the cleso or tho day.
The quotations Indicated strong sympathy with the
foreign market, and tho demand is not likely to
Blacken while surplus capital abroad continues to
seek profitable Investment. A rair hnsmess was
done in the issues or 1881, '65 and '68.

The trade movement was rather slow all through

the past week, and mercantile afTairs lieuan to

Msume a quiet, Summer aspect. Apart irom a

nightly accelerated export movement in breail-
ituffg, thero was scarcely a noteworthy exception
to the general dulness lie lore noticed in the mer¬

chandise markets, and the volume of business
frem day to day showed a marked de¬
crease. Dry goods were decidedly dull all

through the week, while hardware, groceries,
Ac., were quiet. Cotton remained dull
and the sales were very light. At the Produce Ex¬
change dulness and depression were the features
of the week. There was no inclination evident on

the part o' l>uj«rs to purchase flour to tuf extent

and prices declined considerably. Wheat was in
fair demand, both ror spot aud forward delivery,
but on the basis of lower priccs, and considerable
salts were made for Jane delivery at a reduction
or to 7c. from the extreme figures lately cur¬

rent. Corn VM among the steadiest

of the ataple commodities sold on 'Change,
price* varying but little, though the market wn charac¬
terized by Arinnesa during wont of the time. There oc¬
curred a decided break in whiskey, which during the
week previous had been run up to a pretty high figure.
The niovemeut in provision* wan sluggish all through the
week, and prices were generally much tower and nomi¬
nal.this was especially the case with botli pork and lard.
