AN  ULTRA-RADICAL  DEMONSTRATION,

The Mob, Dissatisfled with the

~Monarchy, Demands Abolition
of Religious Corporations.

SAD ISSUE OF AN INTEMPERATE DEBATE.

A Blind Senator Leading a Mob to
Riot and Violent Death,

GOVERNMENTAL AND CLERICAL POLICY

1t 1a diMcult to ind any good reason for the riot-
ons demonssrations that took place in Rome Sun-
day afternoon, yesterday, and to-nlght. A few
hundred people, ultra radicals, not satisfled with
the bill under discussiom In the Itallag House of
Deputies for the semi-suppression of the religions
corporations of Rome, attempted to hold a meet-
ing lor the purpose of urging the Government to
more decisive measures than It seems disposed to
adopt, 'I'he police thought well to prohibit the as-
sembly, and rhe resunlt was @& serious conflict be-
tween the demonstrationists and the guardians of
the publie order, during which two persons were
kllled, several wounded, and, subsequently, twenty-
three were arrested. In view of the certainty that
the Religious Corporations blll will pass the House,
though with slight modifications from the original
form, I do not see that there was any
necessity for any body or society to as.
pemble and make speeches for the purpose
of wurging on the government, which
has & dificult problem to solve, and rather needs
counsel tlian the goadings of a mob. The fate of
the religious orders appears to be sealed, They are
to be suppressed, ua to their existence ag legal
bodies; thelr property expropriated by the State,
and hencelorth they may live only in the relation
of private persons in their connection with the
Vatican, The Ministry I8 making the attempt to
gave only the generals of the various orders and
thelr immediate surroondings from the common
overthrow. They seem to have been impelled to
this reservation, indeed, only at the instance of
some foreign governments, which have heen earry-
Ing on one energetic correspondence in the mutter,
Even thia concession is too much, however, lor the
members of the extreme Leit, who are charged as
being instrumental in calling out the objectionable
demonstrations. In the discossions in the House
of Deputies some days ago Massari, a liberal and,
at the game time, an upholder of the government,
gald that the Roman peeple did not wish the ex-
treme measnres urged by the extreme Left, To
this Ruspoll answered that this assertion was not

TOTAL SUPPRESSION OF THE ORDERS,

The meeting, wiict ended In the late riot, I8 gen-
erally considerad to be a result of these words. 1t
was announced as to be held on Sunday alternoon,
iu the Mausoleum of Augustus, but the ‘.‘-PE“.“E[‘F“
had, unwisely enough, determined that they would
prevent the gathering.

THE NATIONAL GAME,

Overwhelming Dofeat for the Atlanticse"
The Red Stockings Dispose of Them to
the Tune of 5 to 0,

The Atlantics and Boston Eed Stockings played
on the Union Grounds, Willamsburg, yesterday
alternoon, the third game of their championship
series the resolt belng an overwhelming defeat of
the vrooklyn men by o score of five to “nowhere.”
There were sdbout flitéen hundred espectators
present, Including a number of ladies, and it 18
safe to say that not a soul on the grounds antlcl-
pated, previous to the beginning of the contest, the
dectdedly one-gided termination it would ultimately
have; for be it remembered the Atlantica are
already credited with a victory over the “Hubites,"
and that, too, on thelr own—the Bostons'—
grounds.

Mr, Theodore Bomelsler was selected to oMelate
as umpire, but before the close of the second in-
ning he withdrew, because of a dispute which
arose in regard to a couple of decisions given by
him against the Atlantics, The first objectionable
decision was given in the first inning, Boyd, el the
Atlantics, being declaréd out at second base on a
throw by the catcher to Barnes, who falled to touch
his man. The Atlantics said but Iittle of this; but
in the next Inning another declslon against them

raised a regular old time row, the Brooklyn men
coming in trom the feld, and refusing to longer
play, unless matters were mended. The point was

THE YONKERS TRAGEDY.

burrender of the Murderer at Cold Spring—He
Makes & Full Coxfossion of His Guilt, bat De=
nies Any Intention of Killing His Wife—
A Bhocking Ilustration of Depravity,

The €xeltement dceasloned in Yonkers, West-
chister county, over the brutal murder of Elien
Fitepatrick by her husband, the particulars of
which have already appeared in the HeraLp, cul-
minated yesterday afternoon, when Captain
Mangin and Patrolman Coggans returned from
Cold Spring, haviog in their custody Mathew Fitz-
patrick, the confessed slayer of his wife, On the
way from the railroad depol to Police Headquar-
ters a large crowd of men and boys gathered
around the Captain and his prisoner, who wul
porutinizingly scanned from head to foot until the
doors of the police station were abruptly closed
after him.

