JU the laboratory of Dr. West, lhc citizens hur¬
ried to the place, ami upon the floor, after the tire
had been extinguished, was lound the body oi a
man, supposed to be the IToiessor, aud subse¬
quently laentiUed by ids wife as that of the experi-
luentor. Ihe bead, leot and hands were missing
mid theslfiuhad been peeled iroin the flesh. shreds
«)i clothing lound near the remains were identified
liy Mrs. West as he.r husband's, and for a little time
thejwpple believed that the ingenious U est had
Jalien a victim .to his own invention. A
more careful examination of the premises
discovered a large <iuantify of powder
under the floor, near the body; and

the additional discovery that the limbs had
been cut ami not blown from the trunk quickly
excited suspicion. Then it was remembered that
Mrs. West betrayed but little sorrow at her be¬
reavement, and the fact that West's life was heavily
iiisuied started tic authorities on a new theory.
viz., that West had. to use a police term,

ciime. The examination also showed that the skin
had been careiully peeled irom the body. The next
tidng to ascertain was the name of any one wlio
wau musing and whose body could have been ope¬
rated upon by the Professor. It was quickly
ascertained that a few days before the
explosion West had taken into his employ a colored
man named Henry Turner, but more famiiiarlv
styied "Cooch" Turner, and a search for him failed
to elicit any intelligence ol his whereabouts, home
believed that "Cooch" Hud murdered Ills master,
mutilated the l*ody, caused the explosion, and then
decamped; wlule tne great mass oi the people sus¬
pected that the negro was the victim and the Pro¬
fessor the criminal.
