BUSINESS IN THE GENERAL SESSIONS.
George McDonnell, one of the alleged forgers upon tbe

Bank oC Kngland, la now upou tali way to London. Yea
terday he was taken from the place of hta confinement
at Fort Columbus and put on board the *t*atuer Minne¬
sota, m rtmu lor Europe. Marshal Fl»k took a receipt

the captain ot the Minnesota for the deliver/ of Mc¬
Donnell, who will be closely watched on the voyage by
Sergeant Henry Webb, of the London detective poliee.
Webb had come over to this country as a witness against
the prisoner in tho extradition proceedings. McDonnell's
trial, with that of the other alleged forgers upon the
Bank ol Kngland, will soon come off at the Central
Criminal Coart Old llailey, London. As a demitr restart

to detain the prisoner here a writ of habeas corpus, pre¬

viously applied for iK'fore Judge Fanchor and mAde re¬

turnable yesterday morning, waa called to the attention
of Jodj'c Davis, in Supreme Court Chambera. A return
to tho writ was made, refhslng to bring the prisoner into
Coart, counsel stating that the prisoner wm held on a

warrant of tbe Secretary of State, directing him to b«
handed over to the English authorities. Judge Davta
dismissed tbe writ.
Three tailors, who had deserted from tbe German

steamer Frlsia, were sent on board that vessel yesterday
by order of Commissioner Shields. Ktght others, who
deserted at the same time, have not yet been captured.
Oscar P. Wain wrlght bud been indieted some time ago

in tfce I nited States Circuit Court tor Presenting a false
paper to a United States officer. That Indictment was
quashed. Then a charge of perjury was preferred against
hini, and an examination into that accusation wan had
before Commissioner Shields. But the action of the Com¬
missioner in the case has been superseded, as the Uraud
Jury have found an Indictment against Walnwright for
he offence now imputed to him.
Yesterday, in the United States District Court, before

Judge Ualchford, counsel on behalf of Woodhull, Clafilu
and Blood moved to quash the indictment which had
been lound against these parties for sending obscene pub¬
lications through the malls. The motion ended In
nothing, as it appeared that the counsel for the govern¬
ment, when he came to reply, had before him the wrong
indictment. A report of the proceedings will be found
In our law column.

UNITED STATES DISTRICT COURT.
The Woodhull-Claflin Indictments.Mo¬

tion to 4nash-A Legal Fizzle.
Yesterday, in the United States District Coart, before

Judge Blatchford, Mr. Jordan, counsel for Woodhull,
Clullln and Blood, made a motion to quash the indictment
that had been found against them on the ground that it
did not, with sufficient particularity, set forth the offence
charged. Counsel set out with a high-flown exordium
culling the attention of the Court to the fact that when
Talleyrand was Minister from France to this country he
one day met Mr. Hamilton in the streets or new »orz
with several law books iu his hands, going to the Courts
to plead an important case. Talleyrand afterwards said
that that was the llnest thing he had ever seen In
America. Counsel, without showing the special ap¬
plicability ol the above remarks, went on to say
that no indictment could be held good with¬
out a statement ol facts. To say that a certain
paper placed in the mails was obscene gave the Coart no
definite idea of what the charge was. That bust appear
from the paper itself. A statement that the paper was
obscene was a conclusion of law. In an indictment for
vagrancy, the facts constituting the vagrancy most be
jet forth, and tho Court was to judge of the frets whether
they amounted to vagrancy. The wurd "obscezu)" had
a technical, definite signification, and what was obscene
depended upon the ftieta brought to the attention oFt.be
Court; and the facts must be stated technically find with
legal precision. This was a ftaht for principle. Tfcey
could not cover up this case with a bushel. Until they
tore down the telegraph wires and burned an thefr
churches and. school-houses, he denied that It was an
offence to publish and denounce the crimes of men who
had made themselves infamous. After mi-rlng qb bis
argument with quotations from Blnckxtone ana Byrofl

