The steward of the Polaris,
John Herron, who 15 evidently s worthy scaman,
began, after is party were left so suddenly upon
the ice, & journal, which he continued to the day of
thelr rescue, and which may claim & curious im-
poriance in the annals of Arctie perils, Ina most
simple yet graphic manner he prasents an unem-
bellished and real picture of the adventures and
gufferings through which they struggled with such
admirable fortitnde back into the life of oclvillza-
tion out of that of horror and dungers, Noone can
read his iIngennous pages withoul at once feeling
enlisted in & warm sympathy with the man who
records his trials in such a manly spirit and evinces
guch s sonphing falth in ultimate deliverance by
the power which be believes 18 omnipotent.

THE POLARIS BTEAME AWAY.

Oor, 16~~Morning fine; lUght brecze (rom the N.;
close to the K. shore. The berg, that did 8o much
damage, hall mile to the N. E. of us. Captain Ty-

We lost no time |n launching the Loats, gettng the
proviglonsin and pulling around the berg, when we
Buw the Polncis, Bl had steam up, sncceuded
in getting & harbor.
