The twenty-firet annual Commencement of the
Bordentown (N, J.) Female College came off yes-
terday in the presence of a large assemblage of the
friends and patrons of the institution, This struoe-
tare 18 located on & bluff which overlooks the Dela-
wuare River, at a helght of about sixty feet above
water level. 1t commands a most delightiul view
of the surrounding country, ipeluding the farm of
the late Jerome Honaparie, uncié to the laie Em-
peror. The college was first established in April,
1661, and chartered by the Legislature in February,
1853, 1t 18 controlled by & board consisting
ol tem members, and the faculty, which com-
prises four male professors and six fe-
male teachers. The Rev. John H. Brakeley,
A, M., 18 the president and also lecturer on natural
melence. To s indelatigable edorts the institution
owes It success in an eminent degree. It con-
talns, at present, about seventy students, some of
whom are from distant parts of the country, two

being natives of Salt Lake City. The course of
stodies 18 divided into three classes—scientif
clasgieal and optimal. Those who have complete
the se¢lentitic course are entitled to the degree of

About a dozen
responded, Mr. 8, O Perking, of the c¢lass
of 1848, was clected  assistant  secretury
and Dr. Blagden, of Hoston, clusa of 1423, was
chogen chwirman. Specches ol o congratulatory
and pleasing ¢haracter, reviving old memories of
Yale, were made by Messrs, . Van Sanvoord, of
New York, clasg of 1833; Rev, Dr. Aikimnan, of
Delaware, class of 18435 Samoel C. Perkins and
Hon. Wiliamm O, Evarts, of New York, class of
13875 Hon, Edwards Plerrepont, ol New York, class
of 1837 and samuel N. Duttield, class of 1863,
