Daring this i
period we have had to lead a terrible life, killing
our volunteers with latlnue, since, with the heat
at the point at which it la, we have had to make
marches ol eighteen, twenty and as many as thirtvslxhours, without eating, sleeping or resting. In
four days we traversed the lour provinces of Cataloniaand went as far as Rodonya, three hours' distantfrom the sea and three from Vails, in the
province of Tarragona.
During all them? marches Cabrinetty followed us

in the most pertinacious manner, and made us lose
more men through fatigue than he would in au action.Tired und worn out with this manner of life, we
arrived yesterday at half-past three o'clock P. M. at
Prats dc Llnsnnt's, having with u* ahont one thousandmen, namely.thu small battalion or Zouaves,
the Second battalion ol Tarragona, the Hirst, Third

the Maesira/.go, commanded by Uucala, besides
some thirty of the Lerida cavalry and rar cavalry
escort ol fourteen, mounted on the horses takeu at
Sanahuja.

Within ten minutes after our arrival at Prats,
and before we had ume to wet our lips, it was announcedto us that Caorluetty was witliin a quarterof an hour's inarch 01 the town, operating in
combination with three columns, making a total
effective of three thousand men. Ali our chiefs
were immediately assembled, and it w;ut decided
not to retire, an we had hitherto been doing,
almost invariably, without attacking the enemy.

I entrusted tue general direction ol the attack
to the brave, Mirct and ail the battalions.except
Camps', the First Barcelona, which remained In reserve,and that of Oucala, which 1 posted at
auotuer point, to protect a retreat.immediately
marched out ta take up their positions, to the
cries of "l'<ra la IMtqUm!" "Vtoa el Cttrazon dr
JiSbuhi" Viva la Virgm Imaculaaal" " Viva el
Key!"

The enthusiasm was Immense, although the poor
fellows were worn out with fatigue and had eaten
nothing. Unfortunately we did uot arrive In time
to choose our positions, and the enemy ww
enabled to occupy a few houses, but tue firing
commenced at once. The Second Tarragona battalion,under the excellenM'oIonel Hard, and the
battalion 01 Zouaves, under the brave OommaudantWill, were the first to open fire and did the
hardest work. When the Zouaves were about to
enrage the enemy, they all knelt down and the
cnapuin blessed them, as was the custom at Rome
with the Pontifical Zouaves.
The fil ing lasted till snndown and was tremendous,lor the euemy poured continuous and olose

discharges upon us. Our cavalry, but especially
**»*» flui'npt mu/ln unmo moat ilurivior p.hnrtrcH anil
fought hand to hand with the enemy, who made an
obstinate resistance. My escort 01 lonrt .-en horues
lost seven, and my excellent and dear iriend, the
brave Colonel Kcdondo, wan killed charging at their
head. My cousin, Alberto, greatly distinguished
himself, lighting nand to hand with the enemy,
and L.'s eldest son had a horse killed under lilin
and escaped by a miracle. The brave Miiet was
wounded, but not seriously.

'I he result of the action is that the enemy, with
threefold our forces and plenty of ammunition,
while our men had but very few cartridges, was
unable to advance a step, nnd at limhtiali, alter
four hours and a half ol severe fighting, had to
retire to Prata, completely exhausted and leaving
us in possession ol the field of battle.
Cabrinetty has said in Prats that he has never

had so bad a tight (un futqo tan nuilo). Although
we do not know the number ol the enemy's losses,
we /eel sure they must be conslacrable. Ours consistol seren killed and thirty wounded.

Nothing can be more modest, nor appear more

truthful. The Prince says nothing of the panic
confessed by Cabnnetty, nor does he speak of the
enemy's losses in the boasting manner so usual in
bulletins of the kind.
