COLONEL Jl'AN AMITDIA,
of Dominqucz, arrived at ManzaniUo during criticaltimes and at a period when the insurgents
were absolute masters of the district and harrasscdthe Spanish inhabitants of the towns and
villages. Ills first care and labore were directed
to completing the intrenchmeuts and fortiticatious
of the city; and, well aware that the grcut mass of
natives, countrymen and others In tnat district
were, the greater part, without urms and training,
mnd consequently could not be expected to performany great feat of war, he allowed affairs in
tUie country to look after themselves, while in the
city he looked about lor any means to pat bis
«peculative ideas to some advantage, (lames of
diance, or rather licenses to permit gambling, the
inveterate and favorite vice of the Spaniard, occurredto him as a profitable source of income,
and the citizens and soldiers, who were olten
called to the trenches and outworks repeatedly
and daily by the frequent alarms caused by the
insurgents, shouldered their arms to return only
to run against a hundred or more tables
where vice offered its seductive aspect to the
clatter as well as the merchant, to the landowner

as well as the mechanic, ami all to the profit of
Anipudia, who exacted heavy contributions from
the gambling dens lor tlie permits he issued to
them to practise their nelarlous craft. How often
must the bright visions or the mountains of sold
and the rivers of staining silver, about which
dreamed the conquerors of the Empire ol Monte-
auiua, have floated through .he mind and before
the eyes ol Ampudiu when ho saw and envied tlie
ahower of Spanish gold which unceasingly rolled
anil clinked on the green cloths of his tables. Had
it not been for the silver and gold of Mexico, the
diamonds of Brazil, t he emeralds of Peru and the
wealth and slavery of the luuies, Spain of to-day
would perhaps still be aud retain the glory of the
Spain or Charles tlie Fifth.

Ampudia had already obtained a considerable
yield from this rich vein when General Valmuseda
Regained, after a lorced march of more than sixty
.leagues from Puerto Prlucipe, the still smoking
ruins of the town of fiayamo, which was destroyed
toy the Insurgents uud Its Spanish garrison driven
Sorth. Immediately Valraaseda sent a column to
Manzanillo to reopen the communication bet ween
She two places, which had been interrupted more
man ovc months. wencrai anu voionei having
now come to an agreement and understanding,
the troops and salaried volunteer commenced to
take the offensive against the insurgents of those
districts. The quick ami active imagination of
Ampudia did not remain Idle nor lose sight or his
money-making intentions during this new and
difficult task. He commenced a very active campaignana declared and carried on a war without

rather than to the insurgents, who at the period
rclerred to, unharmed and without means to fight,
ought out ami sheltered themselves in the most
rugged mountain crags, than caring to expose
themselves in the plains below in buttle.

their uwn way generally. It has been reported
that a party ol about fifty insurgents made a sec-
ond raid into Nnevitas. This party is said to have
entered 11s far as i.a Plaza del Vapor, a square
surrounding the Governor's residence, situated on
a hill, ami that the authority presiding over tindestiniesot Nuevitas had a very narrow escape
from being raptured. The same report adds Hint
thi« small band of insurgents were satisfied with
plundering two stores and carrying ojf about $600hi goid belonging to the storekeepers ofthat sqnare.
Recent advices Irom Moron state that the clew to

an extensive conspiracy had been discovered,
which was to deliver the city overtothe insnr*
gents. The authorities are Investigating the affair,
but so lar nothing determinate has been discovered.

THE SIOUX OF DAKOTA.

A Surveying Party Kepnlaetl on the
lumen tiiver without n Fight.
[Prom the Yankton*Herald, July go.]

Last evening Deputy United Mates surveyor M.
T. Woolley, with his party ot assistants, returned
to this eitv trom the scone ot his survevs on the

Jumes River, near the line of the Northern Pacific
Railroad, having been compelled to abandon their
work on account oi the Interference o! a portion of
Hie Vanktonai Imrnl of Sioux Indians. Mr.
Woolley was engaged in running stuudaro
lines, commencing with Ins work at a point
near the eSlsseton Reserve and about two hundred
miles north of Yankton. He was proceeding westward,and had worked three davs when he came
upon these Indians, who were occupying what are
known sis the "dirt lodges." When within about
half a mile of the camp the Indians caught sight ot
the surveyors and commenced congregating
around tile wagon in large numbers. Tle-v
were bedecked witn paint, and all seemed
to have good arms and plenty of ammuin|tion, and conspicuously showed their war-
like demonstrations. "The Quilted Fan,"' their
chief, coming up demanded that the survey©
should not proceed farther, saving that all the
country around them belonged to himself and his
iribe and that h<* would not allow the white man
to come among them and do anything to drive ihe
game away. In the meanwhile some of the young
bucks had gone back along the line ami were
kicking down the slakes and tossing the si>d
mounds in every direction, intending to obliterateall trace ot the line then being surveyed.
The Indians all wanted provisions, but these
they were denied. Alter considerable parley with
the chief and headmen, Mr. Woolley concluded tnat
It would tie best under the circumstances not to
persist in running the line, and hence turned the
team about and leit. The Indians were all secreted
around in the tall grass witn their gtme at mil
cock and prepared ior tight, but with one excep-
hum mere were iiu sn'iis nrcu, 11 single in'liail (lav-
lug fired at the wagon, more with a desire to
frighten than to kill. The surveyor* remained in
the locality for a day or two, hut being without
arms, witb t he exception of a shut gun and rifle,
they decided that It would he bent to return to
Yankton and organize anew.
