The camp meeting of Sing Ning yesterday was
opeped with the old-fashioned ring of praise and
priyer.

The little grove in the circle, that has been made
Vocal for 80 many years at this season with the
songs of Zion and the eloquent oleadings
and preachings of earnesi-nearted Moetbodlsts,
Was about half filled with an attentive audience,
Wwho seemed thoroughly to enjoy thi® means of
grace. The sermon was preached by Dr. Hrowne,
the presiding elder, who selected for hlg text
Romans xiv,, 7, 8:—'“For none ol us liveth
to himself, and no man dieth to himself:
for whether we live we live unto the Lord; and
whether we die we die unto the Lord; whether we
live, therefore, or die, we are the Lord's.” The
sermon \was directed to the duty of Christians de-
voting and rating th Vis 1o the service
of the Lord. The Doctor urged the obligation of
this service on the usnal

that Christians owed their creation and thelr re-

demption to the grace of God, and a8 & matter of

Fulton Market by Daylight—~Work for Com-
missioner Van Nort—New Pavement Neoes-

Fulton Market, In gpite of its Inherent deformi-
ties, looks quite "another and more cheerful place
since it 18 rid of the vile gutter pest covers. Yes-
terday the sun looked stralght in at apertures
made by the sanitary sappers as thouwgh to shame
any of the dealers who might be disposed to screen
untidiness by o twilight gloom, and the fresh wind
gave all & tuste of pure, invigorating air such as
had never penctrated the line of the departed
booths since the politiclans pat them up to be
made useful a8 hospitals lor relatives and o source
of political corruption.

Further provision {8 needed for systematic ven-
tilation; and the Lroken rough fagging of the
sldewalks should be at once relald ko as to permit
thorough sweeping and scrubbing, and prevent
the gathering of dire and putrelsction. Publie
sentiment absolntely demands that the Commis-
sloner of Public Works should assist the Board of
Health in the work of cleansing the vieinity of the
markets by putiing the strects in such condition
that they can be cleaned, He spould alse at once
restore te the carriageway the portion of South
sltreet stoien from it to serve as sites for the now
historic cotfee and melon stands,

In Vesey street the pollee were yesterday busy in
geiting rid of the mea' and other stands at the
outer edge of the walks, Along the market sides
there was no notubie change. Inside, on the West
sireet slde, a fine gceession of fresh sir breathes
through the newly cut windows. As Dr. Judson
nhas prepared a plafl for fully ventilating the whole
market, It rests with the Complroller to carry it

out.
BATTENING DUWN BAD OUDORA.

Stirredup by the exposures of the HERALD the
wholesale dealers of West Washington Market are
making & strenuons eMort to allay the bad smells
which are naturally gendered by the unpaved alleys

dumping place constrocted further out towards
the end of Vesey stréet pier. The plan is to cover
the whole odorons concern in, and so save onr
éyes from symphathizing with our outraged nostrils
assanlted with the cowvceuntrpted suells which
emanate from these bunghing contrivances for ships
ping the nasty gatherings irom streets and stubles,
A8 the Hoard of Health has declnred that

Catharine market gutter-stand owners, warned

SAVED FROM THE GALLOWS,'

David Murphy, the Muarderer of Willlam

Barry, Not To Be Exccuted=The First

Interference of Governor Dix in a Cap-

ftal Cane.

On the night of the 17th of April, 1872, a row oc-
curred 1In & laarr9om kept by Patrick Ryan, corner
of Sixtleth strect and Sccond avenne, and during
the altercation which ensued an inofensive mun
pamed Willlnm  DBarry was Killed by a pistol shot
fired by David Murphy, The aesassin was at once
taken into cnstody, and on the 27th of the follow-
ing June was arrairned before Recorder Hackett,
at the Court of General Sessions, and  after
a two days' trial was convieted of mur-
der in the first  degree  and  sentenced
to ue. hanged on the 14th of KLugnst, 187L
His counsel, Mr. Willlam F. Howe, on the day the
death sentence was imposed, immediatery hurried
from the CGeneral Sessions amd appeared before
Justice Leonard, in the Supreme Court Chambers,
where e obtained a writ of error and stay of pro-
cerdings, which provented Murphy's execution,
The case was then placed upon the General Terin
calendar of the Supreme Court for argument, and
Mr. Howe appeared before Justices Tngraham and
Brady and urged in behail of his client numerous
techinieal and legal rrnmrtihunu. but fulled to se-
cure a lavorable decision in the cose, and Murphy
wius resentenced to be hanged on Friduy, August s,
1873, Mr. Howe then vresented to Governor Dix a
poweriul array of facts tending to show that Murpny
wns not a murderer at heart, and bad, previons to
the terrible erime which now jeopardized his e,
never boen accused ol the shghtest offence, He-
commendations (rom Justices ol the supreme Court
were submitted and testimonials oMerad from no-
merous citizens, certifying to Murphy's excellent
character and orderly conduct prior to and since
his imprigsonment, On Saturday last Governor
Dix telegraphed from his country resjdence to
Sherilr Brennan, asking the  Sheritt  not to
continue the preparations lor Murphy's ex-
ecution. On this news being  Lronght
the condemned men becamé® perfectly frantic
with joy, and exhibited his glee to the Keepers, on
whom he enjoined strict silence, lest his fondest
hopes mlght be shateered, Yesterday, when Mr,
Howe uroaght him the news that Governor X had
aetéa mercifnily but Justly i his behall, ingranting
the commutation from hanging to imprisonmen
for life, Murphy grasped the lawyer by the hand
and fervently thanked tim for saving his faimily the
diggrace of having one of thelr number die upon
Lthe sgalfuid. f

