I
could see them grapple w ith eacn other. I believe
all of them were drowned. The how was then
lowered, ami a crowd again pot in the boat, but
the (steamer wc»t lorward so iasi that the stern of
the bout was torn out and she sunK. liy this time

tub kike was beginning to come aft
and some of the ladies' dresses caught fire. A
man.the enlv man I saw In the stern saloon exceptmvself.attempted to take my life preservers
trout in'e, hut I resisted him and he was unable to
do so. I then fixed tny life preservers, took my
tittle niece in my arms, and slid down to tlie freight
deck, where 1 stood on the guard, holding my niece
upon the rail until the neat became insupportable,
ami 1 slid into the river; put my niece on the life
preserver and pushed away lrom the boat. About
the same time nearly every living soul astern
tumped overboard. The boat shot a long way
ahead of me, and when I last got a glimpse of her
I saw no human being on the rail except two little
children, who were burning up close by the stern
rail. 1 could not tell whether they were white or
colored. At ibis tune the boat was still, 1 think,
nearly hair a mile lrom shore, it reached the shore a
long way ahead ol me, but 1 got there saiely with
uiy little niece.

the scene ol the burnt steamer. Seven more unknownbodies were recovered on the Maryland
shore, aud, alter a description of the clothing
about their persons was taken, they were also
tamed. These were the ouly oodles recovered yesterdayup to the leaving of the tug. Eleven were
found on the day before, alter the departure of the
Strainer Charlotte Yauderbilt, thus swelling the
Est ol victims twenty more, una making the total
lost thus tar seventy-six.

Thin afternoon a wrostllng matcli ef the "catch
an catch canU-gtyle, lor a puree of $l,ooo, between
Michael Tu/.cy, an irishman, and,Edmund Law, exchamplo'>0f England, look place In the woods,
about vdx miles from this city, on the Sharpsburg
roaiV. The men attempted to wrestle at Friendship
(:i"ave abeut a week ago, but, as there were roughs
f/f the worst description present, who cut tne ropes
lux! rushed Into the ring and crowded about tne

/'nen so thai they almost suffocated, they bad given
up the thing for the time. The referee notified tl»e
men ta keep In training, ana fixed tl»c day for a renewalof the struggle.
A party numbering about fllty persons left the

city In carriages and reached the spot selected at
about threeo'clock, and la fifteen inlnates aiterwar<>tlie principals were In tne ring, stripped and
rea<ly for work. Both men were in excellent form,
Taney especially, who was the heaviest of the
two, and whoae muscles on tho back aud arms
stood oirt prominently. Law, who is a sinewy,
trim built young fellow, was in One condition aud
supple as a ballet girl. John Urant, the referee,
then addressed the men, saying that either must

not resort to any unfair means to win; that there
should be no choking, hitlng or striking. Tho
crowd was also notitied that the llrst man who attemptedto enter the ring would be shot, and from
the wicked countenances of the ring keepers none
were disposed to trv the experiment. There was
considerable excitement attending the belting at
this period, money being luid evenly. Law was attendedby ltalph Wolfendale and Charley Mendiza,
while Han harly and William Herring did the
honors for Mike.
At hall-past three o'clock the men clinched, aud

in an instant a desperate straggle lor the fall ensued,Law, who waB the most scientific mau or
the two, trying the cross-buttuck on Tuuey, but it
was not a success; and In turn he was shot off his
feet, but fell on his elbowB and knees and remained
there, despite the efforts of the other to dislodge
him. There was no resting and no breathing spell,
but up they came again, panting lor bieutli, and,
with the sun sending Ids tierce rays down on their
overheated bodies, they clinched again and struggledfor the fall, each grinding Ills teeth in vexa;tion and rage at the failure of each olber's efforts
to secure a fall. After wrestling for three-quarters
of an hour without a fall on either side the men
asked lor water to quench their thirst, but this
was relused by the relevee, who would not allow a
drop of anything to either of the combatauts.
Law at this period was bleeding from a wound on

his eye, and the blood was ruiiuing Iroin his breast
from the deep scratches in his neck, while his opponent'sknees were raw as beetsteak. They had been
wrestling now lor one hour, aud in the Judgment
of the crowd the men were so eveuly matched that
a tall for either was hardly possible. Their bodies,
legs and arms were wet with perspiration, and a
good hold was out of the question. They kept at it,
nowever, uuo savagely, uio, loranoiuer sweuiy-nvo
minutes, wi.en the backers of the men came to the
conclusion that it was uo use to continue the struggle,so they called a draw. I,aw, 011 the termination
ol the contMt, said that in the fliteen matches in
England, all of which he won tic never encountered
a person who stood up beiore him like Tuucy. The
crowd, which was ol a bad stripe, was comparativelyorderly, and returned to the city quietly after
dark.

After the great stagnancy existing during the

past month it is quite refreshing to see renewed
activity prevailing in every branch of the costomB
department. The rotunda is filled from nine A. V.
to three P. M. to rcplctiou, and the young imps of
the brokers (who, Irom their dare-devil tricks and
antics, must be kin to printers' devils) hop around
as lively as toads, and make things red-hot for the

unsophisticated. In a word, the Fall business, as

A growing evil at the Custom llonse lor some

As such proceedings were
clearly in violation of the statute under the act of
Congress pas.-ed 17U9, Collector Arthur determined

of attorney, on any invoice lor entry, and if the
principal Is not sufficiently interested in conductinghis own business according to law, then the
linpoi tation must go under "Ocneral Orders" and
lie subject to additional expense. The law upon

EASTER? ASIA AND AMERICAN COMMERCE.

