BUSINESS IN THE OTHER COURTS.

Micliael Jordan, a sailor, was yesterday examinedbefore Commissioner Shields, on a charge of
having assaulted the mate of the American ship
Hamilton Fish, while on a voyage from Liverpool,
to New York. The defendant went alt and began
to curse und swear, whereupon the captain told
the mate to send him forward to attend to his
duty. Tills led to a dispute betweeu Jordan and
the mate, the lormer offering light and the latter
striking Jordan with a belaying pin. Jordan drew
a knife on the mute, and attempted to stab him.
The defendant was held to await the action of the
Grand Jury.
Pursuant to adjournment Judge Davis opened

the Court of Oyer and Terminer yesterday, but
aftor hearing the motion to discharge the Stokes
witnesses, as reported below, adjourned the Court
till the both instant, without transacting any other
business.

THE SPRING VALLEY DISTILLERY.

Judgment of the United States District
Court Keverscd.A New Trial Ordered.
Judge Woodruff rendered his decision yesterday

in the case of The United States, plaintiff in error,
vs. The Spring Valley Distillery and other property,
Elijah Drown, claimant, defendant in error. The
distillery at Spring Valley, in Rockland county, N.
Y., with the land on which it stands, and certain
land used for ingress to and egress from the same,
and also ibe stills and other apparatus, tools,
Implements and instruments used, lit and intended
ior use in the distillation 01 spirits, wero, togetherwith certain distilled spirits and raw materialsfor distillation, seized on the 23d of January,1673, lor alleged violation or the internal
evenue law relating to distillers, distillationand the taxes, &c. Imposed thereon.
Upon such seizure the information In behalf.
»f the United states in this cause was filed, and
Bonderonatlon of the property prayed for, as forfeitedby reason of such violations. Elijah Brown
only appeared herein as claimant, setting up nls
ownership of the distillery aud and its fixtures
and the real estate seized in ice, and his owner,
ihip of the tools, implements, apparatus and instruments(other than fixtures) provided for, used and
Intended for use in distilling upon the premises,
but making no claim to the distilled spirits or to
raw materials seized. On the trial in the District
Court evidence was given showing that ior mbre
than three years prior to tho seizure the claimant,Elijah Brown, was the owner in fee of the distilleryand fixtures and real estate seized and claimed byhim, and the owner ol tho movuhle tools, impleplcuicntsand instruments intended to be used iu

. the business of distillation, aud which implements,fee., were seized as stated. Evidence was also
given tending to show that on the 3d ot November,
1870, a lease of the lot ei land on which the distilleryis situate, with the distillery buildings thereon and
the machiuery and fixtures, was made and deliveredby the claimant to the copartnership firm
of Newman A Co. (wnicli consisted 01 Marcus Newman,S|ino« Kahnwetler and Elijah Brown.the
slalmanc Elijah Brown), to carry on the distillery
ousiuesx iur uvo years, aj. xvewuian <v co. aid no
.ouhwohs uudcr that copartnership, lint In September,1871, tilt; interest of Newman A Co. was translerrctlby the claimant to Marcus Newman, .a railroadwas constructed across the claimant's land to
admit ol ingress to and egress irom the distillery,ind tnts was done with the knowledge and consent
®f the Claimant. The evidence lurtlier went to
prove that Mr. Brown was not aware 01 the ullegedfraudulent nature of the distillation carried on at
the distillery, and that he could not legully be Held
responsible for the act ol his lessee, II that act was
In any way fraudulent. To tne charge of JudgeBlatcnford certain exceptions were taken by tne
counsel for the government, the Judge holding that
there could be no condemnation of the properly ol
the claimant unless the jury were satisfied that he
had guilt v knowledge of the lraudulcnt distillation
charged to have been carried on by Newman,
ludge Woodruff writes a lengthened and elaborate
opinion on the question at issue, lie states that
no question of ownership is made, and that it is
B.vpectod that the owner of property will see to the
use made ol it at his peril. Words'might be mill-
tiplied on the need of stringent provisions to pro-
tect the government from irauds und evasions of
the law, ana the slight restraint that would exist
when only the forfeiture or a building at will or
at sufferance, from mouth to month, or
trom year to year, was all that is to i>e
apprehended. The learned Judge says that the
trial below proceeded upon an erroneous interoretatlouol the law governing the rights of the
burties; and that it may not be oi any materialityto discriminate between fixtures and movable ar-
tides, tools, Implements and instruments used in
the distillery. It is probable that the instruction
to the jury to treat the latter us real estate for the
purposes "of the trial grew out ot the other Instruc-
tion that the property of the owner could not be
forieitcd unless the owner was n party to the
fraud, or In complicity wlt.'i the distiller therein.
It is proper to say that If a case be nuuft in which
tools, uupleincuts, instruments and personal
property lound on the premises are forfeited, I see
no ground on which, by calling them real estate, or
part o: the distillery apparatus, they can be withdrawnand saved. The judgment must ue reversed,
nd anew trial ordered.

Judge Da.vis Refuses to Release ThrmOroundaof the Refusal.
On the reassembling yesterday of the Court of

Dyer and Terminer, Judge Davis on the bench, Mr.
John 0. Molt renewed his motion lor tug uncharge

or Patrick and Ttiomas Hart and John Redmond,
the principal witnesses against Edward S. Stokes
in his trial for the alleged murder of Colonel James
Flsk. Jr., or for the reduction ol their bail to a very
small sum, $6,000 being the present amount or bail
required of each. These three boys, employed
at the time of the shooting as bell boys in the
Grand Central llotel, were, it will be remembered,
kept in the House of Detention from the time of
the shooting to the close of the second trial, last
January.

Mr. Mott. on his motion yesterday, insisted that

It was all important that their testimony should
be given at t lie uext trial ol Mokes, unit il released
now thev might be induced to put themselves out
ol the way. lie therefore denied the application.
