laid in the natural sciences, and be sustained by 1
absolute demonstration and by simple and i
straightforward reasoning. What Mils man said t
or what that man said, or rather what eltucr is
said to have said two or three thousand years ago,
when gross darkness covered the face of the earth,
bo long as it conflicts with good, sound, common
sense, is not worth a button to-day. Every revela-
tiou to man has been made and continues to be
made through some natural channel, or through
some agency that demonstrates Its supernaturalcharacter and power. There is not a single well
authenticated line of contemporary history to provethat the Just and noble Nazarene was more than a
mere man. In lact, if Scripture evidence be worth
anything, wc are taught to regard Him as not only
wanting in ordinary good understanding, but iuglliied,at times, to be petulant or vindictive.

Mr. I. S. Isaacs, one of the editors of the Jewish

Messenger, now travelling in Europe, sends an interestingletter to his paper of last week concertingPrince Charles and the Roumanian persecu-
ions. lie saw the Prince In Vienna and describes
lini fi rri'in nf mrvlpuf. hptirincr urlin BPomoil tr\

ivoid publicity. There was nothing strlkiug in his
personal appearance, lie appeared in the opera,
n company with the Emperor's brother, dressed
n ordinary evening costume, and resembled
aore a, rich banker's son of quiet ways,
self-satlsfled, and yet intelligent, than a prince
af so large a country as tills lbDumauia.
Hie ruler of so rapacious, revengeful and bigoted
a people would, to the general nund, be cast in a
inherent mould. Fancy paints the Roumanians as
a large band ol reprobates and roboem, devoid of
humane sentiments.and their chief should have
seeniinirly some marks of power, strong nerve,
glittering eye, commanding stature. And yet
this undersized gentlemanly Charles may
prove himself able.as lie is willing.
to repress the cruel passions of his subjects,
and give to all the free exercise of their
rights. He may have that innate power to com-
manu. that giant intellect which is not conditioned
by any largeness of frame. True, he has not been
too sncceMfnl in Ills treatment of the Jewish
question; but he has a terribly Mgotted people to
deal with, passions to suppress which seem to
have been kindled twenty centuries ago, and to bo
Mazing with unabated fury in tins country, even
though the rest or the world has seen the errors of
its ways and turned a kindly lace to the persecuted
wanderer.

urbane gentlemen, highly attentive to the ladies f
the* were escorting, and seemingly too polite and
intelligent to engage in hostile demonstrations
against any sect.

(food education, is described as an inveterate opponentto all measures tending to ameliorate the
condition of the oppressed.
Of the people of Kouuiania, Mr. Isaacs writes

that the indifference or open opposition of the Ron-
inanlan nobles and men of influence arises from
their defective education, superstition and uneou-
qnerable bigotry. They cannot couceive that, a
Jew is a man, entitled to all the rights of man. Their
theory is that the Jews killed their Saviour nineteen
centuries since, and tho sin must be visited on their
descendants until the end of time. A few may
have pecuniary Interests.the thrift and sharpnessol the Jews may make them formidable rivals
in irude; bat the tact seems to be that the persecutionsare due to the stupid heads and bud hearts
of the Roumanians rather than to their avarice or
leaiousy. The populace sre a brutal class, especiallyin the towns and villages. He writes
hopclully, however, ol Mr. Pelxotto's mission in
that Principality, and urges Israelites of Enrope
ami America to sustain liberally this self-sacriflcing
American Consul, who by his presence and influencehas already dons so much to alleviate the
sufferings of his Roumanian co-religionists.

These few verses of the sacred hard, he said
comprise a beautiful description of the glorious
lutnre and at the same time delineate the system
of religion by whose agency this prosperous period
shall be Introduced. The religion of Israel
is not a compilation of philosophical
speculations or mysterious riddles, bat
is rather the heavenly guide who leads the childrenor the Lord to their iiighest destination in a
path and by a way wherein none who deslro to
follow need go astray. Faith Is the leader by
which the race or the individual man is to attain
this prtfsperity, whether in spiritual or in material
affairs. Speculative.that is, sectarian.religion
cannot achieve this cud; practical religion can.
God is the highest Idea, thai caunot be penetrated
by the keenest intellect of the most gifted mortal;
but can be telt iu His blissful c fleets i>y the simpleand truthful heart of a child. Not to accept and
believe in God, unless our reason can solve the
problems that are connected with His attributes of
eternity, inilntty and spirituality, is as servile and
silly as to refuse the light and warmth of the
huu until we can understand the laws by which
thai orb lagoverned. We may mistake or lull to
comprehend the influences of those laws upon the.
solar svsteiu, but we cannot fall lo uppreclaio the
necessity and beneticlal effects of the sun's rays
upon our world. To philosophize about God, if it
be done in a proper and reverent spirit, will tend
to increase our knowledge of the Supreme Being:but. let not our speculations concerning the Deityintcriere with our faith In the All-Gou, even in a
negative way.
Moses was not vainglorious when he said of the

law which by his agency the Lord had Imparted to
Israel, "This is your wisdom and your understand-
lug In the sight of the nations which shall hear all
these statutes and shall say. surely, this Is a wise
and understanding peopleMany a modern philosopher,said the Doctor, on hearing this passage,will remark, with a scorntul smlie, "Past and
tailed glory never to be revived again " Hut every
enlightened thinker who knows anything of the
essence 01 these statutes will abide by the predictionof the great prophet ami lawgiver, and will surelyhope for the time to come when all nations shall
acknowledge the wisdom and grandeur of Israel's
law. Put all the philosophical treatises and essays
on Uod and man into the sralo with that, small section01 the Scriptures which treats of the sanctityol mankind.Leviticus xlx..und, voluminous as
they are, It. will outweigh them 411. They are lighterthan vanity ItselL In comparison with the wisdom
of God. I11 this chapter you can see what Judaism
is and what It inculcates. First, it inculcates
faith In tnc one only living and true God; It warus
against the sins of idolatry and superstition; It
teaches honor and obedience to parents, and
the sanctity of the Sabbath; it inculcates
charity to the poor, honesty In all thtugs, whether
In private or In public lile, cautions us not to harbormalice or revenge in our hoaoms, and to love
our neighbors as ourselves. And nearly every one
01 these commandments closes with the words, "I
am the Lord." As if the I«ord had said: "You can
know Me only by doing good." Kvery pure thoughtand every virtuous act will bring thee nearer to
the Idol of perfection.to the Lord. Work out the
principles laid down In this one chapter of tho
Scriptures, and jou will tnd truth and merry so
closely entwined, love and Justice so thoroughly
