persons attended the services. Some of them,
who evidently did not belong to the regnlar congregation,snored through the sermon comfortably,
others doxed peacefully during the Bishop's learned
quotations, and others, again, went out at the
most interesting passages. This was embarrassing,but Bishop Snow was fiercer and more fiery
than ever, and the amount 01 bloodshed that he
foresaw among the wicked was something terrlflc.
lie first preached a sermon on the "filthy papers,"
and read a lengthy circular or the elders or tHe
church, which was to the effect that there waa but
one God, and that

snow was hfs pbopoet.
In 1M4 Christ was crowned King of Kings, and now
Be ruled overall the nations of the earth with a
rod of Iron, and could dash them to pieces like so

uiany pieces of crookery. The Franco-Gcrman war
and other wars were predicted by snow twenty
years ago, the circular went on to say, and they
(the elders) were prepared lo prove It. Snow's
manner was neither abrupt nor Insulting, but his

great beanty was, that he loft the dirty work to the
"popular ciO JfJ.'' It wae true that Snow wa# not

working tor tne salvation of the world, but left
that Job to the Catholics, Baptist*, presbjterlaus,
Episcopalians ami other denominations, so soon as
they could agree upon the plan. (This, which wus
supposed to be witty, cansed the Bishop to smile.)
The circular then declared tho Pope's assumption
of Infallibility to be blasphemy, and alluded to
the "pagan dogma" of the soul's lmmoi t.lity. God
could soon destroy all sham governments and religions,but not Mr. Snow, who

The Bishop took his text from Daniel vli, 1, aud
alluded again to the seventy weeks, which meant
seventy years, and tho 3,300 days, which stood lor
2,aoo years that were to precede the coronation
o/ tho King- of Kings. Xerxes invaded
Greece with flvo or six millions of soldiers;
then rose Alexander, who retaliated npon Persia;
and all this Daniel saw in hi* vision. The Bishop
then took a ramble, and wandered through the
conquest of Persia, the subjection of Palestine by
the Komans, a*4 the consumption ol "the wicked"
by "the npirlfW the mouth.'L. Everybouy ought to
look lor Christ's coming,from heaven to earth,and by

the wicked were to be destroyed. The Bishop then
camo to the pagan Romans, whose chief god wus
Jupiter, uud lo Papal Rome cut ihe Jupiter's head

rosDect for him. Anntlmr vavba thut tlic
Romano would not liar* "the desire lor women."

old texts of the liiole. and which made the sermon
that was tacked on to it all the moro disappointin?.It was the fifteenth and sixteenth
ecr.-cs of the fourth chapter of Hebrews.
"For wc have not a high priest which
cannot be touched with the feeling of our lnarmiities,but was in all points tempted like as we are,
uut yet without slu. Let us therefore come boldly

mercy and find grace to help in time of need."
l'iie lormer part 01 the sermon was devoted to a

lie must. In a measure, save Himself; he must respondto the workings of Cod: he must co-operate
with llim. The only way to train a man is to show
Dim now to traiu himself. We bear people talk of
self-made men. Why, they are all Mil-made, only
some have been shown while others worked out
the problem alone. In order to qnlcken a man towardshis own salvation it is necessary to become
ourselves witnesses oi tho truth, and It will dependa preat deal upon the simplicity, the manlinessana toe natural, everyday way or expression,
tho number of souls we save. For a man to mouth
and whine over the work of God Is to annihilate
his usefulness; in religion, as in other things, a
man should conform to the principle he teaches,
and ho will then make it all the more true and
plain.

CHUBCH DEDICATION AT ASTOSIA.

