Ouly
the politicians themselves have dabbled in it to
any very great extent, and even that large sod
pompous portion of the community hns not been
80 active s the party  newspapers
in  the State would have the people
believe. This seeming or actusl apathy,
however, 18 only the calm which precedes the
storm. That General Butler is to make & bold push
for the nomination I8 everywhere indieated, dnd the
oppoeition of the Washburn party against him will
probably be even more determined and more lor-
midable than It was two years ago, The question of
who will win ia, at this time, an even one. Neither
party is cenfident, ana both will employ all availa-
ble means—probably honorable and otherwise—to
control, firgt, the preliminary caucuses, and after-

THE NOMINATING .CONVENTION AT WORCESTER.

Probably the gathering will be the most lively
and entertaining politicul congregation ever s
sembled in Massachusetts, and the intercst which
will sttach to the proceedings will partake some-
thing of a national character.
