And nowhere, be
It sald, without prejudice to the foregolng, can a
man or womnn enjoy those other deligits that con-
tribute to the pleasurcs of lasbionable life in Eu-
rope and America than on Long Island, 1 am
writing from mental notes—the experionce of &
week. Have we not in Paris been charged n franc
for & candle to light us to bed? A genuine
Long Islander will let you go to bed in the aAark
and charge you for & calcium fame. Have you
been worried by butler, boots and chambermald
in an English notel on taking your departure in
fear and trembling? Trust to a Long Island
Bourbon prince-republican to recall your expe-
rience when he computes his sutferings in your
behalf in dollars and cents. Let no “travelled
Thane" boast of encounters witn Spanish fleas in
dingy hostelries, with mud-covered floors and
more toan doubtfol beda. Here we have tue in-
quisitive, enterprising and ever active mosquito,
sod night attacks from bedbugs of distinguished
mien and determined aspect. Persons who have
gobbled maccaronl at Messina and sgured their
stomacha and temper with wine labelled for
Americans are adjured to try our clam chowder

THE CHOWDER HOUSE,

Defore ome can reach the lsland (the extreme
westerly end of the long, saudy breakwater) from
the mainland he bhas to pass a reach ol low ground
Etanding out a few fcet above the sea, which 1s
marked on the map as Fire Island, but which is o
mile or 8o from Lhe place now given that deslgna-
uon, On this sand 18 a tavern governed by a Mr.
Conkhn, of the great Babylonlan Lhouse of Conk-
lin, whnere strangers can be fed and fleeced
in the most approved fashlon. Doaiing LPeoFle
and yachtsmen eén roule to Fire Island stop
here to mollily their angry appetite. The succu-
lent ciam is the pice de résistance of the cook, The
clams ure served as chowder, or roasted. Chow-
der mklns is o tine art, and Conklin pud his men
are reputed artists, The chowder of the city cou-
talus as many unknown ticles of Indigestible
food as there are mysteries in Flith ward nasi;
but here, taken au naturel, It 18 & soothing, dell-
clous compound, tick to the palate, and o that
peculiar favor and consistency that as you eat you
will, like Oliver, continually usk for more. [ tried
hard to find out how it was made, Intending to take
notes for home relference, but lound that there are
lengths to which no outside burbarian can go iu
culinary inquiry, Those who can make a first class
chowder are not numerous, and adepts
the delightful business flud it to their

ofit 10 keep the secret of their success

o themsalves. Of the clam bake proper nothing
can be said here. The Down East bake 18 unknown
on these sands—the layer of hot stones, clams on
top, layers of oysters, chickens, blue fish, pota-
toes, &c., in o trench and covered up with a heap
of wet seaweed. Quicker, and, perbaps, not less
delightrul, is the process bere.
TIHE CLAM ROAST.

1t i8 not a clam bake, but o clam roast. In s hol-
low in the sand the clams are lald, nose down,
tinckly together, as many as are waunted for lnme-
diate use. Then a pile of shavings is placed on
top and set on fire, the tlme the shavings
are burned to ashes the clame are thoroughiy and
properly cooked. They are then taken up and
placed before you on a huge dish, a plate of
meited butter §8 at your hand and very
good white hread. It {ou are particular
you will tuke a knife and fork; if you comprehend
ihe importance of the occasion {nu will use your
flugers. Take the black neck of the steaming clam
between Lhe forefluger and thumb of the right
hand, race the body of 1t through the melted but-
ter, seize the pepper-box—If you have not shed
pepper on the butter—and dash a little on; strike
onut deftly and swlitly at a Elnm of salt placed con-
vnnlent‘:; near (If you think you have time take a
mouthful of bread and butter), eat and ve happy.
Your huppiness can be continued as long as you
have capacity in your stomach and money ln your
purse. Clams washed and prepared in this ‘wuy

