A Graphle Plcture of the Selzure and
the Attendant Clrcu Story
of & Cabin Passenger—=Three Prominent
OMeials from Washington with Sixty
Trunks=Boring the Hecl of & Man's
Boot for Diamonds.

The following 13 the statement of a cabin passen-
ger on board the City of Cheater, wnich arrived n
this port on Sunday night, as to the recent selzure
of diamonds and the circumstances which led to
1ti—

¥ A passEvaER's STATEMENT.

Bhortly after the City of Chester lelt Liverpool
Mr. Lancaster became acquainted with a number
of gentlemen cabln passengers. To these he
made no secret of the fact that he had
a8 large quantity of diamonds (n his pos
seaslon, - the aggregate valuo of which he
said, on one occaslon, in the smoking room of the
City of Chester, amounted to a little over $40,000.
He nlso explained that twelve of the dismonds
were amall cut stones, and he had heard that any
gentleman was allowed to bring thoat amount into
the United States a8 part of his persona! property
or outfit. The remainder, he sald, weres uncut
stones, and he had made Inquiriea of the American
Consul in Liverpool and learned that uncat dia-
monds were not dutiable commodities o any
American port,

FROMINENT OPFICIALS.

“When we were a sbort time out,” this gentle-
man continued, “we learned that we three
prominent fjnvernment officlals from Washington
on koard. Une was Captain 1. M. Broadhead, the
Second Auditor ol the 'Ireasury Department,
Washington, a8 1 understood; thé second was a
Mr. Tulleck, a Collector of Internal Revenue, from
Washington, and the third was a gentleman named
Frazer, whose governmental capacity I did not
understana.

At all events we understood after a ghort tlme
that these gentlemen had been sent to Europe in
connecsion with the collection of certain Syndicate
bonds which were out standing at the other side.
Among the rest, these gentlemen became ac-

uninted with the fact that Mr. Luncaster had this

voowort® o' diamonds on board, aud 1t {s pre-
sumed knew the clrcumstances,
WO GAVE THE INFORMATION?

‘‘When wo arrived in port on sunday night,” the
raporier's lnformant continued, ‘‘we were boarded
In the regular way [rom u tender, We were told
that we could not take any of our luggage ashore
on that mim. but that any cabin passenger who
wished could go ashore personally to pler 46 North
River and the luggage could be sent for next da
to the Custom House on the wharf, We almost ail
