WHO IS THE PERPETRATOR?

Poor Brown, a Broker, Bagged for
Supposed Complicity.

Report That Half a Million of the Bonds are
Held by a Bank in the City.

TInterviews, Reticence and Bewilderment
on All Sides,

New York often lays the fattering nnotton to her
soul that she 18 not easily outwitted in commercial
and banking matters, London may possess her
*Joe the Penman,"” who mamtained that he conld
umitate any signature whatever within the spave
of an hour, including Horace Greeley's or Captdin
Mayne Reid's, for the drawing up of that legal in-
strument known a8 the bill of exchange. Bank of
England forgers may come and go, Fremont may
doater his rallroad schemes In Parla, but the New
Yorker believes that the art ol forgery s but little
practieed in Wall or Broad street, From time to
time eruptions bresk forth in the classle reglins
of the Btock Exchange, produced either by a
‘Black Priday or the flooding of the market with
bogus bonds of many denominations.

The following story shows, upon the high credit
of Mr. Denny, Jr., that upwards of a quarter of a
millton of forged railroad bonds are afloat at the
present moment, and a rumor, which 18 given for
what it 13 worth, alleges that o bank in this city
holds the colossal sum of half & milllon of these
forged bonds, It can only be hoped that the latter
statement s an exaggeration,

INTEEVIBW WITH MBE. HENRY DEKNNY, JE.

Yesterday afternoon, while the irequenters of
‘Wall street were winging their way homeward,
lttie dreaming of the immense amount of bogus
bonds which bad been thrown on the mar-
ket, & HERALD reporter entered the office of
Mr. Henny Denny, in Jauncey court, to hear
‘what that gentleman had to say with reference
%0 the new undertaking In the predatory art. Mr,
Denny was found bard at werk, but kindly con-
sented to give the HERALD reporter A few moments
of his time to tell what he knew about the last
great swindle,

HOW THE FEAUD WAS DISCOVERED,

The way the frand waa discovered was in this
wise:—0On Friday Mr. Oleott, of the firm of Olcott,
in Broad street, received from Messrs. Banders &
Hardenbergh, brokers, of No. 112 Broadway, 17,000
bonds of the New York Oentral seven per cent,
of 1876, On Mr, Olcott looking at them he discov-
ered that among the bonds offered, purchased by
him, were two of the same number. These duplicate
bonds were both pumbered No. 201, and it wil
be seen at once that Mr. Olcott was justified in
thinking that there was something materiglly
wrong. Mr. Oleott in this dilemma brought all the
bonds In question to me and submitted them to me
for my inspection and judgment. I told him that I
had sold No, 261 to Messrs, Banders & Harden-
bergh on the previous day (Wednesduy), having
geceived It from & prominent London banker,

I felt positive that our bond was good, and ad-
vised Mr. Oicott to go to the oftice of the New York
Central Raliroad and make inquiries as to whether
the bonds were counterfeits or now Mr. Oleott
immediatzly started off with the seventcen thou-
sand bonds, which the company without hesitation
pronounced to be

FORGED AND COUNTERFEITED,
witif'the exception of the bond just alluded to by
me, which had been received from our London cor-
respondents. This took place late on Friday after-
noon. Thia moruoing Mr. Olcott made a demand
upon Mcasrs. Sanders & Hardenburgh for the resti-
tution of the money pald for the bonds, which had
been sold at par and one-hall per cent premium,
and the money was promptly refunded.

THE PLOT DEEVENING—MORE DOGUS DONDS,

“This morning Mr. Wooster Shermsn, who has
Bn oMce above Messrs. Dnncan & Sherman, the
‘bankers, In Nassan street, opposite the Sul-Tieas-
ory, called upon me and asked me If 1 would like
to make a time loan on New York Centrals seven
per cent of 1876 I asked him how many he had and
be told me 30,000, and that he wanted to
borrow elglity five per cent on them for sixty days.
I then asked him 1f he had them, and he
eald, Yes, and showed me one. Upon
examiniug it I found it was a very excellent
counterfeit and forgery and If I had not
had my suspiclons aroused on the subject 1
should not have hesitated in purchasing or making
an advanee upon them. Ithen told Mr. Wooster
Bherman that be was unwittingly the owner of
forged bonds, and that as they were in his pos-
session I must demsand of him where he had got
them from

AND WTIO OE WAR ACTING FOR?
He promptly answered he was doing It for Mr,
Brown, a reputed broker having an ofMee at 112
Broadway, and tnat 11 there was anything wrong
he woald willingly nse his utmost efforts in co-
operating with me to detect the offenders.

