MAKING BELIEVE FIGHT.

A Naval Shom Battle in British Waters.
*  [From the London Times, August 30,]

HER MAJESTY'S SHIP ACHILLES,
BANTRY BAY, August 26, 1873.

The pleturesque shores of Bantry Bay were to-
day startied into reverberating echoes by the
thunder of broadsides and the quick rattie of rifles,
for inside that beautiful bay was fought a sham
battle between the two divislons of the PFirst
Reserve gquadron, now compleling their summer
crulse off the south coast of Ireland. These shipa
lett Portland on the 11th of August, and until the
224 of August bave been at sea, going through
their various drills, manmuvres and steam tactics,
The weather generally has been rainy and uncom-
fortable, and & sufficiently strong wind has been
experienced to give one more proof of the already

well-tested quoalltles of the ships composing tnis
squadron. . On Friday, August 22, they salled
up Bantry ll!'ny in_single line, and anchored
about two les from the town of Bantry,
where they have aince lain et Anchor.
This morning the weather was tolerably fne
though now and then a rain cloud paseed over, At
half-past ten A. M. the Hector, eighteen guns, the
Achilles, twenty-six, the Vanguard, fourteen, ana
the ' Andscious, composing the second division,
were ordered to gaand anchor in Glengarld Bay,
about four miles distant from the remaining ships
of the squadron, and to form the attacking force.
Between one and two P. M.
TAR FIRST DIVISION
began to move from thelr moorings, at the same
time clenring uu{; for action. The fne wooden
Hue-of-battie ahip Revenge, thirty-two guns, carry-
ing the fag of Hear Admiral Edmund Heathceote,
bore down firat, and was followed by the Hlack
Prince, twenty-elght, Penelope, eleven, and Val-
lant, eighteen, e Beamew and the gunboat
Goshawk acted as tenders, the former helniab
tached to the second division, The attacked ships
were not _backward in preparing 10 receive ihe
enemy. They got in their jibbooms and sent down
topmasts and apara in a very short space of time,
and then, crossing the enemy's bows, recelved aud
returned a few rounds irom the Revenge and the
other ships of her llue. The Luctics, however, of
the second dJdivision were to retreat for & ume,
keeping ap & mischievous fire with their stern guna
in answer to the enemy's bow guns, At length the
Revenge overtook the Vallant, and

Her stick fell from her hand, and she
turned to me with a frightened face, saying, 'Do
you see tha: great lght yondery ‘Yes, I see is,’
sald 1 to ber, ‘but come, pick up your gm.' and
brandishing my own in a threatening manner, ‘If
it touches us,' [ added, *I will strike hard at (t.’

This lignt, before which the sunshine seemed to
pale, appeared to open in the midst, and we could
diatinguish in the interior of it the form of a lady
more brilllant atill.

“If," conkinued the Virgin, *ye will turn and re-
pent the stones and the rocks shall become wheat,
nud the roots of the earth will grow in atundanoe
without your labor, Ye shall reap that which ye
have pot s0Wn and gather that which ye have not
planted."

=Then," #aid Maximin Giraud, who saw the
Tirgin Mary, to your correspondent, *‘the beautiful
lady asked of Mélante and me, ‘Do you say your
prayers correctly (bien) my childreny’

“No, my lady,” we both answered. “We do not
know them well, or say them often,”
