sacrifice everyihing for a principle, we must put
the biame on those wno are morally responsivie
for these outrages, Before the law the hotel keep-
ers alone are responsible, and I agree with “Senil-
Occasional” that It 1s high time to bring one of
these cases before the United Btates Court, in order
to have a judicial declsion which wlll forever pre-
vent the repetition ol similar infringements upon
the rigits of members of & certaln religious de-
nomination.

In conelusion 1 must apologize to the many
Atmiericans 1 had the pleasure of coming in contact
with, who are really libersl-minded enough to
acknowledge ofmu that *‘a Jew is 88 good 43 any
other man.” [ will also extend my apologies to
