THE BETHODIST MINISTERS,

The Sunday School and the Ministry
Accessories to the Decline of Method=
ism=Plain Talk from an Old-Fash-
foned Preacher,

The very important but somewhat unfortunately
treated sabject of Methodist pfogress or decline In
New York and Brookiyn was up again yesterday in
the Preachers' Mecting for discuseion, It was
handied by Rev. Dr. Osbon, who uttered some plaln
buat unpalatable truths, While he did not admit a
decline In the sense that some bad presented that
feature of Methodism, he yet regretted thar the de-
nomination bad not made that progress here and
in the sister city that other denominations had
made. The reasons why It had not advanced were,
in part, those that had been suggested last week
by Rev. J. M. Buekley, but Dr. Osbon offered some
others, The conduct of our Sunday schools, he de-
clared, 18 not promotive of revereuce, because the
teaching of the chlidren 18 for the most part coms
mitted to the hands of young, unmarried and inex-
perienced persons, who know nothing about the

care and education of ehildren. Men and women
of knowledge, wisdom and experience do not and
gannot be induced to gointo the Sunday schools,
Hence they have resorted to a system of
EXCURSIONS, FANDANGUES AND REWARDS

to get the culldren in, and then & very large num-
ber of the young peéople wou't stay in, but- hie
themselves away to other churches, Then the
modes of 1nstruction are erowding odt the means
of more aglid religious knowledge. The time 18

of years have failed in the purposes of their organi-
nglon. If the oider men, our grandsires, stould
come Into the Sunday sdhoul we ht accomplish
gomething, but we are losing ground in noil malo-
talning and not absolutely adhering to our vid

methods of catechetical instructinon in the Suanday
achool. Another cause of non-advancement is that
Meothodlst people have lost and are losiog in &
luge degree the unctlon of relgton that they used
to have. This statement of the Doctor was demed
by brethren. Continulng his remarks Dr, Osbon
sald, We have now o great deal more worship than
work, and unction, ne maintained, comes largely
through work. Wo have & great deal of praying
and {ennlm singing, but very lLittle work,

A Voice—How about the preacning ?

Dr, 0ssoN—1'll come to that by and by, (And he
did come te 1t with great plaluness of speech.)
Waile our preaching, ne sald, has in rhet
orie it has lost in its power to affect the people,
He should not be conaidered, however, as opposed
to culture. He wished he was a cultured mos.
Its lack has cost him

than his sins ever did, and he scarcely sees a day
that he does not dep[uﬂ: It, but he can't help it
now. We are not, he continued, up to the power
of the ilormer times, Our sermons have more
beauty, but less power, and here it was proper (or
him to make & comparison. Waolle Methodists have
not made progress in this matter, other denomina-
tions have. We complaln that the Fatbers were
uncultured men, but there was power In thelir ser-
mons and souls were converted under thetr preach-
foe. While we have the adornments and accom-
plishmeuts we have not the power. While he

ALLEN-M'COOLE.

The Great Fight To-Day--Tom Allen and
Mike MeCoole, for §$4,000,

Notes Befers the Battle—How the Men Have
.Trained—The Betting—Frobabls Lo-
cale—Public Opinion.

Br. Lows, Mo., Sept. 20, 1873,

On Tnesday next the old antagonlsts, rivals anA,
oue may say, euemies, Tom Allem and Mike
Me-Coole, are to meet In the circle of rope,
twenty-lour feet across, witun 200 miles of
this eity, to do battle for $4,000, accord-
ing to articles drawn up on the 23d of June.
The mnateh was alinost inevitable. The feeling be-
tween the two men has not been of the most cor-
dinl nuature, more probably on account of the
lively expressions of opinion a8 to their relative
merita by the friends of each. Each owns what
across the water would be called a “publie,” Tom
Allen’s house, in particular, belng s special resort
01 the geniry with close-cropped hair and vel-
veteen coats, whose talk is of mills sod mauleys,
battles and bulldogs and bitter beer, especially
on Saturday nights, when the host himself pre-
sldes abt the free-and-casy of local fame. Mike
Mouvoole (8 not in such good odor, his house having
& rude reputation as the resort of roughs; in-
deed, It 18 not long salnce AMike participated
In & brutal scens, where an lnnocent fat who re-
fused to pay something like a dollar a drink for
very poor whiskey was thrown Loto the street and
so badly injured and subsequently frozen that he
lost both bands. The Allen men have held thac
thelr champion could get awny with the big 'un as
easily a8 ever Jem Mace cut up Sam Hurst, the
Staleybridge Infaut. The partisans of MoCoole
have taunted Allen's friends with the conduct of
their man In the champlonship encounter with
Jem Mace, which they deciare was deliberately
squared in advance. Over and above all there s
the fact that ring business ln the West Is going to
the dogs and some excitement I8 sadly needed to
keep things alive. No matier how the Aght results,
the excursion {8 sure to be profitable and
bring grist to the mill of each of the prin-
cipals. Bo it Is that the match has been made
and attracted no Inconsiderable attentlon,
especlally among the local faney. It |a
safe to say that on this contest hinge the fortunes
of the ring in the West, St. Louls alone, outslde of
the metropolls, possesses the men to mateh agalnst
each other. As the fights are generally allowed to
come off here, and the battle ground I8 more ac-
cesajble to the Eastern delegation than further
down the river, 8t. Louis possesses marked advan-
tages over the Memphis or New Orleans district
The attendance, by the way, promises to be large,
though i1t will mamly consist of local celebrities
and amateurs, The Eastern men generally report
themselves short of funds, and disinchined to
travel a couple of thousand miles to & battle which
may Dot come off at all or ead o a one-sided tzzle,
or—worse than wll—prove a **cross,” as a good many
others have done fore it. If this fight should
come to naught Jn any of these munners, or if the
police interiere, or If Lhe excursion is marked by
the presence of the roughs, who generally go
tnrough peaceful pussengers at the pstol’s mouth,
prize dghting 18 over lor good and all in the Mis-
slssippl Valley.

Within & fortnight after the articles had been
glgned, about the Tth of July, Mike McCoole went
to work Lo reduce himself from his nrdlnurf welght,
then between 260 and 270 pounds, to fghting trim.

rnn' loosely. Mike's pedeptrian  exercise has
been wvery severe, and twice or tarice dally
for the past two months he has been out, blan-
Keted ke o four mile nag, undergoing the “grand
preparation,” taking a long, steady walk ; winding
up with & mile run at top spésd with an extry over-
coat over all and even s Aannel belmet and visor
on his head and face. Thanks to this work he now
turns tne scale at & trifle unaer 200 pounds and his
face looks hard as iron. His tralner reports that
he was never better, and that Tom Allen may cut
his knuckies on Mike's head till he gets tired, while
1f the big one gets once home on the Englishman
Tom will be something in the condition of Tom
Paddock when the Staleybridge Infant stove In his
ribs with a sledgehammer blow.

It was about the middie of August ere Tom Allen
went to work really training uimself, though be
was nominally under the eye of Jack Madden, 1t
was rather Iate in the day when Allen began his
work, and he I8 understood to have resorted to
Turkish baths to reduce his avoirdupois. These,
with the very hot weather, and the necessarily ar-
duous work of putting eight weeks' munlug into
lour, are understood to have seriously weakened
Tom Allen.  Added to this Is the report that while
in training be bas not been so steady and assuluous
a8 he should have been, and it can QMII? be under-
