1n the United 3tates Circult Court, yesterday, &
peuition was placed on file by the National Bank of
the Commonweallh, of Lhis city, agalnst the Comp-
troller of the Currency and Mr. lsasc H. Baiiey,
who claims to act in the capacity or receiver by
rlght of an appointment by tne Comptroller. The
petition asks that My, Balley be forthwith pre-
ventad from taking any lurther proceedings in the
recelvershlp, and alleges that the Comptroller took
those proceadings In pursuance vf an untroe notice
to the offect that the bank declined or reiused 1o
redeem ita §6 clrenlating notes, when, adldclaimed
by the bank, they never mode any such retusal,
The petition calla for a citation requesting the
Comptrollar to show cavse why he should mol be
reatrained from turther proceedings in the mattor;
and this citation I8 made returnable on the Tth
inst.

Yesterday the lat of supervisors of election “for
the bixth Congreasional district wad forwarded to
Judge Benedict for hlg slgnature. In all proba-
bility the supervisors will be aworn in to-day,

In the Upited States Commissioners Court, yes-
terday, BEdward Walker, who had besn charged
with baving beon engaged in the business of conn-
terfeiting, at Tremont, Westchestor county, was
held to swait the action of the Grand Jary.

Abraham Morris’ and Sioion Bzlareck were yes.
terday brought before Commssioner Bhielda and
charged with having committed frundulent acts of
bankruptey by conceniing Irom thelr assignee, Mr,
John Todd, and owmicting from their schedules,
property and cffects belonglng to their creditors,
and by attempting to account for this property by
atatementa of fictitioua losses and expenses.
These are the allegations contained in the com-
platnt which Las been lodzed against the de-
fendants, who have given ball In the snm of §5,000
each to answer tho charge.

A respectable looking man, named M. T. Bally,
was charged yesterday, belore Commissioner
Shielus, with baving passed a counterfeit $100 bl
of the Central Nativnal Bpuk ol the Clity of New
Yory upon Isage Hirschberg, No. 1024 Broadway.
The defendant, 1t appears, went [nto Hirschberg’s
store and purchased a 8218 0; clotnes, In payment
for which he ofered the DIl in guestion. Ho was
therenjon informed that it waa bad, and was
arrested by the oftcers, Beveral merchants were
preacnt in the court room, and maoy of them
mtated that they knew vhe defendant as a respecta-
ble, honest man, and that this matter must en-
tirely have bren the result of p mistake on his part
as to the penmneneas of the bill, Delendant was
beld in §1,000 ball for examination, He gave bail
to that amouut,

Several Important matters, ivcluding three
hemiclde cases, were disposed of yeasterday by
Judge Drady In the Court of Oyer and Terminer.
The Court then adjourned till next Monday, the
begiuning of the October term. Meantime, tbe
District Attorney announced that the only murder
oases now awalting trial are those of Stokes, Scan-
nell, King, Simmons, Broderick and MeDermott, In
only two of these cascs did the homicide oceur
within the present year. Btokes' third trial has
been definitaly set down for next Monday, The
case of McDermott was postponed yesterday be-
canep his counsel wns not ready, and for the reason
that, the defence being inzanity, the trial was
likely to be a long one and would interfere with
tho Stokes trial,

All day yesterday was consumed (o Supreme
Court, Chambers, before Judge Fancher, in the con.
tinuation of the argument to set nelde the decree
of Judge Cardozo in the Adams Express Company
Itigation. The argument i3 ro be resumed at three
o'clock this aiternoon and will then doubtless be
fintahed.

MeKenna, charged with murder fn the first degres

others, 4t the honse No, 64 Clarksom street, kKept
by Lunmey mnd nis wile, The former long Ans-
peeted the prisoner of tov great intimacy with hia
wife, and this suspioion was the ceuse of frequent
u:sﬁuws uerween the two men,  Enrly ol the night
of the murder Lunney and McKenos had a con-
troversy in which the woman sfded with the pris-
oner, The dispute waxed hot and flerce, and
ended, for the time bemg, by McKenna leaving the
nouse, After thia the woman and deceased
continued the quarrel, bul were imter-
repted ubour eleven o'clock by hearing loud
blows on the frout dour, Fiuslly the panel was
kicked in, gnd Lunne ﬁrowe ded to open it antd
ascertain the cause of the dist urbance, No #ooner
b Le done 8o than he was contronted by the

risoner, who flourished a fear ful lookin
cnife and plunged it into the abdomen of Lunney,
innicting & rigbtinl wound, from the eMecta of
which he died. Almost immediately McKenna av
once fled sud wenr to the house of Charles Roch
wlo, secing his exclted condition, interro d
him as to tie cause. He said that e bad “ripped
the life out of old Lunney," and subsequently told
the officer arresting him thot he had “ripped up
olil Lunney."” Alr. Howe, his connsel, suceeeded in
gelting the Distriet Attorney (0 accept o plea of
man-laugnter 10 the first degree and thus unnoes-
ticnably saved his life, which upon the evidence
must certainly have been forfeited.

Assistant trict Attorney Russell insisted that
the case possessod all the elementa of murder, an
m'gett[i that the prisoner deser ed Imprisonment
for iife.

Mr. Sparks, the Clerk, agked the prisoner it he
had amtnlnzhto =iy why eentence should not be
pasacd upon him,
owe (with marked emphasis) —Nothing.

McKenna was ot to he put down in Lhis way.
He sald that he first heard Mra, Lunney yelling tor
the police from the window; that threc men en-
deavored to pound in the door; that he kicked ina
panel; that Lunney then rushed upon him with &
knifo and cut him, and that whatever he did was in
seil-defénce,

Judge Brady, in passing sentence, said that if
he acted in setl<dofence he shonld not plead guilty,
Tue fact of his having entered such plea by pdvice
of connsel was conolusive to his own mind that
Mr, Howe doubled bis ability to establish eoch a
do ence. He must, under the clrcumstances, as-
surne the lacts stated by the District Mtorna% w
be true, Violence was bacony rampunt (o New
York, and the nse of the kolfe and pistol had been
amere pastime. He Was determined to stop the
relgn of rumianism a# 1ar as his power lay, and he
wonld order that tiie prisoner he confined in State
Prison, at hard labor, ior the term of his natural
e,

McKenna was then removed. He did not appear
in the least disturbed upon recelving the an-
nouncement of his deom.
