Captain Buddington’s Statement.
Leaving Tessulsuk on the alternoon of the 24th
of August, 1871, we shaped a course lor Cape York,
and, meeting very little ice, sighted it on the even-
ing o: the next day, We rvan along the coast ami
passed between Walstainholm and Saunders [slamils
Jate on the 26th. Meeting some Ilce ol Whale
Bound, we were compelled to go outside of Haok-
Inyt Island, Afer forcing onr way thoogh a loose
pack of small extent, we met lewer ObSLruCtions
and were opposite Cape Alexander on the arters
noon of the 27th. We turned toward the west
const to avold lee, and, when opposite Cajrn Point,
directed our course lor Cape Frazer, The water
being compafatively iree (rom 1ee, we crossed the
Sound and reacned Cape Frazer early on the 28ih,
Here Captain Hall took a boar to gound a bay near
by, and found it too shoal for good anchorage,
We ranap the west coast, Keeping some five orsix
wmiles irom the land.
