Sir—Your letter of the 20th lnst,, cevering two
resolutions of the New York Produce Exchange,
has heen received and the subject matter lully
consldered.

The resolutions are a8 follows i—

Whereas the eritical condition of the eommercial in-
terests of the country requires immaediate reliet by the
removal of the block 10 pegotiating foreign exchings;
thereiore be it

Resolved, That we respectfully sugeest to the Secre.
tary of the Tregsury the tollowing plana tor relief in chis
extraordinary emergeney :—

Firp—1That corrency be immediately issued to banks
or bankers upon satisiactory evidonce that gold has been
{Jlll‘.hd upon specinl depositin the Bank of Engiand hy
hefr correspondents In London to the credit of the
United ~tateés to be used solely in purchasing commercinl
bilis uvhlnule.

Seevnd—That the President of the Unitea States and the
Beeretary of the Treasury wre rospectiully roquested to
order the immediate prepayment of the cutstanding loan
of the United States, due January L, 1574

While the government 18 desirous of doing all in
Its power to relieve the present unsettled conat-
tion of business afairs—as has alrendy been an-
nounced by the President—it is constralned In all
its acts to keep within the letter and spirit of the
laws, which the officers of the government are
sworn to support, and they canuot go Leyond the
authority which Congress has conferred upon

them, Your first resolution presents diMeulties
which eaunot be overcome. It is not supposed
that you desive to exchange coin in Englund lor
United States notes in New York at par. [If your
proposition 13 for the government to purchuase
gold in Ewugland, to be pald for in United Stutes
notes at the current market rate in New York, it
would invoive the government in the business
of importing and speculating in gold, Sinee the
Treasury bas# no use lor coin beyond {ts ordinar,
receiprs, and  would be oblged to sell
the coin 8o purchased at s price greater or less
thun was padd lor it. If your object is to induce
the Treasury Department to loan United States
notes to banks in New York upon the pledge and
deposit in London of gold, It 8 asking the Secre-
tary of the Treas.'y to loan the money of the
United States upon cotlateral securlty, lor which
there 18 no autherity in law. If the Secretary of
tive Treasury cau loan notes upon a pledge ol coin
he can loan them upon & pledge of other
property in his discretion, as he hus recently veen
requested to do, which would be an extraordinary
power as well @5 & most dangerous business 1o en-
wge in, and which my judgment would deter me
om unaertaking, as the “ecretary of the Treasury,
even if by my &streteh ol constructlon i

might not find. it absolutely prohibiten by
law. The objections already mentioned to
yonr first resoiution  are 8o Insuperable

and conclusive that it s unuecessary for me ‘o
réfer to the many practical diinculiles walch wouald
arise if an attempt should be made to comply with
yourr Your d reselition calls 1or the
puyment at once ol the loan of 1865, or the bonds
commonly called “Fives ol 1874."" Upon a thorough
investigation I am ol opinion that Congress has
not conferred upon the Secretary of the Treasury
Power to comp y with your request in that particu-
ar, and in this vploton the law offcers of the gov-
ernment concur.

THE LITTLE NECK MURDERERS.

Green Recognized as the Villain Whoe
Shot and Robbed Mr. Nash at West-
port, Conn., in March Last.

BosTox, Sept. 30, 1873,

The confession of John Green, alias John McDon-
ald, now confined In the Massachusetts State
Frison, that ne accompanied Michael Lynch from
New York city to Little Neck, L. L, Iln February
last, and there murdered James Graham, a boot-
maker, has furnished a clew which connects these
villains with the highway robbery aod attempted
murder of Mr, F. H. Nash, then editor of the South
Norwalk (Conn.) Sentinel, at Westport, on
the night of March 10 last. Green, (n his
confessjon, stated that, after waiting in New York
till the excitement which attended the Graham
murder had blown over, he and Lyuch started East,
and when about forty-five miles east of New York
robbed 4 man of his watch and a sum of money.
Mr. Nash read Green's conlession ln the HErALD of
Satarday last, and wae led to the bejiel that these
were the same men who had attacked and roibed
him, and he immediately came on here to Ideutly
L, .

He vieited the Stafe Prison for that purpose to-
day, and the eonsequence was that Mr, Nash fully
recogmzed Green as the man. Lynch, too, he
thinks was aware of the robbery, but both he and
Green aeny all knowledge of it. Mr. Nash returned
to Counecticut thls noon, He intends to canse a
thorongh search of Lynch's house in New York to
be made to see 1l he cannot find his watehy which
he particularly desires to obtain, neither Green nor
Lynch baving it when arrested for the Sring-
field robbery. for which they are now serving out
o term of twenly years each. It s a question lor
the lawyers to decide whether Lynch and Green
can be taken to New York .hefore their present
sentence of twenty years expires and be put to crial
for the murder of James Graham, to which deed
he was accessory. 11, however,
the Governor of New York 18=ues a requsition and
the Supreme Court grants a writ of habeas corpus
Goveroor Wasuburn will, doubitless, permit Lynch
and Green to be taken to New York to be tried lor
the murder.

OMcers are expected from Now York with the
requisite documenta this week. The prisoners
manifest no concern about thelr probable fate,
but go quietly abount their work as usual, It is
supposed that Green made his confession thinking
that, by turning State's evidence against Lynch,
who, he claims, committed the Graham murder, he
will save his own neck from the gallowa; but even
i1 this 18 the case the Westport afair, together with
ik present term of twenty vears, will doubtless be
sufMcient to keep him behind prisol bars for the
remainder of his earthly existence.

LOVETT'S DEFALCATION-

Among othier
topics discussed were the lzhter drinks, a com-
parison beween the loss by the November fire and
malt liquor business of Boston and the over-
shadowing influence of Boston, the State Board of
Health, legislation, moral suasion, corrupt courts
and accessories, the State pollve and suggestions
lor another year.
