Important Proceedings in the United
States District Court.

The Petition Against the Firm Alleged to
Have Been Prooured by Collu-
gion and Frand—Affida-
vits and Arguments.

In @recent nomber of the FAERALD we ntated
that petitions bad veen flled by Heury Myers
agalust the firm of George Bird Grinnell and the |
firm of George B. Grinnell, calling upon ~hem*to
snow cause why they should not be adjudicated
bankripts. On these petitions the usual ordera to
8how eause were granted by Judge Blacchiord, and |
they were made reiurnsble yesterday, af eleven
o'clogk, in the United states District Gourt. At

He Cuts His Throat at & Broadway He=
trl in a Fit of Deapondency=Fecuniary
Embarrassment the Cause.

The inmates of the Crittenden House, 1,144 Droads
way, were startled yesterday moruin, about nine
o'clock by the aunouncement that one of the gen-
tlemen boarders had committed suleide by cutsing
his own throat. The report was true, and the vic-
tun proved to be Mr. Augustns E. Plillips, a gen-
tleman nearly forty-eight years of age, and a native
of Providence, R. I, For some months past Mr.
Phillips, with his wile, an accompished Cuban lady,
bas cccupied @ room on the lourth floor of the
above named hotel, while he kept lus oilice
(dental) in the house of s kKind and particular
friend, Dr. N. W, Kingsley, No. 25 West Twenty-
geventh strect. For some time past business with
Mr. Phillips, and upon which he depended for &
support, has been very bad indeed, wiuch had the
effect of depressing his spirits to an unusual de.
gree.  As his means vanished and depe
upon his friends and the public seemed inevilable,
Mr. Phillips became extremely nervous, losing his

ngpema and being nnable to sleep. He took mor-
phine and other oplates to quiet his nerves, but
without the desired effect, and, as as he seemed to
get  worse Instead of better, e WaS @fa-
vised to, and did, pitch his medlcines into the
street. Among other books which Mr. Phillips
attempted to read on Friday alterncon was &
work on anatomy, and his wife thought it strange
that he should be thus envaged; but the tragic act
which 8o epeedily foliowed clearly showed the mo-
tive which prompted lum to peruse the work at
thae time.
