At the
conclusion of the first Gospel Archbishop McCloskey
ascended the pulpit and took his text from tne

And Is It f >r us
priests to be proud, to be puffed upr No, but they
should be more humble when they contrasted that
g cat gift of God with the littleuess and the
nothingness, the sense that cleaves to us poor,
human men that we are subject to the infirmities
Of our nature. The Apostle says, "Is any man
sick among you, let him send for the priest." And
It matters not whether the sick man should be in
the palace or the cottage, In the hospital, In the
poor house. In the pest house, the priest goes to
lulfl! his office. He goes there carrying his life in
his hands, and he risks his owu lile to save the lite
of a Christian. The Archbishop here referred to
those priests who were stri ken down by the ter¬
rible pestilence now raging in certain parts of the
country, and observed that everywhere, and la
every country, they were always fouud ready to

ftlsk their own safety, and from this it would
be seen that they had the true mission.
Aod though there were those who believe with all
their hearts and souis, who bellevo every tittle of
tins doctrine thev preach, there are those who be¬
long to that glorious Church, professors who call
it Komanism, who spend their time in casting re¬
flections upon if, Hut "blessed are those who shall
be calumniated for rnv sake." Such was the priest¬
hood 01 Christ on earth, which was necessary to
teach the words of eternal life ; and as the priest
dies his place has to be supplied by another who
should be of their own children.

It has
no possible resemblance to that Word winch Christ
came upon tnls earth to preach. The KvangnllcalAlliance cannot get over one fsct.that the catho¬
lic Church comes dircct from Christ, while theyand their sects exist but for three ccnturies. in
their teachings they insult the Saviour. All Prot¬
estants insult nlm. They make the Saviour Inferior
to a human teacher. It it is impossible tor them to

He advised the erection ol libraries,
and said that where the best efforts were not made
to train up the yount' and Ignorant the Church
must be always" suffering. He told one or two
pleafin* anecdotes of his own experience, which
tne congregation seemed to appreciate much.

the congregation. He told them he hud come irom
London, and nave them some astonlsninc ideas of
the great progress of Sunday school teaching
there. He said he had wept over poor children
since he came to New York, and ended by advising
parents not to leave all the work ol their children's
instruction to the school teachers.

Every > ear sees it, us the an¬
nual budget is made up. Is Protestantism ready
to say, "We will not take the money lor the
Church ?"

The couces.-lons of the Alll-
ance to freedom of thought have been large and
liberal.

CANNOT Kiaur HUMAN CATHOLICISM.
It has made the confession openly. As a religion

Roman Catholicism has every advautago over
Protestantism, in wealth of resources and general
influence over the people. How is the fight to be
waged t Not by force of doctrine, for Roman
Catholicism is a more acceptable doctrine than
Protestantism ; not by force 01 organization, for the
Roman Catholic organization has existed nearly
2,ooo years; not on the ground of lalth and works,
tor in these regards Roman Catholicism is far
ahead of Protestantism. Roman Cathol¬
icism Is vulnerable on one side, and
one only ; Roman Catholicism is spirit¬
ual despotism, liow can we attack such
despotism 1 Why, for liberty. Protestantism
must coine out for liberty, pure and simple, it
must drop sectarianism. Only by exercising a

"larger charity and more comprehensive benevo¬
lence can Protestantism succeed at all tu carrying
on its fight witn the tremendous power of Rome.
So with Infidelity. Voltaire and Rosseau are
creations of ecclesiastical dogmatism, it is Idle
to denounce science as false. Unless Protestant¬
ism proposes to take science by the hand.not
patronizingly, not a little linger, bnt a whole palm;
unless Protestantism says, "You are my brotner,
we are seeking truth together, to know
things as they are;" unless Protestantism
does this she can never disarm Infi-
dellty. Let It say to eclonce, "I believe you,
you believe me; let us ccase to haggle about
definitions, let us work together without jealousy."
The soul of good in infidelity will then come out.
He went on to say that one misfortune or the Alli¬
ance was having clergymen mostly as Its members.
He said clergymen were not the men to inaugurate
and conduct a great reform.

