Boys and Girl* To Be Trained Together in

College*.Julia Ward Howe for "Boating"
and Elizabeth Cady Stanton far Hew
York.A Fashionable and Fearful
Audience for the Frenzied Females.

The Woman's Congress met yesterday at ten
o'clock m the theatre of the Union League Club, at
the corner of Madison avenue and Twenty-sixth
street. A large number or seekerB alter sensa¬
tions who had read the reports or the Herald
garnered to hear what might be said by the ladles
who have come here from all quarters of the
United States to make a new departure
In the business or humanity. There was

a great (ailing off In the calibre of the women who
spoke, yesterday, for the reason that Ave or six
will insist upon speaking upon the one threadbare
topic regardless or what has been Bald just haU an
hour berore. Many ladies who have never had the
honor or beteg mothers will insist upon their desire
to send in papers about the favorite subject 0/
"Enlightened Motherhood."

A certain lady, named Isabella Beecher Hooker,
belonging to a famllly which has been prolific or

% divines, noveli*;s and poets, offered the prelimin¬
ary praver. Mrs. Hooker prayed with great zeal,
and with her eyes turned to the ceiling or the
tbearre. Suffrage was in her soul and loomed
through her beautiful eyes. Her gray curls were
tossed in a frenzy £S sbe appealed to that deity
whom so many of the ladies of the Woman's Con¬
gress are readv and willing to discount.

After Mrs. Hooker had sat down upon the plat¬
form and was calm, the Rev. Mrs. C. Augusta
Cooper Bristol spoke upon the topic of "Enlight¬
ened Motherhood." It seems to be the faculty, as
well as the propensity of overy women in this Con¬
gress to speak on this agitating subject of "Mother-
Hood." It would puzzle the average mother of five
or six children to know why that women who
have never had children should discuss a subject
that the.v have no knowledge of, except from the
reading of books.
Following the reverend lady, there came on the

platform Mrs. G. C. Lovering, who was, lor a
wonder, not a clergyman. She said that but few
women understood the laws of health which should
govern their conduct during the perlou of preg¬
nancy. No child should be brought into the world
which was not -the product of love.

Mrs. Elizabutu Churchill spoke on the samo
subject. She said that it was a mistake to ttunk
that woman's sole duty was to "multiply and re¬
plenish the earth." We have too many children
already. It is in vain that Bishop Cox and BishopHopkins talk from the pulpit against the crime of
iniauticlde. There are laws deeper down than
anything we know. Every woman knows
that we are bringing into the world moral
monstrosities. When physical monstrosities are
born the physician thinks it perfectly proper to
put them out or the world. Mothers know that
they are bringing into the world every day these
moral monstrosities. It Is not the dnty or every
man and woman to be fathers and mothers, for it
is the ante-natal condition that determines the
character 01 the man.
Mrs. Euzabktu Cady Stanton rose at this momen*

and seemed to be a little excitcd. Briefly, she
seemed to coincide with the ideas of the preceding
Breaker. But Boston, full of puritv and sentiment,
was about to develop Itself.
Mrs. Julia Ward Howe, who has been verymodest during the Congress, and who has refused

the platlorm steadily and with persistence, stood
up lu the middle of the Uall, surrounded by water-
lulls and pouters. There was something In her
grave face aud in her slow and dlsiluctive speechthat commanded attention from the audience.
Looking toward the window, she said that she
hoped that no voice would go out lrom
the Woman's Congress which would seem
to be in favor of iniantlcide, that
crime of crimes. The women oi America were
about to be placed upon the record. Mrs. Ilowe
spoke In an earnest and forcible manner for some
moments against this deadly and viliauous offence
upon the law of nature, and when she had
limshed, there was more enthusiastic and honest
auplause for her sentiments than has yet been
heard in the Woman's Congress. And here let it be
understood that the auplause came from the
audience of New York ladies who are separated
lrom the members 0! the association by a line of
benches established for the convenience of the as¬
sociation.
Mrs. Staxton, who seema to be an honest and

