In the absence of facts, ramors
were made to serve as well; and all the weaknesa,
all the suspicion, all the diatribe and abuse that
frantic men could boil down into possible false-
hood were made use of to create a basis for specus
lation which, in the end, only amounted to one or
two per cent,

. was the announcement of the failure of Kimber,

Vivian & Co., of London, a small house, tolerably
well known, however, in New York, who have been
speculating on the “ahort” side of Erle. DBeing
called upon for & settlement by those on whose ac-
count they have been dolug business here, they
failed to respond and reported themselves in “tem-
porary trouwble.” The extent ol their llabilitiea In
this country are said not to exceed £35,000, The
inability to lguldate Involved the name of a
well known Broad street firm; but the latter ex-
press themse.vos a8 perlectly secure, Inasmuch as
the lo8s i not one of principal, only of profits not
yet collected. To goard against posdible results,
however, the American house relerred to have
despatcbhed a member of their irm abroad, to the
end that he may tako such steps as may be neces.

ment. There has been nothing, iodeed, in the
gitnation to-day based on actual fact which war-
rants decline. We have already suggested that
the manufacturing of rumors would be a part of
the programme for some time to come, and we re-
peat that whatever 13 heard on the street must be
taken cum grano salis,. The *‘bears” are en-
deavoring to command the fiela, and, be-
eanse a llvely short interest prevails, they
are hopeful of succesa; put the *bull" interest is
yet strong, controls i large amount of stock, and
will not easily sucocumb to the spasmodic assaults
in contemplation. As has been sald before, we
look for & vibratory and reactionary market. It
must, however, depend on something more gub-
stantial than the id.e rumors of a day or the mere
lancy shots ol a score or two of speculators, Cable
despatches were wanting to-day in consequence of
the storm, until a late hour, the result of which
was doubt and an uncertain market.

The movement from the
banks is also freer, and there is larger encourage-
ment in the situation than during any day since
the beginning of the crisis. Foreign exchange is
quoted at 106a 108y for bankers, 60 days' ster-
ling and 107% a 108 for sight. Sight bills are
scarce. Greenbacks are quoted at 4 to X
premium over certified checks, The banks
however, are distributing greenbacks in pref-
erence fto thelr own currency, being unwill-
iog to ‘'pool" the lormer in the Clearing House.

SHIPPING TROUBLES.

The Controversy Between Ship-ewners
and the Commissioners—Collector Ar-
thur's Construction of the Law.

For some time past a controversy existed be-
tween ship-owners and masters of vessels and
United States Shipping Commissioner Duncan and
General O. A. Arthur, Collector of the Port, in re-
gard to the certification of shipping acticles and
the working of the new sulpping law,

The shipping law, as passed by act of Congress,
June 7, 1872, in sectlons 12 ana 13, makes |t
obligatory on masters of vessels bound from
any port ‘of the United States to any
forelgn port, or of vessels of the
burthen of seventy-five tons and upwards, bound
from a1 Atlantle port In the United States to a
Pacific port in the United States, or the converse,
to ship their crews before a United States shipping
commissioner, according to articles prescribed
therein, One of the provigions of section 8 of the
same act says “‘that this act shall not prevent the
owner, consignee or masier of any vesscl, except

those described in section 12, irom performing
himself the duties o shipping commissioner,

An amendment, passed Janoary 16, 1873, provides
that “this section sball not apmy to masters of
vessels when engaged In trade between the United
Btates and the Nortn American British Posseasions
or the Wsut India 1slands, or the Republic ol
Mexico."

This section or amendment i8 exactly the bone of
conteniion Detween the shipowners and Captain
Duncan, and it isa direct guestion whether the
law as amended is defective or put and whether its
wording can be construed S0 @S not L0 eXCEPL Ves-
sela evidently not intended to be afecied thereby.

The Collector's action in deciding what shipping
c;umes to certify is, in view ol this case, very deu-
te, and requisite of the nicest discrimination, 1o
asmuch as under the act of July 20, 1540, section :l.
owners of vess¢ls are required to obtaln [rom the
Coilector of the Port a certitled copy of the ship-

ping articles.

A declsion of Judge Benedict, upon which the
Bhipping Commissioner claims to usct, 18 in refer-
ence to the steamer City of Mexleo, charged with

Xieo by written slupping articles, executed
by the crew on board the.vessel, bejore a notary,
#8 in violatlon of eection 13, and under penalty uf
$200 by section 14, ‘In the argument of the case
it was urged by the delence that the act el 1760
was repealed by the act of 1872, which was sub-
stituted, and that the act of 1873, by its amend-
ment of section 12, excepted vessels on voyages
Boch as the voyage 1o question by the City of

Mexico, and that _the vessel was not
bonnd to nave the shipping articles. The
Court held that no such effect could be

;Iven to the act of 1872 as to repeal that of 1790,
e defendanta did not give the practical construc-
tion, for they amrper.l in accordance with the act
of 1760, Section 14 requires all contracts with sea-
men to be made before the Shipping Commissioner ;
it does not limit the requirement to those de-
nominated under section 12, and Judge Benediot
halu that section 13 was applicable to every agree-
nt made by a sailor for his servicesin any vessel.
'l‘hn Collector has nothing to do with the law,
being accountable only to the Secretary of the
Treasury for the proper administration of his
ofMce, and a3 such he does not recogulze the de-
cision of Judge Benedict as governing his ac:ion
concerning the certification of siipping articles,
especially when, all clreumstances cousidered, the
law is equivocal and doubtrul,
General Arthur states that the case, with all its
bearings, has been relerred to Secrelary Richard-
gou lor his decision.
