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The hopes and aspirations of those virtuous dem¬
ocrats who have done so much daring the past
three years to foment trouble and engender heart
burnings among the stanch adherents or that
portion of the party of great moral ideas which
moves and has its prosper ous being within the
confines of the Twenty-ninth and Thirtieth Senato¬
rial districts, by their unstinted denunciations of
the corrupt men the people of these same districts
have persisted tn foisting upon the State Senate as

their proper representatives, have oeen at last
gratified; for the nomination of a republican candi¬
date for Senator has been made in each, and
George Bowen and General James Wood are not
the men selected. Yet, if the democrats ot these
two districts are really happy over the lact, I am
seriously at a loss to find out in what manner they
generally express their leollngs when they
feel particularly elevated over a good
thing. Indeed, I half incline to the belief
that after all they would have preferred
this year that both Bowen and Wood should have
again been put in the field. True, this would not
be consistent with their loud-mouthed professions
of reform and their denunciations of the past ; but
then consistency, we all know, is ajewelofvery
small value in politics. Had those two men been
renominated the democrats would have, as ol old,
good ground to work upon during the campaign,
and they might easily have turned the tide, 11 not
altogetner in their favor, in the districts most con¬

cerned, at least have bo wrought upons the reform
feelings of the republicans outside of the districts
during the campaign as to force them on election
day to cast their votes against the party that dared
to approve of the nomination of men whose names
have been

A HISSING AND A BY WORD
with every democratic paper in the State since
1870. It is true tliat three candidates, whose re¬

putations have been seriously questioned in com¬
mon with that of Bowen and that or Wood, have
been renominated in three other districts for the
Benatc by the republicans, thus leaving tbe demo¬
crats ample occasion lor their old style of attack;
bat as I will have something to say about them in a

future letter 1 will now confine myself to dealing
with Bowen and Wood's districts exclu¬
sively. 1 have travelled through them
both, mingled freely with men of both
parties In tne° two districts and tbereiore am
able to speak as to the "prospects' by the card.
It will be borne in mind that Bowen and Wood
were members of that notorious band of five
Benators horse into the Senate oi 1870 and destined
never to be forgotten afterward in the political es¬
timation or the democracy who believe that to the

Ke minded all things are not always pare,
htfuliy or wrongluily.I will not stop here to

argue the question one way or the other.these
two men, ever since Tweed got his famous charter
through tbe Senate, have been considered, as were
Lewis and Winslow and Woodin, fit targets ror
every good democrat to have his fling at, In and out
pf place.

THE HUE AMD CRT
Id 1871 was taken up even by some of the repub¬
licans, and yet in that very year, when tbe reiorm
movement Bwept over the State like a whirlwind,
tearing up root and branch everything rotten in
the democratic camp, it carried into tbe Senate by
larger majorities than even those five suspected
men who went into the campaign on the very
Issues their enemies had drugged up against them.
There Is probably nothing in tbe political annuls of
this State, which presents so many phases oi mys¬
tery, as that which seems to surround this band of
brothers. The charges made against four of them
have only been made by assertion without positive
proof, and, notwithstanding the investigations
that have been started from time to time by legis¬
lative committees into various questionable trans¬
actions that apparently concerned them not, yet
which were set on root indirectly to get evidence
against thom, not a particle or positive prool has
ever been dragged to light fixing upon any one of
the lour of them the crime oi corruption in office;
and yet, In the race of it all, 1 do not believe there can
be found one man In five, even among the republi¬
cans in their own districts, who does not believe
that the suspicion which attaches to their names
is justly lounded. The strangest part of the whole
thing is that but one of the five has ever taken
a step to relute the charges so openly made in
the newspapers, and we all know how he came
out of the investigation. The other lour have
Btood up boldly against the accusations made
against them, and have timo and attain met asser¬
tion without positive proor with assertion alone,
and upon that alono have they tieen content to let
their reputation rcht. 1 wun painlully struck with
the cool way in which the charges arc treated by
some oi tue republicans in the two districts I have
especially reierred to.

