back. We tuus expected something grand or ter-
wible 1o take place ‘with his advent. But he has
‘come back, and probably intends e enjoy & few
wlays rest before he plunges into public buslness,

Important Meeting Yesterday—Mora's
Mannfactory Declared on Strike=The
Rates Demanded by “La Protectora™—
Thelr Fund eof §5,000=Unemployed
Men To Be Sent to New Orleans and
Hey West=—The Members of #La Protece
tora™ All To Be Taxed Ten Per Cent
During the SBtrike.

The strike ofthe cigar makers employed at Messrs,
Mora's manufasctory, at No. 162 Water street, com-
mences to-day, and fifty-one workmen aud fourteen
apprentices will be thrown out of work. A special
meeting of “La Protectora” Cigar Makers' Umon
was held yesterday morning at Military Hall, Bows.
ery, to take the matter into consideration, and,
atter deliberation, it was unanimously agreed that
no concessions shonld be made to the employers,
in view of the fact that the averagze wages of
skilled workmen are from #20 to $25 a week.
The soclety 1o question, which 1s composed of
Epanish epeaking workingmen, with the exception
of some thirty Americans and Englishmen, num-
