DISRAELI.

The Conservative Reaction
in Europe.

A MONOGRAPH OF THE TORY LEADER.

Salient Features of His Public
and Private Life.

Loxpon, Oct, 12, 1878,

Numerons eleatoral defeats which the English
liberals have been suffering leave small doubt that
the conservatives will shortly re-enter Downing
street, and as this time they will take oMoe with a
majority Mr, Disracid may, probably, count on
those three years of power—not merely of place—
which have been the steady objeet of his ambition,
Hitherto, indeed, Mr, Disroell has been three
times Minister, but he has never held power,
Bince the tory party broke up in 1846, after Sir
Robert Peel's [ree-trade seoesslon, conservative

statesmen  have  ooccupled the  Treasury
Bench only on asufferance, and  their
policy has been, perforcs, that which

their opponents diotated. Suoh a position
leant httle dignity to the party in general, and it
exposed the leaders in particular to the obloguy,
wnd even the ridicule, which must alwavs assall
men struggling to maintain a semblance of an-
thority and yet too weak to carry out their wills,
By the many-mouthed clamour of llperallsm—a
noisy thing in England as elsewhere—conservatism
was pronounced effete and Mr, Disraeli, its most
consplcnous advoocate, an adventurer devold of
scruples and convictlons. But just aa the man who
atrives to keep his footing amid quickstands offers
o different picture to the one who feels the
ground firm under him, 8o it may prove that Mr,
Disraell holding oMoe under the domlinance of a
turbulent opposition and Mr. Disraecli governing
with astrong majority @8 his back are by no means
the same men. He has himself sald,
U'GIVE ME THREE YEARS OF POWER

and England will not regret it."" The elder Pitt held
power four years, in hia best known administration,
and during that time he contrived to establish his
reputation as the greatest of English statesmen
and to earn those enthusiastic rhapsodies we
bave all read in Mr. Carlyle's works. Whether
gome future Carlyle will ever be justified in plac-
ing Benjamin Disraell and Lord Chatham ona
levells a point beyond present divination; but in
speculating as to what a map may do It 1a 1air to
cousider wbat he has already done, therelore
this is the moment for recalling another of Mr.
Disraell's sayings, uttercd now six and thirty years
ago,

“p HAVE PEGUN MANY TIMES SEVERAL THINGS AND
HAVE ALWAYS SUUCEEDED AT LAST.M

The boast waa true au the time It waa spoken,
and It would be equally so If repeated to-day, for
Mr. Disraell's ascent to eminence has been eflfected
In spite of obstaclea which nothing but the most
stubborn patience and unswerving resolution
could surmount—obstacles of hirth, race, educa-
tion and t obstacles of pride and
prejudice, in short, such as, in an aristoeratical
#tate, lovk at first sight insuperable. Wolsey, the
son ofa butcher; Cromwell, the uncounth Puritan;
Canning, who was born of poor parents in the
middle-class, were not more remarkable in their
rise than Disraell, for Wolsey was sent to Uxford
and then entered the Church, which leada to every-
thing; Cromwell was favored by war and revolu-
tion; while Canning, thanks to an uncle's
generosity, obtained through an Eton education
the passport to all British honors. But Disraell
enjoyed none of these advantages. The son of
lsaac Disraeli, who wns descended from & family
of Spanish Jews driven by persecution to Venice
in the fifteenth century and seitied In England
slnee 1748, Benjamin Disraell was born in 1805 in
& small house to the east ol London. His father
was in every respect & book-worm—a man
who had written the ‘“‘Cuariosities and Amenities of
Literature,” who had speut moat of s days at the
British Museum grubbing up facts for historical
essays, and “in whom," says his son, “even mar-
riage proauced no change, for he rose to enter the
chamber where he llved alone with his books and
at night his lamp was ever lit within the eame
walls.” Young Benjsmin, whose mind took a pre
coclous development, was early inoculated by the
paternal exammple, and, both at school, where he
worked little, and in the attorney's ofllce, where,
as an articled pupil, he worked still less, his chief
predilection was authorship. Blographers have
persistently declared that at the age of twenty-one
ne started, in conjunction with Mr. Murray, the
publisher, & tory paper called the Represenative,
which ran flve months, and gome have gone the
length of describing minutely the sumptuous furni-
ture wherewith Mr. Murray stocked the editorial
room, In order that lords and ladles who called on
young Mr. Disraell might feel at home. But Mr
Disraell, not very long ago, disclaimed all con-
nection with the Representative. And it
scems that his  fArst contributions to the
press  were Beattered among & variety ol
newspapers, mostly obscure, However that
may be, the coniributions were certalnly
good, for, If Disraell had at school left nndone many
things which he ought to have done, he had
on the other Land done many things which his
masters sald he ought not to have done, such as
read up books of peetry and romance, old world
chronicles and lves of literary men. There was
algo in him plenty of health, physical and mental,
a ready wit and an impulsive disposition rather
Italian than English. He loved to talk of men who
had leaped to fame at one bound and set the world
on fire, He cared little for boj's sports; but he
liked to see n comrade plant his fst flat cn the
uoge of adull bully, and this romantico-combative
nature showed Iteell early In his writings, which
were hot and impetuons na whifs of steam. Iiis
father had the good sense to see that such a one
was not fashioned for & lawyer's office. After all,
the lad haa printer's ink in hia very blood, and for
his father to have lectured him on the perils of lit-
erature wounld have been a strange thing in.
deed, 8o Benjaminwas allowed to follow hus own
Inclination, and after seribbing, perhaves, § gross
of cssays and leaders—whigh Ghtained tnsertion
primarily for his father's sake, but by and by for
their own merlts—he Wpplled himsell to write a
novel, and in 1822 produced pl

