It advanced
trom % to 3>« per cent. There is money to buy
shares; there is faith In the situation ; there are
liundreds waiting to put their capital into the
street whenever the "scalpers" are whipped out of
the field and legitimate speculation can again pro¬
ceed. Stocks are low. It is a risk to sell them.
Bears are compelled to contend with an improving
condition. The financial status is growing stronger
every honr. Banks and brokers confess it. The
suspension by manufacturers is the result of only
an incidental phase of the panic. It occurs not from
decrease in demand by the individual, nor from
decline in the val ue of work, but almost entirely from

COMPLICATIONS WITH BANKS
and Jobbers. Long credits have been given. Large
stocks bavo been made. Notes and certified
checks had to take the place or currency. Hence
there has been no money with which to pay labor.
"Yet these very institutions are full of wealth, rep¬
resent in what they possess a certain tangible
reality, and practically have done no more In their
estoppal than to imitate the banks of the country.
They are looking to self-protection, and it will not
be many weeks.we might as well say days.before
the same hopeful influences that have forced banks
to resume payment of currency will compel the
now suspended factories of the country likewise to
set in motion the whirr of their machinery, aud
re-employ the now idle operatives who are won¬
dering at a weakness which appears so abnormal.

THE SITUATION
may be summed up in half a dozen words. There
lias been an interruption of trade, but without the
possibility of pauperism; a check to labor, because
labor Is only the representative of currency; a
check to currency because of distrust; distrust
because of a Wall street scare and a shrinkage of
the values of securities held by banks. The latter,
therefore, are the corner stone of the situation,
and when they begin, as they promise to do, again
to pay out currency instead of certified checks,
and to throw money into its usual channels, we
shall everywhere see, from the humblest worker to
the wealthiest corporation, a return of confidence
and a resumption of ordinary and legitimate com¬
merce.

THE SILVER CIRCULATION.
The attempt on the part of t'ue government to

Introduce silver as a circulating medium is re¬

garded with much interest, because of the singular
order from the Secretary ol the Treasury wbich
restricts payments by his subordinates to the
small aum of $5. The experiment is already de¬
veloping its results in an eager demand and a dis¬
position to horde. True, one sees more silver than
usual just now, but It Is always in men's pockets.
They have received it from the barrooms. Bar¬
keepers have paid a premium lor the coin, and arc
disbursing it as an attraction. General inquiry
satisfies the writer that there is little disposition
to part with a substantial value. In lact, silver
lias begun to take to itself a price, a premium, and
the very scarcity confessed by the Treosury De¬
partment has brought it suddenly, and perhaps
unintentionally, within the scope of the law of
supply and demand. Much, therefore, as the pub¬
lic may sympathize with the effort to make silver
again a circulating medium, the want of a suffi¬
ciency for business uses compels the application of
the same business rules to it that] are attached to
gold. Paper credit cannot be bolstered by paper
promulgations. Somehow and somewhere it must
have a solid foundation. Docs a promise to pay $5

8INGULAR 0A8E OF POISONING.
Four Victims.Two Dead.Wine of Col-
eliteum Seeds Taken for Sherry Wine.

A very singular case of poisoning, ending in tlio
death of two men, at 101 Hudson street, was yester¬
day afternoon brought to the attention of Coroner
Herman. It appears that about a month since
Dennis Manley hired the above natned premises,
and among his boarders were Giles Taylor and
John Donobue, aged respectively twenty and
thlrty-flve years. On Sunday evening while exam¬

ining the house there waB discovered in ono of the
unoccupied rooms a bottle they thought to contain
sherry wine, and or which Taylor, Dononus and two
others drank freely. They were all aabflMM&My
taken sick, ana medical aid was sought from the
dispensary, but no permanent relief was affoWW.
On Monday evening, as Taylor and Donohue grew
worse Instead of better, Dr. Van Kieeck, of I .nk-
Un street, was called to attend them, ami alminls-
tered the necessary medicine after making a

diagnosis Of the case*. The doctor exadilned the
contents of the bottle from winch the men drank
auulouud it to be wins oi colchicum seeds Instead

of sherry wine. It was then very plain to Dr van
Kleeck that the mea bad been poisoned, and he
used every effort In bin power to neutralize ita
eit.-cts and Have the Uvea of his patients, but in
this he was on!y partially successful. Two or the
men onlv drank enough of the poisonous mixtnr«
to purge them thoroughly, but Taylor and Donobuc
had each swallowed sufficient to canse death,
Donohue died yesterday morning, but Taylor sur¬
vived him a few hours and then expired. The col-
clucum had been used by the former occupants 01
the house as a cure for rheumatism.
By oriier of Deputy Coroner Cushman the bodtea

were sent to the Morgue, where he wlli make a
post-mortem examination to-day. There, however,
remalus no doubt as to the cause of death. Efforts
will be made by Captain Petty and Sergeant D«
Shays, or the Third precinct, to learn the name
aud whereabouts of the family who kept the poison
in the house. It may be stated that at the time ol
taking the poisonouH seeds with the wine the de»
ceased parties imagined they were swallowing flies
winch had been corked up in the bottle.

THE TWENTIETH STREET MURDER.
Yesterday afternoon Deputy Coroner Cushmao

made a post-mortem examination on the body ol
William hcanlon, the man who was fatally stabbed
on Monday alternoon by John McMahon, at No. 129
West Twenty-seventh street. The Doctor found
that the steel had entered the cavity of the ab¬
domen, and death resulted from Internal hemor¬
rhage. coroner Herman empanelled a jury and
will hold an inquest on Friday next.
