Important Decision by the United States
Court of Richmond, Va.
Rionmosp, Va., Oet. 31, 1873
In the United States Circult Court to-day, in the
cases of George W, Dillard and other bankrupts,
Judge H, L. Bond rendered o most important decl-
glon. The creditors, baving docketed judgmens,

obtained decrees in the Stute Court directing the
sale of Dllard's property.  Alterwards Dillard filed
a petition in baokruptey and claimed the home;
stead exemption of $2,000, which exemption was
allowed in the United States District Court by
Judge Underwood. The creditors then carried the
case before Jndge Rond by petition, and he declded

" He Will Probably Be Nominated Chief
Justios or Associate Tustice of
the Supreme Court

Beeretary Richardson the Probable Swe-
cessor to Chief Justice Chmase.

Will Secretary Richasdson leave the Cabinet in a
few days or a few months? How moech was the
defalcation in the New York Sub-Treasury, which
Asamstant Secretary Sawyer i said to have paid a
hasty viait to New York om Wednesday to ascer-
tain? And is the report true that the President has
requested Secrotary Richardson to buy more bonds
with legal téenders drawn from the $44,000,000 re-
serve, and excuse the motive to Congross,
having & two-thirds republican majority? These
were three questions generally asked in and about
the Treasury Department to-day, withous the
seekers after information satisfying their curiosity.
Regarding the futare of Secretary Richardsonm
there (8 the highest authority lor the statement
that President Grant esteems the Secretary of the
Treasury a8 o man in every way qualified for the
important trust copflded to him, and that he isin
perfect accord with the Secretary on every finan-
clal question and meadure, As in the selection of
Mr. Richardson to Le Mr. Boutwell's sBuccessor the
Prestdent dld not consult politicians, he la not
disposed to regard their sneers and criticisms. Ile
ghould stand by him as long as he remained in the
Crbinet, regardiess of the opiniona of others.

The unequivocal statement of the resident set
at rest all doubt as to Mr, Richardson's popularity
In the White House, That much having been as-
certained, there was sttll room to believe that his
resignation might be tendered at any time, and
calling upon him in his oMee the leading question
was psked if he contemplated early retirement to
private life, to which the Secretary repled:—

“I will say now, as 1 said over four years ago,
when called to the office of Assistant Secretary,
that I prefer the quiet of eivil lite to the thankless
care of ofMclal We., If that affords & basis for the
report of my intended resignation It could just as
well have been circulated years ago as to-day, In
fact, during the summer of 1870 I did Insist upon
leaving the department, but the President refusing
to accept my resignation, and Secretary Boutwell
urging me to remain with him, I reluctantly
¥lelded to thelr wislies. So far o8 the cares of
ofMce laving Increased, I was congratulating mysell
to-day that matters had gquieted down, leaving
abundance of time for the preparation of my an-
nual report, and redection upon the principal
points to be embodied in It respecting our finan-
clal status, Eo the thought of resipning is as re-
mote now a8 when I enrered upon the discharge of
the duties of the office."

“Yes; I am very comfortably provided for in the
way of a residence, and certainly have no idea of
leaving Washington yet a while.”

Loan $80,000,000.
