It Is but matoral that England, and, possibly,
portions of the Continent, should begin to feel the
infuences of our panic and give evidence of being
materially affected by a shrinkage of prices, What
people in Christendom would hold our two thous-
and millions of securities, & consideruble part of
which representa our rallroads, and exhibit a faith
that we ourselves do not exhibit? Is even Great
Britain, with all its bank rveserve and banking

, Able to withstand the tremendous depres-
slon which, commencing hers, has swept like a
wave w'hmvar, either as lodividuals or a people,
we have given a ‘‘promise to pay?' True, the
aistrast 8 but temporary, and all past experience
will be at fault If the evil does not carry with it fts
OWD papaces; but meanwhile the rot has pene-
trated 80 deep that it touches the very heart of all
financial relationships At home and abroad.
A BUBPENSION OF YPEUIE PAYMENTS
by the Bank of England took place between 1797
and 1819—a period of twenty-two years. Alter 1519
the law required & banking reserve to bte main-
tained. In 1824, however, the directors permitted
their stock of bulllon to decline from £10,721,000 on
the 24th of December to £1,200,000 on the same
date twelve months later. A tremendous panic
followed. Again, In 1837-30, the Bank was com-
pelled to borrow £2,000,000 from the Bank of
France; and even after this ald was rendered the
bullion was redoced to £2,404,000, causing intense
» ‘alarm. A third trial gocurred im 1547, when the
banking reserve was permitied to fail to £1,176,000.

In 1860 the rule was adopted of raising the
rate of interest by steps of 1 per cent “‘whenever
the object of the rise made Il necessary to afect
the foreign exchanges.” This policy has since en-
.abled England to sustain itself in periods of pro-
found depression.

THE MONEY MARKET.

Notwithstanding the improvement in the banks
and a gawm by them during the week of over
$6,000,000 mn legal tenders, money was stringent
and ounly first ¢lass borrowers have been able to
obtain loans on approved securities as low as 6 a 7
per cent. The rates have generally ranged from
1-64 to 3 per dlem. Discounts were heavy at 12,
18 and M4 per cent. Until near the close forelgn
exchange was weak, and only rallled with the ad-
vance of the English bank rate, The increased
strength was shown in both long and short ster.
ling and in cable tranalers. An unusual inequailty
in ssking prices, nhowever, was noticeable among
even prime names.

THE GOLD MARKET.

The speculation In gold during the early stages
of the week was not particularly promising and
ihe price declined (rom 108 to 1004, the carrying
rates being high and unprofitable. Later, how-
ever, there was & change In the sitnation, as a
sequence of London advices, and gold recovered
to 1077 under the influence of parchases made to
cover short contracts. It 18 apparent that the gold
movement no longer follows that in stocks and is
unafected by the same influences, The rule of
Judgment that applies to one board does not apply
to the other, each possessing 8 working Individu-
ality of 1ts own and responding sometimes to
diametrically opposite causes.

The fluctuations in the gold premium, the irreg-
ularity of forelgn exchange and the spprehensions
in the public mind, combined to render mercantile
affalrs even more unsettied and uncertain dusing
the greater part of last week than they were at
almost any previous time since the panic sxtended
to commércial circles. Values of merchandize
changed from day to day, and In some cases the
changes were radical, Of course under these cir-
cumatances the volume of Dbusiness was ex-
tremely #mall, and the condition of the
marketa about as unsatiafactory as {t eould
well be, There was a declded Improvement
towards the Iatter part of the week, but the im-
provement was in foeling rather than in business,
for notusl transuctions were comparatively smal
and seldom on terms favorable to the selier. The
dry goods interesi was still languishing, though no
furthor fallures oocurred, though rumors of faflures fow
thick and fast.
