CAMP LIFE ON THE DESERT.

THE 0XU3 EEAOHED AT LAST.

Khiva, August 27, 1873.
Whllo Kaurmann was lying at Altl Koodoolt, or

Btruic ling forward over the desert between that

point and the oxua.a route which Vamb6ry, who
had passed over the road soiuo eight years ago,
bad pronounced Impossible.I hud been languish¬
ing at Khalu-uta. When I arrived at Altl Koodook
be had been (rone, as 1 soon learned, six days. It
was still early In the morning when I rode Into
the cuiup; none of the ottlcers were stirring. I sat
down on a heap of burgage near, wondering what
sort of reception was preparing lor me, aud not
without Inward misgivings ou the subject. Iliad
not long to wait. I had only been seated a few
niimites when a young oftlcer, liali dressed, smck
his head out oi a tent near by ami bawled Cut,
"Que (liablefUites-vous liif Rulrei doit/:."

?.WHAT TUB DKVIL AltK VOL' DOINO THERE? COME IN I"
This was a promising invitation, and 1 entered

accordingly, with a weight taken oil' my niiud.
The young officer In question was one I had met
once at Khala-ata, but whose face I had forgotten.
He had Iclt the day alter my arrival, had Joined
Kauiruann here and then had the miHfortune to be
leit behind. He immediately ordered tea and
offered ma a little dried beet aud. blHcuit, of which
I partook ravenously, lor I had neither eaten nor
drunk for 24 hours. It was all he had to offer me,
and this was his last bit of bee:, but he guvo It
with such hearty goodwill that 1 had no hesitation
in making away wltn the whole of It, and the
daintiest morsel ever I tasted at liignon's or Va¬
lour's was not to be compured to it. He informed
me now that Kanfmunn hud been gone six days and
must be now on the Amuo, if ho had not
already crossed it, but that tney had heard
nothing from him sinco his departure. They
were in hopes of receiving orders to march
every day, and the camels to be sent back
would soon commence arriving; but that was all.
As to the road, It was veiy dangerous, probably
In ested by marauding parties of Turcomans, who
would be harassing the rear guard, una no would
not uavise me to attempt it alone. They wonld
probably receive orders in a day or two to move

forward, and 1 could go with them. 1 had already
decided, however, tliut I would risk no more delays,
especially us It was just posstole t.iat I would be
sent lor, aud I concluded that there was more
danger in waiting than in pushing lorward.

I decided, however, to stay u day here, In order
to rest iny horses alter their long march of the duy
before, and to procoed ou the tnorrow. As I was
very tired and sleepy they prepared a bed for me,
and I lay down to take an hour's nap.
When I awoke I lay* lor a lew inomentB, with

my eyes half closed, trying to make out wuerc
I was. Tho tent in which 1 lound myself was lined
inside with a stuff combining the most brilliant
colors and worked or cut in the most lautastic
Bhapes, such as 1 had never seen beiore, The tent,
as 1 afterwards learned, was one of several tho
Emir had presented to Genera! Kaulmanu, which
accounted for Its strange appearance; but. while I
was lying hair awake trying to make it out, some¬
how associating it with some weird talc irom the
"Arabian Nights," I wus aroused from my state of
aemi-soinuoleuce by hearing the question In very
good English, "Well, how do you leel after your
nap f"

HOME IN THE DESERT.
I looked around and louml myself surrounded by

eight or ten otllcers, who were omy waiting lor mo
to awake to offer me a welcome anil the freedom of
Altl Koodook. We were friends In a moment.
They Invited me to breakiast, but had to club to¬
gether In order to lind provisions where¬
with to make a breakfast. One iumislied
a block of dried vegetables, another a can
of Liebig's extract of incut, another a piece
of mutton, auotuer some biscuit, another coffee,
another preserved milk, aud still another a bottle
of vatlka. This was about ail the variety that
could be lound in the camp; but their welcome was
so cordial and their hospitality so generous and
their ways so frank and jolly, they appeared to be
so glad to see me aud so anxious to do rac a kind¬
ness, and thai, too, wlieu I needed it most, that I
was not a little moved; and I think now, us I
thought then, that there were never better lel.ows
in the world. They were terribly low spirited, too,
on account of their being left behind, with every
probability of their not reaching Khiva in time to
take part In Its capture. But they threw off dull
care for tUo moment, and we were as merry over
our solitary bottle of raMa as If it had hcou a

