
THE ERA OF FRAUDS.
Mare of the Alleged Official Malfeasance in
WoBtcherter.Extraordinary Petition to the
Board of Supervisor! in Belation Thereto.
An Ex-Congrenman on the Warpath.

The grave charge* of malfeasance in office made
against Joun Dunning, cx-8Uerl(T of Westchester
county, pat ticulars of which have already appeared
in the Herald, form at present the chief topic of
conversation among the taxpayers of that county.
If auy doubt existod in the minds of some too nan-

goine friends of the accnsed party in regard to
John B. Haskin luitilling his promise to go before
the Grand Jury, which meets on Monday, with the
necessary witnesses and proofs to substantiate his
accusations, the petition presented to the Board
.f .supervisors a day or two ago should certainly
remove them. No one can peruse this document
without being convinced that it "means business,"
its incisive precision and triumphant tone almost
seeming to announce that the alleged delinquent
was already embraced by the retributive arm of
Justice.
When the petition indicated was read in the

Board of Supervisors, Bossing, who was present,
representing the town of West Karma tu that
body, did not consider it expedient to either deny
the charges contained therein or ask for an inves¬
tigation of the same. Another member of the
Board, however, who Is known to act us private
counsel ior Bussing, came to his rescue with a mo¬
tion "that tlio petition be laid on the table, to be
called up at a future day," which was adopted.
Tills dilatory action of the Board in the premises
has elicited much unfavorable comment. The
friends of Uussiug, in reply to the accusations
mentioned, say ibat other Slicritl's ol the couuty
have made out similar bills, aud that ex-Sheriff
Bussing has acted precisely as his predecessors.
It is not doubted that District Attorney Briggs,
In seconding the efforts of Mr. Ilasltin to suppressalleged official corruption, will merit public ap¬
proval.

The refusal of city Auditor Dawes to allow the

expert Committee of Due Hundred, in spite ol Ha
being armed with the written authority of the
Mayor, to examine ttie public records in his cus¬

tody has, as a matter of coarse, served only to
Hiflumc the citizens of Newark, regardless of
parly, and make them more earnest and deter¬
mined than ever to have an investigation oi ihe
conduct and management of public affairs by the
present officials, bong ago a great many people
were

and misconduct had been earned on In the Street
and Hewer departments, but until this recent defi¬
ant attitude of ihe "King" there were only well
(rounded suspicions that any very serious wrongs

Now, this unwise and foolish action of
"Ifoss" Dawes, has ripened these suspicions into
settled convictions that if all was right there
would be no refusal to allow the fullest investiga¬

Mr. James Courier, Chairman of the Com¬
mittee of one Huudren, addressed the Mayor a let¬
ter setting lortU that the progress of the commit¬
tee In tbe work of Investigation "was summarily
stopped by tbe positive refusal or City Auditor
Dawes to allow the committee to examine the
records of bis department. "His grounds for re¬
fusal," Chairman Courier proceeds to state, "were
personal objections to one member of the commit¬
tee oi experts, Mr. Dillon, and doubt as to Your
Honor's authority in the premises." A little fur¬
ther on Mr. Courier continues:."As the city
charier and municipal laws, in tbe opinion oi able

earnestly request you, iu the name of tne Com¬
mittee oi One Hundred, to exercise your autnoriry
to the luliest extent in causing all the city records
to be thrown open to the examination of the
regularly and duly appointed representatives of
tue aioresaid Committee of one Hundred." The
Mayor promised prompt consideration ol the mat¬
ter, and there Is ample reason for believing that he
will at Iuhi throw linns ir Into the people's cause
and against the "King." on being asked last
evening what he thought of Boss Dawes,
action, he said he could say all he
had to say in very short order. If he had been in
Dawes' position be would have most cheeriully
given the committee the lullest powers and oppor¬
tunities to look into every page oi his records. He
was unable to account lor Mr. Dawes* personal
prejudices against Mr. Dilion, bat thought it very
strange indeed. To-inorrow evening the Commit¬
tee of One Hundred meets. The meeting promises
to ne largely attended and Important n fiction.
an epoch In the history of municipal investigation.
During tbe past lew days a number of leading and
influential men have announced their determina¬
tion to aid tbe committee in every possible way.

