SALVADOR CISREROS SUCCEEDS HIM

The Battle of La Zanja.
Spanish Defeat.

Two Hundred and Sixty Spaniards Killed
and 400 Rifles, with Much Ammuni¬

tion, Captured by the Cubans.

Circumstantial Details of the
Battle of Holguin.

Manzanillo, Not. 30,1873.
A most remarkable event has Just taken place

here; remarkable when we take Into account the

recent execution of the prisoners of the Virginias.
On the night of the 17th three officers, who be¬

longed to Colonel Dleguez's column and who were

taken prisoners by the insurgent forces, quietly
came into town, having been set at liberty by the

government of the Cuban Republic. These offlcers
were accompanied until near the entrance of the
town by an insurgent party, and were the bearers
of a letter from the Cuban Major General Calixto
Garcia, in which he begs the Spanish government
to carry on the cumpaign in a civilized manner and
not wage a war alter the Jasblon of savages, which
has been hitherto the course of the Spanish soldiers
and their offlcers.
But how little does Calixto Garcia know the his¬

tory of these Vlsgloths.that fatal race who arose
from the sooth of Sweden, and, defeated by the
Suns, overrun Thrace, leaving behind them

A WAKI OF BLOOD AND BON !
You may rest assured that Cespedes has ceased to
be the President of the Cuban Republic, and that
his successor is Salvador Cisneros. Marquis of
Santa Lucia, and a native of Puerto Principe. The
reason of the change appears to have been the bad
state of health of the lormer, but the ract is that
the latter at present occupies the first place of the
Republic, this duty having fallen upon the Marquis
as President of the Cuban C&mara (ChamDer of
Deputies), until elections can De held. Calixto
Garcia is spoken of as the probable candidate lor
the Presidency.
At another time 1 shall give you all the particu¬

lars and official data in relation thereto.
The following proclamation by Vicente Garcia,

before the attack on La Zanja. October 12, and the
official reports of that action, with a list of prison¬
ers and a number of other Important and interest¬
ing documents have reached your correspondent
through a "special" by the underground railroad,
and will, no doubt, be read with interest by the
Hbbald readers. It is as follows:.
Spanish domination in Cuba is rapidly reaching

its end. its delouders are defeated throughout the
territory of the Republic. The enemy scarcely
dares to come out or his entrenched towns, and 'tis
there we must seek him.
Those Cubans who, with our enemy, were his

Driuclpal support, are now recognizing their error,
and are everywhere abandoning him and coming
over to our side, to our aid. Receive all such as
brothers. We are about lo march against the
enemy's encampment of "La Zanja." Perhaps
you may not be called upon to fight, provided the
garrison will surrender to save their lives; but,
should tt be necessary, recollect that you carry
with you the elements of victory, without which
assurance 1 would not expose the life of the least
of my soldiers.
At all events your well-known valor will con¬

quer those opposed to you. Your discipline and
exact obedience to the orders oi your chief, and
the consciences of iree and civilized men will pre¬
vail over your foes, Spare the conquered; avoid
all useless shedding of blood; respect the deience-
less and succor the weak.
Act thus and tue country and myself will be well

content, having no punishment to inflict but only
good actions to reward. Viva Cuba

The following is the report of Major General

Vicente Garcia to the Secretary or War, concern¬

ing the &o-ion of La Zanja, on the l3tn of Oc¬
tober :.

To thk Secretary of War:.
The reaction in our favor among the people and

volunteers oi this place being almost complete,
and knowing that the enemy kept in his forts quite
a store of munitions of war, I determined to attack
them on the night of the 12th lnst. in the manner
stated in the "order of the day" of that day, a copy
01 which I send herewith.
At lour o'clock in the afternoon, after reading to

the troops the decree of the President of the
Republic 01 the 10th of August last, relative to the
regularization of the war on oar side, and the ad¬
dress (copiesof which I also accompany), I took up
the march lrom Kmoon Hondo with aoo Infantry and
60 cavalry oi the second division, which 1 consid¬
ered a strong enough force to obtain the resuit I
proposed. I arrived in the vicinity of this town at
about eight o'clock in the evening, where 1 was
Joined by the volunteers Jose Rafael Ramirez
Francisco Ceaifio and Manuel Fonseca, who were
to act as guides.
Advanced guards were stationed on the roads

