^Vhen the New Chnrcb Will Be Organized in

New York Why Bishop Cummins Did Not

Stay Withi* the Church -The Situation

Defined-The Powerlessnees of Bishops
and of Ecclesiastical Law.

What Forty Years' Bitnalxsm
Has Done in the Mother
Chnrch of England.

At. the meeting 'he i ouncil of tin* Reformed
Trot.«'HUini Epm opal Church, held at Association

.Hall on Tuesday, It was announced, in an lniormal

rway, that very speedily, and probably on Sunday
next, a congregation wonld be organized for wor¬

ship in ilds city under the direction oi Bishop Cuiu-
Binna. With a view of obtaining information on

this point and also on other questions connected
¦with this important movement a reporter of the
Herald called yesterday upon Bishop Cunmiins at

his residence in Fltty-eeveutn st.eet. The Bishop
received the reporter in his library very kindly,
and expressed Ids readiness to Rive any Informa¬
tion that lie possessed on the snlrcet. The Bishop
lias a John Wesley sort of face, very much of the

gentleness, dignity and love of order that tne blog-
rapiicrs of that eminent divine h.ve ascribed to

Wesley, anil impresses a listener with the convic¬
tion that he is ada; ted, l>otc by nature and grace,
Jor a religious reformer.

"Bisnop." inquired the reporter, "do you intend
to organize your church in this city 011 Sunday
next, or on an early Nnnduy?"

..Not on Sunday, sir, and possibly not nntll
Christinas, or possibly not until ttie tlrst sundav in

January. There arc severul reasons for the delay;
.ue or two 01 them I will give yon. First, it is

very desirable that we should commence with the
Prayer Book of 1783. only a very few copies nave
t»een got ready bv the printer. You saw a few of
¦these u the meeting on Tuesday. The printer is

using all diligence to get triem ready speedily, but
a sunicieut number cannot be furnished for a week
<>i two. It would be better that this Prayer Book
should be in the hands of all our Jworsblppera, and
as that cannot be done a delay must take place
In the organization ot oar church. In addition to
"this, there is another important reason. 1 shall,
dor some weeks to come, be more or less absent
-from the city 011 omeial duties, and it Is
ithonght by the laity who are associated with me
(that it would not be well tor me to be absent from
the pulpit frequently at the outset of our organi¬
zation. There is much preliminary work yet to be
done, and therefore 1 do r.ot tlnufc myself that we
shall open our church belore the first Sunday In
January."

TitK REASONS FOR SEPARATION.
"These seem to re good and sufficient reasons.

Bishop. May I now ask you lor information on an¬
other matter connected with this movement? An
.opinion prexiills not >nly 111 the secular nilud, but
also in the redgtous press, where it has in some
journals been elaborately stated that you and your
Episcopal friends would have brought about that
which you desire more effectually and probably
w th greater promptitude by staying within the
< inircli thun by coming out o: it. You have, doubt-
Jos-. verv good reasons lor not doing this. Would
it tie asking too much for you to givo ibein to the
UKKAi.n in a somewhat more summary and popu-
lai manner than you have done in your published
letters and discourses?"
"With very great pleasure. It Is trim, as you

Bave stated, that there Is a very pn valcnt opinion
among many good mid influential brethren who
sympathize with our object that wo should do
more good by staying within the Church than by
coming out. But that conclusion has been reached
Ly a waut oi acquaintance witn the facts. Let me
Jlrst of ad reler to t tie personal aspect 01 t his ques¬
tion, viewed 111 the light of litis objection.to our
coming away from the comimiPioii of the J'rotes-
taut Episcopal thur h. i was Assistant Ibsnop of
Kentucky; i had an power beyond tuat which »¦«.>

