Examination of Dr. S8amuel J. Parker, Profeasor
McCandless and E. G. Putman—Mr, Cor-
nell and Mr. Woodward Recalled—

The Coruell Investigatiog Commission continned
to hear testimony at the 8t. Nicholas Hotel yester-
day morning, Colonel Von Buren belng the only
member present, Judge Parker as usual appeared
In behall of Mr. Cornell, remaiuing during the
entire session, but Assemblyman MoeGuire, the
publie prosecutor, did not put in AN AppPeArance
until some time after proceedings had commenced.

Dr. Samuel J. Parker, of lthacs, was called, but
fouud unable to give any injormation of jnterest
concerning the adminlstration of affairs at Cornellk
University, except that he did pot like its retigious
tone: yet he knew of no speecial act of hostility to
any creed, nor any act favoring any particular
sect,

Heory MeCandless had been Professor of Agri-
enlture for two years In the University. He tes-
tifled that agricalture was not a promioent branch
of the course at the time thal he was engaged
there: the farm was not cultivated as thoroughly
a4 it should buve been, and agricultural stodents
were kept too exclusively at theoretleal studies;
practical agricalture was, 10 fuct, left in the

background; nhe had severed his connec-
tion with the University because they would
not pay him a yearly ealary of $2,250;

there waa a resolution of the trostced
requiring every student to attend the lectures on
agriculture, and It had been observed; but the
lectures were too general to tonvey muoeh knowl-

edge of practical farming; be did not know how

Upon cross-examination by Judge Parker it was

Mr. E. G. Putiman, next examined, had been a
clerk 1o the Eauclair Land Otice and later became
the business manager of the University. He swid
reports had been made from thine to time at his
ofllce by persons sppointed to select lands; every-
ting the land huoters brought In was Tejected
unless It contwined 8 certalo amount of timber
to the acre; if 80 acres were lound to be worlh
locating the whole 160 wouid be located; he
was engaged about one year in this businesa
in 1866 and 1867; he was in Wisconsin at the
same time with Mr, Cornpell; he underatood that
Mr. Cornell's object in  guing there was to
push forward the locating of land; about 500,000
#cres had hqleu selected, of which 100,000 acres
were timoer landy, the remainder farming lands;
Le counld give no rellable dea of how many feet
of timber there were to the acre in this land; he
was not further interested In it than being em-
ployed in the business; there were about twenty-
live firmsat the same time en Inlnouun?
land; iv was alter this that he went to Cornoel
University ; he had heard the Sage and MoGraw con-
traet discussed 1n the Execailve Board of Trus-
tees and had several conversations with Presidens
White on the subject of these lands, the latter hav-
ing Irequently expressed himsell as anxions that the
suleshould be made; at one meeung of the Board
of Trustees the President was quite indignant thas
the sale had not been made; he gpoke also ol the in-
tention of Mctiraw to erect a bullding for the use
of the University on the ground, sand
the strocture was begun, he thougbt, Im
the autumn of 1870; it was not compicted in
July, 1871; the BSage buildin had not
been eommenced at that time; the witness thonght

Mr. Cornell, being recalled and examined by Mr.
Mctulre, sald that nuder the two contracts with
Sipe and Metiraw but $£10,000 of the principal bhad
been pwd; the remainder pald was interest; he
had returned to them 901,000 when the contracts
were cancelled, bat he had not the data to show
how the $61,000 was footed up; 1t was ly due
to taxes and the expenses of agents; it was con-
sidered to be to the interest ol the University that
Lhe countracts should be surrendered; be pald no
bonus for the sorrender of the contracts, and the
cancellation of the contracts had no reference to
the legislation sought last winter; the contract ol
sage and MeGraw {8 now stnply lor 60,000 acres,
aud gives them the same right ol selection as they
hid nuoder former contracts; there s one other
contract for 50,000 acres with t and McGraw.

During the examination the witness sald that he
wished to make & remark regardl the question
ol the payment of taxes d the evening
previous.  The phrase used by him in his report 1o

the comptroller does not indlcate any but
what the jacts really are; at any rate the Comnp-
troller knew, as witness inlormed him at the time,

that he got & very large discount on the payment
of those taxed, The Comptroller understood at
the time that the full amount stated A8 assesscd
lu the report was not pald. Previous to that re-
port the L‘omgtrol.ler expressed Bome anxiety
un learning that the land bad been sold for taxes,
