To thk Editor of the Herald:.
It seems tc me that the Protestant Episcopal

Church has been placed in a false light beiore the
masses, wnc are unacquainted with her doctrine
and discipline, both by the action of Illshop Cum¬
mins anJ the utterances of those who support
liim. In effect It is charged against those dis¬
tinctively called "high churchmen" that they are
traitors to the Church, and, lu violation of their
obligations assumed in ordination, arc seeking to
Introduce novelties oi ritual and rubrical interpre¬
tation wnlch arc contrary to the spirit of both as
held by tt;e Church In the pan. Dr. Tjlig, Jr., espe¬
cially objects to the doctrine of "Apostolic Succes¬
sion" in the ministry of the Church 01 God as essen¬
tial to valid orders in the same, and this doctrine
hs declares in substance.and others, includingBishop Cummins, who fined on Ms belief, hold the
same view.to be contrary to the spirit of
the Church In the past, anJ a novelty more
honored In the breach than In the observance.
Now. Mr. F.dltor. it seems to me that tne sotru of

the Church Is not to lie ascertained or defined by
the utterances or acts or any individual or number
of persona In bor imuiatry or membership, but by
the distinct, positive declarations of her standards,
rubrical and canonical. These, with us, are touud
in the "Book of Common Prayer" aud in the

"Digest ol Canons," Issued under and by authority
ot the General Convention, the legislative body of
the Church. I give below, as notes, thai portion of
the "Ordinal" bearing upou the subect, and such
portlous 01 the Canon as are also pertinent to the
same. The portion of the Ordinal quoted, found in
the Prayer Book still, was adopted by the General
Convention in 1782, and is lu substance the sumo
as that ol tue Church of England incorporated in
the second prayer book ot Edward VI. in 1662
aud ascribed to Cranmer. The alterations made by
the Geuerai Convention were suco only as were
necessitated bv local political changes. When it is
remembered that this "ordinal" was that used in
the ordination or consecration o1 every bishop,
priest and deacon 111 this Church since 171»2, aud
they, of course, were necessarily acquainted wan
the Prelaco and Ordinal, you and your readers
will be able to see with what justice we ure ac¬

counted teachers of novelties, who hold that the
Church does not recognize the validity ol "N011-
Eplscopal" orders. It win perhaps enhancerour
admiration lor the consistency ui tho-e who, hold¬
ing the ministry of this Church, contradict by word
and act the distinct declaration ol her standards.

Baptism and Conversion of the Twenty.
To the Editor of thk Herald:.
The Bishop of Santiago dc Cuba expresses his

eminent satis Iactton arid gives chunks to f.od that
20 oi the murdered crew and passengers of the
Virginias entered the bosom of the Church, a few
hours beiore their execution, to save tnetr souls,
and that they were baptized by two zealous and
worthy priests. Tnat these unlortunato men were
baptized awmits of no "doubt. Ho far the Bishop
and his priests are truth ml. But were they con¬
verted, as His Lordship telle us? It is bur rarely
that Piotestanis become converts to the Roman
Catholic laith, and then only one or two
at the time, and a t long Intervals,
when they are free, independent, fearless,
and probably after due inquiry and
instruction; scarcely ever when on the point of
death. Here, however, we nave a natch of 30 per¬
sons who all at once change their faith on the
brink ot the grave, without inquiry or investiga¬
tion. is it at ail probable that these men, under
these peculiar circumstances, voluntarily, spon¬
taneously, suddenly changed their faith, contrary
to all experience, winch teaches thai almost al¬
ways men become steadfast In the laith in which
they have been reared as they behold or appre¬
hend the approach ol death? Those men were in
durance.hi the hands of ihe|r bitter, their deadly
enemies; but, "provided they entered the bosom ol
the Church, iheir lives might tic saved." J Ins is
not a new trick. It is as uid as the days of the In-
quisiuou, when here.Ics aud Jews, already bound
t. Hie stake, were struck w.tn the < rucillx
on tneir lips, to make the pious spectators beneve
that, alter all, they wished to die repentant and in
tne luiHi. Weie tnese poor prisoners in a position
todasiiaway the vessel thai, held the water of
baptism? Would they have submitted to tnat rite
hud they been in*e agents ? Among the v etims to
cruelty and lalsehood was a Jew. Samuel Hard.
Perhaps the iti-diop spoke truth. Now, ot all re¬
ligionists, the Jews entertain the strongest aver-¦¦¦* .vhocimiiiiiiiu me Buungem uvri-
sion lo Catholicism. Thousands went into exile,abandoning alt their worldly goods, all their pros-peels; thousands oi adages and bom sexes havesuilercd death on the pile rather than even merelysubmit to the bare, harmless formality oi baptism ;thousands, who through iear had submitted to it,abjured the new faith as soon us tuey couid safelydo so. Not one has ever been known to uie a
sincere Catholic.to die otherwise than a
jew. is It at all likely that this saninel
Hard, this Jew, with his hatred both ol atholicism
and of the Spanish administrators of the rite of
baptism, wouid nave submitted to that rue had he
not been persuaded to do so on the promise that
his inn would be spared? I kno.v enough, not only
of Hie Jewish sentimeni, but of the doing, oi the
Spanish cmrgy and tiieif uniecedenis, to be thor¬
oughly convinced ol the lact that tew or none of
tUu jo victims were really converted.that deceit
or force, perhaps both, were employed In their
baptism (not conversion) ; that lear and hope and
a iooiisIi trust in the promises of the two priests,
and lastiy, the uselessness of resistance to force,
made these inen receive the water oi baptism at
the hands of the two u> tests. and that the Bisbuu

