to clear the ring ol the evidently triumphant
party. In this effort the weukor side (so far as

muscle and stamiua were concerned), aided
by revolvers, knives aud bludgeons, prevailed,
and the expectant victors were forced to re¬

treat. Hut for the particulars of this brutal
violation of the public peace we refer the
reader to the graphic account given in Thurs¬
day's Hkbakp. Now, even away out West,
away down East, away ou Long Island, and
even away in Cauada, the authorities have
cither been able to stop or have made an at¬

tempt to stop outrage of this kiud; and yet
it scorns that in the great Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, within hailing distance ol one

of its most populous boroughs, they are per¬
mitted to occur without let or hindrance from
the officials, while the ruffians of tho neighbor¬
hood boldly threaten death (with means in
hand to execute the threat, too,) to all who op¬
pose them. The Sheriff of Luzerne county
should be called to account for these riotous
and unlawful demonstrations, otherwise Penn¬
sylvania may in reality become tho "prize
fighters' paradise'' and tho asylum of ruffians
in general.
Sympathy fob Castki.au is a feeble pretext

of our cowardly State Department and weak-
kneed public men at the present crisis. Is
there no sympathy for the brave Cubans who
have been fighting five years to establish inde¬
pendent republican institutions on American
soil ? Any one with ordinary common sense

must see that republicanism iu America con¬

cerns us much more than the mongrel sort of

republicanism they have or ure likely to have
\n Spain.

OBITUARY.
General Allied Mockery.

From North Carolina we have news of the death
of General Allred Dockcry. who expired at his resi¬
dence in Richmond county. General Dockery was

previous to the war one of the representative
men ol North Carolina. He was born on tno lltli
of December, 1797, and, therefore, lacked but one
week of being 76 years old at the time of tils death.
He first entered public lile as a member or the
noa.se from Richmond county iu 1822, and was
elected to the Senate in 1836, serving continuously
until 1844. In 1845 he was elected a member of
Congress, and served one term, when he declined
a renoniiuatlon, but was again elected tn 1651 He
was once the candidate ol the ohl whig party lor
Governor oi the Sta»c, and wan defeated by Gov¬
ernor Bragg in a very close contest by only 2,086
voles. Not long alter tne close of the war Gen¬
eral Dockery espoused the tenets or the republi¬
can party.

DESPERADOES EXTERMINATED.
St. Louis, Dec. 6,1873.

The Evening Dispatch has a letter from Suiphnr
Rock, Ark., which says a party of six desperadoes
made a raid along the White River on November
26, robbing settlers of hones, money, jewelry, Ac.
On their return tup they crossed the river at
Magulre's Ferry, and when about a half-mile below
the lorry were hied upon fro in ambush t.y a party
oi citizens, ami Purtingson, their leader, and two
others were killed. Another ol the robbers was
mortally wounded, and the remaining two siight.iv.
The citizens made preparations to hang the two

latter, but, being prevailed upon, finally concluded
to allow the law to take its course.

BOUCICAULTS "ASTRAY."

A. Queer Legitimate Comedy.
Mr. Dion Bouoclcault's new drama, "Led Astray,"

was produced at the Union Square Theatre last
evening, with a cast including Miss Ky tinge, Mlas
Claxion, Miss Wcathcrsby, Miss Mestayer, Mrs.
Wilklns, and Messrs. Tnorue, Uankin, Kobsou,
Montgomery and Burroughs. All the artists were
well up In the parts, but, with the exception of
Miss Kytinge, they played as if the piece was a bur¬
lesque and the morals of the audtcuce were worse
than those of the play. Perhaps the dramatist Is
not at all to blame lor this in the abstract, bnt as
it was whispered in the audience during the first
act.an exceedingly stupid one.that Mr. Uoucl-
cault was to be called before the curtain; and us

this was the result, without justification of auy
kind, when tlio curtain loll upon the third, it Is
not to be assumed that the company failed to re¬
ceive the beneiit of Ins suggestions. In thus an¬

swering a call which was lar from being general
the dramatist fathers the very remarkable opinion
ol his merits scf forth in the playbill by the man¬
agers ot this theatre. The maoliestols as lollows:.
During the last quarter of a century Knglish dramatic

