Rddreased himself to the task proposed, and trana-
‘mitted to his Boston friends the results of his in-
vostigations In & communloation, of which a digest
is presented, recommending all persons concerned
In this matter to study the entire report and the
additional material which accompanles 1t, It s to
be found In volume 2 of Maury's Salling Directions,

report is tllnstrated by a plate showing the
propesed routes, which the reader interested In
the subject may readily look up. Full details,
mhowing the exact course to be steered in order to

Lisutenant Maury examined a number of the
