The Lessons of the Loss of the Ville du
Havre—=Sermon by the Rev. John
Farker,

The ey, John Parker preached last night in the
Beventh street Methodist chureh, near Third ave-
nue, on “I'he Lessons of the Loss of the Vilie da
Havre." He fivst sooght to demonsirate the
lnsecurity of lile sud the necessity lor ime
medinte repentance, He had urged a certain
young man to join the Church of Chirist, but the
answer had been, “Walt a few weeks till 1 shall be
more al lelsure,” just as though he had made o
contract with the agencies of death to wall upon
his convenlence. When they neard of this great dis-
aster they must all have usked themselves, “Whnat
i it hud been I? Am 1 ready?! What
@ terrible thing 10 it had been wyself ¥ Therefore
it was his (the prescbier’s) duty to inguire whether
they alwass kept themselves i this state of prepa-
rution. In regard to the Divine Providence, wiich

had permitted all fuch disasters, there were gen-
eraily three theortes, Toe Urst theory was that
God had establistied certain
FIXZD, UNLFURM AND UNALTERABLE LAWS,

and that these laws ulways sufficed for the gov-
ernment and happiness ol the humun race. This

TALMAGE AT THE ACADEMY,

The Tragedy of the Ville du Havre and
itsa Leswons=Appalling Gulit Some=
where=The Lcsponsibllity of Those
Who Have Human Lije mm Thelr
Heeping.

The tragedy of the Ville du Havre was the theme
of Mr. Talmage's morning discourse. The Academy
was erowded from orchestra to smphitheatre, and
muny persons who arrived aiter the services had
opened were unable to obtain even standing
rouim,

After brieny commenting upon the perils of the
sen io olden times awl ot the present day, the
preachier launched forth upon his subject a8 ful-
lows:—

Only o few days ago the Loch Earn, a vessel of
1,200 tons, with bowsprit steel plated, weighed an-
clior ln Englisn waters,  Only o lew days ago the
Ville du Havre was ready to sall from New York.
The usnal warning was given on deck, **All ushore
who are not golug!” ‘fhen the gangways were
cleared and the planks hauled in, and thers was

the usual farewell wavings, and, as though fore-
boding evil, a young man stood on deck and waved
to his friends ashore, oryiog, **Gcorby; you wil
never see me again on this side of the water!" It
seewed almost mpossiole that two vessels startin
froin such distant ports should even ball eac
other on the sea, Nevertheless, they came on
through day aud nlght, and darkness and storm,
and (ug and sunshine, approximating, as though
they had appointed
A PLACE AND A TIME FOR MEETING.

The Loch Earn sumetimes took a diferent tack,
and the Ville du Havre clanged sometimes 18
course, but nevertheless approximating all the
wille the hoar (or thelr meeling comuLL Very soon,
1t 18 pwelve o'vlock at night.

A Sermon on a Uu_vr by the Rev. J. Dy
Fulton=What It Is nnd Who is Bound
by IteBeecher Sniling Under False
Colors=—Lessons from the Ville du Havre
Disaster and Biskop Cumming’ New
Chureh Movement.

The Hanson Place HBaptist church was crowded
yesrerday morniong, and the Rey, Justun D, Fulton
preached upon 4 Creed—what 18 1t and who 18
Boumd by i, teking his text from L Corinthians,
iv., 18—"We having the same spirit of {aith aceord-
ing a8 1t 18 wratten, I believed, and theretore have
1 spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak.”
Ile said:—

The skles brighten, The clouas of error and the
miste of prejudice begln to disappesr hefore the
noontide radinoce of the Sun of Righteonsness,
Let us thank God and wake courage. The words of
Paul are lifted by the providences of the hour Into
new meantng. It beglus (o appear thak truth hos
binding power: it produces convietions and leads
to resuits. No matter how this result |s reached
or by whom it comes, there 8 hope, because it be-
gins Lo appear that foating without chart, com-
pass or commander is periious, It has been well
sald “that o man's religion is the chlef fact In re-
gard to hin.” The thing that a man does practi-
cally lay to heart and kuows for certain Concerns-
ing his relations to God, to men, to the present
and to the fature, |s in all cased the praoary
thing for him and creatively determines all the
rest,

A creed 18 not, then, o 8ign of the lack of thought
or the loss of braing, but it Is rather an evidence of
both. The fool hath gaul, *‘Ihere is no God.” He
ia witnout & creed because he 18 destitute of the
facnities which enable him to perceive truth, ace
cept it, and to be ruled by it. The talk agalnst
creeds 18 o sad commentary on the inanity of the
times. A eroediess man i8 o falthless man, He 18
cut loose from truth, and he drifts whither the cur-
rent besrs Wim, Those who believe and think, and
are iofuenced by thought, have a creed, and are
bound by It snd wil stand by it. A Chrisnan'a
ereed 18 a declaration of prineiples derived rom
the Word of God. A man without a creed |8 o man
without thought, He 18 destitute of chart and
compass, Whoever claims to have studied God’s
Word 4nd I8 witnout a creed proves that he lacks
brain or logie or hunesty,

TIE REV, HENRY WARD PEECHER

is In trouble not because ke contends lor the in-

dependence of the church, but because he did not

coutend for it before, ile has sailed for years
under & fag that has net represented nim, hig
eminent prescher has been for years in bellef &

Baptist, He confesscs that there 18 no infant

sprinkling taught in the Seriptures, and that im--

merston is buptism. May God grant him streagih

to come ouc snd stand with us, in contending for

the faith once delivered to the Saints, Ifhe a

creed let him enuuelate it. Let him take the

Word ot Gol and [ellow i's teachings and become

o safe leader. A creed is to faith what o road is

to civilization., It I8 the outline for thought, the

waymark in the wildarness of error leading to
the open Canaan of truth., Itis the outgrowtlh of
helief a8 an oxk 18 the outgrowth of an acorn.

