Aa the gold flehls ol south Africa arc at the pre*

eutmofnent attracting a large share of atteaUoo
in many parts of the wotXI, a concise and rrUaMo
account of them may be acceptable to the readers
of the New Yowx Bxkxi.d. The writer is possaaacd
of perfectly truat worthy information on the auhyse-
witn which he deals, and be can vouch tor the act
so racy of tils remarks.
The present known gold fields of South Africa

three is number. 1 will apeak of thcui in the order
in which they were discovered.
First come the gold held* of the TaU River, on

the borders on Matablll land, some l.oou mitce or m>

Inland. These fields were discovered about Ave < r

six years ago by Carl Mauch, the celebrated trav¬
eller and explorer of this ConuneuL The de¬

scription at lirst given of the fields by
Mauch and others has since been proved te
have been greatly exaggerated. The quarts reefs-
were said to be dazzling with their excessive rich*
ness, and payable alluvial deposits were an

nounced. The exaggerated reports got down to

Natal and the Cape colony, and tbcuce were, by
means of the press, disseminated throughout the
world. They caused a profound sensation in

Australia, Irom which country huudrcde of diggers
flocked to this colony, ou arrival here tticy
found, as we had discovered very shortly twfore,
that the description or the gold fields had bceu

greatly exaggerated; that, in iact, the value of the
discoveries was, as yet, not proved. In their d.s-
appoiutmeut many of tneui returned at onee to
their own country. Some 30 or 40, however, re¬
solved to go to the fields and give them a trial.
A public company was lorined here and the money
.subscribed to send the Australians on to the Tati.
We sent them on. We heard irom them alter their
Arrival there. We learned from them tnat the
alluvial diggings were a myth, but that the
quartz reels would nay to work. Then came de¬
mands troui the Australians for expensive machine"
ry to work the reels. But as the people down here
did not like to venture any more capital lu the
speculation, the company went to the dogs and
the connection with the Australians ceased. Alter
that we heard but little of or irom them. They
were said to be doing well at the diggings, but this
we had only on hearsay.
Meantime Sir John Swinburne, an English Dar-

onet, appears on the scene. He comes with large
capital at his back, proceeds to the Tati, and after
some time, by means of his gold and his influence,
gets a "concession" of all the gold reefs at the Tati
from Lo Benguia, the King of the Matabili people.
Rfr John iorms an English company, and the Tatt
disappears from the scene as a public gold field. It
Is In the hands ol the company still, and, if reports
be true, its working is paying well.

July, In the .Near IsT^oi the > hri.»u,iL era, 1, Lo BfiigiilA,
King of the Amaodabele nation, did, upon Uie terms and
condition* hervinaiter mentioned, grant to Bir Jv'iii
gwinburne, Barn, of Capbeaton, Newca.ttle-on-Tytle,
Baaland, bis heirs. executory and assigns, sole right and
title to the undermentioned mines and mining ground
situate between the Tati and Rauiakliuoban Rivera to
bold, keep, pusses*, develop and work until the said Sir
John Bwuiburne, Barn, his neirs, executors and assigns
.hall be wishful to terminate tins agreement, the said
mines being known to white men under the names,
titles or designations ot Blue Jacket, RainakhuoBan, Fio-
lifer.New Zealand and Fly Blow mines. The extent of
"ground so granted for each and every mine above named
¦hall be a parallelogram ot tmo yards in length by the
¦ame in breadu. - .

...Further, 1 hereby give and grant permission and right
to the saiu Sir John Bwiubarue, Bart, his heirs, execu¬
tors and assigns, now and hereafter, to mark out and
claim lor his or their special use sufficient laud on the
banks oi the BamakhuoOan and Tan Rivers for the erec
tion of machiuerv and workships, together with the
right of leading oOt and using the waters of the said two
rivers, ol cutting or using timber lor tnel or other pur¬
poses and of building dwelling and store booses, making
roads, and to make or do anything else which may be
found requisite or necessary tor conveniently and effec¬
tively conducting quartz mining auu crushing opera¬
tions.
And tnrther L Lo Bengnla. King of the Amandsbele

nation, in consideration ot the rent ot said mines being
duly and taithinllv paid to mysell or my agent, do hereby
bind myseli to protect, by torce or otherwise, hir John

THE GOLD DISCOVERY AT MARABASTADT
was about 120 miles northeast ol Pretoria, tbe cap¬
ital of the Transvaal Republic, and about 500 miles
from Durban, a port of Natal. The gold discovered
there is tn quartz reefs, on a farm called "Eerstell-
ing," belonging to Mr. Edward Button, in the Trans¬
vaal Republic territory. Tue first reel was dis¬
covered some three years ago, and as it was stated
and appeared to be very rich the discovery created
quite a furore on this continent. Tbe farm was
further prospected and two more reefs, botn prom¬
ising well, were dlscoverd. Mr. Button collected
apecimens ol the quartz and left for England, with
the intention of forming a company to work the
quarts reels. He succeeded in forming the com¬
pany and returned to this colony with powerful and
expensive quartz crushing machinery. That is
now being put together at the Maraoastadt gold
fields, and is expected to be in working
order very soon. A large quantity of quartz
lias been excavated and is ready lor crushing. It
looks very rich, and it is generally believed that
the Marabastadt gold fields wilt pay handsomely;
but they must be left to the company.no "hand
diggers," or "poor diggers," as they are called,
ean make a living there. Tee gold is in reels;
there are no alluvial deposits, one ol the reels
bas been traced to an extent ol 2,000 yards. It ia
thick all the way, and the quartz looks rich in
gold. Borings have been made on other parts of the
farm, which is about 6,uoo acres m extent, and in
several places quartz reels have been struck. There
can be no doabt but the farms of the whole dis¬
trict are rich in gola-bearlng quartz, but operations
there must forever be confined to large com¬
panies with plenty of capital at their back. The
fold-bearing reels are supposed to extend west-
.couthwest across the Republic.
The "poor man's diggings," or the alluvial dig¬

gings, were the third discovery. We now come to
4bem. They, also, are situated in the Transvaal
Republic, In a district called Leydenonrg. They are
ftbont 440 miles from Durban, seaport of Natai,
lint only 150 miles from Lorenqo Marques, the port
.f Delagoa Bay, one ol tbe Portuguese settlements
on the northeast coast of this continent. They are
300 miles east of Marabastadt. They are called
the Lcydenburg gold fields, and have been disuov-
?red only abont a year. They have been believed
in only within the last few months. The discov-
.rles were at first reported by men who owned
Arms in the district, and that was the reason why
mo laith was put in them. But further research
lias removed this disbelief.

The Lrydrnbarg District.
The Lcydenburg district, in whicn these new

foM fields are situated, is tbe most beautnul and
healthy part of the beautiful and healthy Transvaal
Republic. It is well wooded, well watered, and
the climate is delightful. There the invalid soon
Ahakes off his sickness, the healthy man receives
Access of strength and work comes to one easily.

Allnvtal gold has been discovered In many parts
of the district, in some places in wonderful rich¬
ness.
