The Spanish government claims that Spain
is not bound to surrender the Virginius till
the 18th of December.

THE SITUATION IN CUBA.

Jovellar Remains »t His Post.Hopes
Still Entertained of a Peaceful Settle¬
ment.

Havana, Dec. 7, 1873.
Captain General Jovellar authorizes the

statement that the entire island is tranquil.
He has no doubt that all will be arranged
peaceably and satisfactorily, without the
slightest difficulty.

JOVELLAB WILL NOT BE8ION.

He now declares that he does not intend to
leave Havana or transfer his power into the
hands of General Merelo, the Segundo Cabo,
who arrived by the last steamer from Spain.

POPULAB EXCITEMENT COOLING DOWN.

The feeling of the people in Havana is

and sent them to Cienfuegos.

BICE CAPTIVES.

The few remaining prisoners were either too
ill to be removed, or, being youths of tender
age, had been set at liberty. One of those
thus liberated has been engaged as a waiter
on one of the government steamers.

HESPECT FOB MISFORTUNE.

The prisoners while at Santiago were well
treated by the authorities, and in no way mo¬

lested by the populace.
THE FBOONEBS SENT BACK.

When the Bazan reached Cienfuegos her
commander announced by telegraph to Ha¬
vana hie arrival with the prisoners.

THE CASE IN WASHINGTON.

Commander Bralne'* Report on the
Capture of the Virginias.'Taken on

the High Sea Under the American

Flag.The Captured Ship's Papers in
Ordei.The Block Trial of the Victims.
What the Defences of Santiago are

Worth.Can Be Taken by One Ship.
Washington. Dec. 8,1873.

The following la an abstract from a despatch
sent to Rear Admiral Scott by Commander Bralne,
and telegraphed to the Secretary of the Navy,
from the flagship Worcester, under date of Key
West, Fla., December 8:.

The Vlrglnms was captured October 31, at ten
o'clock P. M., 18 miles off Morant Point, Jamaica.
Snc was sighted by the Tornado 20 miles south of
Cuba, and was chased by her eight hoars. Five
shots were flred to bring her to. Sho was cap-
tared under the American flag, and carried Amer¬
ican papers. She had a clearance from Jamaica.
Both vessels returned to Santiago de Cuba to¬
gether In 18 hours, under steam.
The Virginias carried the Spanish flag, and was

In charge of a prize crew. One hundred and flfty-
flve persons were captured, of whom 102 are still
alive.
The shooting of the officers and crew was done

under the orders of the previous commandant of
the naval forces. The shooting of the passengers
was done under an order issued by Caballero
de Rodas when Captain General Both sen¬
tences were approved by General Burriel.
Only four were shot on November 4. Thirty-
seven, Captain Fry and crew Included,
were shot on the 7th, and 12 passengers on
the 8th. They were tried by a military and marine
court martial. They were held 24 hours berore ex¬
ecution. No counsel for defence was allowed, and
the Consul was not Informed of the trial. No In¬
terrogation of the prisoners was allowed. During
the trial Captain Fry and the crew were kept on
board the Tornado. They were then taken to Jail.
Their sentence was read and executed the same
morning.
The trial was extremely secret. After the con¬

demnation the United States Consul was allowed
to see Captain Fry In jail, and this was only two
hours before the execution. The armed guard was
placed at the door of the Consulate when the Cap¬
tain and crew were passing by on the way to their
execution.
The defences at Santiago de Cuba are:.The

Morro Castle, at the entrance, and some old worse
containing 80 guns.ten, eight and six-Inch, by re¬
port. Only fi guns can be seen.the Katrella bat¬
tery, of 6 six-inch guns; the Catallna, 1 gun, west-
ward of the entrance. There la one mllo of water
battery. Blanco battery has 4 light guns. One
ship could silence In an hour all the gunboats,
while another ship engaged tho forts.

annual salary of $5,626, was at liberty to go where
he pleased, and in accepting the office of Minister
to Spain in May, 1869, he has drawn the annual
salary of $12,000 for thiB service, but nothing on

army account, as the law prohibits the drawing of
more than one salary. On his retirement as

Minister he will draw nis army pay.
TH8 VIBUINIUS TO BB GIVEN 0V.

