The fore-
gighted among the republicans look at the matter
in just about the same lght, and are anxious to
escape the danger by averting the necessity of the
new taxes that Secretary Richardson asks lor In
his purely ministertal character as keeper of the
public treasury. The New England and Middle
states Congressmen 1avor reduction of ex-
penditure If 1t is only In & smali dearee,
but they are not very clear as to where any
considerable saving is possible. The Western and
Southern members, to & considerable number,
favor, on the ¢ontrary, s liberal expenditure by
the government wherever it can relieve the proa®
trate industries of the country, and think the con-
vertibie three-sixty-five bond would furnish the
means without restoring a dollar of abandoned
taxation, The advocates of retrenchment, look-
ing over the estimates, nd them to be §319,000,000,
agalnst $300,000,000 of actual appropriations for
the fiscal year ending with next June, and without
the severnl milllons that Congress generally ap-
propriates during the session without regular
estimates made by or through the Treasury De-
partment.

Some of the largest yearly appropriations are
permaneyt—that 18, not actaally passed every year,
but runnfg till altered or repealed. Among them,
those for collecting customs, $6,600,000; expenses
of the national loan, $2,260,000; Pacific Rallway in-
terest, nearly $4,000,000; intercst on the public
debt, over $97,000,000, and nearly $30,000,000 for the
sinking tand, It is thought that a million and a
half could be savea on the cnstoms if members were
willing to reduce their patronage and electioneer-
ing racilitles, and there might be a reduction of hatl
million on the loan by real economy. The exhibits
offer no subjects for the pruning knife, If the Sal-
ary bill passes in honest form, there will be a
cheese-paring saved in that, and the public print-
ing and binding conld be made to yleld hailf a mil-
lion, or even three-quarters, if the executive de-
partments would join in an effort, The Internal
revenue service, costing §5,000,000 and eollecting

It was ponounced on Friday that on Saturday Mr.
Dawes was to vislt the White House, at the head of
the House Cominittee on Ways and Means, to enjoy

a consultation  with the Fresldent upon
the financlal situation. The committee
accordingly repalred on  Saturday to  the
White Hoose, and was usbhered into the

office of the President, who welcomed them
with a grim and sphynxelike smile. He had
evidently read the specches of Dawes and Kasson,
reflecting on him, and ne was pot over cordial; ln-
deed, he aid not even invite the visilors to sit
down. Eimply saying that he trusted that the
comuiittee would flnd “ways and means’ for carry-
ing on the government, he exchanged the usual
Iarewell hand-shake, and the committee lett,
wonderlng what they had come for. Going to the
Treysnry Department the lttle Secretary was
equally cercwonions and retentive, [nt as the
commitiee Wi again retreating he suggested that
they see the Printing of Currency Department,
now running on balf time, whieh invitation they
accepted, The Presldent and his fluanclal agent
were evidently not wclhined o receive advice [rom
Duwes & Cowpany.

Annual Report of the Librarian of
Congresn.

The annual report of the Librarian of Congress
exhibita the met that 12,407 volumes have been
udded to the collection during the year closing
December 1. The aggregate number of books
now in the lorary I8 208,762 volumes, besides about
50,060 pamphlets, In the copyright department
there bave been 16,352 entrles made during the
year, and the Librariun has paid into the Treasury
the sum of $1i3,404 as the recelnts from copy-

gt fees. This exoeods the  en-
tries of the year precoding by about
10 per cent. The Librarian reports the necesslonsg

to the lbrary a8 unusually valuable, inelnding an
aimost complete set of the county histories of
Englund, purchased in London, and very {mpor-
tant as throwing lght upon the nistory and
geneslogy of thousands of American tamilies,

The rapid growth of the lorary and  of
the copyright bosiness of ihe couniry render
the necessity for w pew bullding 1o accommodate
1t8 overfowing ecollections an lmperative necos-
mty, White retaining in the Capitol a suficlentiy
lurge llbrary for legisiative und judielal use, Cofs
greas has alresdy authorized the prr-parmirm of
plans for 4 separate bullding, atd the commission
appointed to select a pian will shortly make the
award aof premiums, The location of the vulding,
however, 15 not yet selected.

The Board heard the testimony of numerous witnesses

The case received a patient and caroful investigation,
and upon consideration of all the matters nresented the
Board arrived at the tollowing conclugions :—

First—That the order of the judges of suld race and the