Bince the discovery of the murder on Saturday
evening Captaing Mangin and his lorce have worked
like beavers, pursniog the lugitlve eriminal with
unremitting pertinacity, until they uitimately es-
corted him, handeaffed, to the scene of his horrible
work. Having neard, upon arriving at Cold Spring
on Sunday morning, that Fitzpatrick bad been
seen 1n that place on Friday evening, and had re-
mained there until Saturdasy morning, when he
left im & southerly direction, remarking
to an  acquaintance that he was golug

to work im the brick yaras, Captain Mangin
immediately took a train for New York, thinking
that the object of his search might have gone to
the eity for the purpose of seeing his sister, Call-
ing upon the latter, however, he ascertained that
Fitzpatrick had not been there. Not to be baulked
in his eMMorts, the Captain agaln proceeded to Cold
Spring yesterday morning, feeling convinced that

the murderer was still lurking around his old
haunts, On his arrival there he found, however,
that Fitzpatrick bad suorrendered himself %o the
authorities on the previous night.
THE MURDERER'S CONFESSION,

Shortly after ten o'clock on Sunday night Fitz-
atrick appeared before Justice Coe, of Cold
pring, in company with some of his relatives,
when he wad at once sentto the lock-up in the
Town Hall. Yesterday morning the HERALD re-
f“"“* accompanied by Coroner Bullock, entered
he apartment in which Fitgpatrick was confined,
The sister ol the prisoner and his lttle girl by his
first wile sat on either side of him, and all three
appeared terribly griel-strieken, he following
confession was then made by Fitzpatrick to the
reporter:—

Two weeks ngo to-morrow my wife sent me a telegram
to come to Yonkers, saying she wanted to see me, [ was
then wurking for Mr. Peter B, Lawson ns gardener, in
this village. 1 went down om the milk train at nine P,
M., and resched Yonkoers st about eleven P, M. 1 went
directly to my wile's house ut the corner of Wells street
and Wirburton avenue, and knocked at the door. There
was no answer, Then I called out “'Ellen " (that was the
paine of my wite), Bhe did not answer, but a girl
named Mary Perrin, whom my wirte kept in the house,
answered me and then called to my wite, when the [atier
got op and opened the door and let me in. My wile did
not appear to be angry, nor was she in lguor. When [
got in the house I found -lune{ Jackson, a ligtle boy, aleep-
18g in the bed between my wife and Mary Perrin, Terept
inon the outside and thers we all slépt til mornin
The next day I went to & florist and en-
deavored to gét work, but did not succeed. Last
Munday night, atter having endeavored to obtain work,
1 reac ome again and found a man in the house
with my wife. They had a flask of whiskey and both
were drunk.,  She asked me if I had got any work yet,
when [ told her 1 hadn't  she then sald to me, "'Go to
hell, you damned Irish Corkonlan.'™ I asked her if she
would give me some money, and told her I would go ir
she would, The m whom I did not know,
was then gone, When I asked her for money
whe caught up astick or wood and hit me four times as
hard as she coulil. Tcmught the blows on my arm and
you cuan see (rolling up his coat and shirt sleeves) how T
was bruised.  (His arm i black and blue trom the wrist
to the elbow.) I eried outto her to let me alone.  She re-
wlied, *if you don't clear out of here it will b the warse
or you."" Then she took ofl all her clothes and, throwing
them down, went to bed, I nsked her if I could sleap
there tll morning. =he sald "no,” and called me o d—n
Irish Corkeniun again and at the same time hit
me in the face with her fist. At that 1T caoght
her by the neck like this (here Fitzpatrick caught
writer by the neck with hoth hands and gave him a

pretty good squecze) and sabd, "'l give you a damn
ool choking any wxhv," and I did. She refl back in the
l, gave lﬁllp and died.

He does
not deny having remsined in the house with the
corpse from M dnf night untll Friday afternoon,
selling candies to his customers each day until, in
his own woris, the stench arising from the dead
body drove him away.

What the New York Times Bays of
Price’s Incarceration.
[From the Havema correspondence of the New
York Times, June 1.]
ARREST OF A CORRESPONDENT.

At five o'clock on Weanesday morning the Chief
of Police presented himself at the residence of Mr.
L. A, Price, Havana correspondent of the New
York HERALD, and requested him to conslder him-
self a prisoner. Mr, Price was taken to jail at drst,
but in & few minutes was removed to the Cabafia
Fort, opposite Mavana, where he has sinoe been
confingd in g¢ell No, 50, and up to this morning has
not been allowed to communicate with his

family or friends. In cases like that of
Mr. Price the want of a Consul who
knowa the Spanish coharacter and their

way of doing thivgs, and who, at the same time,
understands something of diplomacy, makes (taelr
palnfully felt. But it is high time that sometwing
be done toput a stop te the peculiar iashien in
vogue here of arresting a man without telling him
or anybody else of what crime or misdemeanor he

MURDER IN VIRGINIA.

Brutal Amsassination of Two Aged Feeo
males=Thelr Broins Beaten Out While
the Other Memhbers of the Household

Were at Church.

RicamonD, June 2, 1873,

Murder hag “ran riot® In thls waunlly quiet Staté
within the past two weeks, no less than eight of
the mest atrocivus having been committed 1n thae
period. Here at the capital, a8 alrendy reported
in the HERALD, a mulatto woman, of bad repute,
wida murdered by her paramour, who threw her
into the chamber of a cansl lock. On the same
night a colored sallor from New York, named Ed-
ward Taylor, was thrown inte the James Kiver and
drowned, also because of A woman, by twe other
sailors. Then comes the murder of a white man,
in Hanover county, named Ford, by a rival of his
named Jones, Both of these were at & ball or party,
where Ford teased Jones about a young lady whom
they hoth were paying attentions to. They leit the
ball together, and soon after Jones returned, re-
marking that Ford would not tease him soon
agiin, A few days afterward the body of Ford
was found in the Chickshominy River, the throat
cut, the fect and hands tied, a rail being thrust
through both, the body evh'lenl.ly huving been
swung to the rall when thrown into the river. In
the same county the body of s man with s throat
eut has been lound in o well, but there is no clew
to the murderers. There (s still another murder
in Hanover, A negro named Carters killed one