Plainly, substantially and formally de-
crlbed to Hail that been done in this indictment T
It had not. This indictment attacked the vital free-
aom and liberty of the press. He denied the
right ot Congress, or of the Legislature, or of
.ny political body to oppose their diets to inst and fair
criticism by the public press, and contended that the
act of Gongres.-. under which the indictment in this case
was framed applied only to the publication of obscene
lithegraphs and pictures. When they touched the liberty
»l the press they touched a point at which the nation
would be shaken, ft was the dntv of the press to indulge
m talr criticism -nd condemn fne liccntiou*. He held
the press too dear to have it restricted in Its rights. The
prcas.could uot muzzled by Congressional acts or bv
Judicial interpretations. It wem Into byways anil
dragged to light crimes which the public warned to know
something about. This was trifling with liberty, trifling
w^i humanity, trifling with the rights which their fore-
rauiers, the Barons, won from King John at Uuuuy mede.
The actol Congress did not authorise the omission of im¬
portant facts from the indictment He had no doubt His
Honor would give the matter his serious attention and
arrive at a just conclusion.
Counsel lor the government maintained that, in an in¬

dictment for low misdemeanor. It would be merely suffi¬
cient to follow the language of the statute. Recent deci-
lions ol the Supreme Court were to the effect that in
pases of this description, au indictment woald be good If
It followed the exact language ot the statute without
pleading any specli'.l pica.

HFDONNELL'S EXIT.

The Bank of England Forger Sent
Back to England.

His Confinement in Fort Columbus Since Tues¬
day.How He Frittered Away His Last

Night in America.Dismissal of the
Writ of Habeas Corpus-

George McDonnell, the much-heard-of Bank of <

England forger, who has earned an everlasting,
but unenviable, reputation bjr his unwise aud
light-tingered deeds of enterprise, and who during
the past fow months has created so much excite¬
ment among Kngllsh and American banking cir¬
cles, was yesterday shown his exit down the Nar¬
rows and carefully escorted baolt again to the
scenes of his evil workmanship in merry Old Eng¬
land. After the oomblned decisions of Judges
Woodruff and Blatchford on Tuesday afternoon in
the United States Circuit Coart, when the prisoner
was ordered to be remanded to await extradition,
McDonnell was hurried away by his custodians alter
some brief preliminary arrangements. He had
scarcely time to bid goodby to his counsel when he
was handcuffed to a United states offlcer, and with
him crammed Into a carriage In Chambers street,
guarded by Chief Deputy Marshal Kennedy and
Deputies Robinson and Orowiy, and driven down
Broadway at

to the Battery, so that the large crowd who gath¬
ered to witness his departure from the metropolis
had very little time to least their eyes on the
champion expert.
McDonnell was Uvely and chatty during the ride

smoked his Havana, and looked through the win¬
dows of the barouche as freely as If his hands were
unshackled. He was transferred from the Battery
to Governor's Island by the well Known little
noisy tugboat, and subsequently handed over by
the deputy marshals to the charge of Major J. p.
Roy, who had him escorted to Fort William, and
saw him placed in ono of the casemates under the
vigilance and charge of two guardsmen and the
surveillance or Deputy Marshal Robinson and the
English detective, Mr. Webb. There he spent the
whole of Tuesday night.

THE WABD'S ISLAND WAR.

Rights of Protestants and Jews to the
Edifice Built with Emigrant Head
Money.

New Yob*, June 3, 1873.
TO THS EDITOR OF THE fisRAUD
My attention was attracted this morning to an

article In this day's issue of your paper entitled
"Religious War," which appears to me to do great
Injustice to the matter, it is a well known fhet
that our recent Board of Emigration, as well as
that of "Charities and Correction," was Intensely
sectarian not only In its composition, but In all its
acts relating to the religious lnstrnction of those
nnder Its charge. That the greatest concessions
were made to the demands of a certain sect is
capable of conclusive proof, which I hereby freely
volunteer to lurnlsh if you will favor
me with tho us© of your columns.