The New York Rendering Comm
and How Its Officers Obey
the Health Orders.

CONDITION OF THE STREETS

Reports Upon the Work Done and the
Resolutions Adopted by the
Sanitary Authorities.

The regular meeting of the Board of Health took
plcce yesterday, A report from Dr. Day was resd
on the workings of the New York Rendering Com-
pany. [He detailed an inspector to foilow the offal
barge down the bay and report upon the trip, The
inspector Informed the Banitary Superintendent
that State Officer A, A, Lake and Shore Inspector
H, H. Milton had lssued permits to the Rendering
Company to discharge the curgues of thelr
barges at a point three miles from Long Isiand
shore, and on a line connecting New York Bay, at
the first of the ebb tide and two hours before low
water. The inspector muade two journcys after
the barge, but on both occaslons the work was
done strictly m accordnnce with the rules of the
permits. Another side to this ploture was pre-
sented to the Board by Commissioner Vanderpoel.
He handed 1 aletter from, Pilot Commissioner
Blunt that contalnef a report from a pllot to the
Commissioner of the company's hnﬁng dis-
charged the .cargo of & canal boat in the
Swash Channel on Saturday ast, The other docn-
ment was o complalit irom Deputy Health OMeey
Micartney to Dr. Vanderpo#él, that tho company
discharged the contents of a canal boat opposite
the hospltal ship Hlinols on the same day at stinset
und when the tide was at Its lowest ebb, The

filth remained in  fhe locality all night.
Dr, Macartney states that the stench it .
emitted wus almost unbearable, It 18 time

that tne Board gave up coquetting with
this company and made them understand they are
amenable to law. The Attorney yerterday delivered
g long opinion on the subject of the company's misde-
meanors and the Koard's power, and fully showed
that the authorities would be well justitied In sweep-
ing the filthy subjeet out of existence. Commisslon-
ers Vanderpoel and Henry Smith recommended this
course at the last meeting of the Hoard, and the de-
lay to act upon thewr recommendation is giving
rise to no small amount of public discontent.

A deputation of the residents of Harlem was
heard on the subject ol the low lands between
Ninety-sixth and 104th streets, and First and

Third avenues. The matter was referred tothe
Department ot Pablic Works,

r. Janes sent in g report on the condition of
Fulton Market after the swesping away ol the sheds,
and recommended the same actlon for thosein
Seuth street and the nelghborhood.

Tne jnspectors of the Thirty-elghth strect dig-
trict sent in their report as usual, and, as usual, 11-
nored the hog business, This nuisance has evi-
dently been forgotten Ly the Board (n the press of
s0 manny smaller mattera, The following reports
were recelved and wdopted :—

CONDITION OF THE STERETS,

Dr. Day submitted his weekly report, complled from
the reporis of_the Inspectors and Assistant lnspeotors of
the Sanitary Bureau, upon the condition of the streets,
Many of theése in the First, Third, ¥ifth and portions of the
Sixti and Seventh wards were fithy and showed To
signk of improvement. There wore dirty stréels in some
ol the other wards, but generally throughout e eity,
with these exceptions given above, they wore tolerabl

clean,
FULTON MARKET,

Itappears, on inquiry, that there
i m large class of tradesmen and woren who pore hose-
in the markets ofly unripe and worthiess feaits and they
either Jocate themselves on the stdewnlks and re'all thia
miserable trash, prineipaliy to pocr ehildren.or go tirough
the sirects with carts and sell 1t trom door to door,

The effeets of these trnits upon the health of those whe-
consume them s dsastrons,  They induce dlseases of the
bowels of the most intrnetable and tatal charpeter. With
the wdvent of thess frofts b death rate irom doarehoal
direnses | lnrgely inoreased. and though other conditions
At that season of the year aggravate saoh affections, yek
it s a matter of common nxkrrrh‘nue nmong medicat
men that unripe and decayed fruds are oo oiten the
excitng canse,

The present gearon has boen unfavorable tor the growsh