To tuk Editor op tub Herald:.
In the editorial columns of this day's Herald

there are two artlclcB suggestive to my wind of a

subject which, although ot great importance to
American interests, has not yet received sulQcient
attention. I allude to the extension of our commercewith Eastern Asia and tho Pacific. In the
Indian Archipelago, Australia, the Pacific islands
and Asia Irom Manila to the head of the Persian
Gulf, is a vast field for the development of commerce,and where the American flag is now comparativelyuoknown. Dot with the growing importanceof our Western seaboard, to say noiblug
of the extension of tliut seaboard, at, probably, no
distant day, to the limits, at least of Southern raliloruia,it is or the utmost interest to look forward
iu time to securing a trade which will add largely
to the wealth of our people. And now is the time to
sec to tliis, when a new uwaKeuiug is taking place
in Europe iu the same direction and when wc can
enter upou the race upon something like lair
terns.
Hut allow me to enumerate a few facts. The

population oi the nations on the coast,
from 00011in ohina, to the river tigris,

amounts, according to most recent returns, to
236,766,972. This includes Persia, Kcloochistau,
Hiitish Indie. CeylOIL Hurmah,biam, Annul, CocQin
China, Malacca and the Straits settlement*. Then
iu the is amis of the Archipelago there is un additionalpopn.utlon of 2'J,091,oou; uml I leave out of
ciiusKlcrailoii Australia and the Pacific Islands, it
is impossible to procure the latest statistics of
trade among tins enormous population.but a lew
figures will be an indication of tho rest. The exportsof India a.one in I860 were valued at
$268,634,160, and the imports at $264,716,665. Ceylonexported In the same year to the value of
$is,l&6,d25, and her imports were $23,176,116. The
exports »f Persia are about $2,600,000, and the
imports probably lour times that amount. Hut
to show what room for development there is in
the Eastern seas, the trade ot Sarawak in
Borneo is now worth about $5,000,000,
and live years ago it was little more than halt that.
Ill Australia, where there Is a territory nl S.AOD.UOO

square miles and a wuiie population oi about two
millions only il am not including New Zealand and
Tasmania), the exports in lb7o amounted to a
value 01 $luO,inj,to.r>, ami the imports to
$140,811,730. the wool exported from Queensland,
New South Wales, Victoria, South Australia and
New Zealand is the produce of 28,ooo,00O sheep,
and the entries and clearances or shipping at the
same common lor is71 umounled to a tonnage of a
little more than r>,ooo,hoo. then in the islands
of the Pacific the fle'.d should he all our
own. There is a lurge population there, an ex;qtih lte ellmato ami immense wealth, but no eilort
bus been yet made to develop a tiade; and yet at
one port, mat ol Samoa, in the Navigators, where
ten years ago not mure than two or three ships
called in a year, the trade had opened out in lbOn
to a tonnage oi 14,472.
The Spaniards and the Dutch have done very

much to impede
THE OKVKLOFMENT OP EASTERN ASIA.

For instance. When Malacca WM a Hutch settle;meut agriculture was lortuddcn, the object being
to make it dependent upon Java. Hut since tlic
country fell into tiie minds ol the English, the
growth of grain lias beeu encouraged, and the territoryis now Itighly productive. Commerce, too,
wus i-necked, and it is as recently as 1871, that by a
treaty with the government or the Netherlands
England relinquished certain reservations to the
extension of butcli rule in Sumatra lor rights of
commerce and navigation equivalent to tnose of
the Dutch; and as a consequence, a great stimulus
has been given to trade.
Let me now mcntiou some of the chief articles

of export in the countries least known.
The Malayan peninsula exports canes, bamboo
rut tans, sugo, areca, catechu, dragon's blood, India
rubber, nutmegs, cinnamon, cloves, tobacco, sugar,
tea, ludigo, pepper, rice, ivory, gold, ebony, betel
nut, supaii and eagle woods, opium, salt, dammcr,
spices, tin, hogs, cocoanuts, gamboge, cloves, gum
lac, Ac., and imports chiefly earthenware, nankeens,piece goods.woolcns and cottons, paper,salt,
liqueurs and provislonx.iJuva exports arrack, cocuincai,caoutchouc, rosin, hides, Indigo, cinnamon,
codee, on, pepper, rattans, rice, cloves, nutmegs,
sugar, totacco, tin, birds' nests, salts, Ac. Borneo
exports gold, diamonds, antimony, camphor, beeswax,deers' horns, datumer, ebony, wood oil, rattans,pepper, iron, Ac., and in all the islands of the
Archipelago, as well as of the Pacific, there would
be a large market for our cotton goods, hardware.
"Yankee notions," ami even for shipping of small
tonnage, say scuooncrs of from luo to 25u tons.
Now, practically a large part ol this great regionis commercially unoccupied. Nowhere is it

so occupied that our flag would not find ample
room. American merchants should direct their
attention to it. It would vastly enrich our Westernports, and provide, by meuns of the Paclflc
Railroads, a near market, for our Eastern manuiactures.There is no visible limit to the extension of
commerce which

american enterprise
could here accomplish, and no nation has a better
right to monopolize It. it would be well If the
Centennial Commissioners would take the matter
up In such a way as to secure in 1876 a full display
01 the wealth which this Paclflc and Kaatern Asiatic
region possesses. They would, I am convinced, be
cotiierring a vast bcuelit upon tho present ana futureinterests of the Cnited States in that part or