Dedication of the Church of St. Mary,
of Mount Ctrmtl-Sermoii by Bishop
Loujfhlin.Tho Mission of the Church.
Yesterday marks an epoch in tne history of Astoria,ror it will long be memorable ior tho dedicationof tho first Catholic church In the town. True,

there has been a church in the placo heretolore,
but its holy uses, and not its appearance, entitled
it to the name. It was a small, low wooden
building, which barely sheltered the devoted
heads of the worshippers from tho Inclement
weather. Father Pheaian, knowing the fact,
and conscious that such was not a lit
place for such a numerous and, in some respccts,
wealthy congregation to worsnip, began to advo- |
cate the necessity or a new buildiu?. and his efforts
were crownea by the good work of yesterday. The
laying ot the corncr stone, some time sluoe, was
noticed at leugUi in the Ujsuaid, and on thaf occa
sion the question was asked,wheu tho church
would be finished. A prominent member said all
would be satlsued ii It was liutshed rn the Winter
ot 1873. lrom tlil.i it will be seer, that the most
sanguine hopes of the good wishers of the church
have been surpassed.

THE DEDICATION.
At ten o'clock the piocesslou was formed in the

vestry room, and the solemn march uround tho
church was begun. The acolytes, with burning
tapers, preceded Father Pliealau, wiio walked ImmediatelyIn lront of Bishop Louglilln, to whose
prayers he chantcd the responses. The procession
moved around the south wing of tho church,
across the front to the centre entrance, through
wuicu they hied up tho middle aisle to the altar
rail, thence to the ielt aisle, down the leit aisle,
across tiio church to the right aisle, up the right
aisle to the altar again, where the Bishop caantcd
the remainder of the scrvicc. some delay in tho
service was caused by the non-airlval of the
quartet from Brooklyn that had volunteered
to sing.

CLOSING SEEVICES YESTEEDAY.

Long Uuancu, August IT, 1878.
Alter the rude interference of the elements with

the legitimate privileges of tlie Summer, Itun weelc,
we lmve a revival of pleasant weather auU of
QoCttuuBucu seasiuu en,oyments. ine noieis are

again Oiling up, with indications of a prolonged
season, and to-day we hear renewed complaints of
a scarcity of rooms at the favorite houses. The last
reminiscence of ttie storm is tarnished in the snape
of a set of complimentary resolutions, adopted by
the business men of Mew York who were compelled
to make the trip backwards and forwards between
the city and the Branch during the prevalence of
the gale, expressing their approbation or the effortsof the railroad and steamboat companies to
afford accommodation to tho passengers, and
their appreciation of tho efficiency of the line, as
shown in the regularity with which the boats and
cars were run despite the violence or the tempest.
These resolutions were adopted unanimously at a

largely attended meeting of cottage residents and
hotel guesti held at the Ocean Hotel yesterday.
Looking out upon the sea to-day, as smooth and
placid as a lake, witn hundreds of vessels moving
slowly and lazily over its sparkling surface, one can
hardly realize that it is the same ocean which only
three or four days ago dashed its angry billows so
furiously against the bcach, threatening destructionto everything within tholr reach. On
Wednesday last the foaming, roaring breakers
tossed up their white crests into the air nearly
hair a mile Irom the shore, while this aitcrnoon the
Plymonth Rock, so densely packed with excursion-
lstn, tUat all her decks appeared to be covered with
a heavy black lringe, steamed up within a few
yards of the land, exchanging salutes with the
battery and oheers with the thousands of spectatorswho lined the blnir.

TflE OCEAN UROVE CAMP XXETINO.
Bat variety Is said to form the spice of life, and

the contrast between the tempest of a few days
ago and the splendid sunshine and calm of to-day
is not more marked than has been that between
the scenes of the past week at Long Branch and
those enacted Ave or six miles off at Ocean Grove.
At Loiisr Hrn.ne.lL rturiiitf tlio storm. Lhp linniw mt

occupied in guziug on tue gianJeur of the occuu,
wero consumed in tho Indoor amusements of
uinsio, dancing, billiards, bowling, card playing,
reading and flirting. At, Ocean Grove
tiie roar of the tempest could not
drown the Bhouts of thci saints rejoicing In the
Lord; the beating of the rain could not dampen
the ardor ol the exhortiug slaters, who strove to
lead, others to grace by tho relation or their own
experiences; the chilliness of the northeast blast
conld not cool the not lervor of the preachers, who
sought to lash their congregalions into enthusiasticholiness. The Long Branch amusements
wore, of course, the amusements of sinners: the
Ocean Grove work was the work of saintd. Yet it
may be well to inquire whether there are not some
evils to guard against In the latter as well as in
the lormer.