The HERALD of the 19th jnst. containg a “synopsis
of the Navy Regleter for July, 1873, wherein the
Washington correspondent states that 1 decliped
to uppear belore the Examining Board," aod,
therefore, “am loeligitle for promotion,” and *“it
is presamed I will continue to be borne om the
register as senlor captain untl!, by reason of age
orlength of service, 1 can be retired’” In naval
circles this needs no comment, but among my
friends and acquaintances fu the army uad in civil
Ilife the question would uaturally arise, Why
should I make thbis selection when by an ex-
amination I would have all the advan-
tages accrning f(rom promotion? As it is
susceptible of an unfavorable luterpretation, you
will oblige me by publishiug in your widely cirea-
lated paper a briefl statement of the facts. In the
regular order of promotion I was entitled to the
vacancy created the 28th of December last, and, in
eumgllnnce with au ovder from the Navy Depart-
ment to ret{mrl. to the President of the Exam ninﬁ
Board, 1 duly sppeured, and aiter a *physical
examination, waved the “‘rigit to be present,’ re-
ferring the board to my record of thirty-six years
on fle In the Navy Department, and witndrew. I
am sustained in my course by the decision of the
secretary of the Navy, under whose supervision
the laws were framed and enforced for near|
peven years; by the practice of the several bourds
up to & very recent date and by the opinlens of
several of e modr prominent legal men. It was
not unil January 25, 1860, aod just before the
former Secretary retired from office, that any
regular examinations were Fractt&eu, even amoug
the junior officers of the “line.” At that time &
circular wus lssued requiring all “Lne" ofcers or-
dered before the Board to be ‘“‘professionally’
examined, but the very Board to whom it was tirat
addressed understood it to lppl{m junior om-
cers, whose ‘‘prolessional stand mq';’ had unot
been a8 yet salisiactorily estublished, a8
Is shown t;{'thelr "reccmmendlnﬁ" the senfor
ofMicers simply on their “records.” Under the act
of July 16, 1802, Urst estabilshiog examining boards,
a large number of the “line' officers were pro-
moted by a “‘carefal gcrutinizing' of thelr records,
Bo o on July 25, 186d. The amendatory act of
A 41, 1804, requires no more of the Board than
to “sutisly themselves’” of the fitness of *the
officer to be acted upon,' and who “has the right
to be present if he desires 1t (section 8), The
first pection of this act, lnstructing the Board
in Ita duties to the ‘“line"” oMcer, re-
fers to the ‘‘atam™ in these words, *“A
ail other oMecera.”

STAGE COACH TRAVELLING.

Fatal Consequences of a Drlver's
Recklessness,

An Overloaded Stage Dashing Down a
Steep, Rocky Road.

BETHLEHEM, N, H., Angnst 28, 1878,

Tnis Is an exceedingly pretty ittle village, right
in the heart of a far-lamed mountain dlstrict,
Lelng only twenty-two miles [rom Mount Washing-
ton, seventeen from the White Moantaln Notch and
ten jrom the Franconlia Mountains. It is such a
nook in the highlands of New Hampshira as com-
fort-seeking people, not mere sight seers, would
desire. During the cheeriess, unceasing rain which
made your ¢lty s0 uncomfortable for n few days
there were only bright skies and naught to vell the
wonders and beautles of uature, 8o liberally spread
out before the sojourners at Bethlehem. The ce-
lestinl water cart seems to be judiciously careful
ol the convenlence and clothes of the people here,
and gives sullicient warnlng before turning on its
gtream. The hotel and surrounding farmhouses
are well stocked with visitors, the number belng
greater than during any previons season,

THE TERRIBLE SBTAGE DISASTER

last week, an account of which has already ap-
peared in the HEraLD., A visit to the spot and a
conversation with parties familiar with all the cir-
cumstances of the sad afslr tended to convince
me that il resulted fromn groas carelesencss on the
pars of the driver. The coacnh, drawn by gix
horses, was on 1t8 way to the Profile House, In the
Franconia Mountains, and had reached the worst
gection of a road which all Lhrough is extremely
rugged and dangerous, Before It was a steep In-
cline, nearly s quarier of a mile o length, at the
end of which the road glves o nhnrp curve to the
right. At this curve the “actident'” occurred. The
stage had crossed @& water bar (a lew boards
placed over a mountain rill runping across the
road) and the sudden jerk which followed threw
the forward ‘tackie almost on the Jeaders’
haunches. They sturted on & run and the other
four hurses became equally frightened, Once in
swilt carcer down that Bteep decline the arm
of Samaon would be powerless %0 chieck them,
When they reached the curve the momentum wus
too @l to round It safely. Had the driver
headed them for the brush end trees instead of
attempting to round the carve he would nave
kilied the entire team but would undoubtedly have
saved the lives of his pussengers, The rule with
experienced drivers on these mountatn roads (8 to
apply the brake or check the teamn In crossing a
wuler bar, This prevents the leaders’ tackle from
being thrown Jorward and removes the danger ol
the liorses becoming frightened. Tne leaders are

nerally spirited and more easlly excited thau
lie other horses, and on & down grade the atten-
tion of the driver is wholly taken up with them
and the brake.

He 1s a young man, who on this occasion had
taken the pl of the regular driver. His exgg;:-
ence In 8L driving with six in hand has n
very limited. No part of the stage harness gave
wuy, contrary to report. If the pole straps broke,
as was nlleged by the driver, the coach would have

ne clean over the wheelers. They were found
mug in front of It. It may be said, in favor of the
driver, that when the horses etarted on their wad
ruce he cl to the reins with desperation, and
did his best to stop them. But no human belng
coald nccomplisi that in such a place. There are
§ix stage lineés on this route, and the utmost (ndif-
ference and recklessness are shown in loading each
nm%u. To convey eighteen passengers, with a plie
of mufa towering over the coach &0 us to
render It the more Uable to upset, may be
regarded 88 8 risky undertaking. But stage
companies here are llke oiher corpora-
tions, thinking onli{huf money making and
reckless of human . The unfortunate yonn{
man whose braind were dashed out was struc
by the end of the Baratoga truuk on which
he had Lbecn sitliog 8 moment before. Little did
the fushilonable beile who packed away her myriad
tollets in that monstrous receptacle think that it
should ever be spattered with the bratns and life
bleod of a young wan. The hotel proprietors and
stage drivers assure me that this disaster ls an ex-
ceptional case, No accident has occurred on this
road for over ten years. This is about us reuwsona-
ble &reply os might pe made by a trapeze per-
former, & wilker or au seronaut iu fuvor of
their respective pursuits. They might say that no
sccident occurred to them In a long term
of years. Yes, but had an accident befallen them
they would not be present to testify. Mr. Austen
G. Fox and Miss Fox, of New York, who were so
seriously lujured Ln this alsaster, have been re-
moved from the farm house to which they were
first conveyed and are mow out of danger. It 1s
very probable, however, that they will be maimed
for ilie, Lvid Reeves, the brother of the lady w
was killed, 18 recovering from the effects o hls
injuries, He is cared for at the Sinclair House.