BENDING POR TIE BTOCK EXCHANGE DETRCTIVE.
I then sent for the Stock Exchange detective, Mr.
Thomas Sampson, who promptly eame round, and
we went to the office of Mr. Wooster Sherman, at
the address 1 gave you before, where we lound
Brown sitting. As soon a8 I arrived there and saw
that Bampson had his man 1 left. Sampson then
arrested him, and found ip his posscasicn no less a
sum than $30,000 worth of bonds of the New York
Qentral soven per cents ol 1878, Since then I have
Been 30,000 other forged bonds of the New York
Central Rallroud, of the same denomination ; and,
in my jadgment, from what [ have beard and seen,
::nlh“ I am jostified in saying that there exist

now foating in the market. As far as 1 have been
able to ascertaln the chiel operator is one Charles
J. Wiliamson, who 18 belleved to be idenfical with
the notortous Ross and Wright. This man appears
20 have been dealing, through vartous brokers, toa
wery great extent, dealing principally in New York
Oentral even per cents of 1876, New York Central
gixes of 1887, New York Central sixea of 1883 and
BufMilo, New York and Erie first mortage bonds,
Wiltamson is an outside man, and I cannot take
upon myself to say whethey all these bonds jusg
mentioned are forgeries or not, or merely covers
by which he was enabled to issue forged bonds; it
Is impossible to tell.
A CAUTION TO THE PUBLIC,

*] shonld think it advisable for any persons who
have bought any of the classes of bonds just men-
tioned since the date of last interest payment to
have them examined at the several ofMoes of the
companies to have their genuineness attested,

“BAmDBON, OUr dGLpctiye Was iqstrugled, whed he

[ called upon Mesars. Sanders & Hardenburgh this
morning, to offer his services on behalf of the Law
Committee of the Btock Exchange to make any fur-
ther arrests, In addition to that of Brown, which
might further the ends of justice; and
it s hoped on all wsides that he will
Bucoeed in eapturing Williamson, who, 1 think,
8 the centre pin of the whole aMalr,
I have this arternoon seen several membvers of the
Stock Exchange, who all speak in the highest
terms of Mr. Oweott’s discovering the forgery in the
Orst cuse, and ihey also are indebted to Mr.
Wooster Sherman for assisting In the prompt
arrest of Brown.

A MYSTERIOUS FIRM.

“There i8 a firm dotng business at No. 11 Broad
street which s reported to bave dealt very ex-
tensively with Wilbamson. 1 must decline to give
you Its name, but I have no doubt that one of its
members will come forward on Monday and make
& clean bresst of all that the firm knows about
Willinmson, should the reports be trus thas they
have bad transactions with him,”

At this time the reporter, believing that be had
ascertalned (rom Mr. Denpy all the information
possible bearing on the case, thunked him for his
patience and long sufMering under the wearisome
ordeul of & reportorial interview, and bade him
good evening,.

Mr. F. W. Holbrook, of the firm of John W. Eddy
& Co., bankers, of No. 26 Pine streat, was In his cfilce
At an early hour yesterday morniog, when Brown
(whose arrest is deseribed above. and who was
taken to Police Hesdquarters, at No. 300 Mulberry
street) entered the ofiee and introdnced to lum o
Mr. Willsmson, described as a flne looking man.

NEW YOBK CENTRAL ONCE MURE.

Williamson sald, a8 1t Is alleged, that he wished
to borrow $25,000 for glxty days, at seven per cemt
and commission, the seocurity he offered being
thirty $1,000 New York Central Rallroad seven per
cent bonds ol 1876,  Mr. Holbrook took one of the
bonds and went out to place the loan &t a nelgh-
boring bank. He succeeded and soon returned
for the other bonds, when to his astonishment he
found Williamson bad disappesared. His firss tm-
pulse wius 0o examine the bonds eritically, which
purperted to have been signed by Erastus Corning,
President; Gilbert L. Wilson, Treasurer, and Jacob
Bteinberg, Register of Coupons. Mr. Holbrook,
who Is well acqualnted with the sign-manuals of all
these gentlemen, saw &t o glimpse that they were
forgeries, and that he had been deceived In the
gharacter of tho bonds, and rushed out to stop the
lonn which he hud just arranged. He them went
to look for Detective Sampson, who Is always re-
gorted to when men Iin the street lose money by
the pirates of the place. With subduoed steps Mr,
Holbrook returned to his banking establishment,
at 26 Pine atreet, 1n the fond hope that she fugitive,
Willlamson, wight be tempted to put in a second
appcarance, even if he came not under the guar-
dianship of »0ld Brown." Mr, Holbrook, who is of
agenerous and conflding disposition, declares that
he does not believe Brown meant to have him
fleeced ; but, on the contrary, he believea Brown to
be aa honest man,

LE OHEVALIER D'INDUBTRIE.