and only Church founded bv Christ. Having read a

portion of the sixteenth chapter of the Gospel ac¬

cording to St. Matthew, he referred to an address
lately made at one of the meetings In Association
Hall, and said:.We were unworthy children of
our mother, the Church, if our hearts did not burn
with Indignation and If our lips did
not quiver with intensest feeling at any body of
men denouncing the holy catholic Church as a

superstition, as an enemy of Christianity to be op¬
posed equally with infidelity as a barrier in the
way of the work of Christ in sanctifying the world.
1 find an excellent division of my subject sug¬
gested by the utterances of a member of that Con-
lerence, venerable for his years and venerated
among those Christian men for his supposed great
learning and his real or supposed great services
to Christian theology, the venerable Dr. Hodge,
who told us, as he Is reported in the
papers, that in the Christian Church there
is one household, one Kingdom, ono fold.
He described better than he knew tho very

John, when Peter had thrice affirmed his love for
Jesus, he was appointed the visible shepherd and
commanded to feed the lambs aud the sheep, the
laity aud the clergy aud even the apostles, who
were ail sheep of Ills fold. I'eter was made the
shephord, the good shepherd who loves the sheep,not only oi tiioso who arc in the lold, but of those
who are wandering from it, and who rnnBt all be
gathered in by command of the Master, to gratifyHis eternal love and fulfil toe prophecy, "There
shall be one sheepfold and one shepherd." It is
the true evangelical idea of the Cnurch that it is
Christ Himself doiug Ills work in the Church.

TILE SERMON.
In opening the sermon the reverend gentleman

said that, as no doubt all the congregation had
heard that they were about to be evangelized by a

delegation from foreign parts, it wonld not be
amiss for him to say a lew words about the giant
movement, its votaries, their antecedents and the
Issues that wore to be worked out on the evangeli¬
cal plan. The sermon was to bo divided into three
parts.

They have no object in common, unless in¬
asmuch as they call themselves collectively
Protestants, they unite to oppose Catholicity, one
of the greatest arguments against which Is that
it Is (rowing too strong and spreading too far.
Tbey read papers to one auother and to those who
go to listen to thcin, but they have not the power
to say that such a doctrine shall be belief or
whether It is true or lalse. This being the case,
what is the sense of their coming together, es¬
pecially to New York, to ventilate their opinions!1
Could they not do it just as well at homef Cer¬
tainly, and better there than in New York, for
their own people might afford them what they

. have not here.attention aud obedience. There
Is no

A CATHOLIC, A PROTESTANT, A JIW OR AN ATI1E13T
in the whole community who is not wondering
what the meaning or all this parade and show is.
Let them wonder on, lor when the members them¬
selves aie unable to say what principle they are
working on, or what results they Intend to accoin
push, it Is hard lor the uninitiated to divine.

they are upsetting one another's beliefs, and the

find a dignity commensurate with the subject un¬
der consideration and the character ol those who
participate. Religion, the one and only thing that
the progressive (Cod save the mark!) nineteenth
century has left, is now dragged Into public halls,
exhibited as a "what is it V" and talked over as a
doctor lectures on anatomy. Its sanctity has
been violated, Its ends perverted. Meretricious
raiment has absorbed the place of simple piety and
stage effects are substituted for religious zeal.

God Not u . Otipot, but h a Lovlaf,
Hyinpatlililag Father . Sermon by
Hanry VVard Brerher.
Plymouth church was as well tilled as asaal yes¬

terday. The service opened with a magnificent
voluntary. Mr. Beecher chose his text from
Hebrews. It., 14, IS, 16, coupled with I. Corinthians,
IL, 1, (."Seeing then that wo have a great Hlgli
Priest that Is passed Into the heavens.Jesus, the
Son or Ood.let us hold fast our profession. For
we havo not a high priest which cannot be touched
with the feeling of our Infirmities; but was In all
points tempted like as we are, yet with¬
out sin. Let us, therefore, come bulilly unto
the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and
find grace to help in time of need."
Whatever else may be said, there can be no quea-

tion that, to those to whom these words come, Uod
was represented in

ASPECTS MOST TENDER.
It is the method of the Bible to represent the

Divine nature to men by symbols, and those sym¬
bols are selected so as to convey the most knowU
edge to those to whom they are presented. There
is no symbol that could be more understood by the
Jews than the symbol of the high priest. God is
represented to different people by symbols best
understood by them.