Btraightiorward woman, rose to explain. Mrs.
Stanton said that she had not the least idea that
the majority of the audience thought that shefavored Infanticide. She had merely stated that
which was an acknowledged fact In the world and
always wo'i'd be umjl woman bad the eutjre aud
4over»i~~ peftUtf. II £ Woman fcas
grand enough to bring into the world a dozen of
children by all means let her do so. Rnt If a wo¬
man with a weak and sicklv constitution should
be married to a drunken and profligate husbaud
the rewer children she brings Into trie world the
better for herself and all others. (Applause.)At this moment an old and venerable lady, with
white hair, named Mrs. Elizabeth Feabody, came
forward on the platform, and explained the details
ol the Kindergarten system. Mrs. Feabody. from
her looks, Beemed to belong to the old school of
ladles who are not seen in our streets or our
houses any more. She looked like a drawing, made
by Hablot K. Browne, or as ii she might have known
Martha Washlnsrton, and the audience listened to
her indistinct utterances with great pleasure and
solicitude.
Mrs. CnrRCHiLL, a lady dressed In black and

with a nervous manner, read a paper ou "Prison
Reform," which was written by Airs. Elizabeth B.
Chase, who has been acting as a prison Inspectress
In the state of Rhode Island, having been ap¬
pointed oy the Governor of that state toHU tiiat
o.ll ce.
The great paper of the day was read by Mrs.

Caroline A. Some. The subject cho.-en by her was
eniitled "The Necessity of Female l'roressorships in
Mixed Colleges." Mrs. 8011K1 Is a portiy ^ndhandsome lady, with a piercing hazel eye, und
was dressed 111 black, with an elegant gold chain
oepending from her graceful neck. To be brief,
Mrs. So.ile stated that she was left at twenty-
seven years or age a widow with Ave children and
|«oo in bank. Ttils was in the year 1852. Alter
describing the advantages that can be obtained
by both sexes when they are assoc iated together
in colleges, she declared that she bad 10 earn her
bread Tor nuiny years by her pen, and, though de¬
cision might be given against literary women, she
was proud to say she could still make a loaf of
bread or milk a cow.
Frolessor Makia M'tchell, a lady with a fine

lace, grey curls and in old-iashtoned costnme, who
is a daughter ol the great astronomer Mitch ell and a
great siar-gazer and a professor in Vassar College,delivered a paper on "Higher Education for
Women." She had visited England in 1S48 and
spoke of her experience there.

Mrs. Livkumokk, the chairman, stated that the
Legislature ol Illinois had passed an act
making it legal lor a woman to serve
hh a scliooi trustee. Let it here be
taid that whenever Mrs. Livermore makes
uii her mind to say anything, she says It with a
determination unequalled. She also added that in
some parts of Massachusetts the towns have put
woiik n in the School Board.
Mrs Isabklla Bkecheii Hookrr then arose, and

being the sister of Henry Ward Beecher, she caul
that Connecticut was coming to the front aud had
placed women also on school boards.
Mrs. Mary F. Davis, a very good and hltrhlv In¬

tellectual woman, the wile ol the celebrated" An¬
drew Jacksou Davis, then proclaimed that New
Jersey had passed an act making women eligible
as scuool trustees.
Elizabeth Cadt Stanton then read a paper,

entitled "The Co-Education of the Sexes."
Tills la part of a lecturo which she in¬
tends to deliver In the lyccuins. It was
getting late In the afternoon when Mrs.
Sarah J. Spencor, President of the Board of Trus¬
tees ol the C.irls' Reformed School or Washington.
1>. C., began to read a paper. It was entitled
"The Dual kelatlon." At the very moment that the
most Interesting part of this paper was
bung r<ad the gas began to escape from
the pjprs in the theatre and the majority
01 the audience fled incontinently from the
hall. Mrs. Spencer's paper was a very able
one, and a v»ry poetic one. One of the principalpouts m it was In reference to "the danger ol
Jointing unwise attainments and marryiug loo
«arly."

The Concluding Ntiiion ot the Conftrenfe
of Free Rtllglonlfti.Addrtnica by Pro*
leubr Togmtni, the Rev. Jobn Wflu,
the Rev. J. Chkdwick and Mrs. Black-
¦vr*H.The Evaii^tltckl AUiauet Crili-
flird.
The third day's proceedings of the session ot the

Conference of "Free Religionists" was commenced
yesterday morning, with a smaller attendance
than on the previous day, and the proceedings
were remarkably cheerless and dull.

TUB THAYER TE3T.
The question of the «flloacy of prayer was intro¬

duced by a short speech by Mr. Frothingliam, who

presided, after which papers were read by Protes¬
tor Youmans and the Rev. John Weiss ou the sub¬
ject of the efficacy of prayer.
A paper was also read by Rev. J. Chad wick, of

Brooklyn, on "Positivism in Religion."
Mrs. Antoinette Brown Blackwell read a

paper on "Truth In Nature." Whether tne
Bible was the manifestation of Goa might be dis¬

puted, but we have the universe, and that la un¬

questionably His. Science then was the revelation
of God. One branch of anatomists finds no per¬
sonality in life. Whether or not we can find a per¬
sonal God In Immortal life in science may yet bo

open to question. Man's religious nature and Its

personal responsibility are only learnt by a survey
of the laws ol nature. Even our scuooi brethren
test nature by the Bible. We teat the Bible by
nature. To me It seems that popular speculative
science is more or less atheistic, pantheistic, when
led to investigate science in the light of theories.
Tnlesfl we discredit his wIb low,we must believe that