REPUBLICAN IDEAS OF REFORM.
Meet one of them on tbe street and asu him what

be thinks about them, and, ten to one, if he is in a
talking mood, he will iraukly tell you that he thinks
there is something in them, but "it's too late now
making a iuss about the matter." 1 met a gentle¬
man m Attica, here in Wood's district, wno is
quite prominent in politics, and a republican, and
oe saia,"I think that every one oi the five Senators
wno have been charged with being bribed by Tweed
were bribed. I have always believed they were. I
was at a meeting one night a couple oi years ago,
and 1 heard Judge Davis, now a Supreme Court
Judge in New York, suy openly that there were
now in the Senate five republican Senators who nad
been nought by Tweed. 1 will confess he did not
mention any names, but he might as well havo done
so, lor it so happened that or the republican Sena¬
tors ol the Senate oi 1870 only five were members
of the Senate or 187a."
"And do you think," I asked, "that a majority of

tbe republicans in the five districts concerned
belie zed, during the campaign or 1872, that the
charges wero true ?"

"I won't say a majority believed them to be
true," was the reply ; "but had every republican
who did believe them to bo true voted against our
candidate in this district he would have been
overwhelmingly defeated."
"And yet tnat was the great reform year ?"
.'I know It; but It was, strange as it may seem,

that very reiorm movement that carried linn, and
I dare say the other lour, along. We were unwilling

to trust any dernociat, and so stood by our own,
with all their alleged sins fresh in our minds. Then
there were ccrialu doings In the district, that,
looked to us like malicious persecution on the pint
or his enemies, which helped him ; but his election
was not, as given out by his mends, a popular
reiutation or tue charges made against him and the
others." *

In Mr. Bowen's district 1 found a large number of
republicans, who also coniessed they were a little
..doubtful" or him, but who as frankly remarked
that, had he desired a renoiiunatlon, he could
have obtained It, "and what's more," one added,
..been elected by a larger majority than ever."
In Batavla and Its imnieoiate vicinity his friends

appear to be quite numerous, and many or them,
though not quite ireo from suspicion as to all that
had been said about him being true, declared that
tven if they knew them to be true by positive
proof, they would vote for him all the same. Yet
again I met others who told ine that Mr. liowen
would not have dared to ask for a renomlnatlon,
and that If he had he would have suffered a most
humiliating defeat. "This was what prevented
him," said a Batavian, whom I m«t at the Hotel,
"from being a candidate. Mo was shrewd enough
to let well enough alone." Mr. Bowen's successor
will be Daniel S. Colo, ol Albion, who has already
served In the Senate. The Convention nominated
blm by aoclamatlon.

A OKI'OSBD GENERAL.
Probably there is no one man in the Thirtieth

dlstrtct who has taken the charges against him so
much to heart as General Wood nimxeir. This, of
course, nuder like circumstances, would be the
ease with any public man accused of wrong doing;
but what 1 mean to say is that the accused tn this
Instance has been very unjustly stigmatized as a
man who actually took pride in betng denounced
tor bribery, who made no attempt to conceal the
toot that he had taken moaev from UooM awP