“VIVIAN GREY,"

It waa a radical hgok of Rou;ml adventure, paint-
g tne cavéef o' ySuig mAn who was ambitious
of political celebrity and resolved to acquire it by

meang—falr or the reverse. Mr, Disracll's ad-
tetsarlen take' & giln pleddiirs it aaseriing o tais
day thatin “Vivian Grey" the author meant to
foreshadow his own life; and the thing Is not im-
probable, for & youth of warm fancies sets light
store by those hedges and ditches called *‘expe-
diency,” ‘“opinions,” “traditions,” &ec., which
check the steeplechase (o renown. Seeing older
moen llodta at these obstacles but invariably end
by rcrambling through them ar last, la despite of all
pncoteplone g < B
simpler to clear them at once without any fuss; and
if thia mode of proceeding looks eynteal when
sketched on paper as o deliberate plan, what shall
be eald of those wWho practice it with = sancti-
monious affectation of being earnest and disinters
ested all the while? The great diference between
Disraell and many of his liberal consors 1s
that he wrote “Vivian Grey" while they enacted
it; he showed how & man coull riee oy
recanting all his original convie't.us, wud Loy
after putting these moral e s uto praciice
have turped round In plous Nurtoy and exelaimoed,
“Only to think that & man conld be 80 unserupus
lous as to dreaw such thiogs!" EBut let that pass.
“Yivian Grey" was a grent succcss, and the young

~Ousion he showed what breadth of ex-

Enst; and as the revolutionary wind of 1830 was
then everywhere raging he had grown enthu-
slastic—as young men wil—in the ciuse of lib-
erty, anti-Jesultism and universal brotherhood.
0’'Connell was struck by his chalourous urterances
and sgo was Hume, Between them they put him
up as radical candidate for Wycombe, and though
Disraell wos defeated herej .88 he was again in
1633 for Marylebone, yet there was that in his ap-
pearance, voice, gesturés and manner which
classed himas a being apart, and made people
Bay that he was an cxtraordinary young man, who
would certainly make his day. He wag at tuat
time a dalntily-dressed, but decidedly Jewish
young gentleman, with black corkscrew ringleta.
His volce was woll pitched, but his dglivery was
too pompous, and the philosophlcal notions he had
picked up abroad and which time and reflection
had not allowed him puficlently to digest, made
him talk clean over the heads of his hearers
English electors were accustomed to be addressed
in language more familiar and in terms practical,
not abstract, They would have liked him’' better
had he been a bluffer man—one who waa known to
eat beel and wno could roar chaf from the hust
Ings as Cobbett did. It was a serfous blemish upon
& man in the year 1833 to be oalled un-English, and
young DMsriell must have felt thak the popular
judgment passed on him—‘That Jew Loy i8 &
ram 'un"—had more of tacil homage than of actual
promise In it.