dozen of La Veuve cllQuot; and I oveu learned
a song they had adapted to tho place,
commencing "In dern Altl Koodook, da 1st mein
Vaterland," to their great satisfaction. Best of
all, they gave me all the hurley I wanted for my
horses, lor matters had arrived at such a point
.thai the success or failure oi my undertaking, and
perhaps my own life, depended upon a bushel of
barley. I stayed here all day, picking up whatever
Information I could, writing up my journal, and
aectng that my horses were well led and watered,
in preparation for their last forced march, as I
hoped It would be.

TUB CHtt.n OF THE RKHIMKNT.
I was very much surprised during the dny to

hear the crowing of n cock, and to learn that he
had made the whole distance comfortably parched
on the buck of a camel. lfe liad been originally
destined lor the table, lint he had shown such a

pugnacions disposition, offering to flgtu. the
soldier who was proceeding to wring his
neck, that the soldiers unanimously de¬
cided he should not be killed. Tills disposition
had been cultivated In litin to such an extent that
he would give the road to neither m in nor beast
without a light, and 1 actually saw littn attack and
put to flight a dog In tho most daring and resolute
manner.
The water at. Altl Koodook I found to be tolerably

good and In sufficient quantities, hut I had never¬
theless to obtain a permit In order to gel any for
my horses, the regulations adopted during (he tirst
<i«th when water wns scarce being hi ill in force.

day, toward noon, I was in the sailHo

ag&id, on tne roiu i£ tllC 077s. 7,y kind "Suicr-
taimrs pressed me to stay another day In order to
Vest and feed my horses, which were nadly enough
la need of It. I was obliged to leave one or thein,
which wns completely knocked np, behind, and to

proceed without any horse for my baggage, divid¬
ing It among the four we were riding. Bin 1 h it
too uneasy to remain longer. I had a presentiment
that some danger wan impending, and that I hail
better get forward as fast as possible.

HOW I WAS NOT ABBKSTBI).
My presentiment, as 1 afterwards lonnd nut, whs

not a false one. Soon after 1 arrived ut Khiva I
learned that I had left Altl Koodook only a few
bourn when mi officer, at the head of 2u Cossacks,
arrived, breathless, with an order to arrest, disarm
and take nte back to Tashkcnd a prisoner. He had
eoine ail the way from Tashkcnd, a distance of
about, noo miles, hoping to Intercept mo in the
desert; had heard of me irom passing caravans
and wandering Klrgheez, who had seen me, got on

tuy trail, lost It, gone buck, found it and lost it and
found It again, killed several horses, and, at last,
arrived at Altl Koodook a few hours after 1 had
left. They biughud at him thero nnd told him to
follow me If ho dared; that I wan then either with
Kauimann or.the jackals; in eiiher case out of his
Jurisdiction. Tho story is a curious one. Thcro
is nn order of General Kaiirmann prohibiting
Europeans not Russian subjects from entering
Turkestan. There aro two very good reasons for
this order. The first Is that tho friends of all the
lorelgners who have gone to Contral Asia and got
themselves killed have Invariably accused tho
ItUMstatiH or having a hand in It. Two Italians who
got to Bokhara were thrown Into prison by tho
Emir, and, being only released upon tho throats of
the Russians to declaro war for the purpose of
netting them at liberty, went homo and accused
the Russians of having caused their Imprisonment,
In short, every foreigner who has ever hecn In
Central Asia has got into trouble, and, since tho
infliionce of the Russians has been predominant
thero, Um tavartgbiv accused thv Russians <u