THE EPISCOPAL SECESSION.
The Cuse of Bishop Cum iu ins.lie Pro-
poses to Form a. New Church.Impor¬
tant Action of the Board of Bishops.
The secession of Bishop Cummins from the I'rot-

cstant Episcopal Church and the probable forma¬
tion of a new sect of Episcopalians are at present
the subject of great interest in the religious world.
A meeting is to be held in this city next week, at
which it is expected that Dr. Cheney and a number
of disaffected clergymen and laymen from the West
will attend and organise a new and powerful
Church, drawing off many Low Churchmen. The
Church itself, however, lias not been idle. A few
days since an informal meeting of bishops was
held in this city to consider tbe course
best to be pursued In regard to Bishop Cummins.
It was composed of those bishops residing in and
near New York, and the subject of Bishop Cum¬
mins' withdrawal was thoroughly discussed at
this meeting, and some very positive steps were
decided to be taken In the matter.
The following was the programme agreed on at

this meeting:.Tlie Standing Committee ol the Dio¬
cese, with which the secedlug Bishop was con¬

nected, shall notify the presiding Bishop of his
abandonment of the commuulon of the
Cnurcli. Notice shall then be given
to the seceding Bishop, and at the ex¬

piration of six months lrom such notice he shall
be deposed, unless, in the meantime, he shall deny
the alleged lact of his abandonment of tbe com¬
munion of the Church; or, in case he should re¬
tract his abandonment, it is lett to the discretion
of the presiding Bishop whether to institute far¬
ther pro eedings.
Yesterday aiternoon another meeting, a formal

oue, was held in the vestry room or Brace church,
to take info consideration me matter of trie with¬
drawal ol Bishop Cnmmms lrom the Episcopal fold.
The bishops were summoned by special message
the day before, by order of the presiding Bishop, as
the. emergency was deemed Berious.
The deliberations of the meeting were conducted

in profound secrecy, ami whatever result may have
been arrived at has, so far, been kept quiet; but it
is understood that the prelates summoned to the
conierence by Bishop Smith, of Kentucky, tne pre¬
siding Uishon by right of scuiorlty in office, were
Bishop I'otter, of New York; Bishop Llttlejonn, of
Long island; Bishop Odcnheimer, of New Jersey;
Bishop Stevens, of Pennsylvania, and one other.
The mam quest'on-fo be brought up was that of

the formal depc'Dion Of Bishop cummins, wno
until r>nch action la taken is (tejure a bishop still,
and qualified to consecrate other biRhops, It is
said in clerical quarters that there is a feeling
among certain of the bishops in favor ol deposing
Dr. cummins without according htm the six
months' notice which the canon requires, trusting
tha' the House oi Bisiiops at tbe next general
convention will justify this action.
Bishop Cummins has addressed a letter to

numerous clergymen, which concludes as follows:.
fin Tuesday, the 2d day ol Derembor. 18/3, a meeting

will he held In Association Hall, corner of Twenty-third
street and fourth avenue, in the city oi New York, ui
ten o'clock A. M., to organize un episcopal church on
the basis of the Prayer Book of 1786.a basis broad
enough to embrace all who hold the lailh once delivered
to the saints, as that laith Is maintained by the rciorined
churches ol Christendom, with no exclusive ami un¬
churching dogmas toward Christian brethren who differ
Iroui iheni in their views ot polity and church order.
This meeting you arc. cordially and affectionately in¬

vited to attend. The purpose of the meeting is to or¬
ganize, And not discuss tlir expediency ot organizing.The verbatim reprint of the Prayer Book of 1786 is in
pro«s. and will be issued during the month of December.

RECEPTION OF NUNS.

Conirrrntion of Two Young Ladies as
Misters ol the Immaculate Heart of
Mary.

SCRANTON. Pa., Nov. 20, 1873.
On Tuesday the Interesting ceremony of the

reception of two young ladles into the religious
Order of the Immaculate Heart of Mary took place
at St. Cecilia's Convent, in this city, and was wit¬
nessed by a large number of the postulants' rnends,
relatives and Invited guests, several being unable
to gain admission by reason of the crowd. Con¬
siderable disappointment was experienced, owing
principally to the fact of this having been the first
reception of a re//picuse that ever took place in
Scranton. A temporary altar, which had
been erected for the occasion In the recep¬
tion room, was beautifully decorated with
lilies of the valley, and lit tip with numerous
candles tastefully arranged in elegant candelabra.
A row of little girls, arrayed in white, occupied a
position to the right or the altar, the left bciug oc¬
cupied by about a dozen priests.
Precisely at eleven o'clock the Right Rev. bishop