leading to this place, and at ten o'clock (night)
according to the preconcerted plan, Colonel Angel
Mestre, with 50 men, attacked the principal fort,
which is square in form, witn an entrenched dltcn
and stockade. The guard was surprised and over¬
powered, and Major Felipe Rodriguez, with one
party, rapidly entered on one side, and CaDtain
Vicente Cortina on the other with another party
both ialiiug upon the garrison, who had their head¬
quarters within the storehouse, in the centre or
the fort. The garrison was

COMPLETELY SLRPRISBP. AND SURRENDERED
Without tiring a shot, only a corporal and four
soldiers escaping. In tne hand-to-hand fight,
which lasted a snort time, two ol the enemy's sol¬
diers were killed and a number wounded, among
them the ensign commanding and three others
who resisted. The garrison belonged to the 'Third
company of the Dattaiion Cazadores de Aragon
Simultaneously Captain Julian Santana attacked

the advanced work, some 300 yards distant from
the principal fort, and making a signal agreed
upon with the volunteers stationed there, and
aided by them, he penetrated into the post, mak¬
ing lour regular soldiers prisoners, without the
firing of a shot; hut one was wounded lor attempt¬
ing to reBlst.

As soon us we got possession or the forts our

flag was raised over them, and I still remain in the
place, transferring the large amount of booty we
55 ,.e?\ lhlB 18 composed of 46 Remington rifles,
m Belgian rifles, uo.ooo cartridges. lead. machetes,
norses, clothing, medicine and other useful arti¬
cles, too numerous to mention.

NEWS FROM HAVANA.

Discussion of Possible Hostilities.Noise
About American Display of forcc-aOO
Spanish betters of Marque To Be Issued
In Case of War.The "Constant!*" On
the "Herald".Butcher Burrlel Not Lion*
laed.Assassination ofCount Penulwex.
Minister Solcr Regarded as a Natural
Curiosity.That "Profound Calm Which
Reigns in Cuba".The Portlllcatlons
Being Armed.

Havana, Nov. 28, 1873.
The question of the hoar, and even or everjr min¬

ute, as the Mario calls the all-engrossing question
or the capture of the Virginlus, still occupies the
press of this city, and Is the subject of general con¬
versation. The possibility, or the probability, of a

war between Spain and the United States is the
topic of most general interest. The opinions of
the American press, while sneered at and con¬
demned by the Spanish commentators nere, have
their lull weight as expressing the views ol the
mass of the American people, and are therefore at-

tentively studied. The Diarxo almost daily de-
votes two or more columns to the task of reciting
and reviewing each.
The resolutions lately passed at the fttelnway

Hull meeting in New York, and the allusions to
the difficulties surrounding the new-born .Spanish
Kepubllc, are especially galling to Spanish pride;
which declares that

TUB MOST SAVAOK INSULTS
would be more acceptable than such mortifying
condolences, and demands that the government
and people or the United States shall be just and
respectful to old Spain; that nation, they allege,
which, when she was mistress of the New World,
and had more force than any other in this
hemisphere, instead of crushing us tu our birth,
stretched her hand to George Washington, and
aided him to found the States; which, In the prog¬
ress of time, was to declare herself the arbiter
of the destinies of America.
The Mario also refers to the display or force

now being made in the United States, and says,
"Right is oetter than might. Let the two govern¬
ments discuss the question, and should it result
that Spain ought to give satisfaction, lot It be
asked without any display of strength and un¬

doubtedly it will be given." The Diario coucludes
the article from which I am quoting as follows
The profound calm which retona throughout