delegated to me bv Bishop Smith. 1 was called
upon, in the exercise of my official position, to he
present at confirmations iu churches in iny dio |ceses, and. so far as my presence was concerned,
.anotion uii order oi worship tiia* was contrary to
iny views, where .here won; 1 tic an altar and super-
altar, and where there was a sviubolic system In the
worship that was opposed to my most -oiemn con-
Mictions. All that I could do was 10 stand with
Itio people, and 111 iny sermon pi each truths that
ought be a corrective of tills form t.ism. Bishop
Binith. like many other bishops, did not see Ins
way clear to auy active lntencrence. Neither Is it
¦urprisiag that be should hesitate. The e.xperi- [
ence of other bishops who has moved in this
auection, particularly of Bishop Eastbourne.a
good and laitluul man.who refused to allow the
.rectlon of an altar in a church in hisuioccse. and
never recovered irom the effect that that prohibi¬
tion had ou his popularity and usclu.ness. 'ihe
Idea or the luity who ask for these innovations
generally is that a prohibition is an interference
with that freedom and voluntariness whicn
Is, of course, the characteristic of a i'rotestaut
Episcopal church in America. Besides,! think it
Would nave been dishonorable to have remained
fn a church with the object of seeking to produce
In that 1 hurcti a revolution 111 Its laitn and prac¬
tice, while proiessedly subscribing to them, arid
with the vows ol that Church upon me. I think
that there was no other course ieit than for me to
gome away and do as 1 have done."

THE roWKHLKSSNEsS OF THE CHURCH.
"Then you do not think, Bishop, that these

errors, as you snppose them, comparatively mod¬
ern as tney are, can be corrected within tne
Church by either the moral Influence of evaugei-
Jeal men or the loree 01 ecclesiastical law?"
"The rcent history of the church does not favor

that opinion, and tins bring- me to 1 he other rea¬
son why 1 think thai it is bet ;er 1 hat we separate
Burselvc3 from tlie I'r tesiant Episcopal Church.
Let us look back tor a moment .it the history 01 the
ritualistic movement in the English church, of
winch our own Church is a branch. That calc¬
inated tract, No. 90 of the .Tract* for the 'limes,'
was published in September, 1833; that is 40 y.vrs
ago, and ritualism has gone on In rca-lug ever
¦nice 111 tlie Church of Englnud. Br. Pusey was
¦impended bv the University 01 Oxiord then lor
two years lor preaching what he now preaches
freely with >ut let or hindrance. There is a

"The answer to that," saul the Bishop, "wan best
give 11 to Bishop i'otter, when 111 l»ndon, by the
AichblHhop of Canterbury ami by Btahop Jackson.
IVden Bishop Potter put to these eminent cccie-
¦.¦.tica the same question, substantially, tliat you
have put to tne, their answer was, substantially,
that they were powerless to prevent It. II they : ry
nne erring clergyman, ihere are KKi more

ready t» be tried; and. In fact, said Archbishop
^iMi.LoMu.n tne .ait* have rhe power Ui prevent it

If they desire to; the church wurlens c«n prn-
hibit it if they chouse. but tlierc is a leel-
ing, both among laity and clergy, that the
Church of England is a hurl of omnibus in
winch Mi t'uH< y, Mr. UickerKkitb ami Dean Stanley
can all ride together, ami mat the Churcu is an ex
pansive Church, and that it shelters men oi every
coudiiion oi lauh. Now, what is true of Kiifflaiid
is to a smaller extent true of America, la this city
we nave churches nearly as ritualistic as anv 111
England. Bishop Po'ter allows these ritualistic
practices in these churches, and an endeavor of
the Bishop's at the last Convocation to obtain
a remedy was de eated by the lower house.
Throughout this country there Is a growing ten¬
dency towards a symbolic worship and the maui-
lestatmn ot a taith that is certainly opposed to
what we call evangelical truth.*'

WHY RITIAI.ISM IIHOWS.
"flow do you account lor tins growth. Bishop

Cummins r"
There is much that appeals to the imagination

in ritualism. Our young clergy are taken with the
idea ol being considered 'priests,' and Irotn ihe
imagination thev go ou to the practice oi being a
'priest.'a 'mediator' between their flock and them¬
selves. in addition to th s tne Prayer Look has a
seeming sanction fur their view, ami so they and
the laity, iroin commencing, lu mv view, with a
perilously near appiouch to snperstit on, go on
until ttiey adopt the superstition itseb."