gave thanks to God for having permitted litm to
practice a deception, slander the** victim* 01 ilea-
poti.sin and publish a lulschood over Iiih name.

The SfTfn I.amps ond (he Golden Can-
dlestlelt.The Difference Between Natu¬
ral Vtitue and Jftrligious Principle.
The Character* of l*cah and Kachcl.
Sermon by Dr. Huebach.
A goodly congregation gathered In this elegant

.synagogue yesterday to listen to a discourse by the
popular rabbi, Rev. Dr. Huebsch, who spoke rrom
the text Numbers vili., %."When thou lightest the
lamps the seven lamps shall give light over against
the candlestick." Not because the Lord needs hu¬
man light has lie ordered to kindle lamps in the
holy place ol His special presence, "lie kuowetli
what Is in the darkness, and tho light
d welle n with IHm." This commandment
Intends rutlicr to turn the human spirit to the foun¬
tain head ol tight. Every man Is eudowed with an
immortal spark, the soul. There is a latent faculty
In this spark to expand, but not without proper
nourishment. As the seed needs the rain to de¬
velop it Into a plant and to bear fruit, so, br the
aid of the heavenly food, tho religious light, tho
soul becomes a cultivated spirit, Tne spark de¬
velops into a lamp, Bhowing us the right path to a

virtuous life. A man might say he cared little lor
religion, and followed his natural disposition, giv¬
ing to the poor and supporting t.ie needy, not be¬
cause religion commands it, but because he felt
disposed so; and then ask, is it not all the same
whether he was actuated by this or by another
motive, as long as ins a< tion coincides wiih
what men call virtuer It is by no means
all the same, the Doctor remarked. In the
first place, in a being endowed with moral con¬
sciousness, as man Is, we cannot separate the
action irom the motive. No good action can ex¬
cuse a bad motive, nor can a good motive improve
a bad action, 'lo separate one from the other Is lo
sever the bond oetween body and soul, it is to
say, my virtue is the result of my religious princi¬
ples, which means nothing else than that iny soul
has become enlightened ny divine truth to acknowl¬
edge this line 01 action as the only one conducive
to my salvation; from this path I will not recede,
and If 1 meet witn hardships and hindrances,
I will struggle for the victory. I will
not recoil; my conviction shall make me
s eaJfast. But a virtue growing out irom a
mere natural di-posltion, without being supported
by religious principle, is like that poor ship Ytliedu
Havre. Unsuspicious of danger, she sails in Hie
darkness.a sudden collision, a vehement shock,
and ruin and death break in where a in inent be¬
fore all were saie on beard. Uncertain are the
wafers ol temper; you cannot know when the
storm oi passion may rise that will overhowi tho
voice of your natural good disposition and wreck
the ship oi your virtue on the hidden roc** ol
selllsu vices, "lie was a good uatured man,
but temptation was too strong lor him,
and he ictl in sin." That is a story that
repeats itseli a thousand times a dav, but you
seldom hear it said, "He was a wi ll principled man,but temptation was too stiong lor him." Princi¬
ple Is a mighty shield. Hie power to resist is the
criterion between a virtue derived from the firm
bellel In a supreme ideal of periectness ami a
virtue emaniuiug irom the unreliable source of
good disposition. Tho former Is tin the sinning
light Hint shineth mme ami more unto tic pcriect
day. Tne latter Is like an Ignis jntuns: H leads
you astray and thou expires. Religion Is a cre¬
ative power in man; it brings lilm up to
the lull growth of manhood. That conceited
belief in man's own wisdom, however,
leaves many dormant laculiies in h in 1111
developed and leads him to a state of ehildishness
rather tnan to manhood. Behold King Solomon,
He is called the wisest of men; lie asked Mod ior
wisdom to govern the people, but not to govern
himself. He aceoinpl.shed u great work, but ad Ins
doings bear the stamp of a proud und worldly
genius. True, ne builds a magnificent temple unto
the Lord, but ue also builds magnificent pauiees for
himself and his wives, lie mnkes gold and
silver vessels for the holy service, but not
less pompous is his own household. What
we iniss in him is thai humble submission
which is characteristic of true belief.