literature has boon represented by cue individual, it we
turn to the highest class ut work, on searching its records
we tin that t iere are ut two or thiei plays that have
held llie stage."i.oudon Assurance," "Old Heads and
Voting Hearts'" and "l ouis the Klc.vanlh." These were
written by Mr. Boucicanll. If we de-cend into the wide
region ot melodrama lie nearly in iiiopoh.-.es the ground.
We seek In vain lor any oilier figure. The journalists of
the day alieet to ignore, or perhaps it would be more just
to say to decry, him; but whatever rauk be may here-
uiier asaura among the magnates oi huglish dramatic
literuturc we have one fuel cleurly established, he is its
only representative during one quarter of a eeutury.
During that time bis works alone have survived
to the present hour. Hie play entitled "Led Astray,

iuoedproduced at the Union Squaro Theatre, is the nrst legitl*
male comedy lie hus written in many yeurs past. It is
now put lorward by liiin with the publicly avowed in¬
tention ot testing the tustc oi the day. He is about to
submit to the American public, and subsequently to the
London audiences, a series of legitimate high class come¬
dies, to a.certain ii there le any truth in the loud as¬
surances frequently expressed by the pross that a better
kind ot drumaiie literature would be acceptable. No
one but the author ot "London Assurance" is, perhaps,
capable oi settling the question by practical experiment.
We believe Mr. Bouctcault has written three
comedies, one of which lie presented to Mr.
Daly, the second to Mr. Wallack and the
third to the management ol this theatre. The last was
lirst in the field, "bod Astray" is in Mr. Kouelcaull's
best vein, full of elegance and up irkliug with wit, t he
subject is simple, and appeals in (lie broadest manner to
our sympathies. A young romantic giri, with exagger¬
ated ideas ot lite, is married to the man she loves with
all tlio wild illusions oi a school girl. Kite wearies his
uflection with her exactions, and hi r claim to inonopo-
lue his whole existence. Disappointed, end wilh u
wounded heart, she is tcinptcd to go "Astray." The lu-
cidin s that lead to mislead her. the traps and pitfalls
that tend to cause her tall form the plot oi this interest¬
ing drama, the catastrophe ot which is one ot the most
admirable ever invented, the principal characters have
lalleu into udoquatu bauds.

Tlio claims set forth in this are not only astonish¬
ing.they are astounding. There need be no
question that Mr. Uoucicault has written some
sparkling comedies. For these we honor linn. As
an actor he is worthy of honor also, for his Kerry
Is the llnest Irish unpuroiiation ever seen on the
stage. Hut that he should base upon these a base¬
less claim that his "Astray*' is ol the same order as
his "Old Heads and Young Hearts," Is simply to
suppose that all the world but he are dolls and
lools. "Astray"-Is sluiply a comedy ol tne worst
French type, not well enough done t>> bo
enticing. It may well bo doubted whether
It is even original. The dialogue is s upid; and in
every respect.In conception, in plot, In characters
and in situations It is commonplace, luihe selec¬
tions ol the subject matter of a dramatic represen¬
tation we would allow the widest latitude, but
as Mr. lloucicault Just now pretends to be an
apostle of purity in these matters it is shocking
tuat he should no the first dramatist 01 the season
to present the "adulterous drama," seeking
perhaps to jnstliy his "Astray" by holding her over
tne precipice, but not letting her lall entirelv.
And It is preposterous that he should call
this one ol "a series ol legitimate high class come¬
dies'' "put forward by him with the publiclyavowed Inteniiou of testing the taste of the day"
aud "to ascertain if there be any iruth in the
loud assurances frequently expressed by the press
that a better kind of dramatic literatute would be
acceptable." Mr. Bouclcault declares tout the
journalists or the day affect to ignore or rather
decry him. If he classes "Astray" among his
"legitimate high-class comedies," let his own evil
works condemn him.

DISASTER ON LAKE HURON.
Sinking of the Propeller City of Detroit,
ami Probable Lou of Twenty Liven.