Hence 1t I8 not strange that the numbers increase

who telieve ahike and work in harmony, ‘True, the

Chureh of to-<day is split into fragments. But

whose fault is 1t ¥ SBurely not of those who belleve

the truth and teach I1r, but of those who professedly
belleve the truth snd betray it The objections to

a creed arise very lareely from the fact that men

seck to please the world, seek to

BERVE GOD AND MAMMON
and refuse to be held snd bound by the reguire-
ments of the gospel. We have seen men cois
manded to *Go tuto all the world and preach the
guspel to every ereators,” and to say, *He that
believerh und {8 baptized shall be Eaved, and ha
that belieyeth not shall be damned,” reject the
commission, trample on 118 requirements, ignore

the neea of the atouement, of repentaunce ol

sin, of tatth 1n Christ and of ebedience to these

positive commands. Others  again object to a

creed beciuse there are some thin tanght

in the Wora of God which they cannol compre-
lend, therelore cannot beieve, In this they make

a terrible mistake. There may be truths which oor

childish inteilects cannot grasp, and which our littio

lives are too short to 1uthom and measure—truths

irom waolch we get no nutriment or help, and 1

may be our misfortune, but it is Dot an argumeng

against the existence of the truth. As a rule the
most bitter opponent of a creed is the man whose

Ite and whose teachings are most manifestly re-

buked by the tewchlngs of the Gospel. The traih

is tistasterul to him end he abhors it.
BISHUP CUMMING

fornishes an {lluscration of this truth. The Jats
assigtant Biehop of Kentucky irankly declaresg
that he rejected certain forms and ceremonies
deemed to be important 1o the church of which he
was A member, He dul not conceal lis oplnlons
nor attempt to distract the ehurch by contending
for them among those wio might regard him se
unirue; but, lollowing his convietions, he came
out, has lormed @ Dew orgaunizgition in harm
with s views and purposes, determining to sai
the sen of ife In ancther ship and with another
crew and in accordanc: with an older and better
¢hart, We have for him a woerd, Go back beyond the
prayer hook to the Bible, Come out from amon
those who would fetter the trurh with lorms an
ceremonies; make God's Word the rule of faith
and justice and we shall start together. To-da,
more than ever do I rejolce in having been broogh
mto the Baptist Chmreh where the Wornl of God
Tules without let or lundrance, **Therefore seeing
we have this ministry, 48 we bave recelved mercy
we [mnt not, bnt have renounced the hidden
things of dishonesty, not walking in eraftiness nor
handing the Word of God deceltmlly, but oy mani-
festation of the truth commending ourselves to
every man's congcience in the sight of God, we are
troubled on every side yet not distressed; we are
perplexed but not in despair; persecuted bub nos
forsaken; cast down but not destroyed.”

The substitutes prescribed to take the place of
creeds deserve attention. Some contend It would
be wise to cut loose irom God, destroy the Bibje
snd make & new one which should embody

the best things believed by ali; embody
them in & oreed winch should be necept-
able to all. So reason those who clalm to

have outgrown what s written and to

able to produce something better In the foture
than was ever producsd io the past, PBut the ldea
of & creéed implies faith In God rather than fith in
man., Eelectielsm in 1ith 18 a so-called retuedy.
Men select this and that from creeds, em

them moa given fosm and fAght for them. In
tlils way they drop out ¢ternal punishment, the
divinity of Jesus Christ, the authority of the
Bible, and bring it down to so low a plan
thiat the vilest and wordt see pothing objectionable
Init, and then elaim that men wiao believe in God
as revedled in Christ, and a8 82t orvh 1o the Serip-
Lures, must give up thay which howors anid glork
tigs lfml for that which pleases poor islien mon,
Thelr eforts wre a fallure. ey may destroy faith,
but they uproot the foundations of nope and leave
thi: soul shelterless. The true romedy, sod the
only remedy, 18 found in believing. There Is n
mighty fith thiat 8 LKe an anchor to the soul, and
that holds & man, A wl’s creed 18 oltentimes
very ahort and very weak, because he Knows g0
littie about Gud that be refuses o acoept His Word

as law,

It is not honorable or praiseworthy to be with-
nut & ereed, and so to declare.  Faith makes or de
atroys men, Falth in God saves, Let your faith
izrovr until you can teke the entire Bivle and say,

belleve it Avall yourself ol the attainments ol
othiers. Belleve that knowiedge did not begin with
you and will not end with you. Remember ihal
there 1w nothing wiich can be compared with the
information which endures for time and eternity,
Kullnwledue 18 to o Qhristian what armor 18 to @
soldier.