The Secretary of the Navy Bays that he has re¬

ceived nothing whatever confirming the report
that the surviving passengers and crew of the
Virginias have been delivered on board the Ju¬
niata.

THE CUBAN QUESTION IN TOWN.

Tbe see-saw of excitement in relation to the
Cuban question, which has led to the saudwlohed
announcements on so many occasions that "War
is inevitable," "The prospects more encouraging
for peace," "Spain cannot enloroe the termsol the
protocol," "The crisis is past and war averted,"
"Grave aspect of the Spanish question," has Just
about used up tbe publio patience and interest in
the matter, and people have become so utterly
mistrustful of the government action that, the
more startling tbe nature of tbe news, the more

they are disposed to chuckle and laugh at it.
Almost every other day for the past ten days the
announcements of "impending war" and "Assured
peace" have been alternated, and people do not
like to be humbugged in that way either by Indi¬
viduals or by the government.least of all, indeed,
by the government. There was no excitement
whatever discernible yesterday In pnbllo resorts
regarding the complications with Spain, and the
two Powers are now welcome to "dicker it out on
the present line, If It takes all winter."
There was nothing of public Interest transpiring

at the rooms ol tbe Society of Amlgos de Cuba yes¬
terday beyond the fact that the Amlgos were again
called on by some of the German committeemen
appointed at the mass meeting lately held. Later
in the afternoon a joint conlerence of Germans and
Cubans was held at the Germauia Assembly Hooius,
in the Bowery, to perfect arrangements for tbe
share to be taken in the great citizens' mass meet¬
ing to be held at Cooper Institute on Friday even¬
ing of this week. That meeting, judging from
present appearances, will be a very distinguished,
extensive and thoroughly representative affair.
The report that the fast Havana mail steamer

Olty of Merida had been sold, with a view or de¬
signs against the peace of the much worried Span¬
iards in Cuba, is utterly writhout loundation. Her
owners, Messrs. Alexandre A Sons, state that she
is worth as much to them as to anybody else, stud
that, in laot, they cannot spare her irom the regu¬
lar service or their line. She is having some ordi¬
nary repairs done to her furnaces and between
decks, ana will sail on the 24th on her regular trip.

NAVAL MATTERS.

Off Cor Key West.Affairs ai tbe
Biooklyn Navy Yard.

The steam irigate Colorado, 46 guns, Captain
George M. Ransom, will leave her anchorage off
the Battery at nine o'clock this morning, Her
destination is the naval rendezvous, Key West.
There was much congratulation among officials

on this station attendant upon news from the
missing steam sloop of war Kansas. several letters
from that vessel, dated from Bermuda, where she
put In for coal, wsre received.
The Florida was moored at the dock vacated

by the Colorado yesterday, and a large force
of men are working on her. Chief En¬
gineer Sewell had steam up and her
engines are In first class order. The same
may be said of the machinery of the Roa¬
noke. Tlie latter vessel is now coal¬
ing. It Is intended to get up steam on the Minne¬
sota this week. The lower masts are all in on the
Minnesota and the topmasts jwe being placed In
position.
The steamer Gettysburg, from Portsmouth, Bos¬

ton and Newport, with stores, arrived at the yard
yesterday.
The storeship supply, having undergone some

needed repairs, will be loaded with stores for the
squadron at Key West this week.
There are 3,900 men on the yard payroll ror the

present month. They will be paid off to-morrow
upon the "envelope system," an excellent method
lor tacilitating payments, devised by Fay Clerk
Morlarty, by which plan 4,000 men can be paid off
within one hour.
The Spanish iron-clad Araplles continues to oc¬

cupy a position of "masterly inactivity," being
detained at the dry dock in the yard. Workmen
are engaged in soldering crevices in tne mason
work ol the dock, but the main obstacle to floating
her off is tbe sunken coal barge Upland, which has
not yet been raised irom tbe bottom of the river
In front of the dock gate. The Wrecking Company
is too busy just now to comply with the request to
remove the coal. Extra "ship keepers" have
been appointed about the dock to keep an eye on
tbe Spanish sailors, who might accomplish consid¬
erable mischief 11 so disposed. A veteran mem¬
ber of the watch was or tbe opinion that the
Spanish marines sunk the Upland, but this is uot
credited by the officials.