Might not the Chinaman, the Jew or the Mormon
claim that the peculiar doctrines or canons of his
sect prohibit him from worshipping in a temple de¬
filed by what he may term sacrilegious services,
and would he not be as consistent In this declara¬
tion as the Romanist!
Will the reverend ohjector inform me what right

tuf baa to demand that money belonging to the
state shall be used to build a tabernacle
on State ground, to be occupied by nis
sect, any more th&n tbe pagan or tfii
infideL Pity it Is that these tffoble should
so absolutely claim privileges that Justice Will not
permit ns to concede to others; and much more Is
it to be regretted that we, creatures of tho same
Great Creator, are denied by them tho right to
worship In the same edifice wherein they bow
before tho snme Triune God. The great doctrine
of Christianity is love; and he who Is so bigoted
as to condemn his fellow for not accepting doo-
trlnes which his conscience will not permit Is not
only nn-Amerlcan but un-Chrlstian. I wonder
what Father I'rachensky and otners will think If,
when they reach heaven, they shall find that the
blood of OUrist has saved, not only Catholics, but
Protestants and other "heretic.*.'" Will this gen¬
tleman then refuse to worship in tho same heaven
with Lntherand Fox and VVesleyf or will he de¬

AERIAL LADDERS.

Testing a New Apparatus for Oar Fire
Deportment*

In one of the United states bonded warehouses of
this city there are at present stored what are desig¬
nated as "aerial ladders," a new species of ap¬
paratus in use In Italy, and which aro to be tested
to-morrow publicly at the City Hall Park, for the
purpose of demonstrating the practicability of in¬
troducing them permanently hero as an adjunct of
our Fire Department.
These atrial ladders consist of a truck, upon

which the ladders are laid In sections. To each
ladder Is fastened a round rod. which, when
coupled, forms a bannister or handrail from the
bottoftl to tb.9 top. The ladders are run from tbe
bed to the ground, fastened together and raised
by aid of two cranks and levers, situated between
the front and hind wheels, from a horizontal to a
perpendicular. During the process of raising the
ladder a brake chocks the wheels and makes the
entire structure a Arm mass. The ladder can be

friaccd at any desired elevation, thus, when rest-
ng against the side of a house and the wall Is
seen to topple, by turning the truck the lad¬
der is at once removed from danger and
tho*e upon it placed out of harm's way.
The New York Piro Department, which proposes

to adopt the ladder, has taken complete charge of
this Invention and practised with It on several
occasions. First aid to Chief Engineer Rates,
Major Charles O. Shay, was detailed by President
Perley to handle the apparatus, and, a few days
ago, he and his detail or lino men made
A PRACTICAL DEMOVSTRATION OF ITS EPFICACT.

A slxty-five-foot ladder was unloaded, coupled and
raised, with seven men upon the ladder. In the un¬
precedented time of one minute and twenty-three
seconds trom a horizontal position to an eleva¬
tion of aoout fllteen degrees. In the name manner
the ladder was elevated on Tuesday, having a hose
strapped upon it besides the men, and got In work¬
ing order In one minute and forty-five seconds, or
by two mlnntes less time than the hose can be
taken to the top, even alter the old style ladders
are placed In position, without ontalltng any fa¬
tigue on our flremon. The present ladders used
by the New York Department are vastly Improved,
yet lhe shortest time consumed in raising one of
fifty feet in length is four minutes, Tbe QQQiparison
thM SSQftJU (01 itself.

will be a Hying one, and the time of each yacht will
be taken as she crosses a line between a stake,
boat, which will be anchored in the Narrows, near
Fort Wadsworth, Staten Island, and the judges*
steamer (the 0. Chamberlln).
The signals for starting will be given from the

judges' steamer, as follows
For a preparatory signal.one gun and the Yacht

,Ciub flag on the steamer will be lowered; and, ten
minutes later, for the start.one gun and the flagwill be again lowered. No yacht's time will he
taken later than Alteon minutes after the second
gun, ualess instructions to the contrary are givenby the judges on the morning ol the regatta. The
expiration of the rime will be marked by a third
gun and lowering of the flag. If practicable, a
short blast of the steam whistle of the Judges' boat
will be given when the time of each yacht Is taken,
as she crosses the line in starting.
The course will he from the starting point as

above to and around a stake-boat at buoy 8X on
the Southwest Spit, keeping It on the port hand la
turning, thence to and around the Sandy Hook
light-ship, keeping It on the starboard hand In
rounding, and return over the same course, keep¬
ing the Southwest Spit buoy on the starboard hand.
Yachts must keep to the eastward of buoys », 11
and 13 on the west bans, going and returning, and
will pass between the judges'boat and the stake-
boat on arriving home.