13 a CAMP HBBTINQ a DESIRABLE INSTITUTION?
I am aware tuat in raising tue question as to

whether a camp meeting has a moral or Immoral
tendency, I shall startle a great number of per*
sons, and probably offend not a lew. lint tho
Hkkald na* a duty to perform to the public which
cannot be neglected, In consideration of private
interests or Individual views. Some five or six
thousand persons of both sexes, and of nil ages,
have been gathered together in Ocean Grove tor
the past ten days. The greater portion of
them have been living during that period a
gypsy life, in tents, borne of these canvas
residences uave in them two or three beds, and all
of them are separated from each other and from
tne public view only by nimsy curtains. There is
about them none of the sacred retirement or home,
none of that excluslveness and security wtilch
modesty demands in the hours devoted to rest and
Bleep. Young girls just budding Into womanhood
aud males of their own age may occupy adjoining
divisions In these tents, and sometimes even tlie
same room. Fathers aud mothers retire at night
and rise In the mornlug with grown-up children
in adjoining beds. Even whon the apartments are
separated by a curtain It does not seen) that
a canvas tent pitched in a public road where
people are at liberty to pass anil repass at all hours
oi the night can be a desirable place for a sleeping
apartment for a refined young lady, or that the
habit of living in such a manner, even for two
weeks, can be conducive to ttiat modesty which 19
the most precious charm of womanhood. Tho
Methodist bretUren would no donbt be shocked It
tliey should be told that to many this vagrant
camp life seems to hold out a premium to ltnmoralitv,or at least to threaten the destruction of
those barriers against immodesty, not the
least trifling or insignlflount of which can bo
broken down without peril to the whole. Yet no
unprejudiced person could have visited Oceuu
Urove last week without becoming convinced that
there is mischief 111 the system, or without discoveringthose indications of its pernicious working
winch may be invisible to eyes that are always
turned up towards heaven or closed in pious
humility. Tho sisters who relate In tho prayer
meetings their tvials aud their triumphs, their
struggles and their suiferlng in the cause
of Jesus, would probably be astonished to
And weaker vessels of their own sex taking
advantage oi the occupation of their
enthusiastic associates to listen to talcs or a very
dltierent character told by less pious lips among
the trees or behind the canvas o7 tho tents. The
worthy brothers wnose powerful voices hurl tho
thunder of their eloquence at the Throno of (trace
would no doubt lie lined witli amazement to discoverthat while the shepherds are rejoicing in the
lold the wolves may be making havoo among the
stray lambs. Yet the evidences of tbese evils oi a

lug to worldly outsiders who have been
at Ocean Uiove during the great revival,
No person cau doubt tlie sincerity and zeal or
those Christian soldiers who have been doing
battle in the service of the Lord on the pleasant

question whether this camp life In the woods, tuts
Indelicate community or sexes and ages, is not calculatedinsidiously to destroy modesty and virtue,
and to lead to license and immorality.

WHAT TDK CAMP MKkTINO DAM ACOOMPLISHRD.
The Ocean Umve gathering is not claimed by lis

Irlends to have been a success, In a religions point
ol view. There have been but very few conversions.This Is explained by the (act that the
attendance iias been lately made np of churches
and their regular members, and hence the raw
material of siu and woridliuess has not been there
to be manufactured into Christian vessels. One of
the attendant ministers, in noticing ilils fact, expressedthe opinion, nevertheless, that there
lias been much need of conversion, or at
least of reform, among the church
members themselves, and ne believes that
in iiif* uirctwon me uceau urove meeting nas accomplishedRood. It has aroused the lukewarm,
given new incentive for labor to the zealous auu
called back into the straight path many who.se
footsteps had begun to seek the pleasant but lorblddeagraas upon the worldly common.

Until washed by the Long Branch surf he had not
shipped a handtul ot water irom one end of the
journey to the other. The boat weighs fifty-three
pounds, and has been au object 01 curiosity to
thousands aince her arrival.