Astray=A Merchant and & Watchman
with Similar Cognomens—A Banker
“Taken In"=Custodian Mackenzie's
Kind Solicitude Unsppreciated=ficld
for Examination.

On the 50th day of June last the oMce of Classon
& Hayes, bankers and brokers, doing business at
No. 6 Broad street, was visited by two men, who
fuquired for Mr. Hayes' Lrotber. Beiog informed
that the gentieman was sbsent they asked for Mr,
Hayes, of the firm.

A FRENCHMAN'S FATALITY,

Singnlar Suileide in a Washington
Square Boarding House,

A Musician Bhoots Himself Because of Disap-
pointment in Love—The Deed Caused by
Jealousy and Despair—Interesting
Letters Found in  the
Dead Man's Hand

Bhortly after twelve o'clock yesterday aftergoon
Mrs, Ellen Parsons, a lady keeplug a respeciable
boarding house at No. 42 South Washing*on square,
laboring under an intense state of exoltement,
rushed into the Fiiteenth precinct statlon house
and stated to Sergeant Mureay, then in charge,
that Lulgi Tito Rocco, o Frenchman, thirty years
of sge, who gave lessons on the harp, and a
8killed musiclan of sctentific attainmenta, formerly
8 member of the Parepa-Rosa troupe, had coms
mitted suicide in his bedroom, on the fourth floor,
by shooting himself In the month with a revolver.

Bergeants Murray aud Younyg after firsi notifying
Coroner Young, entered the house of Mra, Parsons,
and, proceeding to the room of deceased, found him
lying inbed on his right side and having a pistol
shot wound of'the moutn, the bullet evidently
having passed inward and upward and lodged in
the bramn. The bed clothing was partially

BESMBARED WITH BLOOD, -

and there was @& quantity of blood on the floor
fronting the bed. Rocco cluteched the revolver in his
right hand, while in his left hand he held & bunch of
keys, two letters (one of which waa addreased to his
friena Francisco Scnlelss, of No 120 Third avenue, and
the other one seemed to dressed to no one in
particular), and a miniature picture of Miss Mary
Louise Parsons, & young lady, sixteen years of age,
danghter of the landlady, to whom ha was de-
vutedly attached, -

Coroner Young, on arriving at the house, nssisted
by Sergeants Murray and Young,searched the effects
of the deceased, and in his trunk found upwards of
$80 In Dbills, old-fushloned pistol of foreign
maenufacture, articles of clothing and other t
ull of which were arranged wich great care. His
wardrobe woa also in ?errect order, all his gar-
menta belng hung up aod folded with great care,
he doubtless desiring to teave everythlng in order~
in anticipation of his death.

THE CAUSE OF THE TRAGEDY.

On Wedneaday of 1aat week Miss Parsons visited
Long Branch with a friend and put up @t the
Clarendon Fotel to awalt the arrival of her brother,
Mr. Solon Parsons, who wes expected and ald
arrive {rom Philadelphia by the afternoon train,
Mr. Pargons and his slster remained at the hotel,
and on Saturday last Roceo visited the Branch to
gee the idol of lus alections, and, &8 he
quently alleged, saw Mr., Parsons and his
glster In oomfaan: which, he claimed, was
not reaaeccahlu. Rocco, who wis of a very Jealons
disposition, sbruptly lelt the Clarendon the same
evenlng, on the pretenceithat he was glck, and re-
turned to the city by the last boas, followed on
Monday by Mr. Parsons and his slster, On the
aiternoon of uunu¥ Roeco seemed usaally chear-
ful, and, watching his opportunity, called Mra, Pavs
gons aslde and nsked for the hand of ner daughter,
whichfwas promptly refused, on the ground that the
girl was a8 yet only a child and altogether

This geemed to unnerve liocco; but he malntained
lus composure yery well durlog the evening, and
at nine o'clook asked Miss Parsons to take o walk
with him; but she could not leave, in consequence
of the absence of her mouher.

Rocco then went alone to o drug stors, and, re-
turning with abottle of eltrate of magnesia, recired
to his room shortly before eleveu o'clock. He did
not appear at breakfast ns usaal, the next
morning, and, in fact, was not sean all day Tuesday.
Finding his room door 1ast yesterday and all silent
within the family became alarmed, and bursting in
the door Rocco was discovered dead in bed, as
stated.