Brown, who Introduced C. J. Willamson to Eddy
& Co.. says that he Orst became acguainted with
the latter last march. Willlamson did not seem
to follow any regular business, bus claimed 10 be
interested In a patent which had lately been in-
troduced. Brown knew nothing, he gald, of
the antecedents of WHliamson, and cannot
give any information regarding his place of
residence. On Thursday, while passing through
Broad street, he was halled by Willtamson, who
Baid that he wished to ralse some money upon
New York Central sevens of 1874, and asked him to
negotiate the loan. Brown replied that he
would undertake the business upon & saitable
commission, and made an engagament with Wik
bamson for Friday nighit, when the latter was to
bring the bonds to the ofMce of Eddy & Co., and
what transpired has been told above,

ANOTHEE PHASE OF THE CASH.

Toward the close of business hours yesterday the
reporter called at 112 Broadway, at the handsome
ofMces of Messra, Sanders & Hardenbergh, to see if
it were possible to learn how the forged and coun-
terfelt bonds had come into their hands. A tall,
handsome looking man was seen walking across
the room &t a rapid pace, giving Instructions to
clerks, and, upon arriving athis deak, sent off a
telegraphic despatch by & messenger.

UNSUCORSSPUL ATTEMPT AT INTRRYIBWING.

REPORTER (t0 tall, handasome man)—Can I see
cither Mr. S8anders or Mr. Hardenbergh ¢

Mr. HirDENBERGH—Hardenbergh is my name,
gir. What may your business be ¢

REPORTER—I have just recerved from Mr. Denny a
statement about the lmmense guantity of bogua
New York Central bonds, and [ have come to pee
If you will give me any information on the subject,

Mr. HARDENNERGH—YOU must come later, sir—
perhaps I may have something to say to you—but
you must excuse me at the present moment; be-
sides, what can I tell you?

Rerorter—I will not detain you thirty seconds;
I merely wanted to ask, if my question 8 not in-
discreet, the name of the person or persons who
gave you the forged bonda,

Mr. HARDENBBRGH (changing the subject)—Per-
haps Mr. Denny has told you all 1 can on the sub-
Ject ?

ReroRTER—I Will read you what that gentleman
told me, if you llke, Mr. Hardenbergh.

Mr. HARDENDERGH— Yes, If you please. And the
reporter read his notes. By this time & cluster of
riends had gathered round the chair of the re-
porter,

RerorTER—Well, Mr, Hardenbergh, T will not
botner you any longer with my questioning, but
before I go will you permit me to ask you once
more If you can give me the names of the people
who gave you these bad bonds for sale?

Mr. HARDENBERGH (musing) —You see It would
defeat the ends of justice to publish anything about
it

RerorTER—Then | must go away without the de-

Mr. HampeNBeRGn (sternly and In measured
tones) —The bonds were received by us from o cns-
tomer,

WHO RECEIVED THEM FROM WILLIAMSON,

Now you nave got the information you wanted.
1 am not disposed to give their nsmes,

Before the reporter leit he asked Mr, Harden-
bergh, “Can you tell me anything about Brown's
antecedents v

Mr. HARDENBERGA—I have known him for twenty
years, and in arresting him they have got hold of
the wrong man. Why, he I8 incapable of dolng
guch a thing, I belleve, He haa no ofce in tlus
this bullding, ns Mr, Denny states. There are ten
men about to-nlght looking outMor Walllamson.

ETARTLING RUMORS,

It is reported In Wall street that a certain bank
has been victlmized to the extent of $500,000 with
tuese forged New York Central Railroad bonds,
and it is farther reported that the arrest of several
promiuent operators in Wall street may be shortly
looked for with reference to this worthless paper.

INTERVIEW WITH DETECTIVE SAMPSON,

A HERALD reporter saw Sampson last evening.
He sald :—*Detective Elder and myself feel confl-
dent that we shall soon have Willlam-
gon, As the saying 1, ‘the best lald
schemes o' mice and men gang aft agley,’
§0 we may fall to capture him, We
have been informed of the forged bonds for a couple
of days beiog in circulation. I belleve we shall
find that the ramifications of the case are large.
The police are all on the alert, and if Williamson
slips through their net T ahall be astonished,"

EXCITEMENT AT THE PIFTH AVENUE HOTRL.

The afl-pervading topic of conversation at the
Fifth Avenne Hotel last evening was the immense
forgery cases above told, and numerous were the
speculations as to the developments.