I wish to come to this by a different representa¬
tion, and by a different writer. We have no knowl¬
edge of who wrote Hebrews. Certainly Paul did
not.
"And I, brethren, when I come to you come

not with excellency of speech or of wisdom,
declaring uuto you the testimony of Cod, for

I determined not to know anything among you,
save Jesus Christ, and Him crucltied ; apd I wan
with you in weakuess and in fear, and in much
trembling, and my speech and my preaching was
not with enticing words or men's wisdom, but in
demonstration of the spirit of power; that your
faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but
iu the power of uod." We stiall get back, from thin
passage to the other In due time. The Apostle had
preached of Jesus Christ; he did not attempt to
assail human nature !>y blandishments of rhetoric.
Ho says. 1 did not attempt to win you by persua¬
sion; I did not attempt to entice your understand¬
ing; I did not attempt to give you a theory ; I de¬
termined, if 1 had power, It should come from your
conception of

A DIVINE NATURE
that I should be able to disclose, that men should
not say he influenced them, that he was an inge¬
nious reasoner, hut I shall open Heaven for you
and give you belief which stiall give boldness in
time of need to come to the throne, to delineate
such a divine character as shall make men want to
believe
What, then, was it he wanted to make them be¬

lieve. Listen :."I shall- preach Jesus Christ, and
llim cruciflcd." There was every reason that he
should avoid this point in preaching to the Jews.
That he should bp scourged, stripped of all
power and crucified. It would seem a monstrous
mistake to bring this view lorward to a Jewish
congregation, anu to this day human nature re¬
volts to a divine nature that is bent to the oppres¬
sions of men.
There was every reason why, in respect to Jews

and ureeks also, a different line should have been
taken ; but Paul brought It out in u light in whicfe
God had never been seen beloro. Paul declared
that (iod was capable through sympathy in sutler-
lug with men: he united the human race in Jesus
to be its lineal and lawiul head, and so revealed
the conception oi God that you could not choose
but believe. Both ttie Jews' and the Greeks' idea
oi a God.high, holy, just, unmerciiul and punish¬
ing.and the Christian's idea of God.suffering,
sympathetic and loving.you cannot reconcile, and
Paul, having ielt the influence oi a living, sympa¬
thizing, palpitating God, coupled to tne human
race so that It should be drawn up. Having once

Sained this conception, he could not extinguish it.
le said I determined not to know anything but

JESUS CHRIST ANU HIM CRUCIFIED,
and to preach that view among you that your faith
should stand in that magnificent view or a moral
and suffering Saviour, it is a disclosure of the
great parental tie between God and the human
race. It implies no such suffering's comes rrom our
lower natures ; but there Is a vulgar suffering and a
royal suffering, that suffering which comes lrom
men battled and disappointed in unlawful endeav¬
ors; but there is a royal sutlering that comes
through sympathy, and when men say it is dese¬
crating the idea of God to say that God is capable

of suffering, to say that God never suffers through
pity, through love, through sympathy; ii you take
away that, you destroy in the Divine nature that
lor wluch the hnman heart longs and yearns.
Transfer to God exalted state; see Him luxurious;
it makes God a poem, but a poem to which no
wounded heart would come. Men of broken hearts
seek tnose whose hearts have been broken. There-
lore, the a-sthetlc divinity.the divinity of
philosophy, that lilts God up above suffering and
sorrow.docs not reveal a God that draws men
powerfully. Ah I if when Jesus comcs Uod stayed
at home to enjoy Himself, there would be uttls
comfort in that.