I Qod has revealed his true character In "Cosmos."
If lie must live iu human souls. Me must Hunt liim-
sell to our conception. But in tilings, His modes
oi speech have no limit, they ureas boundless as
Himself. We have only carefully to read the lacts
ot nature to obtain the legitimate conception of
His relation to ourselves. The trutli as to man's
character and his final destiny may be learned
more truly from nature; than from any ilivine
revelation. To mo the scientific evidence of
liiim' is indestructible; is as certain that
matter id indestructible. Let science prove
10 as that it is a reality, that it is
a peisonal entity, then tnere can be
no longer any doubt as to its immortality. It is
not scie.ice that can or does deny immortality,
science lias not yet shown that any forces can be
bartered for any other form. In this age the peo¬
ple will never reject science, and the inquiry to¬
day by tens of thousands is tins."is the Hible and
science in accord?" Faith is good, but si^ht is
better. If the Father has written the Laws in the
minds aud tne bodies of meu then they cau be ac¬
cepted as final evidences of the manifestation of
truth.
Mr. Fkothjngna m, alter apologizing for the ab-

sence o/ a gentleman who was to have been
present and read a papfr "On the Influence of
Free Thought in Relation to Religious Institutions,"
addressed the audience on this subject at some
length, after which the Conference adjourned
until the evening.

THE EVENING SESSION.
At the evening session there was a larger at¬

tendance than on any previous evening, and the
space of the hall ot the Cooper Institute was about
two-thirds occupied. Mr, Frothintfham presided,
and Introduced the essayist of the evening, the
Rev. John Weiss.
Mr. Weiss read a paper on "Dogmaln Connection

with the Evangelical Alliance." Alter denning
dogma as believed by the orthodox, he said:.You
might as well declaim Greek tragedy tc orchard
trees a# elaborate a scheme of redemption for
man deduced from texts. (Cheers.) Alter dla-
cusslng and describing with considerable carica¬
ture the popular and orthodox scheme of salva¬
tion, he said the consciousness of right and wrong
is the immediate discovery of the laws of nature.
The scheme of l,dOO years ago is rebuked by the
millions 01 godly men and women, many of whom
were as upright as Socrates, without his genius,
who llued before that perioJ. The dogmatists do
not omit practical ethics, and they are not omitted
irom their mode or conversion. Men are so
brought up that ethics are incomplete without
dogma, and they Imagine that morality has been
weighted in the world until the arrival of St. Paul's
Epistles. The mind has got to watch its doc¬
trine so closely that morals get loose. A
mind that is well plied with evangelical
phrases gets the sentiment and the passion of it;
juat as novel reading grows and the latest passion
in music. He noticed it was easier to "Come to
Jesus" in the vestry than to practioe the precepta
of Jesus on the street. This sjstemmay save »in-
ners but it naa v«»ry bad luck in reforming them.
With rare exceptions la this coantry the swindling
Is contracted lor by othodox proiessors. Swindlers
gamblers and thieves have been brought up in
Presbyterian, Methodist and Eplocopalian pews.
Let there be a new departure, and let lacta be
notched in nature; let the great scheme oi atone-
ment be mutual redemption. How could it benefit
America if all Its people believed the articles of
orthodoxy; If America continued its money mak¬
ing: if the articles save and the dollars damn?
Atter a cutlnuance of this strata of remark,
which was interspersed here and there witn wit¬
ticisms. Mr. Weiss concluded by thanking the audi¬
ence for their courtesy in listening to him.
Mr. Ellinger followed by the reading of a paper

on "The Evangelical Alliance," the bunion of
which was a complaint that the Alliance declined
to take up the consideration of "Science."
The Conveution finally adjourned at aboat ten

o'clock.

THE ISLAND FORTRESS.