Tweed, sad who bad declared that be would do ho
again If be got the chance. This charge I have
beard repeated!/ made against him. and from the
information derived from reliable sources in bis
district I know it to be utterly ground¬
less. It will be generally conceded that
laat winter, In the Senate, he made a
good record for himself as a hard worker, and,
tnough he was set down as one or those who re¬
ceived $6,000 for voting against the Fro Itata
Freight bill; the general belief is that he was sus¬
pected or being a sharer In the Pro liata bill pool
simply because of 'the J'.o.ooo revelation made
during the sittings of the Committee on Privileges
and Elections, which had in cliai ge the question of
the right of Tweed to his seat In the last Hemite.
General Wood still claims that he was never
bribed, but admits that he did borrow money fr^m
Tweed and Could ; but as the people at large have
already pretty well made up their minds as to wbat
the loans made to hint were in reality intended to
accomplish, I need not here go into detail about
the matter, buftlce It to sar tuat he has not been
renominated, and could not have been had he tried
his best to seeure the Cuuventlon in hui favor, it
was iiifl intention some months ago to run again
lor the Senate, confluent that the people 01 ills
district would give him a hearty support, and he
was probably led ou to this hopeful view of things
by what his friends alleged to be a fact.namely,
that the very charges that were Investigated dur¬
ing the session ol the last Senate were freely made
against him during the canvass of 1871, and that,
notwithstanding they were made the rallying cry
against him by ills republican as well as democratic
antagonists, lie was re-elected by the tremendous
majority of 5,267 over his popular opponent, EUaa
E. Harding, Allegany county, alone, where there
was considerable division among the republicans,
giving him a majority of 2,821. In the other two
counties he actually ran ahead of the State ticket.

THE REFECTS OK PUBLIC OPINION.
Bis friends, however, this year learned to their
cost that even though Mr. wood's run In the dis¬
trict might have been coustrued asa sort of rebuke
to his alleged inaligners, that in 1871 the charges
were simply regarded as campaign slanders by
many, and that then no formal investigation had
been held, as in 1872. This difference Mr. Wood
himself doubtless overlooked when be-expressed
his intention of going before the people again as a
candidate this year; bat the fact is that, whether
he was guilty or not guilty, and although
We was saved by his friends in the Senate
from an Ignominious expulsion, the results of
the otUcial investigation made an impres¬
sion on the people in Livingston, Wyom¬
ing and Alleghany counties that promises
to be lasting. It took the poor old gentleman some
time to become convinced of this, bat his friends a
short time ago got their eyes opened to the real
dangers of tne situation, and so, very prudently,
Induced Mr. Wood to declare that be would not be

a candidate. The Convention was finally held and
the nomination has been given to Colonel Welland,
who will, beyond a doubt, be elected by a hand¬
some majority over his democratic antagonist.
Had the Convention been loolisb enough to have
placed Wood in the field, as decided as the
district is as a republican stronghold, I be¬
lieve, from what I have heard upon all
sides in Alleghany and Wyoming coun¬
ties, that tbe (democratic candidate would
have had everything his own way in tbe race.
This is saying a good deal more for tne honesty of

Furpose of the people of the Thirtieth district than
can say for Mr. Bo wen's district; for, as I have

already intimated, had that gentleman been re¬
nominated he would be re-elected. However, I
suppose that tbe people in his district look upon
the charges against lum pretty much in tbe same
light as Wood's constituents looked upon the
charges made against him In tbe newspapers and
by rival politicians before any otllcial investiga¬
tion had stamped the suspicion attached to his
conduct with the seal of condemnation.

A GOOD RECORD BLOTTED OCT.
And yet General Wood is greatly to be pitied. As

a general during the war he made a brilliant name
for himself as a gallant soldier, and won the re¬
spect of every man he had any dealings with in
the army. When he returned home he resumed
practice of the law, and even his most inveterate
enemies are compelled to acknowledge that as
Chairman of the Judiciary Committee of the Sen¬
ate he had never had a superior In pojnt of ability.
In his Senatorial district he was popular to a
degree that fills to the lot of but few public men
in country diBirlcts, where a man's e very-day con¬
duct, aud even his private affairs, undergo a scru¬
tiny from his neighbors which public men
in large cities never dream of; and
in his own county he held an honored
place in tne estimation of all his neighbors, demo¬
crats and republicans alike. But his election to
the Senate was, indeed, a fatal thing for him, and
by his "imprudences," as his friends call the
charges uiRde against him, intao brief years he
has torfeitcd the respect anu esteem ol some, if
not all, of the best men in his district. As I said
belore, no oue feels his position more keenly than
General Wood himself; and i must say that 1 pitied
him from my heart a abort time auo, when i met
liiin aud ho told me lie wasn't going to run again
for the Senate, and when he added, rather re¬
proachfully, "You uewspaper meu will have oue
less to abuse now."