BENJAMIN DISRAELI'S CONVERSION,

Two years now elapsed, nna whon next the
“Jaw boy" solicited the public suffrage It was as
the author of a lsudatory pamphlet on the British
constitution and as a tory upholder of Church and
Queen principles. A great change, truly. But
what had led to it ¢ Well, simply meditation, sald
Mr, Disraell; but 0'Connell and the Jew boy's radi-
cal patrons of course protested that it was
ambition of i(be most sordid kind, and that
“Vivian Grey" was beginning to practice with un-
paralieled effrontery the Machiavellic maxims which
he had preached. There |18 no reason why we
should believe O'Connell more than the new con-
vert, for if some budding conservative—say Mr.
Gladstone, who was then sitting in Parligment for
Newark, ad the bluest of blue torles—had deserted
his principles to embrace the Irish agitator's it
may be doubted whether tnat conslstent man
would have taxed him with effrontery, Disraell
bad much more to gamn by remaining a radical
than by turning conservative, and this he must
have well known. A man who shouts untiringly
in the popular canse may be screamed at and even
pummelled at starting, but his yells bring him
place and emoluments In the end; and If, there-
fore, Disraell changed his opinions it probably was
because a little tbought had oconvinced him that
English radleallsm was o hollow thing, rather preju-
diclal to liberty than serviceable to it,  This he
declared to 0'Connell, in the famous letter where
he wrote, “We shall meet agaln at Phillppl," and
he explained to the electors of Taunton, where he
was canvassing, that hia conservatism had nothing
in common with the autocratical theories of
foreign conservatives; it was merely the desire to
conserve English freedom and Englhish Protestant-
ism as opposed to Popish despotism on the one
hand and democratical anarchy (which also means
despotism) on the other. The radicals asked for the
abolition of the Houze of Lords, the suppression
of the Established Church, and manhood sufirage ;
but they forgot that if the Honse of Lords were
done away with its own members, belng great
landowners, would food the House of Commons
and hold the suffrage of uneducated country
electors abrolutely in their hands, while the Esa-
tablished Church, being no longer present to keep
back Romish encroachments, the Catholic prieat-
hond wanld ideutlfy el canes with that of tha
torics, which would lead to a state of things identi-
cal to that In continental States where conserva-
tism and Popery ride abreast over liberals,
Protestanta &od free-thinkers promiscuously.
English itberals derlded these notious, hecause It
Is & common foible among Engllshmen to look
upon their country as speclally dlspensed by
Providence from the evils which anllet other
States. Just as certaln progressive young Dutch-
men might poke fun at the dykes which the
prudence of thelr forefathers built to avert the
floods, so go-ahead Englishmen toink it knowing
to knock down one by one all the barriers erected
in thmes past to guarantee publiec freedom and
order. Young Mr. Disraeli took the liberty to
warn them that they would repent of this
gome day when [t was too late, and he emphat-
leally repeated that he had renounnced Char-
tist programme, not because he had ceased to be
o ‘liberal, buot because he wished to remain
one. The electors of Taunton refused to be con-
vioneed; but in 1837 those of Maldstone acecepted
Benjamin Disraell at his own valuation, and he
took his seat in the House as & conservative be.
gide Lord George Bentinck and behind Sir Robert
Peel, who had not yet surrendered protection.
Eoon alter taking the oaths he dellvered his maid-
en speech, which was too elaborately prepared to
be a good one, His frlends had cautioned him to
walt, but, panting to distingeish himself, he sprung
1o his legs, and the liberals gelzed upon this occa-
slon of paying off old scores by hooting him to the
echo. Suarprised at first he endeavored to sur-
mount the tumult by speaking louder, but, per-
ceiving that his opponenta were resolved Lo lsugh
and shout Lim down, he paused and uttered his
now well-realized prophecy—"1I have begun many
times several things and have nlways succeedad at
last, 1&ball 8iv down now, but the time will come
wben you will hear me.”

MR, DISEAELI'S MARRIAGE.

Genius, eloquence, & firm will and much industry
are fine elements of success, but to complere them
all a politician should have a good wife, and this
greatest of klessings Mr. Disraell found ln 1839 in
the person of Mrs. Wyndham-Lewls, the widow
of his parliamentary colleague for Maldstone.
Mrs. Lewis was rich, and her fortune emabled her
husband to contract thosa valuable social relations
which are bred of pleasant dinoers and frequent
‘i homes.”” But, in addition to her fortune, Mrs.
Lowia brought het Lusband a dowry of love, wor-
sulp and aevotion such as itis given to few men

to meet with, Turine oS ety yeuis 8he

was bis Fmipmlie. lrl‘ichml adviger, tender and ini- [
defatigable ally. She schemed for him, extollod
him on all sides and passed her days and nights in
planning how she might make him friends and ad-
vance his prospects, It 18 well known that driving
down to the House of Commons with him
opg Dpight when he was golog to spesk
she Jjamined hef UNger n the gloor, but
concéaled the paln she fels, and forbore éven to
gpeak of the accident lest her husband shiould be
uonerved by (. Her condoct towards him was
ever of 4 piece with this one eplsode, She was not
f favorite with people who were opposed to her
nusband or who ventured oven In jest 1o guestion
his merita; for she had a quick tongne and made
no hesltatlon abont using it. But to her husband's
supporters she was grace itself, though thire was
always 1o her amability a certaln tone of conde-
soension which implied that, in following her hus-
band's lead, conservatives were dolng no more
than was natural and clearly suited to their beat
{nterests. Mrs, Disraell’s belief In her husband
was, in trath, the most touching of womanly idola-
tries, and (¢ should not he forgotten that Mr. Dis-
raoll requited her devetedness with an affection
both chivalrons and sincere. When, on leaving
office in 1808, he accepted for hia wife the title of
Viscounteas Deaconsfield, he Intended to mark
how much the honors of hia publle life were due 10
her co-operation, and the liberal papers who spoke
nncourteously of this act would have shown &
vetter taste by generously acquiescing o It
fprzzy.”