[ being the Instigators of It. To save trouble, the
Czar, who has a very summary way of doing
things, ordered thai no more Europeans or tuer-

chants tie allowed to go there from the Russian
side for the present, it will he remembered that I
was confronted with this order at Kasollnsk, and
that I evaded it by pointing out that 1 was neither
a European nor a merchant. 1 got permufcion
therefore to go to Tualikeud, but not to Khiva.
From Tashkenu 1 could scud to Kuufinanu for per*

mission to go to Khiva, hut as that permission
would not arrive nntil long alter Khiva was taken
I decided to not wait for it. I interred that once
over the frontier, once in Turkestan, the obnoxious
order would confront mo no more, and resolved to
try Fort Perovsky. 300 miles up the Sir Deryo, as a
base of operations against Khiva. The result
proved that I had guessed aright. The command-
ant at Perovsky, who had uot, of course, received
any orders to the contrary, ao far Hum throwing
obstacles in my way, lound me a jeyret, or guide,
arid gavo iuo every facility for undertaking the
Journey to Khiva. But no sooner had u certain
big little man, In Taslikend or rturaarcund, 1 could
never rlgiiily learn which, heard of my departure
than ne determined to prove his zeal to IiIb supe¬
riors by catcuing me auu bringing uie back in
triumph, probably as a spy. Meantime the story
got out that un American was In the Kysll-Kooin
Desert, making bis way to Khiva, and that 26
Cossacks were in hot pursuit of him,
and. It created a good deal of excitement
throughout the whole Russian population of Cen¬
tral Aslic everybody but the big little man in ques¬
tion taking the side of the American. He must be
a "mofadeti" (a brave fellow), and It was a shame,
they said, to hunt him lu this way, as 11 he had not

enough danger with the Turcomans, and the people
of Tashkcnd were prepared to give him an ovation
If he had b ten caught and brought back. He was
not caught, however, and the big Utile man got
laughed at lor hts pains. Another time, perhaps,
he will remember the instructions of Talleyrand to
his subordinates. "SurloiU, j>aa de tile." V. hat 1
regretted chiefly m tlio matter was that the big
little man had, however, authority to deprive tlio
officer who had shown me some kindness at Perov¬
sky of his position, and actually did so; but 1 hope
that Kauimann, who Is by no means mCchant, will
speedily give him another and better situation.

ON TIHt WAY.
Having thus given a rapid account of the danger

that was hovering about my track, 1 will resume the
thread of my narrative. 1 left Alti Koodook on the
27th of May, ho; lug to reach the river, and conse¬
quently Kuuimann's army, the same day. The exact
distance to the river was not known, but I thought
it could uot be more than 60 nor less than do miles.
As Kauimann had taken only two of his six bouts
with him I tclt pretty sure he could uot yet have
crossed the river and that 1 would lind him camped
on Its banks; so l set forth on what 1 supposed was
my last march with a light heart, not that I be¬
lieved all my difficulties to be at an end. On the
contrary, the most dangerous part of my whole trip
was beiore me. There would probubly he parties
of Turcomans hanging on the rear of the army,
and these I would have to avoid or tight. But 1
trusted to my stars to come off successfully in
either case. (foiug due south four miles, we soon fell
into the broad travelled road leading from the river
to Adam Koorulgan, the suine road traversed by
Vambdry aB a dervis, and then turned our horses'
heads to tlio west. The road was broad, well
worn and easily followed; but, even If It were
not, thero would have been no difficulty in follow¬
ing the trail ol the army by the dead camels that
w ere scattered aloug every few rods, serving as
guide posts. Even at night our noses would bavo
guided us without the aid of the other senses. The
sand was deep, ami our horses sunk to their
knees at every step, making our progress slow and
toilsome. I could see from time to time the track9
of the cannon, which must have almost burled
themselves lu this yielding sand, and was aston¬
ished to learn upon arriving at the river that eight
horses to each piece brought It through with
ease. The characteristics ot the desert hero were
the same as of the other parts of the Kysil-Kooni.
rolliug hillocks, covered sparsely with saks-avol
and the brown desert grass.
Alter two or three hours' march wc began to