O'llara entered from a side door, and was assisted
to bis canonicals by two attendant priests, In
white surplices. Shortly after the two postulants,
Miss Callaghcr, of Plttston, and Miss O'Hoylc,
daughter of commissioner O'Hoylc, of this city,
made their appearance and knelt In front or the
altar. They were nchly attired in pure white
satin dresses m train and blonde face bridal veils,
and wore their hair banging loosely over
their shoulders. Their appearance was that of
brides about to bo espoused in marriage. While
they were kneeling the c.uoir commenced to sing
the hymn, "Vent Creator Splritus," and the postu¬
lants prostrated themselves in iront ol the altar,
on the door, and icmatned so during the singing
ol the hymn. At its conclusion they resumed
their kneeling position and were addressed by the
liiglit Rev. Bishop O'llara, who took lor his text
'.The Ixird Is the portion of my inheritance," Ac.
These beauuinl words, he said, were uttered by
every one who aspired to the dignity of the sanc¬
tuary, when kneeling before the nuntHter of Clod,
preparatory to receiving that dress which is their
peculiar garb. Those who live in the world could
occupy the.ir time in pursuit of their ordinary
avocations, hut they who knelt before llim
wish to draw nearer to Ood, and hoped that lie
might be the great object alone to which they
would aspire. Hi. Paul spoke of those who entered
the religious state, comparing them to the prudent
virgins who kept, their lamps trimmed for the
wedding feast; and Hi. Augustin called it a state
In which the soul discharges the duties of piety.
How nappy Is the rsMgieuae, because iroin the
moment she arises from her conch In the morning,
until she retires to it at night, her every
act. is ottered to Almighty (lodl The rrtigleuse
is like a plant on which the refreshingMhowera of heaven arc constantly descending, en¬
riching it mm graces 01 ever; kind. Like the

people of Rod fleeing from persecution, My; raM-
(riruse leaves the world, Leaves lather, mother,
brother aud hlater; but the religion* tie does not
sever the bond of affection. The world looks upou
a religious life as one of sacrifice and sorrow, bo-
cause the world does not understand it.
The right reverend speaker, alter giving a descrip¬

tion of tne motives impelling persons to a religious
life, exhorted his hearers to have courage tn cast¬
ing oIT the attractive garb of the world ami as¬
suming that in which they were wedded,
not to au earthly companion, but to that
Hhepberd who, when on earth, went about
doing good. At tho close of tbe Bishop's
sermon be addressed the usual ques¬
tions to tbe young ladies, wlio answered him
in a Arm, clear tone, impressing those preseut with
tbe truth of their last reply, "We can do allwitti
lalth iu Him who fortifies us." The young ladles
then approached the right reverend Bishop ana
knelt before hlrn wuile he cut a lock ol hair from
each of their foreheuds aud placed it on a silver
salver held by a little girl some eight y^ars of age,
dressed in wulte. The novices then retired, and,
alter a short absence, returned divested of their
flowing hair, and clad In the blue dress and white
coif of the Order, seeming, as tbey knelt again in
front of the altar, crowned with a coronet
of lillies, to verily the words sung by the
choir:.

The solemn word* are spoken,
And all earth's links are broken.

Again kneeling before the Bishop, they received
the final blessing, with their names in religion, Miss
(Julhigher taking that of sister Mary ( aruiel and
Miss o'lioyle that of Sister Mary Beruardiue.
During tbe ceremony there was scarcely a dry

eye iu the house, mauy of the young ladies' rela¬
tives HobDtng aloud; aud, alter the change had
been wrought aud the white satiu dresses and
glittering jewelry laid aside, I could nut help cull¬

iOlUVFOURTH STREET SYNAGOGUE.

Wliat is Meant by Standing Still and
Seeing the Salvation of tio«l.Sermon
by Rev. S. 11. Isaacs.
Yesterday a small congregation gathered in the

Forty-fourth street synugogue and listened to a
discourse by Rev. 8. M. Isaucs on the difference
between going forward aud standing still io see
tbe salvation of Hod. It is the duty, tie said, ol the
spiritual teachers to gutdu and instruct their
people in the way to heaven and to glorify their
Father above, and yet, he remarked, it is very diffi¬
cult to do this in these times. While some guides
speak to the children of Israel that they go for¬
ward there are others who, In tho words of his
text, bid thern "stand still and see the salvation of
Hod." These words, Mr. Isaacs said, w re spoken
thousands of years ago, when the Israelites, just
come out ol Egypt, had arrived at the banks ol the
Red Sea and were hotly pursued by the hosts of
Pharaoh. Moses, their leader and guide, hade
them stand still aud see the salvation of Hod. Mr.
Isaacs, in expounding the phrase "Stand ye still,"
said it did not mean to do nothing, to be careless
about our surroundings, Ac. Some men would
staud still though Hie whole rubric of