Cuba, from Cape San Antonio to Punta Maud, pre¬
sents a t-lngular contrast to the agitation of the
principal cities 01 the American Union. The Span¬
iards.or, if you like, the volunteers-.of this prov¬
ince, who have so warmly applauded the capture
of the Virgiulus, without thinking at all of
its legal consequences, see with the greatest
calmness tlie momentary ebullition existing
iu the neighboring Republic, and do not
give the least importance to Its noisy
declarations. With the consciousness ot duty and
t he ttriuesi resolve to perioral it. < hey await even is,
ana, while awaiting them, have not the puerile
vanity to say, "We are sure to conquer;" but have
the uoble pride to state that they know how to
conquer or die.
The Oorro Frigio, the most radical of republican

newspapers here and the opponent of the present
system of government, reproduces irom the )our-
nals of tne interior the following, which it denomi¬
nates "Jtuybueno," or very good:.
We arc told ttrot in Havana there are 200 letters

of marque signed in blank, in case any nation
should wish to middle in what does not concern it.
Although convinced that this occasion will never
arise, despite the noise and threats 01 the "Jobu-
atham's,'" (tie) sons, It is well that tney should
know how we would receive here those who per¬
form the rOle of a bugaboo for children.
Tne constancia, whose editor has on various oc¬

casions for months past, addressed letters in bis
journal to different persons, under the fictitious
guise of an old grandmother.by the way a fit dis¬
guise.has lately addressed a labored effort to the
proprietor of the Nbw Yoke Herald, In the follow¬
ing terms, inspired by the article "Vox Popuii" In
the Hrrald of the 18th.

because they had behaved like women in the last
action that took place; wbereior, do ubt not, citi¬
zen, that the Dpauish people of Europe. Asia and
America will always treat, as did that Spanish
General, those political cowards who allow them¬
selves to be Imposed upon by the ridiculous gas¬
conades of meddlelng foretgcers.
The director of this journal has already reminded

you, citizen, oi the military commissions of your
own country during the past war, and will some
day address you at length on the subject
of the confiscations of properties belong¬
ing to Coniederates and United States citizens
who had not reoelled against the unity
oi the Republic, and the means employed to return
them without lowering the dignity of Congress or
of the executive power. At present I will limit
myself to reminding yon that your proposal to in-
teriere in our affairs, under the pretext that Cuba
is but a short distance from the United states, is
absurd. Is not England just as far distant from
Belgium, Holland, France and Germany ? hut 10
whom does it occur to say that she has a right to
interrere in the interior afiaira of a neighboring
nation t * . *

1 will only say that we have the hght to do as we
have done, and as the governments of Italy,
France. England and the United States have done
at all times. Why did not the United States de¬
clare war against Great Britain in 1867, when John
Lawrence published his rewards, after the bloody
executions in India, of

or alive, with his arms, and 25 rupees per head for
the nuarmed ones r Why, in 1868, did not the peo¬
ple ane the government of the United States declare
war against Great Britain because British officers
ordered more tnan 2,000 prisoners to be nnng
or shot of those who rose In Jamaica r
Is it not true neither, cttizeD, that the greater
Jart ol those who were thus hung or shot In
amaica sairered this tremendous punishment
without being duly tried7 Bnt what is true is that
in 1866, In Virginia and other States of the great
Republic, regenerators and regenerated performed
acts resembling tnose doue In Jamaica.
We, the Spaniards, have many vessels and many

cannon to mount In them, and in the
Antilles, as in the Philippines, in the
Peninsula and other Spanish possessions,
the immense majority of Spaniards will
when occasion arises caose to defile past with
distaff and spindle, those few politicians who,
through cowardice or compromise, allow them¬
selves to be earned away by your political gascon¬
ading friends. D.XI."
Part or the press or navana abstains from any

edltonal remarks on the present sltnatton of
affairs. The general opinion has been formed from
the impression or the New York correspondents of
the Mario and Foz de Cuba; who do [not
vacillate in asserting that the United States
do not want war, and that it is not
convenient to Spain. Furthermore, that there
exists no motive why these two nations should ap¬
peal to force to settle an affair easily arranged
diplomatically. This, he says, Is also the opinion
of the most enlightened men of the Union, and this
opinion has been publicly declared by the most
eminent statesmen and Juris consults ol the United
.states, who, he says, have not hesitated to
mention the right that has aided .Spain In this af-
lalr, according to the principles rounded in the in¬
ternational code. The same correspondent affirms
that Mr. Caleb Cashing, Senator Sumner, Mr.
Woosley and a lew thinking minds have recognized
that

NO CASUS BELLI EXISTS
on which to base an Imperious reclamation; and that
they bave more or less explicitly stated that Spain
had the right to capture tne Vfrgimus and pauish
the expeditionists. In the meantime the forts sur¬
rounding Havana are actively engaged In prepar¬
ing tor an emergency. The government bave of-
lered $1 60 to all laborers wno are willing to work
on the torts. The Havana journals to-day, except¬
ing the Mario and Vox rte Cum, which publlsntheir
New York correspondents' precocious Insults to the
majority of the press of the United States, and the
opiulons already staled above, keep silent on the
question.