PROSeKITS OK TI1K KKKUKMAT10N.
"Have yon reason to believe that there Is an In-

fluenn.il minority of the clergy and the lutty
aroused to this danger in 'his country?"

"1 do, tudeeu. Everyday brings tne fresh tokens
of w hat 1 cannot nut regard as ttie divine luvoron
eur work. \ou will remember the clr« ttlar signed
by 21 of the clergy of Philadelphia, recently issued,
belittling this movement. Only this very morning
1 hear irotn a Irietid that two oi these clergy have
expressed their great regret that they had signed
this Circular. We are not yet in a position to
organize churches, but every day I have letters
trout clergy who are tu lull sympathy wltn tins
movement, ami who will, themselves and their
Congregations, come over to us as soon
as the hour arrives tor that step to
be taken. Intimations or this character
e> me tr in men ol all evangelical denominations.
There are Presbyterians who desire a liturgy, who
are In sympathy with us. We have already
associated with us not only men whose hearts are
with us. but who tiave consecrated their suo-
stauce to this great work. If God be with us none
can, you know. be successfully against us. it He is
not with us, why theu we suali come to naught.
We are not desirous lor any display of large num¬
bers, lor any ostentatious ol growth. We arc
wislilnl to grow, as in nature, by a steady and
sil"Ut, but sure process; and then our growth will
be enduring, and we shall be permitted to accom¬
plish the work that we have sought to <to."
The enumeration ol a tew details of the work,

as now developing itseli, closed this verv interest¬
ing Interview, and the Bishop bade tne reporter
"good day.*' with a pleasant smile and a cheery
tone ill ins voice.

Taxpayers* Determined Kesistnnre to

L'njast At»t«tment*.'The City Said To
Be In Drbt $7,000,000.More Arrogance
of Offii iah.
As has repeatedly been illustrated by facte and

figures in the Ukkald during the past two Tears,
one of tne main sources through which the tax¬
payers of Newark have been fleeced of thousands
upon thousands.aye hundreds of thousands of dol¬
lars.n the working of street and sewer '.improve¬
ments." One of the best illustrations in point is
the fcpringSei I avennc pavement job, wh ch la just
now the snbject of indignation meetings and
proceedings in tne courts. the contract
called for the laying of a Tilford pavement 16
inches deep. Instead of that, as alleged and sworn
to by various parties, the average depth Is only 12
inches and in some places it is only eight inches.
Instead oi sand, which costs $1 a load, common
dirt,

NOT WORTH A CENT,
was used to a great extent, as is alleged. Alto¬
gether the work was done, by all accounts, most
imperfectly; and even then, thanks to the con¬
sideration oi city officials lor poor, l ard working
contractors, the money was all paid over to the
latt-r full lour months before It was completed, or
rati er alleged and assumed to nave been com¬
pleted, in clear and positive

violation of municipal l nr.
The amount paid wis fi Ki.OJO. iiuw much of

this was ready earned nobody can n il, but sume
intelligent taxpayers say that the $66,(Mi would no
tne largest way towards paying expenses. A fact
wh.ch made taxpayers inquisitive over this job
was the laed that it was given out in oppojitiou to
their wishes. 'I hey had but a short tliuc beiore
paid a bill o! $1J2,OoO icr w tdenitig and sewering
the avenue, an tmpiovi ment they had asked tor.
To tne puvem ;nr bill th» taxpayers irom tlie
lir-*, demurr d. They took the matter oefore the
Chancellor and applied lor an injunction to re-
strain the coy limn collecting the asscs-'tnciit-'.
It was granted, bat subsequently d.s-oived .or the
reason ctueily t.iat the a optica ilou had not been
made before the money was all paid by the city,
but, nothing daunted, the taxpayers are moving
a..un, and arc ueteriiiiued to spend inure monej