EMASCULATED EPISCOPACY.
An Interview with Dr. Thompson tui the !*ht

Movement in the Church.

What the Rector of Christ Charch Th.aks of tie

Prospects of Bishop Cummin#.The Negative
Position of the Reformers.^Tho Clinging

to Apostolic Succession.The Rector's
Views on Ritnalism.The Beauty
of Holiness, and the Adoration
of the Blessed Sacrament.

r>r. Thompson, rector of Christ Church, u a

representative man or tho Prnteatunt Episcopal
Church. He belongs to the High Church part/, is
a nortu country lriahiuun, a man of broad views
and lurge culture; aud, above all, ia the editor of
an Influential Church weekly, the Church Journal.
It wuh. tberctore, deemed desirable that bla views
should be obtained iu reference to the recont re¬
form movement iu the Protostant Episcopal
Church.
Dr. Thompson, in reply to Inquiries lis to the ulti¬

mate success 01 bishop Humming* in establishing a

church Iu this city, said that, in his judgment, such
a result was not very likely. The declaration of
the bishop aud the platform lie sought to lav dowu
w us ol a negative character. It assumed the form
of a protest. Kor vitality to be preserved in any
movement there must be positivism, and this the
movement Initiated i»y bishop Cummins seemed to
to Him sadly wanting.
"Hut is nut tills,"' inquired the reporter, "a pro¬

test against practices that are deemed to bo highly
dangerous by mauy persons to the soul'H wel-
larei"
"Ves, that is so; it. is a protest. Hut then bishop

Cumui ns could have entered that protest just as

elTectually, and, Indeed, more so, by remaining
bishop of Kentucky than lie can by leaving tlia
Church. 1 protest against these practices that
bishop Cummins condemns; so do all other High
Church clergymen. Look at the position of bishop
Cummins' party for a moment. Do they want to
develop an evangelical spirit in the Church? They
can ao it within the Church; the.r need not leave it
for that. In their declaration ot principles
there Is not one salient point that is distinctive
irom that of other Evangelical Churches. All
sects have some distinctive feature, but our lrlcnds
who have separated Irom us pride th tnselvos on
what they have not. They cling to their Idea of
apostolic succession, and seem to have waited tor
the secession ot a bishop in order that they may
be able to have turn lor a head, but this apostolio
succession will only recommend Itself to tho dis¬
affected iu our Church, aud will become a sort of
emasculated episcopacy. The Methodist and the
Presbyterian wid cuic nothing lor it, and will
laugh at the claims oi apostolio succession on tne
part oi bishop cummins. His personal claims are
entitled to tne respect of nil men; his reputation
is unblemished; his lailhluiness and Ills earnest¬
ness are manifest, and ins intensity ol leclhig s

apparent to all who know hLn. but he
is not distinguished for executive ability.
The clergy associated with him, with one exooi>-
tlon, have been deposed, and. as u rule, are
unsuccessful men. 1 see the bishop said that be
had received letters from 21 clergymen. Well,
tnere arc probably more thau loo men wno never
ougnt to have been ordained.good men, but uu-
successful men, who cannot stay long in one
parish, who would be giatl to have a new church
and a salary oi a few thousand do lars attached,
but It these men could not succeed wncn tucy had
tire benefit oi an organization, a bishop and all tne
advantages that are Hie result ol being oillciallr
associated wun a pansa, are they nioro likely to
succeed wnen they have none oi these things, and
are certainly not strengthened by a positive and
distinctive creed, or by tne ioicc oi character of a
reformer like Lutuer or Dornerf
"Wnat is Dr. Cneeney's position in Clucago? Is

he not a man o; influence and .position?"
"As a pastor lie is; but he lias been deposed for

several years, uud lie mav, as he said himself, bo
deprived of Hie church m wiucu Ins congregation
wnraiiius. The Courts tinvo decided that a cnurcli
built lor a certain organization cannot oe diverted
irom too laitli ol tiiat organization. He lias, there-
lore, no ecclesiastical holding u./ou his people; It is
entirely personal, as a pastor."
"but bishop i.'uuiinius intends to meet some of

the diilleultics that are luund iu a separation iroia
the Protestant Episcopal Church by tho introduc¬
tion into his cauiches ol tne Prayer book of 1785,
which, ne alleges, will meet the case to a large ox-
tent."