I'ort Elgin, Out., Dec. e, 1873.
Captain M. Barrett, ot the barge Qulding Star,

with a crew of seven men, arrived here this alter-
uoon iu a yawl boat. Their feet were badly frozen.
They left the barge about nine miles out in a dis¬
abled condition. She was laden with 24,000 bush¬
els of wheat from Milwaukee for Sartila, and was
In tow of the propeller City of Detroit, which was
laden with n.noo bushels of wheat, the balance
of her cargo being rolling irelght. A gale struck
thPin at half-past three o'clock tills morning, when
they cut the barge loose, and about seven o'clock
A. M. tne City ol Detroit sunk lu Naginaw Bay.Captain Barrett saw tnrec ol the crew ol the pro¬peller in a yawl, and one man was seen In another
boat. It Is teured that the rest oi the crew went
down with tho propeller. They had about 20 men
on board.

FATE OF THE STEAMER PI0T0U.
Halifax, N. S., Dec. 8. 1873.

Captain Proctor, who retnrned to Plctou from
the Magdalen Islands last Saturday, reports that
on tho night of the 18th alt. a great light was seen
on the coast, whirti is supposed to have proceeded
from a vessel on Are at sea. On hearing this re¬
port many have concluded ,that the missing
steamer Plctou has been burned and all on board
perished, as no boats could possibly live on such a
night. This report, coupled with odc irom Fair¬
field, Prince Kdwanl Island, of a vessel having
been seen on lire off that part of the Island on the
same night, would seem to eonllrtu the supposition
as to too fate of tho steamer.

BAD DROWNING^CA8UALITY.
Schuylkill Uavkn, Pa., Dee. «, 1873.

Thl.t afternoon a sad accident occurred at West-
wood Juuctlon, on the Mine Hill and Bchuylklll
Haven Railroad, about six miles irom this place.
Five boys wcro skating on a pond adjacent
to tho railroad when tho Ice gave away,and tho wiiolo parly sunk into the water.
Just ultfb.it this time Engine No 11A, with 150 coal
cars, was passing. The crew saw the accident and
by superhuman exertions stopped the tram and
went to their rescun. They succeeded in savingUro of the boys from drowning, but tUc other
tttrcc were dead wUuu taken out.

LOSS OS A COAI.-LADRV RARQK.
A serious and untoward accident occurred at the

yard at a quarter past two yesterday morniug,
winch will, unfortunately, delay the departure of
the Araplles, Spanish iron-clad, a week or ten days
longer, it appears that the iron turreted ship
Koanoke, while being moved down to the Long
Dock, collided with the coal barge Upland, laden
wall 300 tons ol coal, causing the latter to fill and
sink immediately across the mouth of the Dry
Dock. It is supposed the boat broke her back, and
the tide will wash the coal, which can only be
raised by dredging. The Spaniards deeply regret
this accident, as it necessarily delays their depar¬
ture at the present critical juncture.

The Manhattan is a
good monitor, and will be ready to proceed In a
very lew days to Key West, Santiago, or wherever
else she may be required."

The Ennkeit Coal Barge.An Accident J
which das Occurred Four Times in a
Short Interval.
A Herald reporter knocked at the gate of the

navy yard at a late hour last night, to ascertain
tho exnet circumstances of the uniortunate acci¬
dent which resulted in the sinking of the coal
barge, from the official authority In charge of the
station. Alter the hour tor the closing of the gates
the strictest discipline is maintained at the yard
and no outsiders are allowed to pass the guard
unless they tlrst show that they have Important
business with the authorities, and even then,
only alter showing official credentials. The
reporter was challenged at the outer
gate, and alter explaining Ills business the sentry
sent lor tbc sergeant of the guard. Alter some

parley the latter consented to admit him, and a

corporal was detailed to escort turn to the Lyceum,
where it was supposed that tho commaudauf.
of the station would be. On arriving at tho rront
door of the latter the reporter and his attendant
were again challenged by the orderly, but "corpo¬
ral's guard" having been answered he said that

Captain Schoonielt, who has charge of the station,
vico Captain Hansom, who had been appointed
commander ol the Colorado, was absent., and
could, doubtless, be found at the Mansion House,
In Ilicks street, where he was staying.