Renewed Activity at the Gosport Navy
Yard.

Portsmouth, Va., Deo. 8, 1873.
There was renewed activity at Gosport Navy

Yard to-day in conseqaence of various orders that
were received and the exciting character of the
war rumors. The steamer Fortune, Lieutenant
Commander P. M. Greene commanding, which left
Washington on Sunday with the Important secrot
despatches tor Key West, was, by order of the De¬
partment, intercepted by the tug Snow Drop at the
Capes to-day and brought to the Navy Yard. Com¬
mander Greene is now awaiting instructions to
proceed on his mission.
Two frigates, supposed to be the Colorado and

Franklin, have oeen ordered here to lit out with
ordnance supplies. The orduance Department is
unprecedently pressed with business.
The torpedo ship Mayflower, which was placed

in the dry dock to-day lor a thorough overhauling
and fighting outfit, will be ready lor sea on Sunday
next. All of her newly assigned officers have re¬
ported here lor duty.
Oiders were received by Commodore Stevens to¬

day to prepare to coal the Powhatan and the irou-
clad Manhattan, which are expected here hourly,
having left Philadelphia on Saturday for Key West.
The rough weather experienced here yesterday
has evidently detained theiu.
Commodore Thomas if. Stevens, commandant of

the yard, has applied lor orders in the event of
hostilities.
The store ship Savannah will be ready for sea in

one week, and will proceed to Key West, to be lol-
lowed as early as possible by the Macedonia.
Work is brisk in all the departments night and

day. Immense amounts of provision supplies are
dally received on tne New York and Baltimore
steamors. This will be the depot for the supply of
the North Atlantic squadron. Vessels loaded with
live oak timber, knees, Ac., arrive every day and
contractors are being pushed. All work ou the
two ships is now totally suspended. The new coal
oil gas works, built at a cost of $20,000, for this
yard, after those of the Portsmouth (N. H.i works,
were turned over to the government to-day oy
the contractors, complete and satisfactory in
every leature.

The Franklin And Brooklyn at the
Charlestown llavy Yard.

Boston, Dec. 8, 1883.
Groat activity oontlnuos at the Cbarlestown Navy

Yard. The Franklin will be ready for sea in a few
days. Her sails will be bent to-morrow, and by
Wednesday or Thursday she will go into commis¬
sion. It will require 830 seamen to man her, and
drafts are expected in a day or two from New York
and Portsmouth lo supply the requisite number.
The Brooklyn will also requite some too seamen
when she is ready for sea, which will be about the
1st of January.

The Madrid People on the Cuban Ques¬
tion.What They- Say and What They
Assert.Much Fight and to Knuckling.

THE CABLI3TS OK HAVANA.
To deny that the Carllsts have a great number

of devoted friends in Cuba Is to denr what is clearly
demonstrated. Above all. they have a newspaper
in Havana.tne oontitancia.
Bat nobody in Havana Is Ignorant of the politi¬

cal character of the ComstQTicia, and no one who
has read its columns can deny the Identity of the
principles which It sustains with those of the fac-
tlonlsts of Navarre, who laud it.
By the side ol this fact others not less significant