BOAT RACING.

Opening of "Hahahak," the ITew Arti¬
ficial Lake at Verplanclc's Point, Yes¬
terday.Tenyek and 'Ward Contest for
a Prise, which the Former Wine.The
Second Race a Forfeit.
Lake Mabahah was formally opened yesterday

by a single scull race between James H. Tenyck
and "Gil" Ward. The lake lssltuatedat Verplanckto
Point, on the Hudson, and is an artificial pond. It
was formerly a marsh, and several attempts have
been made in past years to utilize It by converting
the low land Into a lake. All these experiment*
failed for lack of perseverance and capital, and In
all probability Mahahah would not be In existence
now but for the energy or Mr. Whitbeck, who haa
expended $20,000 in perfecting the work. Natnro
has greatly favored the country in the immediate
vicinity of tho lake, and on viewing it one la
convinced that to be a lake was the decreed
destiny of tho swamp. The head of the
lake Is as picturesque a spot as can be
found outside or the Catskills or, Adirondack^It is enclosed in a clump of bekntlmiHllV (he tr-
regularities of wbleh are strikingly i>eautf>ul. At
the Coot of one of these hills is a r«ece of table land
aboat live leet above the water level and about
seventy-five feet square, which looks as though it had
been made by a skiliul engineer, but it Is natural.
On either side there are similar plateaus. It la
about one mile and a half long and half a mile
wide. Mr. Whitbeck did not open the lake exclu¬
sively for boating, for the boating was an after con¬
sideration ; he has had It stocked with fish and in¬
tends shortly to open it to the public for the pur¬
poses of pleasuro and fishing, and any one who
cenducts nimself proporly will be allowed entire
freedom on the premises.

Pickerel, trout, white perch and sunflsh are In
myriads in the lake.
About 3.000 persons were on the borders of the

lake yesterday, all In Sunday raiment. A dancingplatform was erected In the woods, and a band was
in attendance, to the music of which the natives
danced and jigged, much to their,perspiration. It
would be an Inexcusable oversight not to mention
how the lake came by its name. Mahahah was the
name of the Indian tribe who roamed the country
around Verplanck's Point la the days or onr Hot-
lundlxh forefathers. Many and Interesting are the
weird Dutch legends with which the place lias
b#n invested.

THE RACE*.
The races came off on the lake at three o'clock

sharp, the first being the single scull, for whieti
there were only two entries, James A. tenyck and
"Oil" Ward. The prizes were |100 for the first man
and $ao for the second. The Judges were W. H.
Hudson for Tenyck, and Kills Ward for "OIL"
Bills acted as starter and experienced much
trouble in getting the men to touch the scratch for
the start, Tenyck being Impatient to get away-The pistol was fired tind the race started in goedstyle, Tenyck taktng the lead. They rowed, up and
down the course twice.a short three mllos.and
then crossed the line, Tenyck about eight lengthsahead, beating Ward 1 minute and finishing kie
distance In 19 minutes 30 seconds.
The second race was for Whitehall boats, not to

weigh less than 140 pounds. Tenyk and Torpeywere coupled u gainst "Oil" Ward aud Daniel War/.
First prize $70, and |30 ror the second crew. TheWards' boat weighed 141 peanda, actual weight,and was rowed from the gunwale; but Tenyokrefused to pull, af tho boat was not a model White¬
hall. Tenyck acted in an ungentlcuinnly manner,forgetting that ho was rowing lor a prize, and notfor a stake, part of which belonged to blmselLMuch indignation was expressed by the spectatorsat this uncalled for and unseemly wrangle, and
many uncomplimentary things were said about Mr.Tenyck and his quibbling way. The Wards' startedto row the course alone at 4:2&, and pasted the
line, having turned the stakeboat twice, at 4:47X.The money was awarded to the Wards by joint de¬
cision of the judges and tne consent of Mr. Whit-book. wfepjOTajha qukj,