The Detective’s Storp=Arrest and Incar-
ceration of Leonard Brown, a Broker—
Near §100,000 in the Comnterfeits in the
Hands of the OfMecials=Many More Sup-
posed to Be Extant.

Bome four weeks siuce Captaln Irving, of the
detective foree, obtalned n which led
him to belleve that a large quantity of forged ratl-
road bonds waa about 40 be placed on the market,
and he directed his subalterns to
keep & sbarp lookout on Wall street. This prder

Upon
in examination of one of the bonds Mr. Denny at
onge pronounced it a connterfeit, and notifled De-
tective Sampson of the circnmstance and gave in-
formation as to where the parties were probably
trying to sell the bonds at the time. In accordance
with this information My, Sampson proceeded fo the
oMee of Wooster Sherman, and there found & man
walking up and down in the bhallway, evidently
vory nervons and excited, Soon after Mr, Sher-
mun came in and baodea this person a bond and
he (the strunger) immediately left, The detective
followed and arrested him as he was going down
the atalra. Upon being searched there was

tectives had meanwhile loarned that the prisoner,
whose name i8 Leonard Brown, had left two bonds
with Eddy & Co,, for negotintion, and on proceed-
ing there obtalned them. The prisoner was then
taken to headquarters, where he stated that he wua
a broker, with his omee at No. 118 Brondway., e
claims that Charles J. Willlamson 14 hia principal,
and thut he has had business with bim for sowe six

AUTING AB AN AGENT.

Since the arrest of Brown a large quantity of the
bogus bonds huve been discovered, and the num-
ber is summed up as lollows :—Found on the person
of the prisoner, $30,000; with one fiym on Broag-
way, $30,000; with another firm on Droadway,
$32,0005; making in all $92000. The bounds forged
are of such high character that there iaa likell-
hood of a larger amount than at present discovered
baving been issaed.

The actectives give great credit to Messra, Ol-
cott and Sherman for the wssistance tendered the
oficers by them, All buyers of the following
named bonds, bought since last Interest payment,
are advised to take them to ibe Inspection Com-
paay's office to be verifled:—New York Central
Rallroad bonds, sixes, of 1883; mixes of 1847;

A SHREWD GAME.

An Insurance Clerk in Philadelphia Robs His
Employers and Pretends that He Has
Besn Overpowered and the Money
Btolen by a Btranger.