Informal Inspection of the Government
Recruiting Depot at Governor's Is¬
land.Scraps of History from Guns and
QraVe Mounds.The Armament and
Garrison.
An informal visit was paid yesterday to Major

Roy, Sixth regiment United States infantry, com¬

mandant at Governor's Island, by a party of select
gentlemen of this city, among whom were Brigadier
General Thomas Sweeney, United States Army;
Major General Charles K. Graham, Engineer of the
Department of Docks; General Mansfield Lovell.
Colonel McKally, United States Army, of Fort
Wadsworth, Staten Island, and other gentlemen.
The party left the wharf at Whitehall slip in the
island steam yacht Governor's Island at
noon, and first proceeded on a flying
trip of salutation around the French frigate
Magicienne and the United States sloop-of-war
Frolic, both of which vessels were lying in the
stream off the Battery. The yacht was then
Leaded for Governor's Island pier, where the party
landed and proceeded to the residence of the com¬
mandant. Alter a brief interchange of courtesies
the various

OBJECTS OF LOCAL VD SCIENTIFIC INTEREST
on the island were visited; by a rather curious
coincidence the flrst place examined being the
cemetery where rest the remain* of Colonel Joseph
Plympton, late Colonel of the Seventh United
States infantry and father-in-law of General Lovell.
Colonel Plympton served with distinction as an
officer in the war or 1812 and In the Mexican war,
and died at Staten Isund in 1830. Close to the ceme¬

tery gate Is a neat white marble slab erected to
the memory of Sergeant Charles Henke, a native
or Denmark, who died In 1872. at the age of sev¬

enty-eight, fifty years of which time had been
spent in service in the army of the United States.
Further on in this little necropolis of warriors aro

two grave stones, side by side, one or which re¬

cords the death or Sergeant C. Hooker, In 1801, at
the ago or sixty-ronr years. The adjoining slab
i»-arx the memorial inscription or Samuel 0.
Hooker, son of sergeant C. Hooker, who was born
on Governor's Island in 1*41, and killed in action
at Deserted Bouse, Blackwater, Va., In January,
1808. Another obelisk is commemorative of the
public service and death of Samuel L. Russell, cap¬
tain Second Cnlted .states infantry, who was killed
by the Seminole Indians in February, l«3t», while
loading his company In action on the Miami ltiver,
Florida. A rather peculiar inscription on an

is in the following worrts:."Here is deposited the
mortal pun of Charles Krye, son of Frederick and
Margaret Frye. His soul' alter a sojourn here ue-
low of one year and four months ascended on the
2Jth of September, A. 1>. I7fl». 'Suffer lirtle chil¬
dren to coins unto Me and lorbld tlicm not; lor of
such is the Kingdom of Cod.'.Jesus."
Alter leaving the cemetery the party, liv this

time reinforced by Surgeon Milhau and some'otiier
gentlemen, inspected the uncompleted water
buttery oil the westerly nice of the Island and tl.e
barrack quarters and batteries of COBtle William,the circular fort on the northwest angle oi the
Island, opposite Castle Garden. The armament
consists oj a casemate battery of twenty forty-two-pounders and five fllteen-lnch gui>s, of about
twenty-live tons each, mountcu en barbette on t.Ue
tcnepleln of the fortification. This

however Imposing in appearance from the deck of

a ferryboat, Is obsolete us a defensive work, and is
chiefly serviceable as a barracks, place oi confine¬
ment for prisoners, and Is also nseiul for the firing
of salutes. It was commenced in 1807 and "corn-
pleated," as appears by the record on the embou¬
chure, In 1811. Leaving Castle William, Fort Colum¬
bus, the very respectable earthwork on the ccntrai
plateau or the Island, was vl sited, and Its covered
ways, salients, fosse, scarp wall, sallyports, draw¬
bridge and armament were examined with consid¬
erable interest. Generals Lovell and Sweeney
took no little Interest In pointing out tho
quarters they occupied in tbe enelosure
of tli« fortress about twenty years ago.
when stationed here. The fort mounts about
tirty guus, Including a number of 92-pounder
Parrots, with lt-lnch (MO-poitnder) gnus at tho

Molino del Hey. Crossing the parade ground
toward the South Battery, a bastion mounting nine
puns and commanding Buttermilk Channel (and
the Atlantic Basiu!), the party passed
Duncan's famous battery, bronzed mid scarred
by sun and service in Mexico, aud still looking as

though they would respond with vigor if called on
for another brush. Alter examining the hospital
quarters, chapel and barracks aud the progress
of cuustiucUon of the sea wall <>n the south side,
hall an hour was spent tn witnessing the evolu¬
tions of the garrison in detachment drill, under
command of the drill sergeants. Their efficiency
was worthy of commendation, but the noticeable
feature of the parade was the line physique ol the
men, who, If those on drill yesterday are fair
average specimens, are mncb superior to the rank
and Die of the best Kttropeau regiments of tno
line.

who has served sixty-one years in the army of the
I'nited Htates. lie entered as a drummer or flier,
and became flfo major.

aboVe want In his declining years. He is now sur¬
rounded by a family of children aud grand-chil¬
dren, and awaits patiently the last tattoo.