TUB ASSEMBLYMEN.
As to the Assemblymen in the two districts, I

find that Elbert Towusend, who was the represent¬
ative of the county last year, has been renomi¬
nated, and that Elian* S. Whalen has also been
renominated In Orfeairt county. They are both
republicans and will be re-elected, although tbe
larmers in tne latter county threaten to make
things lively for Whalen because he went over to
the camp of the Usury law repealers last winter.
Whalen is, consequently, on his marrow bones
every day, begging piteously for mercy and
promising to vote the other way this winter
if the question ever comes up again. His
prayers may have tne effect between now and
election day of softening the heart of the
hardflsted plough followers in the district, and if
they do no man will be happlei than Mr. Whalen.
Niagara county will also be sure to send two re-

SubTicans again this year, A. C. Comstock aud Dr.
. Bardwell being nominated. Alleghany will send

a republican, and in lieu of Archibald Kennedy
Jonathan B. Morey, republican, will be elected in
Livingston, and Wyoming will also as usual send

a republican. So it will be seen that as far as tbe
Twenty-ninth and Thirtieth districts are concerned
there Is no hope for the democracy in the matter
of either Senators or Assemblymen.

NATIONAL BOARD OF TRADE.
No Congressional Aid Needed by the American

Shipbuilders.The Question oi Transporta¬
tion Discussed.A Series of Resolu¬

tions Adopted.Flea for a

National Bankrupt Law.

CniCAOO, III., Oct. 22, 1873.
Tbe National Board of Trade resumed its session

this morning. President Fraley announced the
Committee on Relorm of the Currency, National
Banking and National Banking Laws aa follows:.
Messrs. Wooley, of Cincinnati; Nuise, oi Boston;
8tranaban, of New York; Wrignt, of Chicago;
Bonner, of St. Louis ; Prindle, of Louisville;
Burwell, of New Orleans; Grosvenor, of Portland;
Smitn, or Milwaukee, and Bromberg, of Mobile.
President Fralejr was added to the committee.
The Secretary read the report of the Executive
Council on the National Bankrupt law, containing
the following suggestions The abolition of lees
and the establishment of salaries ior officers; en¬

larging tbe powers ot assignees ; authorizing credi¬
tors to choose a committee of their own number
to settle the accounts and make distributions;
that the federal government lix the amount and
kind of property exempt from assignment, not sub¬
ject to change by States.
The Board proceeded to discuss tbe following

resolution regarding
AMERICAN SHIPPING INTERESTS,

offered by the Executive Council :.
Resolved, That a just regard for the increase of

American shipping interests should cause Congress to en-
courage American shipbuilders and ship owners by an
allowance ot bounties lor building ships, whether the
material!) used in the construction lie of lorcigu or Amer¬
ican production, so that American shipbuilder* may do
placed as i. early as possible upon the same tooting as
competitors in other countries.

Kesolved, That the hoard renew the recommendation
to Congress that all articles ol lorcign product needed 'or

subsistence and general use on board ot vessels in the
lorcigu trade be allowed to be withdrawn without the
payment of duty irom the bonded w arehouse.
Resolved, That justice to the shipowning interests and

the best wcliare ot the national commerce alike demand
that the right he couccdtd by law to American citizens
to purchase tonnage wherever built or owned, and to
place It under the protection ot their own flag.
Mr. Hawlet, of Detroit, opposed any discrim¬

ination by the government in favor of any Indus¬
trial interest as unwise and unconstitutional.
Mr. Stone, of Wilmington, said shipbuilders there

did net desire any government aid. Their cost oi
building was not more than ten per cent mo e than
*,he cost on the Clyde, and the cobt oi building on
the Clyde was daily increasing by the advance in
the cost of labor, coal and iron. Wilmington ship¬
builders asked no government aid.