Of Mr. Disraell's gradual improvement In parlia-
mentary rhetoric, of his brilliant and catting on-
slaught on the “renegade’ Peel, of his promotion
to the leadership of the conservatives in the Lower
Houso after the death of Lord George Bentinck, in

I8 nlmost neediess to speak, for these matters n."®
familiar to all students of contemporary history.
But it is well worth noting that Mr. Disraell has
g0t & nickname, which s & seldom iniling sign of
popularity, and Lhat people eall him “Dizey."

“people's Willlam" on Mr, Gladstone, but that
label wouldn't stick. Nobody who Is acquainted
with Mr. Gladstone's solemn countenance and

pluck, cheek and bunkum, For, as noticed already,

the fact of Mr. Disraell's having been forced into

passing measures which he  disliked in

order to ward off others which he would

have disliked yet more has impressed the

popular miad with the conviction that he 18 & sort

of “old hand'—one who knows how to catch all

sorts of birds, young and old, with chafl. Other

statesmen have passed through two-thirds of their

career with this fsliacions reputation and have

been none the worse lor it im the end, nor proba-

bly will Mr. Disraell be, That he |8 & most accom-

plished and agreeable man In sooial intercourse

and a very polished, humorous antagonist in de-

bate not even Lis enemiles care to deny, and the

task of Judging his reputstion will more properly

belong to posterity than to the present genera-

tion. It ahould be mentioned that Mr. Disraeil

Isthe one member of the House of Commons who

always sits bareheaded during the debates, and

furihermore, that he {8 in favor of conferring the

suffrage on widows and tax-paying spinsters,

though he has not yet ‘‘educated’ his pariy up to

this idea. In religion he is, of course, an Angli-

can; but there has always been something very

bold and generous in his sdvocacy of Jewish rights,

He bas never shown himesell ashamed of the falth

to which his fathers belonged. On the contrary,

he has missed no occasion of extolling the glories

and the constancy under persecution of the lsrael-
itish race, exhibiting in this a happy contrast to
certaln ennobled but weak-kneed religlonists who

having obtained peerages, have lost no time In
discarding the unfashionable faith of Mr. Spurgeon

snd taking up with aristocratical rivuallsm.

John €. Heenan.

A telegrahy from Salt Lake City under date of'

The name of the deceased will
be long remembered by the American people on ac-
count of his prize ring battles with John Morrissey
and the late Tom Bayers, the champlion of England,
Heenan was born In Troy, N. Y., where his father
was employed in an iron foundry, The young man
worked for s time in the same establishment, but
ultimately threw up the sledge hammer of iron
for the sledge hammer fistic practice of the “maniy
art.” He obtained considerable notoriety in this
line during a few years, and then engaged Mor-
rissey on the Canadian Dborder line, but
was defeated by the Tlatter belore a

dozen of rounds were fought, WHeenan sus-
tained an accident during the fight, to which his
backera attributed his (il Inck. The great pluck and
endurance which he displayed durlog his enconn-
ter with Sayeras—when & stranger in a foreign
land—commended him to the genernns sentiment
of the British people, with whom he haa since re-
mained popular., Some years ago Heensan sus-
tained s very serious injury, by reason of an acck
dent whieh oceurred when on one of the English
rallwaye, and for which the eompany compensated
him b{ aying & heavy blll of damages withont
going into court, His physical system never eom-
pletely recovered from the effects of the shock
which it then received. So, after lingering with
more or less hope since, John ¢, Heenan has just
now passed away [from life.

colonel of the Ninety-third Sutberland Highlanders
in August, 1808,

Count de Straelecki.
Pani Edmund Count de Strzeleckl, or, as he
lately desired to be calied, Bir Edmund Strzeleckl,
has died at his resldence in Saville row, London, at
the age of seventy-seven years. Count de Strze,
lecki came from an old Polish family; but, lke
many others of his countrymen, owing to polltl-
cal circomstances, he sought an asylom [n Eng-
land. Early In life he was a great traveller, and on
his way from China he happened to land at Sydney,
and there met Sir George Gipps, the Governor, at
whose suggestion Count de Strzeleckl explored
a great portion of Australia, traversing dia-
tricta which were then unkmown to previous
explorers.

commiesio rn for the relief of the Irish famine in
1847-'8, .n[i’ tuﬁl{l during the last-mentioned year
that, while 4 lr” !n]l duties as one of the
ecommissioners, he atricken by fever at Mayo.