come on the bodies ol dead horses, which wc easily
made out to be Turcomans' horses by their great
beauty and symmetry, and 1 Interred that Kauf-
mann's sharpshooters had been at work with tho
American breoch-loadlng rifle. From here to the
river wo lound the bodies of horses every few rods,
show ing that there had bceu a running light tne
whole distance; and, as 1 afterwards learned, if I
bad attempted this passage two days sooner, when
several hundred Turcomans were careering around
the arruy, 1 would certainly have been caught. As
will be seen, between the Cossacks and the Turco¬
mans, I had a narrow escape. Many or the dead
norscs were without tails, a tall serving the Turco¬
mans as a ecrtitlcate that the horse was killed In
the service of the Khan, who is thus obliged to pay
lor It, and it was a pity to see so many noble
beasts with their line, symmetrical limbs stretched
out stark and cold m death. We advanced
cautiously now, surveying the ground thoronglily
Itom the summit or every little eminence before
showing ourselves, and.taking every precaution to
avoid falling in with any wandering bands ol Turco-
nians who might be hovering about the river, which
1 thought must be very near. About live o'clock
In tho afternoon wc reached a point where tho
desert suddenly changed its character, and, in¬
stead ol the rolling hillocks through which we
had been passing, we now beheld a low, level
plain, much lower than the country we had just
traversed. To the right and north of this plain
and lar away In the smoky distance a long ridge
projected out into it, as it seemed, termiuatitig
in three or four low mountains. These the two new
guides I hud taken at Alti Koodook pointed out
as the mountains of Ooch-Oochak, almost on
the banks of the Oxus, and here It was f
loudly hoped to flnn Kauimann crossing tho
river. Iiow bitterly 1 was disappointed
the sequel will show. We poshed forward as fast
as onr horses could go. At dark we reached the
summit of a night eminence, irom which our eyes
wese greeted, hut far away on the horizon, with the
glimmer of water. The western Hty was still aglow
with the lu*t streaks of day, and it lighted up the
shimmering waters with a mellow, golden splen¬
dor that filled me with delight, for 1 thought 1 wav
gazjvj. on the ojtjij, 1 »ii^ SUV&TVI i'7
UIUil Tvueu i icurned that it whs a little lake
ubout four miles irom the river. When Kaufmann
reached this point and beheld the water he took off
his cap and devoutly crossed himself, as did every
officer on his start. We did not reach the water
until long after dark, and after feeding and watering
our horses we soaked a little black oread In water,
of which we made a scanty repast. We dared not
light a fire to make tea, withdrew a short distance
into the desert, in order not to be surprised by any
passing party of Turcomans, threw ourselves ou the
sand and slept soundly until daylight. At guurlsc
we were on the mountains of Ooch-Oochak, and it
was from their summit, on tne morning of the 28th
of May, that. I first beheld the Oxus.

TUK OXCS AT LAST.
Broad and placid It lay at my feet, atrotchlng

away to the north and south, on the yellow sand,
as far as the eye could reach, like a Bilver belt
sparkling in the morning sunlight and bordered
with green. 1 gazed lung and rapturonsly, forget¬
ting Kuufinann, forgetting the Turcomans, the ob¬
jector my expedition; everything, in the one de¬
light or looking on Its glistening, murmuring wa¬
ters. I had read of it In uiy Infancy, following with
delight the exilolts of Alexander, when I Uttlo
thought that Fate would land me one dny on Its
banks.tho Oxus about which bo much hag been
written and ho Ittle known, about which so many
hitvo talked and which so lew have seen, that. It
used to appear to my excited Imagination more like
a myth than a riallty; so difficult of access, so im¬
possible, Indeed to see It and live, that if 1 had
been standing icre two days ago my life would
not linvc been worth a pin's head.
But wncre win Kauimann? 1 scanned tho horizon