JUDAISM WKNT TO PIECE*.
They are the drones of Judaism. This phrase can¬
not apply to the Lord, who is ever active, whose
eye never slumbers nor his eyelids sleep. When
applied to business it means to be firm. Aud in
this sense Isaiah and Hubbakuk speak of the
Almighty as standing still. Stand still in your
business: stand still in your religion; remain firm
aud unmoved and you shall see tiie salvation of
Hod. It is well to stand still sometimes ana take a
glance at the scenes and circumstances around
you. You may go too fast and be wrecked and
have neither mast nor rudder to aid you. We call
on yon, he said, to remain firm to Jewish principles.There are some who would have yon "go forward"
with the progress ol the age. They would cut
down the Jewish tree, and wonder why we do not
unite with them. But our calling is too precious.
Our strength is to stand still and Bee the salvation of
Hod. But some are troubled to know wbicn is the
way. To many the ways of Hod are smooth and
pleasant, but to others they arc rugged and thorny.The just niun pursues his path steadily and
silently, and looks back to the time wncu he came
here poor and penniless and a Htranger in a
strange land. He can trace the way of Hod, which
he has followed to the best of his ability, until in¬
creasing wealth and prosperity have crowned him.
He is still a Jew, and is not moved by riches or
position to give up his religion. Israel shall be
saved In the Lord with tin cvcriasliug salvation.
Called, perhaps, to drink deeply ol

or adversity, he takes It as from the linnd of his
heavenly Father, whose ways may be sometimes
mysterious and inscrutable and appear para¬

They are ready to be¬
come Unitarians or Deists, as if Judulsm was noth¬
ing more than llnltarlanisin; whereas Judaism
differs from both it aud Deism as vastly as any¬
thing can do.
Mr. Isaacs strongly urged his people to stand

firm to the ways of Judaism. They would have
been tnrned away long ago had the Huardian or
Israel slumbered or slept. Forbid it, Heaven, he
said, that we should now turn away irom the faith
given to our lathers. Me. whose future glory is
foretold by pstriurctis and prophets and sages of
old; wc. who expect to return to oar Holy Laud-
shall we forget these things or turn away Irom
them and take up with that, which is more lashiou-
able and popular? It is Tor us to

STAND FIRM
and to cling to tlie word of truth, and there shall
we be blessed ourselves aud be a blessing to others.
Mr. Isaacs then gave a few words of religious

counsel io a young man who had just been l>cr-
mitted to read the law publicly lor the first time.
He would have him rematu firm to his religious
principles and to the Bible. And, now that the
Jewish law and religion recognised turn as a man,
he must not expect to go through the world iu
sunshine only.

HEAVY F0RQERIE8 OF BANK PAPER.
Startling Drvelopments In the Plttsbnrg
Bank Failure.Bushels of Fictitious
Assets.Why the Cashier Disappeared.

I'lTTSBURO, Nov. 29, 1873.
The most, astonishing discovery In connection

witli the collapse of that notoriously rotten con*

ccrn, The Natloii's Trust Company, was unearthed
to-uay. Among the notes that have been covered
as assets of the institution there are forgeries to
the extent of $78,ooo, with prospects of the sum
runuing still higher with lresher developments.
Yesterday and to-day tne unfortunate directors

of this concern publicly warned persons against
tne purchase of certain notes, amounting to

$114,030, as they had been lost or stolen from tbe
bank. Amoug thee notes were those of Harbough,
Mathias A Owens for $4,430; Henry Warner, County
Comptroller, for $3,000; David Hutchinson, $4,ooo;
Hugh Knox, $l5,ooo; Kciter, l.avley A Co., $3,5oo;
Win. Miller, $5,200; Charles Knop, $3,800; Carne¬
gie, Klomau A Co., $3,000; Toronto Car company,
$10,000; Moorliead A Co.. $4,5U0. and a great num¬
ber of others. All these notes are endorsed by
well known and responsible business men of this

city. The dUcovery that these U"tes were forgeries
had the effect of startling the directors not
a little. Tne fraud Is attributed to drier,
the cashier, whose whereabout# is still

unknown. It appears now that be had been en-

gaged In exteuslve forgeries to balance Ids ac-

counts aud cover up large deficiencies, lie had