The
Count staggered a lew steps to resch his door, and
fell dead Into the arms of his servant*, who ran out
upon noticing the disturbance, while the assassin
was arrested uy the police, although he attempted
to make Ins escape.
The motive or the mnrdcr was satisfaction for

wounded honor. It seems that one of the Count's
sons, a youth of 17, had eloped with the sister of
Cardenas In order to force a marriage against which
the Count was bitterly opposed because of the
luinlty of the young lady not being wealth* This

occurred some two months ago and ever since the
young girl's Or ther lias boea endeavoring to lorce
the Count's consent to the marriage out was re¬
peatedly put oir until learning mat the Count had
sent his son out ol the country la order to pre¬
vent anything 01 tno nature taking place, either
witn or without his consent. Young Cardenas
seeing his si ter and parents submerged in the
greatest grief.the young girl in a state ol decline
since her sh .me became known.armed himself
und met tho Count to demaud reparation ior the
nouor of his sister and 'amiiy. This being declined
he plunged his km e into the Count's heart.

It Is gcnersliy asserted lu relation to this alfhlr
that the Count's conduct throughout hail boeu
most aggravating. That the Indiscretion of the
lovers was intended to make a marriage impera¬
tive; but the count was bitterly opposed, and. wltn
the command of luimonse wealth aud Influence,
be had his son arrested or the police the day sub¬
sequent to the elopement, and managed to get
him olT to Spain.

spect their rooms, and gave him a brilliant recep¬
tion.

It was expected that daring
the evening His Excellency would make a speech
or ofler a toast, bat, to general disappointment,
the evening passed away and His Excellency drank
his wine and ate his sponge cake without anything
further tnan casual conversation.

The Virginias Still Afloat.Heavy im¬
portations of Flour Into the Island.

Philadelphia, Dec. 1, 1873.
The steamer Jnniata, from Havana, reports that

the Vlrgiuius was still afloat when she left Havana
on Tuesday last. All vessels arriving at Havana
had full cargoes of flour, and 50,000 barrels had
been ordered from Hew Orleans.

BROOKLYN NAVY YARD.
No orders have been received by Admiral Rowan

to discharge any men irom the Brooklyn Navy
Yard, where 3,000 are now omployed. The work of
ratling the lowor rigging was continued yesterday
throughout the cold northeast snow storm by the
hardy riggers on board the Colorado. This ship
will go Into commission to-morrow. Euglneers
Lave been ordered to the Tennessee, and she will
be towed over to the Navy Yard for outfit this
week. Work is progressing as usual on the Minne¬
sota, Roanoake, Dictator, Florida and Swatara.
Captain R. W. .shuieldt yesterday relieved Captain

Ransom as Executive officer of the yard. The
storeship Supply went out of commission, and the
Gettysburg arrived with stores from Washington.
Recruiting is progressing rapidly, a large number
ol landsmen being shipped.

An Independent Celestial Mission to Visit
tbe Spanish Antilles' Gem.-The Coolie
Traffic To Be Investigated.

Shanghai, Oat. 25, 1873.
A Chinese mission is to be sent to'Cuba to in¬

quire into the condition of the coolies employed on
that island. This has been done at the request of
the Spanish Minister.
The Hong Kong government has issued explicit

orders for all vessels destined to carry coolies be¬
tween Macao and Havana to quit tn&t port. This
has given great umbrage to the Portuguese gov¬
ernment of Macao.
The Chluese authorities have followed the action

of the British autocrines at Hong Kong by prohib¬
iting the staying ol these ships eittter at Whampoa
or Canton.