"itic history of that Prayer Rook Is not very
favorable iu its adoption. Jt was oompietod by
Rishop White, prompted t>y the homniun views
oi the clergy 01 the Kneilsh Ccoig.uu period, auii
was (luring the interregnum between one Couvon-
tnui and another, beiore (he clergy lor adoption.
The Convention rejected it, and Rishop While
never expressed a regret that it was not accepted.
Tuen the lact that the Nicene cieed is omitted.
the only universal prayers in the Prayer Rook, the
prayer that is used oy the Protestant, the Creek
and t lie Human Cnttrch. a til tie round to
be a difficulty In the use of this hook
It is not generally known, and the want ol
this knowledge occasions great contusion in
tile minds ol many persons who pro ess to con¬
sider these Church questions, that it is only on the
Nicene creed that 1 or auy other clergyman can lie
arraigned lor heresy. This gives toe church a
large liheriy and would enable Rishop Cumiiiina
to preacu auy saade 01 theological belief that did
not trench on tins creed.

"Tiic Pray. r Hook teaches 'ritualism,1 as It Is
called, Rishop Cummins says, and gives the young
clergy* u seeming authority tor indulgence in' what
he considers questionable practices.
"it is true that Hie Prayer Rook docs give a large

liberty in tliat direction, ii Dr. hvver, or any otner
priest, chooses to put candleH on Ins altar anil
idol lie himsell and others 111 red petticoats, there
is nothing in the I'raver book to turbid him. hut
this crv 01 ritualism is grcstlv exaggerated. Take
this city, lor instance, there are three churches
here that indulge m these ritualistic practices;
there were lour, out one has been suppressed by
the lb.simp. Now the uuiteucongregations oi these
throe churches are not equal lo my own congrega¬
tion, that oi Dr. Potter's, or oi any representative
church in this city, mi vou see how greatly thin
cry is exaggerated. It is true that bisnop Cunt-
iiiiiis would consider my practice uc«riy as bad as
that oi Dr. Ewer or auy of the ritualists, out 1 tf#
not. I hold there is a distinctive didcrence.

"I think Rishop Cummins wounl say that yours
was possibly only a prem <e to the other, and I
siioind like to know ironi you whcLher you tmiik
that tuc tendency ol the Church is toward an ex¬
treme rituuilsm, and whether the Protestant
Church is likely to drib toward Home?

"I think lucre was more Jiistihaoic fear In that
direction 10 years ago than there is now. Tlieu
tt was said thai our services shou d be more orna¬
mental. u.nl Inat the enecr ol un ornamental ser¬
vice was the promotion of good las e, ironi winch
we got crosses placed on the steeples ol our
churches and stained glass windows lor the
church; that tne movement was, in tact. In
the dlrcolion ol the beauty ol holiness. These
representations won many of us over, and
there was .orcc In tnem. During the lust three
or lour years, however, this attitude has been
changed, and the advocates ol 'the beauty of be¬
lievers1 aie preaching 'tne adoration ol the
biessod sacrament.' ihc disguise is thrown off.
and we know and see the danger. Itoinre we did
nm. It is true that I ami many ot ier clergv teach
the doctrine oi the-real presence,' but wo tench
it in a very dlilerent sense to the Kltuiiilst. We
say that the communicant. In partaking of the
bread, is Iu the spiritual presence of b'hrist, ami
when wo say'spiritual,1 no do not mean Has a
metaphor, but as a spiritual reality. We say
that the soul is awakened then to the presence
or Christ. Rut the way to a man's soul
is not down his throat, and, therefore,
we attach no importance to the lucre
ract of his eating of the bread. Ho that
you see our Church Is very different iromaseci.
A sect has a distinctive specialty as a creed, which
men ujcept or reject, and aie sectarians, us they do
this or as they do not; but In the <;iiurcii there in
a wider liberty, and, with the exception.1 nui

happy to say.or Unltarlani«m, almost every phase
ol hutli Cuds lis representation. I his is the glory
or the Church; and, therefore, I cannot see why
Rishop Cummins should not have used tins liberty
to give emphasis to his own views."