must be placed. It bas been customary with the
press of Havana, as much under the democratic
monarchy of Amadeus as In the 10 badly counted
months of the present Republic, to attack, lu the
mo it violent manner Imaginable, not only the
whole constitution of the country, but even the
sovereign Cortes themselves, of this kind of
writing, every one will rememDer a celebrated
article in tbe Voz de Cuba in 1871, and the
series or articles published by tbe Mario de la
Uarxna in 1871 and 1873. Fortunately wltb tbe
administration of Pieltain tbe monopoly of criti¬
cism and the impurity of censure ceased, without
that general effecting anything else than permit¬
ting the three or fonr republican Journals estab¬
lished within the last few months to exist, and to
write in Havana (if the conservative Jovellar has
not suppressed them) In spite of tbe commanding
general or the Clnco Villas district, Portilla, who,
by his own proper authority, and doubtless in
honor of the actual political situation that was in¬
augurated by tbe shooting of Rubalcaha in Puerto
Principe, has decreed tbe burning of all the news¬
papers that may reach his district ITom Havana.
But what has not yet been obtained iroin any of

the conservative newspapers of Cuba, is the con¬
demnation of tbe Carlist insurrection in the Penin¬
sula. They have not printed an article, not even a
paragraph, against it.they who are such lovers of
order, sneh partisans of the principles ot authority
when custom houses are not talked of. If this la
not true let the articles in question be produced.
Let their (Mends reproduce them and efface with
positive proois the impressions left in the oreasts
of disinterested and persevering readers, by the
never replied to exhortations of La Repubixca and
La LegalMad of navana, so that those newspapers
may be as bitter in their denunciations oi Navarre
and tbe Basqae Provinces as tuey are of Carta¬
gena.

In addition, the flight of a no mean nnmber of
Carlist prisoners sent to cnba Is an unanswerable
tact. As the government of Madrid doubtless
kuows, they returned irom the great Antille with
their pockets mil, and by the way of the United
States returned to the peninsula over the Basque
frontier.
No one will be bold enough to deny that three or

four months ago some threads of a Carlist con¬
spiracy were reached by surprise. With a liberty
wnicb we do not enjoy, the journals of New York
gave all sorrs of details of La Federation, a peri¬
odical written by Spaniards from the Peninsula.
In the United states they did not hesitate to pub¬
lish the names of many of those who were compro¬
mised.

In the meantime, while this passed at the other
side of the Atlantic, something more clear and
precise happened In the North of Spain. An
officer of rank, of artillery, In our Antilles, having
received an order to return to the Peninsula, did
so by France, but only In order to take the com¬
mission of general in tbe army of Don Carlos.
Tnis officer Is seiior Berrlz. One of the vice pres¬
idents of the very celebrated Casino Kspafiol
abandoned the great Antille to come and occupy
a post of much Importance in the lollowing and
in the conncil of the Pretender. This gertlcra&n
Is called Seflor Perelra. Another person from be¬
yond the seas, of whom General Dulce speaks elo.
qnently In his official communication to the Min¬
ister of War abont the expulsion of that captain
General from Cnba, Seflor Kstetanl, also shares
with the irtends of Don Carlos tbe difficulties of
the situation.

If we are mistaken let as know and the error
will be at once corrected.
Above all we respect tbe sincerity of tbe political

opinions of the gentlemen to whom we allude, and
in registering here their conduct we do not desire
to offend them In the least.
But what we do wish to have known is that In

Cuba tbe Carllsts have powerful interests; that
they do not by any means hide tUemselves, but
keep only within the law.
What, has been said is enough for ut to affirm

the existence of a militant and propagandist
carllsm in Cuba, and also to prove that it is not
unlikely for Don Carlos to have received, as was
said, the sum of $400,000 from that inlaDd. This
money is supposed to be the second draft 01 a loan
raised live or six months ago, as we were then
told by nearly all the papers or Madrid, without
anyone at that time contradicting the news.
La Kpoca ot Madrid publishes, in its Issne of the

10th alt., a collection of opinions irom other Span¬
ish newspapers npon the all-absorbing question of
the complications growing out of the capture of
the Virglnius. La Kpoca says:.
The government bas received telegrams from the