PHILADRLFHIA, August 30, 1873,
This morning, at an early hour, & gentleman,
named F. M. Nichols, connected with the New York
Life Insurance Compsauy, went to the Central Head-
quarters of the police aud atated thut a daring
robbery had been committed in the Philadelphin
agency of the compuny, the mam poiuts of which
were as follows:—He said that there came a man to
the oMce this morning and asked of Mr., Walter
Snowden, the only clerk in the bullding st the
time, that he would give him, in exchange for $50
in smail notes, & single $50 bill. Mr. SBnowden sald
thet he would do so, and went to the till
for the bank note. The stranger passed
over the amount In ones and twes, and
then, acoording to Snowden's atatement, ralaed his
arin and dealt Mr. Snowden a furfous blow, Pur-
suing this story it 18 alleged that the stranger,
walking over the senseless and lnanimute body of
his victim, opened the cash drawer and ex tructed
all the mooey thereirom. It was sald that the er-
rand boy then came in, found the room deserted
and Snowden lylng senseless on the floor. Bome-
what alarmed the boy made frantic endeavors to
arouse him, and fimally snceeeded, assisting him to
reach a lonoge in & near spartment. When the
members of the Nnrm reached the office
they at once notifled COaptain Heins of the
affatr, and an Investigation was immediately
begun. The young man deiailed to the
detecttive the facts as they oocurred before
he was knocked senseless and gave the following
description of the man who committed the rob-
bery :—Hive feet eight or ten Inches in beight, dark
halr, either dyed or else a wig, dark moustache and
chin whiskera. Was clad in a dark coat and light
vest, light pants and light hat with a black band and
wore & blue necktle. Mr. Bnowden was unablo to
state the kind of instrument with which the blow
waa 1 5 en rest book-
keepers, whioh I8 heavier at one end than the
other, was beyond on the counter, and it was
thought he was hit with is. From the chamctar of
the wound, however, which would Indicate that
the biow was not (rom an edged instrument, the
detectives doubt that it was done with the rest.
I:nfm Hemns at once put officera Tryon and
Weil upon the after whose investigations
ere deducted the Tollowing remarkable [Ants:—
e officers {found Bnowden ressing hi¢ head upon
his desk, and 14t him ed hum into a
back room, and atretched him.out upun & lounge.
Oun examining his body the only wound they could
find was a slight lump on his fo , whereupon
the suspioions of the detectives were Immediatel
aroused, they not thinking that such & blow ou
have caused any one to lle inseneible for the space
of fo! minutes, as it was alleged by Bnowden
himself, Arousing him,*they began to question
him, His story waa poorly constructed, and con-
tradicted itsell in many particulars, [He said that
at the time he was negotinting with the atranger
his head was bent down, and yet this blow had
been emlamli squsre;r dealt upon hia lorehead.
All the while he waa talking he would muﬂ luto
apparent llel, but while suffering m them
tge beat of his pulse was irm and regular, Upon
the arrival of tne doctor he could discover noth-
ing wrong, and upon rubbing the bunp viclenty
the man Snowden complained of no paln. The
oflleers then leit him ana reported to Cap-
taln Heins. The latter, along with Detective
w visited Bnowden and corroborated the opin-
jon of Detectives Tryon and Well that Bnowuden
was simply pl & game of his own, and tuat no
trust whatever should be put In his statements,
This fact was made known to the members of the
f and the young man Spowden wos taken Lo
his home. Upon examiniog the piace shey found
beneath & mass of stovepipe, under Snowden's
desk all the money wnich he alleged had been
stolen by she stranger purported to have coms in
the oflce thia morning, rolled up in & kind
of paper pecallar to the interests of the
insurance company, torn from a pece which
the detectives carried of with them upon their
first visit. The oMocers then made up their minds
that Snowden really stolen the money, and
that a8 he had duplicate I:e?s he wonld return at
some hour for the pu ol eecuring the tressure
hid away. They waited untll eight o'clock to-
night, and then Snowden returned, The oMeers
arrested him, and wrung from him the tallomni
story: —He conlessed that as he wasgdeeply iu deb!
he had stolen the money and hidden it away, and
that at the time of his arrest he had returned to
ﬁel It from under the lmveplFe beneath his desk.
& confessed that he had pur it there ; he also sald
that he had struck himseif {n the head with a
dumb-bell and urﬁrg mEmd unconscionsness
and spasms. At t onr he {8 locked up in his
eell, and wil have s hearing before Alderman
Butler on Monaay.

FORGERY EXTRAORDINARY.

A Lancaster County Forger Captured
by New York Detectives and Sent
to Pennsylvania Yesterday.

CONFESSION OF HIS GUILT.

How He Escaped for a Time and Was
Afterwards Captured.

Charged with Forging $27,000 Pennsyl-
vania and Reading Railroad Bonds,
or Two Hundred Shares,

Other Charges of $4.5,000.,

Yesterday one of those stupendous forgeries
which betimes attract the attention of the publie
mind came to light, as 4 man named Horton was
being conveyed to the rallroad depot, being
charged with forging on the Phlladelphia and
Reading Rallroad Company bonds amounting to
$27,000, The alleged lorger has been also charged
by the detective force with other defalcations
anmonnting to upward of §50,000,

The following 18 & story of Horton's career, the
history of his crime, guilt, confession and arrest, as
procured from the altbeutic sources named below,
yesterday evening, when a llgraLb representative
called for

THE DETAILS
on the Superintendent of the Pinkerton Natlonal
Detective Agency, No. 68 Exchauge place :—

On May 26 of the present year J. . Horton, of
Lancaster, Pa., sold to Held, MoGrann & Co., bank-
ers, of Lancaster, what was supposed or repre-
sented to be 200 shares of Philadelplis snd Reading
Railroad stock. le received, as ia alleged, 200
shares o exchange of Peansylvania stock. Some
ten weeks later he sold to Reld & Henderson,
bankers, of Lancasler, Pa., what was also repre-
sented to be 200 shares of Philadelphia and Read-
ing stoek. A week alter this last transaction, in
handiing the stocks, one of the irm discovered

AN IRREGULARITY IN THE FIGURES

giving the number of shares, and spoke to Horton
about It. Horton &ald that he would go to Phila-
delphia and see if any diserepancy had occurred,
He went to Fhiladelphia, taking with bhim all the
Pennsylvania Rallroad shares that he obtained
from the bankers of Lancaster Ln exchange for the
Reading certificates. On his arrival in Philadeiphia
he sold the Pennsylvania shares to Petergon & Co.,
bankers, In Third strect, Philadelphis, who gave
him a letter of credit on George Osgood & Co,,
bankers, In BHroad street, New York, for
427,000, Horton immedistely afterwards, and
with an air of pertect noncnalance, came to this