Mr. Wktherill, of Philadelphia, agreed that
American shipbuilders needed and asiied no pro¬
tection from the government. Steamships are now
built in American waters at a less cost than on the
Clyde.Mr. Smith, of Milwaukee, opposed the first reso¬
lution.
Mr. Conger, of Massachusetts, opposed any class

or special government legislation, lie said let pro¬tection rely on individual enterprise.
Mr. Stranahan, of New Vork. s:iid most of the

foreign carrying was done in lorelgn bottoms be¬
cause wages were cheaper, and he hoped some aid
wonld oe extended to Americans engaged in loreign
commerce.
The debate was continued by Messrs. Burwell, of

New urleans; Davis, of Cincinnati; Dore, oi
Chicago; Mersey, ol Portland; Taylor, of Cincin¬
nati: Nazro, of Boston; Woole.v, ot Cincinnati;
Dorr, of Buffalo ; Grosvenor and Stone, ol Wilming¬
ton.
The resolution was rejected.yeas 3, nays fi8.
The second resolution was then taken up, and

amendments to include all vessels engaged in in¬
land traQlc and apply to articles used in the con¬
struction of vessels.
Pending a vote on the amendments, a motion to

lay the whole subject on the table was earned;
but on the motion of Mr. Covington, oi Cincinnati,
the vote was reconsidered, and tbe amendments
voted on and rejected, as was also tbe resolution,
by 22 yeas to 30 nays.
The third resolution was then taken np.
Mr. Nazenh, ol Boston, moved to amend by add¬

ing the words "upon the payment of a reasonable
duty on the cost.''
The amendment was adopted, and the resolu¬

tion, as amended, was then rejected by 40 yeas to
23 nays, there not being two-thirds in the affirma¬
tive. The action on the second and third resolu¬
tions can hadly be considered a fair expr ession of
tbe Board, owing to *.he contusion and uncertainty
occasioned by the wrangling over the amend¬
ments, and several members voted under protest.
Mr. Able, ot St. Louis, gave notice that ne

would to-morrow move the reconsideration of the
second and third of the above resolutions.
The report of President Fraliey, lavoring the

government's establishing
a department of commerce,

was submitted, with the proposed act of Congress
establishing and defining powers, <tc. , giving this
executive department tne supervision and care ol
agricultural, commercial, manufacturing und
mining interests, under government regulation.
The report was accepted, and tue President ex¬
plained tho details of its provisions.
The report was then relerred back, approved, to

the Executive Council, with instructions to urge
on Congtessthe establishment of the department.
Mr. Grosvenor, of St. Louis, Chairman of the

Committee on
transportation facilities

submitted a partial report embracing general
resolutions.
Fforf.Kccoanizlng measures for cheapening transporta¬

tion am a national necessity.
Srruiid.declaring that Congress should charter anyroad between the interior and the seuhoard which pri¬

vate capital may undertake io build hut that > itch road
should lie aubject to the same mate laws, as to taxation
or eontiol, as olher roads in the same tale.
Third.That Congress should prevent nnjttst restrictions

The California Tarn Found To Be False.Is Dr.

Banks Looking for Kelsey 1.That Eternal
Inquest.State Aid Hoped For.

Huntington, L. !., Oct. 22, 1873.
The latest report concerning "new develop¬

ment*" in the Kelsey case will id all human proba¬
bility go the way ol those that have preceded it
and prove a flzzle. On Monday last Huntington
and Oyster Bay were hu Ideniy Bet agog with the
astounding rumor, at the tune traceable to no

source, that Ctiarles G. Kelsey, the missing victim
of Huntington's apparently tragic butfoon play of
November last, was alive in California, personating
his brother George, who is supposed to have died
in the Golden state about twenty years ago, and
that the partfcB Implicated in his disappearance
were taking steps to produce him here at the earli¬
est practicable day.
The report In other hands was modified, how¬

ever, to the effect that information had been re¬
ceived showing that George Kelsev was still alive,
and that his letters to his relatives hers were the
cover of information cunveyed to them Irom
Charles. Since then I have made the rounds of all
the parties who were likely to know anything con¬

cerning the truth of the rumor, and save as to a
bare possloillty, which will be found stated in Its
order,