In every direct!® with ray field glass. I could see
up and down th* river for 20 miles, and far beyond,
where the sands were gleaming yellow and bare,
but. not a trace o' the army or of any human habi¬
tation, tont, or knMtka, conld 1 see. And yet be
had been there, Hr 1 hail seen the traces of the
cannon at the foot of tho mountain. Whore could
he nave gone ? A prey to a kind of vngne terror, 1
dashed down the nountaln, and in a lew minutes
wan at. tho edge of the water. I saw the dead
MtUva Wait? cufLP lUflk aMO Uiat was ail.

A FATAL FIGHT.

The Prize King in Illinois-
Rogers vs. Lewis.

Lewis Knookcd Out of Time
Into Eternity.

Ottawa, lit., Nov. 16,1873.
The first prize fight, conducted according to rule,

which we have hud In this vicinity came off on
Thursday, and resulted fatally lor one oi the prin¬
cipals. Th« preliminaries were kept very quiet,
and hut <cw knew that the mutch was ou the (apis
till it had tieen decided. Strea'or, some 10 miles
fiom here, 1r one oi the centres of the coal mining
district, and so contains In Its i optilatlon many
hundreds o. powerful, detei mined men, kept in good
training liy tiieir hard work, given occasionally to
severe dissipation and having the animal very
largely developed in their composition. In such a

community, resembling largely the old flat-boat¬
men of the Mississippi, duelloes of the fist are

trequenf and the position of local champion or

'¦best mail oi the mines" is aspired after by muny.
'Iho result very Irequently is a lively "scrap" lor

greenbacks in money cases, but as olten lor glory
alone.

It was thuB that the recent fight was brought
about. Jack Lewis has been considered.es¬
pecially by Ulmsoll.the best man in La Saiie
county; and, when another miner, named Jim
Rogers, lialllng from California, and bearing the
sobriquet of the "California Pet," came to this
section of country and made pretensions to the
posscssiou of some pugilistic skilt, it was not
long ere the iriends of both began dialling lor
a match. Articles were signed whereby the men

agreed to light a square, stand-up fight lor $200
a side. aDd both men went into active training.
The arrangements were kept very quiet, us the
local authorities all over the Mate are specially on
the alert since the breaking up of the fights at
Chicago and Last St. Louis, and It was not until
the night belore that the "otlice" was giveu to a
favored few.

1 HE A I.L-EVENTFUL DAY
dawned gloomy and threat cuing rain, but before
daybreak the excursionists began to gather at
Strcator, and bv six o'clock 1'25 or 150 men were
on tile move lor tne battle ground, some three
miles distant, just across the line of Livingston
county. The roads were In a most execrable con-
dition, and a roundabout way was taken, so that
It was hall-past seven ere the ground was
reached. The ring was at once pitched in a ialrlsh
piece of ground, und at eight o'clock, almost
s'uiultaneously. the men shied their castors into
the ring nnnd cheers, and, following tliem. at
once proceeded to make thdlr toilets. Sec¬
onds, releree and timekeeper were soon
selected lrom the local fancy, and
Lewis won the toss for corners, taking
the southwestern corner, which gave liirn some
advantage in the ground and wind, the light being
fair lor both. Some betting was done at short
od«l6 on the home man; hut as the Oalifornlan was
a "dark horse" people were not inclined to lay on
or against him ere he had given them a taste of
his quality. At a quarter past eight A. M. the men
stood up lor