A CIRIOl'S CdSTOlS CASE AT HEW
ORLEA1S.

Personal Property of Ex-President
Thiers Under Seixare.

[From the New Orleans Herald, Nov. 26.]
A somewhat remarkable case now engages the

attention of tne Collector and Surveyor of the Port.
The steamship Charles Albert, a French vessel,
arrived here on the 16th Inst, from Havana, In bal¬
last, but without manifest or other regular papers.
The inspectors discovered on board of her five large
cases filled with costly articles of Chinese manu¬
facture and other dutiable goods, most of which,
the Captain (Caryon) declares belong to the ex-
President of the French Republic, M. Adolphe
Thiers, and some to Ulmself.
An investigation of tne matter elicits the follow¬

ing very curious storyCaptain Caryon states
that his steamer was engaged In the coolie trade
and that he recently carried from Hong Kong to
Havana a large lot ol coolies. Before leaving Hong
Kong, however, a French admiral, who was at that
point, purchased a lot or costly and beautiful
Ctuaese goods, which he forcibly placed on board
the Charles Albert, telling the Captain that tnev
were presents for President Thiers and command¬
ing him to deliver them whenever his vessel should
return to France.
This the Captain remonstrated against, saying

that he did not know when he shonld return to
Prance, but the Admiral said th«re was no other
French merchantman In port and he must take the
cases, which he was reluctantly compelled to do.
He states further that both he and his first officer
purchased quite a number ol valuable articles for
themselves, but tnat while at sea, en route to
Havana, bis first officer committed suicide by
springing overboard at night, and that he (the
captain) has taken charge of his effects.
On his arrival at Havana he was chartered to

come to this port to take a cargo of cotton to Llv-
eroool and arrived nere, as before stated, on the
I6tn Inst He accounts for the absence of a mani¬
fest bv saying tnat he had never been to America
berore and was ignorant of our customs regnla-
^Tbe customs officers were at a loss for some time
to know how to treat the case, but finally con¬
cluded to seal up the goods subject to orders from
the department. To say the least, the
Captain's story Is a very remarkable
one and is not entirely credited.
It seems almost Incredible that a French admiral
would send such valuable articles to the President
of the French Republic in so Irregular and ques¬
tionable a manner, trusting to loci, as It were, to
their reaching their destination.
Among the articles are a number of superb silk

spreads, or quilts, very elaborately and curiouslywrought in Chinese patterns, said to be worth each
li 500 There is one shawl, a sight oi which would
make tne eves of our city belles lalrly sparkle again,
valued at $1,600: a lady's magnificent ebony work-
box inlaid with ivory and gold, valued at over
$3,000: any quantity of exquisitely wrought
Chinese curiosities, vases, Ac, Tne Captain Is con¬
siderably disgusted by the trouble ne nas fallen
into about his remarkable cargo, and wisbos very
sincerely that M. Thiers had the goods which
ho claims the patriotic Admiral sent htm from
Hong Kong.

CHARGES AQAI1TBT A CITY MARSHAL.

Cabinet Change and m Sweeping Minis¬
terial Reform.The Moral Korea Prin¬
ciple Triumphant Orer a War Party
King.Relatione to Corea.The Men
Who Oo Oat of Olllce and Tboee
Who Come In.

Yokohama, Nov. 2,1875.
A complete change has just taken piece In the

personnel of the Japanese government, amount-
tug almost to what would be termed In some coun¬
tries a revolution. As In England tho Ministry U
often split, or disagrees upon a question of either
domestic or foreign policy, so here. In Janan, the
late Daijokwan, or Qreat Council of State, has
wrecked itself. 1 have already informed you of
Soyerhlma's mission to China and Its results. Hav¬
ing been assured by China that the latter made
no claim to a protectorate over Cores,
and that she would not interfere In
case of any war between Japan and that country,
Soyerhlma returned to Jeddo with a full determi¬
nation to punish the Coreans for their insulting
behavior of last year. Preparations were made on
a rather expensive scale, and the invasion of
Cores was talked abont as a matter to take place
beyond a doubt in the ensuing spring. The Idea
was popular both with the masses and the army,
and several of tho old chiefs were chuckling over
the chance of military distinction.
AM EARNEST PACIFICATOR AND HI8 ORBAT POWHB.
At this Juncture the Embassy, which had beeu

all over America and Europe, returned. Iwakura
and old Kuge, a fair statesman and a man whoso
mind has Just been enlightened by two years of
foreign travel, saw the danger to which Japan
would be exposed were she to indulge In the luxury
of a foreign war. He opposed the proposed war
with all his might, and baa at last succeeded la
overturning the Cabinet.