Captain General or Cuba, stating that irom the nth,
when be got into communication with Santiago de
t uba, no other executions had taken place. The
Captain General received the order too late from
the Executive to suspend the executions until the
government should know the particulars of the
trials; but the insurgents, as soon as they knew of
tne capturo of tbe Vlrginius, cut the telegraphiccommunication, so that they are principally re¬
sponsible lor the misfortunes of their ohleis.
And, now tnat we are engaged In this matter,let us tell the newspapers that it Is not true that

seflor Castelar announced to the representative
of the United States his disapproval of an act
whose details were completely unknown to him.
The only thing which the President of the execu¬

censure for the insurgent Cubans. On the con¬
trary, we always hear the threat of recognizingtnom as belligerents; we see the continual protec¬
tion oi their projects, Interierence in our affairs,
the defiance of the laws, of Justice and of all good
international {relations. And now, finally, when
tbe authorities lu Cuba have had the good tortune
to apprehend some of the Insurgent chiefs, enemies
to the oountry, and treat them with the rigor of
the law, the United states raise their voice against
Spain and prepare to exact demands, without
right, reason or justice.
The Handera atpanula delivers Its views In this
way. .

The whole of the Spanish press, wlthont distinc¬
tion of class or party, has raised its poweriul voice
conncillirig the government to observe the greatest
energy in tnts grave question. We unite our voice
with our colleagues of the press; we do not re¬
commend, we demand, and, 11 necessary, we will
appeal to the country to oblige the government,if, what we do not believe, any attempt should be
made to humiliate the tradlttoual superb pride oi
the Spanish nation. The duty oi the governmentIs, in conformity with our wishes, to dare all, to
lose all, before the honor of Spain be sullied in the
least degree.
The Norton has an article to this effect
The press now shows a magnificent sight on this

occasion of the impertinent reclamations made bytbe representative of the United States in Spain.Not even the newspapers of the intransigentes,
comprehending tbe ridicule that would lull uponthem, are bold enough to continue their antl-
patrlotic language, which in late days they have
employed against the government and the authori¬
ties or Havana, because of having executed tbe
punishment which was due to the filibusters taken
prisoners on the Vlrglnlus.

of the Antilles.

In the first place, we are not the only people of

the old continent who have colonies In tne New
World; other powerful nations are as much inter¬
ested as we In sustaining the EuroDean name In
these parts. Spanish-Cuba represents to-day the
preponderance and dignity of many countries. On
the other hand. It Is necessary to take into account
the fact that the principle of the Monroe doctrine,
completely carried out, would be the triumph of a
new civilization; of American civilization over
effete Europe, as some demagogues foolishly say.
The Gaceta popular thinks that the moment has

arrived to draw to the recollection of tbe United
states the great danger which they ran because of
the war of secession going on so near their doors,
while they have within themselves so many power¬
ful states wishing for an opportunity to go out of
tbe Union.
The Puebla, after soundly berating CaBtelar's

government for listening to the impatient de¬
mands of the United States troops through their
Minister, Mr. Sickles, concludes with these pithy
words:."AS! accursed, and seven times accursed
federals l have you not left us without au army, a

navy, a treasury, without liberty, without coun¬
try! Accursed! accursed may yon be!"
The Gobierno goes over the case of the Virginias

from a Spanish point of view, and concludes by
doubting If the American and the English govern¬
ment really sent to tbe State Department In Ma¬
drid the mnch quoted note of Mr. Sickles.
The Ttenipo hopes the United States will think

well on it before committing any act of violence
against Spain, which the latter would, of coarse,
have to resent if It cost the Hidalgos their national
life.
The Republica regrets that the decrees of Inter¬

national laws, and not the Spaniards themselves,
have been the means of punishing the men who
were taken on board the Vlrginlus. That paper
counsels calmness and deliberation of action. It
thinks that upon reflection the United States will
modify their demands, which, after all, are perhaps
exaggerated, and not the real ones presented by
Sickles.