Tn« WnOI.E STORY nAS COLLAPSED.
On visiting the residence of the Kelsey brothers,

who live some distance outside the village, I found
that they had a brother named George, who went
to Calnornla among the "Argonauts of '49," as
Bret Harte calls the pioneer diggers; that he was
about twenty years old at the time of his depart¬
ure ; that the family ceased to hear from him In or
about the end of the year or 1852, and that lor
nearly twenty years tliey have regarded him, and
still do regard him, as dead. At the same time
they have never received any proof whatever or
his death. He was a man nearly six feet m height,
and bore no personal resemblance to Dls missing
brother Charles. The lamlly further sta'e that
they have not received any letter purporting to
come Irom him during that interval.
Calling at the residence of Or. George B. Banks,

who, 1 1 nought, by reason of the lact that he has
been so prominently involved In the case and ex¬
hibits so much anxiety regarding it, would be
likeiy to know

WHAT STEPS ARE BEING TAKEN
to prove Kelsey'a existence, I was inlormed by an
elderly gentleman, a member of the lamily, that
Dr. Banks was absent from the village, and had
been gone for several days. The gentleman stated,
however, tha*. he baa not heard oi the report be¬
yond what he bad seen in the Ubkald on the sub¬
ject, and he did not know whether Dr. Banks
knew auytliing oi It or not. When 1 inquired or
him somewhat pointedly as to l>r. Banks' where¬
abouts, or whether his absence had anything to do
with thr? rumor, or whether the Doctor
was endeavoring to find Kelsey alive, the
gentleman indicated clearly by his hesitancy
ana silence that he did not desire to answ er the
question, and 1 learned nothing iurther than that
he would probably be back in a few days."

I afterward Inquired oi a number ox other per¬
sons, Ultima es o Dr. Banks, and they all seemed
to be well aware of his absence, but declined to
say anything concerning the oojects or his depart¬
ure. bcores oi people nere express the opinion
(whatever it mav be worth unsupported by any
reasons) that his absence is in some way connected
with the rumor, and that he is looking lor Keisey
"somewhere," whether in E! Dorado or not. Con¬
ceding fr'*eiy the Doctor's right to leave the vil¬
lage od bnsiness, and l art cularly his right to

at the inquest on Friday, which latter dtuouement
would bo the happiest, as well as most surprising,
that couid result, 1 must say that his absence nas
caused a singular amount of comment, when taken
into consideration with the pointed refusals of his
inends to say where lie Is. His acquaintances, or
thos^ ol them 1 subsequently sought, happen to be
included in what is known as the tar and leather
party, and, thinking they might know something
or the rumor, I asked them concern¬
ing it. It had reached them all, in va¬
rious disguises, but they said they knew
nothing oi its truth or falsity. The Postmaster in¬
lormed me that no letters bea-iug a Call ornla
postmark had been received at his oiitce for a long
time and that he usually noticcd them wheu they
did come.

It is therefore just possible that
DR. BANKS IS "LOOKING FOR KELSEY,"

but I do not think it at all likely. The a.r all day
long in tins village Is tinck with groundless rumors,
and i< anynoiiy having a taste ror gossiping and
slander w-tnw a Job ol that sort this is a good
place .or them to emigrate to.
There Is every probability that the inquest will

be closed on Friday, though with sue a very
"onsirtin" kind of man as Coroner Ba> lis no one
caa tell what may happen. He wants strongevidence, that he bas nut yet obtained, before he
can rcacti much of a result in the matter, atul 11
that which he nas so often promised, and as often
failed to produce, does not turn upitsch and walk
right into court lie may want to adjouru for a
month or two more.