Round 1.- on facing each other both men showed

good condition, Lewis being perhaps a trifle line.
Kaoh scenic i about the same weight.145 pounds.
the articles ma king uo restriction. Hot ti stood up
like veterans. Lewis wearing a broad crriu oi confi¬
dence. A Jew moments were passed in sparring
for an opening, when Rogers led out his left neatly,
but missed and Lewis couutered on the chest, the
Pet going down.
Round '2..Less time wasted In sparring, n9 the

Pet dashed in and administered a heavy leit-hander
on Lewis' left eyebrow, cutting it open, (f irst
biood for ltogcis.) Both closed and went down
together.
Round IT..Give and take was the order of the

day, hammer and tongs exchanges, principally on
the body, taking plane all over tne ling, till the Pet
pot home heavily with bis rlgm on Lewis' knowl¬
edge box and grassed bun fairiy. (First knock¬
down lor Rogers.)
Round 4..Bellows to m<end alter the ding-dong

fighting oi last round. Roth men sparred for wind,
till Lewis got well In on Rogers' head, and the
Calilorulan went down.
Round 5..Both prompt to time and sharp in¬

fighting the order ol the day. neither having the
advan; aire, in the close both down. Time eight
minutes.
Round e..Rogers confining his attentions to'

Lewis' damaged right eye, atlcr some spurring, got
home prist v heavily on if. Lewis couutered rather
weakiy on the chest and both went down.
Round 7..Sharp exchanges on iho forehead as

soon as the men met, Rogers administering auotlier
love-tap ou the bad eye. overreaching miuscir, he
loll.
Round 8..Ditto. The Pet. forcing the fighting

and leading for Lewis' eye, which was beginning to
close. Finally the home man went down to avoid.
ROUND fl..i P to this ilme the CuUfornlan bad

shown lilmself the better sparrer and harder
hitler, lie had punished Lewis pretty badly about
the lrontlsplecc, but in doing so hud puffed tlie
knuckles of his right hand badly, ffis lace was
comparatively unscathed, as Lewis had confined
his attention* to i l.e body, getting In some power¬
ful rib-roil-tors. Heavy exchanges at half arm ou
the face and head, Lewis having the worst of it.
At the close Lewis tell, and the California Pet
dropped heavily on him.
Round 10..No time wasted In sparring. Roth

men gave anil got on. the luce, ana Rogers went
down to avonl.
Round 11..Lewis rnshed In vicionslv and shot

out his left, hut the Calilorniun went down laugh¬
ing, and Lewis fell from the lorce of his own blow.
hound 12..Rogers got home warmly twlre on

Lewis' face, now hadly cut up, and "dropped to
avoid a return.
Round i;t..Lewis down to avoid. Two to one

ottered on the occidental.
Round it..short sparring, when Rogers got

home heavily on Lewis' right eye, now closed, aud
the IlhuoUmn went down.
Round 15..Lewis up game as a iliut. After

some sparring he led ott' with his right, but Rogers
stopped It neatly, end, reiurntup the left heavily
ota the neck, dropped hint on the wet grass.
Round Id..The Cuilioiman got his opponent in

chancery, hut Lev, is broke away. Tlie.y fought to
a close, when Rogers threw Jack heavily.
Round 17.The men had now been lighting 20

mirint.es. Thev went in ni once like gaun cocka
and, alter a shatp rally, Rogers dropped.
Round IS.. Hotli rushed to close quarters, and

cross counters were delivered, Lewis getting homo
on the side ol the bead, and Rogers on the eye and
mouth, tapping another cask ol claret. A clinch,
when Rogers threw Lewis and fell on him. Rive to
twooti the Call lorn Ian.
Round 10..Rogers dropped to avoid, after

some unimportant work, Lew is requesting liliu to
"stand up and oe licked."
Round 20..Hall-arm exchanges, hnt no damage.