TUB "IN8" AND THH "OUTS."
Sanjo (Dalltn), the Prime Minister, retires. He

is replaced by Iwakura. Okubo and Kido become
members of the Privy Council; Okuma becomes
Minister of Finance; Ito, Minister ol Public Works,
and Terashlma, Minister ol State. Okl is Minister
of Justice. The heads of the Departments of war.
Religion and Education have not yet been ap¬
pointed. It will be seen that four of the members
of the late Embassy to Europe enter the Cabinet.

Soyerhlma had
agreed to a convention with the foreign Ministers,
by which the whole oi Japan was to be opened to
foreigners under a sy9tem oi consular and minis¬
terial passports.

We cannot
expect to do in six years what must necessarily
take a generation to accomplish. We must pro¬
ceed slower and we shall progress more surely.'

TKKASUKY ECONOMY.
.The expenditure Is to be curtailed and a thorough

economical relorm Is promised. Again Okl, tne
Minister of Justice, objeots to more ports being
opened until Japan has perfected a system or
Jurisprudence that will satlsiy lorelgnPowers, so
that they may be induced to yield the ex-terri¬
torial clause. In my opinion this is at the bottom
of the refusal to open the wholo country. Japan
feels that it la humiliating to her to allow foreign

THE PACIFIC HAIL STEAMSHIP ARIEL.

Particulars of tlx# Accident to and
Sadden Sinking of tMe Vessel.Prepa¬
ration for a Court of Inquiry.

Yokohama, Nov, 2,1873.
The Pacific Mall steamship Ariel left Yokohama

on the 26th of October, bound for Hakodado.
At about nine o'clock on the night of the 27 th,

when about HO miles from Yokohama, she struck
upon a sunken reef and in twenty minutes irom
that time was at the bottom. Immediately upon
her striking Captain Newell ordered all hands to
the boats, and, through the exertions of himself
and officers, got everybody Into them. Alter land¬
ing the passengers and crew Captain Newell re¬
turned to the wreck, and already In that short
time the ship had commenced too

Not a single thing was saved from her except two

quarters oi beef, tor which the sallorshadto swim.
The Dassengets, officers and crew did not save a
stitch of their clothing except what they
standing In. The loss of the Ariel Is not only an
unfortunate mishap to the Pacific Mall company,
but it Is a terrible blow to

CAPTAIN NKWKIX.
. ^This officer, who Is regarded as one of the best

officers in the employ of tho company, has been
particularly unfortunate. About five yews ago he
lost the Hermann, about 70 miles from the same
fatal spot, captain Newell has not yet returned to
Yokohama, bnt is expected here to-morrow. I am
Indebted to the purser lor the account I now send
to the Herald. Ho tells me that the natives
showed them every kindness. They lighted beacons
as soon as they saw the rockets from the ship,
gave the rescued people provisions and clothing
and every faculty to reach Jeddo.

I understand tnat a court of inquiry is to be held
as soon as captain Neweil returns.

MURDER OF AS AMERICAS SAILOR.

Consular Trial and Sentence of the
Culprit In China.