Lewis broko awuy and Rogers lollowed hint up.
Another close, Lewis sending tn a lively right¬
hander on the lelt cheek, raising a mouse and
getting a stlinrlng counter lor In-* pains on the eye.
At the end both down, wit h Rogers on top.
Round 21..Encouraged by the cheers of his

friends. Lewis went to work promptly and reached
RoeerB' sore cheek with his right. The Oalliornian
coiihWKlUiS&i'VU eye, and, closing^
Round 22..Harmless. At Hl6 ciinie Yewla was

undermost.
Koitnp ditj^j^wls inclined to spar fog wind, hnt

forced the lighting and lought Lewis dowu
to his own corner.
Round 24..Lewis, after a little fiddling, shot out

his left; bnt Roger* parried the blow, and grassed
Lewis with a heavy rtght-hauder on the brain¬
pan.

Lewis, though botu eyes were closing and ins
strength was rapidly going from his repeated falls,
came up determinedly, and had somewhat the best
of the lighting, winch was not serious, Rogers go¬
ing down each round.
Round 82..Some cautions sparring, the Pet

being ou the alert, after the improved form just
shown by Rogers. Finally the men countered,
Rogers on the eye und Lewis ou the cheek; then,
closing. Rogers threw Ids man. Five to oue on the
Callforntan going a begging.
Round 33..Hot exchanges at. close quarters,

Rogers always havlngthebestoflt. Roth clinched
and went down.

|. Round 34..Ropers had the light in hand and
went in to lintsli it. Lewis retreated to hi* corner,

attempting to Ub on the retreat, out Rogers got
home heavily on the eve, and. closing, threw liim.
Round 80.".Lewis led oil with ft weak riglit-

handur, neatly stopped by Rogers, who planted tils
return on the month. Lewis countered on the
lace, ami Rogers sent in a cross-counter on the
right side of the neck, sending Lewis down In ft

heap.
Round 3fl..Lewis came np all abroad and stag¬

gering. Rogers visited him twice on the face with
his left und fought hltu down.
Round 37..oh "time" being called Rogers ad¬

vanced to trio sera ten, bnt Lewis could not rise
from tils second's knee, and, slgnnllRig to the letter
to throw np the sponge us an emolom of defeat,
roiled iroin his seat to the gionnd and organ to
spit blood. Rogers was hailed ft winner, ivftcr
lighting .« rounds In 47 minutes. He was hnt Utile
marked about the head, while Lewis' frontispiece
wns Illustrated with cuts.

LOVE AND MURDER.
Real Life Tragedy in a Rliode

\ Island Restaurant.

Two Gorman Lovers Quarrel in an Oyster
Saloon.The G rl Shot Through the Hoart

and Her Lever Murderer Sboot3 Him¬
self, Probably wit: Fatal Effect

rROVIOENOK, R. L, NOV. 21, 1873.
A frightful tragedy occurred in a saloon ou Uign

sfreet in this city last night, by which a young Cer-
man girl, named Mary Bose, lost her life at the
hands of her desperate lover, Frederick Poehle.
who In turn shot himself, probably fatally.
Fritz Poehle, as he is commonly called, Is a

fresco painter, aged 36, and had taken his meals
for some time at the saloon tfhere tho sad affilr
occurred. He made the ac<iuainrance of Mary
Bose, a fair Gorman cieature, 17 years of age,
in the spring o. this year, the girl having resided
with her mother, a widow, and soon love
rlponed into Intimacy, Poehle being roost devoted
in his attentions, which sne returned apparently
with mutual loudness. Those who knew the .voang
couple believed that tneir relations were un¬

disturbed by auy disagreement. The couple
visited the saloon nearly every night, and took re¬

freshments together. Poehle took his supper as
usual last night, alter which he called for Miss
Bose at her house and accompanied by her re.

entered the saloon. Seating themselves at a table
in one ol trie stalls Pouhle

CALLED FOR HOME OYSTERS,
and the saloon keeper promptly waited upon tlietn,
and lor the space of 20 minutes t.ie couple ate
and chatted and nothing unusual was noticed
about their appearance or manner. The conver¬
sation was carried on in a low t<>no, and after the
oysters hart been disposed oi Poenle called for a
cigar. When the proprietor oi the saloon brought
mm the cigar, Fritz remarked to him that "Mary
has got the papers and says she Is going to New
York on the eleven o'clock train to-night