Sii ANunAi, Oct. 28, 1873.
An Inquest was held at the United States Con¬

sulate at this port on the 29th alt. on the body of
Henry Bergh, a sailor on board the American ship
Mary Whitrldge, who, it was alleged, came to his
death through Ill-treatment on the part of the
second officer, Matthew Heed.
The jury brought in a verdict that Bergh had

come to his death through the act ol said Matthew
Reed, "who, according to the evidence, inflicted
blowB on the face, on the side of the head and on
the shoulder of said Henry Bergh with his band,
with his bare foot and with a rope-bound halyard
block." Reed was tried for murder before Consul
General George F. Howard on the 19th of this
month, and tho following is the

DECISION OF THE COl'RT 1
I am of opinion that the deceased, Ilonrv

Rergh, came to his death by blows infllrted
upon him by Matthew Heed, as described and set
lorth In the first count of the indictment. X aiu
further of opinion that these blows were Inflicted
in a cruel and unusual manner and In a neat of
passion, but without Intent to kill or the knowl¬
edge that they would cause death. 1 am
therefore of opinion that the said Reed Is not
guilty of the murder of said deceased, but that he
is guilty of manslaughter, such manslaughter
is defined lu tho laws Of the State ol New York
as ol the second degree, and Is then punishable bytmurlaonment for not more than seven or less
than four years. While not declaring that the
Laws of the Stato of New York are binding
upon the Court, I accept them In this instance as
arfordlng a clear and authoritative dctlnltlon of Hie
nature of the crime committed, and deteimlnatlon
of the punishment winch is appropriate thereto;
and, considering all the circumstances of the case,
as well as the nature of the climate of nils port,
1 am of opinion that the ends of justice will be met
by the imprisonment of said Heed for a term of
three years. I accordingly And that the prisoner,
Matthew Kced, is guilty of manslaughter In the
second degree, as defined by the Laws of the State
ol New York, and I condemn him to Imprisonment
In the Consular Jail, or elsewhere, as may no deter¬
mined bv the Court, for a period of three years
irotn tho date hereof.

THE GERM OF FENIANISM.

Dublin, Oct. 29, 1878.
Of the Young Ireland leaders Mr. (now Sir

Charles) Oavan Duffy, lately Prime Minister of the
colony of Victoria, aione escaped conviction, after
some six or seven trials, for treason and sedition.
On his release he revived the Nation, declared
that Ireland was neither able nor willing to light
for freedom, declined to go In for a mere repeal
agitation, and urged for the lormatlon of a ParlUr
mentarj party to press for the dlsestabllBhmeut of
the Irish Protestant Churoh and to demand a

strong land law to protect the tenantry, who were
then being exterminated In thousands. This party
was to be neither whig nor tory, but to aim. by
holding a balance of power between the two, to
force either to accept a strong Irish policy. A
party of between 60 and 00 members was formed,
pledged In the most Bolemn.some, Indeed, In al¬
most blasphemously solemn.language never to
relax their exertions, never to give up their Inde¬
pendence, above all never to take offlce, until the
great securities of religious and social liberty were
achieved.

tub new war fob ibish liberty.
This party was composed of two sections, the

one headed by the present Mr. Justice Keogh and
the late.if, indeed, he be the late.Mr. John
Sadleir; the other by Mr. Qavan Duffy, Mr. Lueaa
(the editor of the Tablet, then member of Parlia¬
ment lor Meath), Sergeant (afterwards Judge)
Shea, of the English Bar, and Mr. Moore, M. P. for
Mayo. The Papal delegate In Ireland, Cardinal
Cullen, at the head of all the Catholic bishops and
clergy, had endorsed this platform.

THE POFB AND THH IB18H QUESTION.
Within six weeks after the meeting of Parliament

Its stability was rudely tested. Mr. Sadleir, Mr.
Keogh, and as many of their friends as places
could be round for. took offlce in audacious viola¬
tion of their pledges. The question arose, "What
would be the action of the authorities of the Catn-
ollc Church as guardians of public morality? What
would Cardinal Cullen do?" Cardinal Cullen did
nothing in the nature of a public manifesto. Indi¬
rectly he used all his Influence, which was
enormous, on behalf of Mr. Sadlier and Mr. Keogh.
Those who sided with them were favored and
promoted. Those who assailed them were pun¬
ished and degraded. The independent party were
represented at Rome as little better than Mazzin-
lans. Mr. Lucas appealed directly to the Pope,
and, by the desire of His Holiness, wrote a memo¬
randum on the whole case, which is one of the
most interesting documents connected with the
modern history of Ireland. In It he most distinctly
prophesied the decay of the moral power of the
Irish Catholic priesthood and the growth of Fenlan-
lsm In Its place if such political conduct was per¬
mitted to appear to have the sanction of the
authorities of the Catholic Church. He received
no reply. He died, Indeed, before any answer
could have come from the Pope, his death being
accelerated, In the opinion of his friends, oy alarm
and anguish at the prospect oi public affairs In Ire¬
land. Mr. Qavan Duffy went to Australia, and at
the next election Mr. Moore lost his seat for Mayo.
There were still a few members of the independent
party In Ireland, but as a great power, having at
its back the political force of Catholic Ireland, it
had collapsed.