TO ENTER A CONVENT."
The saloon keeper said something In reply and

then retired to Uusy himself about the shop, not
thinking that the contemplated action oi me girl
would lead to any serious consciences between
them ; but 10 minutes had hardly elapsed before the
proprietor and others in the saloon were startled
by tue cries oi the woman, and quickly proceeding
to the stall they found she t ad lalleu to the iloor,

SHOT BY POSH LB,
and was bleeding ireely from her wounds. Poehlo
ran out oi the shop oy a rear door alter llring the
shots, hut was quickly pursued bv a policeman
and others. He had not proceeded tar belore
he lell, snot by himself with the same
weapon he had used upon the young woman.a
seven barrelled revolver. He was carried back to
the saloon and a surgeon was summoned, but the
woman died when lie arrived, it was lonml upon
examination that she was shot t wice.once in the
hand and again in her breast at a point above t he
heart.the latter wound causing tho futal result.
At the moment she expired Poehle was lying upon
the floor in a semi-conscious state, and suddenly

again. He was soon overtaken and brought back
again, and, with a wild expression in his lace, ne
cried out in German lor his Mary, and when In¬
formed that she was dead he said:."1 shot her.
She wanted to go into a convent, but i didn't want
her io." Shortly alter Poehle was conveyed to the
Khode Island Hospital, where ho lies at present

IN A CRITICAL CONDITION.
Five shots were heard altogether in the stall, and

when the revolver was found the seven chambers
were empty.
The affair Is another story of a lover's quarrel.

Both were noticeably at tunes in the habit ol teas¬
ing or "chatting'' each other; but this was deemed
nothing unusual, and it is supposed at the time of
their talk at the table Poehle was endeavoring to
persuade her from the course sne had determined
upon, and upon her steadfastly refusing to yield
to his Wishes anger took possession oi him lead,
ing htm to commit the terrible deed which laid
Mary u corpse on the floor and wounded himself
verv probably beyond recovery.
Ansa Hose, it appears made up her mind a week

ago last Saturday to enter the convent, and Poehle
was so strongi.v opposed to such a step that tie re-
markeu to the saloon keeper on one occasion,
m "SltE NEVER WILL i.O TO A CONVENT
as long as 1 am alive," and in connection with their
courtship and fatal quarrel a curious storv is told.
Mary made Fritz several presents on hts birthday,
which occuvred recently, and among them was a
pretty cross of flowers, and this present was
shown to the saloon keeper, who was an Intimate
lrlend of Poehle's, uud wnen he -aw it he re¬
marked very strangely. "1 uon't want to see tne
cross; it Is a cotlln; it Is

A SIGN OF DEATH,''
whereupon Fritz replied, iti a quiet, langnlng way,
"Weil, if 1 die, you can put it on m.v coffin." ihe
saloon keeper appeared very much affected by this
incident, but the mailer was given no further no¬
tice am) the present was carcftiliy treasured by
Fritz in his room
Poehle is suid by his friends to be a steady, in¬

dustrious mjD, and was an esteemed member of
several German societies lti this city: but It is
stated bv a tew that lie has had something to do
with another lover's quarrel previously, and that
he made an unsuccessful attempt at killing tne
object oi tils hatred and rcvcuae ou that occasion.

EXCITEMENT OVER THE TRAGEDY.
The excitement over the tragic occurrence was

intense, and up to a late hour last evening the
scene of the affair was thronged with lriends of the
couple and others anxious to learn the sad partic¬
ulars. A coroner was notified and a

JURY OF INQUEST
was summoned. Alter visiting the scpiio of the
tragedy and viewing the nodyol the murdered girl,
the jury adiourned uucil this aiternoon to hear the
testimony.