THE OEBM OF FENIANISM.
Then come the opportunity for Fenlanlsm, and

Mr. James Stephens and Colonel O'Mahony were
not slow to avail themselves of It. They found the
peasantry, for the flrst time In Irish history, sus¬
picious of the political morality and fidelity of the
Catholic bishops and clergy. The thunders of the
Church against seoret societies were accordingly
throughout a considerable extent of the country
utterly unheeded. The movement was carried on
for years In profound secrecy. In 1804 Sir Robert
Peel, then Secretary for Ireland, declared he did
not believe tkat Fenlanlsm had any serious exist¬
ence. That was also tne opinion of the law officers
of the day. A few montns afterwards the police,
by the aid of informers, acquired a sudden Insight
Into the formidable extent of the oonspiracy. The
Earl of Klmberley, the then Viceroy, was so seri¬
ously alarmed that he took upon himself the re¬
sponsibility of virtually suspending the constitu¬
tion. He suppressed newspapers, arrested men
by the score on the merest suspicion, occupied the
telegraph office and ignored the Habeas Corpus act.

THE HISTORY OF FENIANISM.Of the subsequent history of Fenlanlsm as much.
If not more, is known In America than In Europe.
It kept up a curious kind of will-o'-the-wisp terror
throughout the British Empire for several years;
but though Its military preparations were far su¬
perior to those of the Young Ireland party of '48
it never stood to a fair stand-up light with a Brit¬
ish regiment. It had one serious and valuable re-
golt it forced the attention of British statesmen
to the condition of Ireland. Irish policy became a
question of competition between Mr. Disraeli and
Mr. Gladstone. The latter carried the country
with him, and then ho undertook and passed Into
law the very measures which Mr. Duffy and Mr.
Lucas had proposed as the task of the Independent
party. Mr. Gladstone dlsestaollahed the Protes¬
tant Church, he passed a strong land law, he re¬

pealed the Ecclesiastical Titles act. Ireland has,
at least, gained religious liberty and social secu¬
rity. It remains to be seen whether she Is really
sincere in her demands for home rule. If so, per¬
haps home rule she may have. But I think I have
shown that the union has hitherto borne a great
deal of knocking at, and whether Mr. Butt has got
the real "open sesame" remains as yet to be proved.

THE NEXT POPE.

Cardinal Peerl, Archbishop of Perugia.
To Be the Successor of Plus IX.

[Prom the London Hoar, Nor. 18.]
We learn from good quarters that by the pri¬

vately expressed wish of Plus IX. the Colloge of
Cardinals have for some time consulted as to who
would be the best person to elect us successor of
the Holy Father, In the event of anything happen¬
ing, suddenly or otherwise, to the latter. By a
very considerable majority their selection haa
fallen upon Cardinal Peccl, Archbishop of Perugia,
and there is little or no doubt but that he will be
the next Pope. This prelate was born in 1810, and
was made a cardinal in 1863. He has resided bnt
little at Rome, having throughout all the period of
his episcopate.since 1848.been u hardworking
bishop. He is a inan of very decided views, being
what Is called an Ultramontane, but is of a very
conciliatory spirit, and would, no doubt, live on
terms of amity with the Italian government. He la
of unblemished character, very religious and pious
In his life, and greatly respected even by the Bra*,
thinkers of Italy.

wheels. This tank Is three leet. long by seven feet
wide, and Is provided in the bottom with nearly aoo
pipes, through which the superiieated steam la
ejected upon the suow as the macuine Is drawn
over tne surface of the street. Covering the escape
or the steam from the sides oi the tank is an Apron
or curtain, which also serves to con line the Ueat
within the limits covered bv the tank.
