STATEMENTS OF OTHER SURVIVORS.

JLettrr from C. Bnrritt Watte, One of the
Rescued Passengers.

Mr. 0. C. Watte, of the Brevoort House, has re¬

ceived the loliowlng letters from his son, who was

one of the saved from the vtlle du Havre, giving
highly Interesting details of the sad event

On Board Shu* Trimocntain, Nov. 29, 1878.
My Dear Father and Mother:.
Here I am safe ami no worse In health than when

1 left New York, but in a sad state of mlud, hard
to describe, considering what I have passed
through. 1 have ouly ITovideuce to thank for
being alive and able to write.
Now to my voyageShortly after leaving New

York gales commenced, breaking one blade of our
¦crew on Monaay. From that time till Friday
morning there were continuous fogs and gales.
when It cleared «ud we had u lovely day, also a
Hue evening, with clear sky and stars. Jnlia, poor
darling, had stayed below till that evening. About
eight o'clock we went for a walk on the deck. 1
went down with her aoont nine o'clock, and re¬
mained In the ladles' cabin until half-past ten.
She then retired. 1, not being sleepy, again went
on the deck, and remained until twelve o'clock,
when 1 also retired. At a little before
two I was startled by a shock and
noise, which to me seemed to indicate the breaking
of the screw. 1 cried out to the ladies not to be
alarmed, to keep quiet. 1 immediately ran on
deck to ascertain In regard to the damage, when 1
waa told It was a collision; and upon looking over
the starboard side 1 saw a hole reaching from the
kitchen, extending about 40 feet art and penetrat¬
ing about 10 or 12 feet into the deck and tar below
the water line. I was back again in my cabin In a
moment and found Jnlia dressing. 1 told her and
the ladles to hnrry, bnt not be alarmed, as all
would be right. She dressed qnlclfly and
.eemed very calm and composed. As quickly as 1
waa dressed we went togetner to the deck. Then
I looked at the situation and decided In an Instant
what course to pursue. Seeing the large starboard
quarter boat lying partially on the deck, one of the
davits having been broken by the collision, I placedJulia, with Mrs. Buckley, Miss Buckley (her daugh¬
ter) and Miss Wags raff, and tola them to stand
still a few leet from the boat. 1 then went to work
with two other gentlemen, cat the cover off and
was In a fair way to get It afloat: but while at work
the steamer gave one last plunge and the waves
rushed over, covering her at once. As I saw the
water come over the side,

I thought It only a wave, so i jumped from the boat
to the deck to pall Julia and the three other ladies
to a dry place. I had my arms around them, when
we were all carried over the side of the steamer.
For an Instant we were together; then I was struck
with a piece of timber on the head, which lor a
moment rendered me insensible. When I returned
to consciousness I saw no one near. I then struck
oat and swam tor a time, when a timber, such as
sustains, the cover of the boats, floated near me. 1
got ^stride oi it and floated for a time.
Kja two children came near me. I
laught them and held one under each
arm, until, my strength failing fast, 1 was obliged
to let them go. Shortly after 1 was picked up by
the boat of the French steamer and taken on board
of the ship which had sunk us. It proved to be
the Loch Earn, from London to New York, an iron
clipper, Captalu Robinson commanaer. She had
broken her bowsprit short off and stove her stem
down to the water line. Otherwise she had re¬
ceived no damage. We were all taken care or by
the Captain and steward. I found 1 was one of the
first saved, coming In the first boat, together with
Captain Surmont, of tUe steamer, who was found
swimming in the sea, having sunk with his ship
and risen again,

TUB PURSER,
brave man, was picked up by the same boat with
scarcely any clothing; but instead of coming on
board the English ship remained in the boat, and
rowed irom an hour and a hall to two hours, sav¬
ing many people. Miss Blninger was with us. I
helped pull her in. Her mother was lost.
There were several others saved in the same
boat. When 1 got on board the Eng¬lish ship I found it wus ten minutes of three
o'clock, so 1 must have been about three-quarters
of an hour in the water. It could
not have been more than 10 or 12
minutes irom the time the ship struck as before
the steamer sunk. It was half-past tour o'clock be¬
fore all the people came on board, so you can
Imagine my (eclings during that time, looking at
each one as they came over the side of the ship,with the hope of seeing Julia, but, alas! she came
not. She must have gone down without a struggle,
as Mrs. Buckley, of wuoni 1 spoke before, says a
piece of timber came between her and the rest
of the party and she saw them all godown. She thinks 1 must have been the
only one saved of the little party of as
who were together a lew minutes before,
as she is confident the others did not come up.Finally, when the last boat came, 1 gave np all
hope or ever seeing Julia again. It Is so sod that
she should have been lost tor me, as she would not
have come had It not been for my comfort; so, In a
certain degree, it is my fault that she is lost. I
¦oppose I ought not to ieel thus, as Ood, in His all-
wise providence, plans all things to His liking, and
so has taken Julia to her home to Him. About
eight o'clock Saturday mornings ship was sighted,and, being signalled, came near. She proved to be

THE AMERICAN SHIP TR1MOUNTAIN,
Captain Urqnhart, <roin New York lor Bristol, Eng¬land, By the advice of Captain snrmont, who
thought the English ship too much damaged to be
seaworthy, we were trauslerred to the iTlmonn-
taln, were taken on board and cared for as well as
human beings could be under the circumstances.
Captain L'rqnbart la a noble man ana has done
nobly bv as all. He gave np everything to as, ana,
having carried his wile often with him, was able to
provide the ladles, of whom there are 11, with
dresses and other comforts. Of course the pro-
vtsions were very plaiu and not very plenteous;but he has been able to give the ladles
three meals ana the men two every day. Theyhave been mostly of salt meat and pork, bnt, as
the cargo wus principally of flonr, we have
plenty oi good bread, twenty-four of ns slept onthe floor of the cabin on improvised beds. Of the
conduct of the officers of the steamer 1 think those
saved d d everything in their power to save the
passengers, but the steamer sunk so quickly that
there was hardly time to launch the boats or do
anything. 1 would give you a longer account of
the disaster, but there is no spare paper on board
tne ship, bnt will write you at length when I get onshore. 1 shall go directly from Bristol to Paris via
London. I saved mv drafts and some money, and
lost all else.

THE FAULT OF THE COLLISION
was with the second lieutenant of the Ville du
Havre, so isr as we are now able to form an
opinion. Goodby. Kerne inber me to all at the
bouse. Kiss dear little Minnie and Lilile for me. It
seems I am so far away from every one, and
must wait some time before I can see see any of
yon again! 1 dare not go home Just now; first, be¬
cause 1 fear reaction wnen I get on shore, which
the excitement here has overcome, and, again,because 1 cannot go to yon yet without the noor
darling that was lost in the sea. God bless yonboth ana help you to bear this great trial, and be¬
lieve me ever yonr own loving son, CHaKLIE.

'THE LAMBS BRAVE AS LIONS.''
Sunday, Nov. 30.4 P. M.

My Dear Father and Mothxr.I have lound
another small Dlece of paper and will give yon a
lew more Items. We are off Cardiff; with a pilot
on board. Shall be at anchor within an hoar. It
seems so good to see land again. I would not passthrough the anxiety I have suffered the past nine
days for all there is in tuts world. It has been
fearful watting so long. Yesterday we had a severe
gale, but the ship being well bandied came oat all
right. 1 am better, and hope 1 shall continue to
Improve, although I tear tne reaction when I get
ashore will lav me up for a lew daysThe ladles are becoming quite contented and more
reconciled to their grlei. One poor woman, Mrs.
Spafford, of Chicago, who lost four children, has
been very low, and wc feared for her lift. Of theMixter family, of Boston, only the two daughtersremain. Mr. Barbanson and Mr. McCreery send
their kind regards, .shall leave Cardiff to-morrow
pass Tuesday In London and reach Paris on Wed¬
nesday. 1 most take Miss Breeden to her mother
at Versailles. The ladles on the steamer were asbrave as lions.Julia particularly so. C.

STATEMENT OF ME. CRAMER. OF TROY.
TKOY, N. Y., Dec. 15, 1873.

A letter from Le Grand c. Cramer, of this city, a
passenger on the ill-fated steamer Vllle du Havre,published In the Time* this morning, gives a
thrilling description of the collision by which that
vessel was lost. He says there was

A LAMENTABLE LACK OF DISCIPLINE
on the steamer; that it was mamiest during a
heavy storm which prevailed prior to tbe disaster,and tnat the passengers felt apprehensive on that
account. He (Cramer) went down with tne ship,and coming np again secured a support ana aoated
until picked np. lie was badly hurt and was twice
pnilen under by drowning persons. He says tne
officers and crew of tbe steamer abandoned tbe
pisst-ngers to their fate, going off in Uleboats and
leaving tliern to look ont for themselves.

WHAT THE OFFICERS SAID.
When he first came on deck the officers told him

tbe ship had struck a small vessel aud was unin¬
jured.

lated as nearly as possible in hui own words. He

I think It trsa abont twenty minutes to two
.*0lock when 1 felt (be shock of the collision. I had
been on the sick list for some days, and was then

la my berth. The Oral thing 1 heard after

-

o«r aMp wu ¦truck was a call for an nanas to come
on deck. 1 rushed op the gangway at once aud

at onoe what had happened. Wo.thatthen 1 saw
la, myself and some or my maws.tried to get one
or the boats ready, but the panic was so great
that we could not do it. The paaaengera
were crying, shrieking and calling out
"Help! help)*. They made a rush at the boat,
and I don't believe you could have kept them back;
no, not even li you had threatened to shout them.
Didn't we see the Loch Earn coining? Well, yes,
1 believe somebody must have seen her, for there
were 20 men or more on deck. Heard that the
second oftlcer saw her 15 minutes afore she struck
us; but, of course, 1 can't say. The Captain came
out of his berth just,as her Jlbboom was a coiniu*
over our bulwarks, and he aes to the quartermas¬
ter. "Why didn't you call me?" He blew the
whistle, but It was too late then. She was down
on us with a crash like a thunderclap, and
the water came pouring in terrifically. Dou't
say anything against the Captain, lor he had
been three days and nights keeping watch, and
only laid himself down that night on the sola about
half-past 11. When she was struck tne passen¬
gers, as 1 said, came rushing up from below and
began to All the boats. There were about 60 of
them in ouo of the long bouts wbeu the mainmast
fell bang on it; and oh! I shall never forget that
there scene. Some of thetii were killed right out;
some had their heads smashed, others hud brokeu
their arms and their legs. The squealing of the
women.bat. there, a can't tell how awtui it was.
The inast struck tne across the foreltead as it fell,
aud the boatswain was killed by my side. Some or
the Bailors I picked up with their lugs broken, but
all we could do was just to move them out ot the
way, poor fellows! The mainmast brought down
the mlzenmast along with it, and that, coo, smashed
a boat with 60 or 6t> people in It. I think everybody
In that boat was either killed or Injured. Could not
we have got some of tho others into the boats?
I,or bless you, sir, they were too rrigbtcned
aud excited. If tuey had been quiet aud
waited a bit we might have saved some of them;
but there was no order, not a bit. But
there, It's always so. I've been shipwrecked three
times myself, and nobody knows what them scenes
are that don't go through them. The Loch Barn
smashed two of the boats with her spars ana rig¬
ging, and when tne two long ones had been broken
up by the falling masts tnere were only four others
left, and two ol them were small, it was them
masts, however, that did all the mischief after¬
wards. If they had not a tell, and If we only could
have kept the passengers quiet a bit, 1 don't be¬
lieve JO of them would have been lost. Whv did
not they Jump on the Locn Earu's bows ? There
warn't time for that sir. She was going at 12>*

she boundedknots and we were doing 12, so that
back and was gone ironi ns almost directly. Our
captain remained on his bridge all the time
giving orders, and was on it when
she went down below the water. I went
down with her, too; I should think
20 or 30 fathoms. On coming to the sur¬
face again I looked round and saw many
a poor struggling creature In the water. Then
there was a boat near me, and 1 held on to the keel
until I could get iuside. I pubed lu three or lour
women; leastways. 1 gave them a bold on to tho
boat until they could be dragged In. Then I pulled
off some of my clothes and Jumped into the water
and swam to the Loch Barn. Three or four lines
were thrown oat to me aud at last 1 was haulod
on board. That's all I can say about the collision,
but 1 should just like to say a word or two about
our captain. He was always very careful, and in
the fogs never seemed to like trusting rnucli to his
officers. He was the last man ou the bridge, aud
remained there till the very last moment. The
second officer was a very good officer, but It's my
belief the captaiu had a good deal ot suspicion of
him and used to watch him close. I don't like to
sav much about bim as he is gone, but I do think
he might have called the captain sooner tUan he
did.

A Steward's Account.
An account of the melancholy event is given by

Alcide Lalauze, who was one of the French stew¬
ards on board the ill-fated ship. He says:.
The Ville du Havre left sew York about two

o'clock in the afternoon of November IS. The
weather was tine then, but a day or two after¬
wards It became very hazy and for lour or live
days dense togs prevailed. On tne second day
alter leaving New York we lost a blade of our pro¬
peller, ana consequently were obliged to be
very careful not to put ou lull speed lor
fear of breaking the others. The night of
Friday, the 21st, was clear and starlight,
but there was no moon shining. Vie had our head
sails and topsails set and were going before the
wind at about 12 knots an hour. 1 went to bed
that night at about half-past nine, and was awoke
by the collision. I immediately rushed on deck,
saw the Loch Earn astern of ns and heard some
one call out tnat we were sinking, i went back to
my bunk lor the purpose of putting on a pair of
pants and fonnd the water already up to my
knees. On returning to tne deck I went to help to
get one of the longboats over the side. The pas¬
sengers were all rushing backwards and forwards,
some crying, "Save me! save me!" Meanwhile
others fell down and pYayed. They were all so ex¬
cited that we could do scarcely anything. 1 tried
to help some of the sailors to get No. 4 boat
off. but the passengers were all Jump¬
ing Into It and frustrating our efforts.
As soon as our ship began to till she
commenced to lean over the port side; this 1 think
accounts lor the snapping ot the mainmast, which
brought down the mizkeuinast with it. The captain
just happened to come out of his room betore the
collision occurred, and as soon as he opened his
door he saw the Loch Barn's jlbboom over the bul¬
warks. Alter going on the bridge he made every
possible effort to keep the people quiet and get the
boats over, but the passengers all seemed so terror
stricken that we could do nothing scarcely. It was
fearinl to see the women and children running
about the oeck crying and entreating us to
save them. We did all we could tor
them, but the time was so short that that
all was very little. As soon as I saw her
below water I Jumped off the rail astern aud
swam towards the Loch Earn. Tne cries of the
struggling people behind me I never, never can
lorgei, and 1 seem to hear them now ringing
wildly in my cars. After being in the water a
few minutes I got bold oi a buoy, whicli enabled
me to keep afloat for nearly an hour, when I was
picked up by one of the Loch Earn's boats. From
what I have heard 1 should think the Loch Earu
was seen five or six minutes betore she struck us.
I heard from the man ou the lookout that she had
no sidelights burning: but whether that is true
or not of course I canuot say. I certainly did not
see any, and It seems to me very likely that sue
had noue burning.

Sid.In the account given tij the purser of the

Yille dn Havre there la a verj regre table omis¬
sion. He speaks about the Catholic priest convey¬
ing to those around him religious comfort and con¬
solation. We all admired the noble conduct of
that faithful clergyman, but the narrative adds:.
"While around the priest there was a terrible ex¬
citement and frenzy." That is not correct. Never
have I seen people so calm and resigned as the
passengers of the V Ule du Havre. Not one shriek,
not one cry, was heard lrom the moment the Loch
Earn struck us to the moment we went down.
Every one was composed and wonderfully calm.
A young lady was pressing her mother on her

breast, saying, "Courage, dear mother; It will be
one minute's struggle, then we shall enter together
in heaven." Pour sweet little girls were surround¬
ing their mother and two friends who were with
her, saying, "Let us pray; let us ask Ood to keep
us." About lo or 12 ladies were a little further on
engaged In earnest prayer. I have never witnessed
such a manUestation of the power of laith.

After we had been taken on board the Trlmoun-
tain we had religious services every day.one day
In English, one day In French; and all the rescued
oltlcers of the Ville du Havre and the passengers
were regularly present.
No words can render the meek and submissive

attitude of the ladles after the catastrophe. The
poor mother whose four children had gone down,
almost dead with cold and fatigue, told me when
we inet on the Loch Earn, -The Lord had given me
those dear little ones; He takes them away. 1 will
Buoinlt to His will."

It will comiort the nnmerons friends of the un¬
fortunate and oereaved passengers or the Ville dn
Havre to know that the Lord sustained them, and
that both Protestants and Catholics felt they were
under tbc mighty and tender care of the same
intrcirul Father.

How Saved.
[From the London Dailv Telegraph, Dec. 2.]

Mr. James Bishop, No. 36 Broadway, New York,
left the ship on a plank, floated about three-quar¬
ters of an honr, then was picked up by a French
boat. Mr. Henry Bilknap, No. 8 Mount Vernon
street, Boston, swam lrom the wreck, was picked
np about an hour after by an English boat. Mr.
Andrew Mercery, No. 8 Rue Beaujean, Paris, left be¬
fore she sunk; picked up about one hour after by a
French boat. Alfred Barbancou, No. 20 Rue de Na-
mones, Brussels, swam from tbe wreck without
support one hour; picked up by a French boat. Mr.
Theophile Lorrian, No. 9 Rue de Uatignolles,
Paris, floated direct to the English ship on a
raft; picked up by French boat. Mr. Le Grand
Cramer, Troy, N. Y., sunk with wreck; severely in¬
jured about the head; floated about one hour;
savod by English bost; lost un aunt. Mr. R. I>.
Withans, Jr. No. 31 West Thirty-iourth street,New York, swam from wreck; found support;floated about one hour; picked up by English boat.
Mr. wuuam R. swiit (Swut A Allen), New Bedford,United States, jumped overboard with lite pre¬
server; floated about one hour; picked up byEnglish boat: lost daughter. Mr. Francisco siado,Nos. 132 and 134 Maiden lane. New York, and No. So
Rue de Luxembourg, Paris, left ship before she
sunk; floated on plank one honr; picked up by Eng¬
lish boat. Mr. 0. B. Watte, Brcvoort House, New
York, and No. 62 Avenue D'Alma, Paris,
sank with ship : swam for a time, then
lound a piece of timber and floated three-
quarters or an hour; picked up by a French
boat; lost sister.

officers saved.Captain Nurmont, sank with ship;
swam for three-quarters ol an imnr; picked up by
French boat. Second Captain Parry, sunk with
ship; floated with timber for two hours; picked up
by French boat. First Officer Ualllard. at his post,
lowered Ids boat and saved those rescued by t ho
Freuch boat. Purser Vie, sunk with ship; picked
up by French boat and theu assisted to save pas¬
sengers. Second Purser Dorbecn, swam from snip
nearly to the English boat, and was then picked up
by French boat, second engineer, sunk with ship,
floated with timber three hours, and was at last
saved by the English boat.
The ship's papers were not saved.

AST MATTERS.

The Passion Play Album.
Every one who has read "Quits," by the Baroness

Tautphoeus, tho clever authoress of "The Initials,"
will remember the description of the passion play
of Ober-Ammergau, and of the peasant artists
taking part In it, to which the seventeenth and
eighteenth chapters of the first volame of
"Qnlts" are devoted. The tradition runs that
In 1633, when the village of Ober-Ammer¬
gau was decimated by an epidemic, the
Monks of Ettal (a monastery on the mountain
of that name, which overlooks the village) induced
the parish to unite with them in a vow that in
thoughtful devotion and lor edifying contempla¬
tion they would, every ten years, publicly repre¬
sent "the Passions of Jesus, the Savloar of the
World." The tradition adds that the parish was

immediately treed from pestilence, and we be¬
lieve it is a matter of history that the
passion play has once in ten years been
represented by the Ober-Ammergau peasants
from that date until the present, such being the
case, it seems strange that the idea of constructing
a passion play album and bringing It out as a
Christmas gift book should not sooner and more
widely have been made use of. True, there were
difficulties in the way. The superstition of the
villagers rendered it almost Impossible for any
photographer to obtain permission from them to
apply his art to the reproduction of their perform¬
ances and the various episodes connected there-
wlth. It was only at tne request of Ludwlg II.,
King of Bavaria, that the villagers could lbe pre¬
vailed upon to allow such a task to done,
sixtv large photographs, taken by Albert,
of iiiinlch, were thus obtained. Subsequently Mr.
John 1?. Jackson, desiring to expand a> little.guidehook written by Himself, to the passion pl&y» recelveid permission irom the King to purchase
of these photographs. Two hundred copies were
then bonght Br him. In the snriug ol 1872 Mr.
Jacks<>n spent several weeks at Ober-Ammergau,
receiving, during his researches, valuable aid mom
the aged minister, the Geistllcher-Rath Dalsen-

editor of tne passion play as it wsh per¬
formed at uber-Ammergau in 1870. Inadditionto
tne drama Mr. Jacksoa procured the addresses
mide bv the choragus or chorus leader. No
attempt of the kind had previously been
made either in German or English. By this
means the foundaUon of an album, which
we have introduced under the utl6w..The Passion Play Album," was laid. With
the royal photographs have been *
number of woodcuts and about twenty drawings re-DrXced ln hellotype. The woodcuts are portraits

THE DEATH OF JUDGE- NELSON.

Adjournments of Courts Out of Respect
to His Memory.

TRIBUTES OF THE BAR AND BENCH.

Arrangements to Attend His
Funeral.

Moat of the courts adjourned yesterday out of re¬

spect to tbe memory of the late Judge Nelson, Bar
and Bench nntted In words 01 feeling eulogy upon
the Illustrious departed jurist. A report of the
proceedings in the various oourta will be found be¬
low and shows the high estimation in which the pro¬
fession hdd this great legal luminary of our coun¬
try, whose light gleamed with increasing brightness,
through half a century. It will be seen also that
there was a largely attended meeting of the Bar.
where arrangements wore made to attend the
funeral of the deceased at his late home In Ooopcrs-
town.

United States District Court.
Shortly after 11 o'clock yesterday morning, Judge

B1 aforU took his seat on tbe bench of tbe United
States Distrtot Court, there being present at that
hoar several members of the Bar, who were in ex¬

pectation that some action would ue taken In re¬
gard to the death of the Hon, Samuel Nelson,
cx-Associate Judge of the Snprcme Court
of the United States, which was announced
on Saturday last. In this hope they
were not disappointed, for immediately after
the Judge had entered the court room,
Mr. Bliss, United States District Attorney, said
that since the adjournment of the Oonrt news had
reached this oity of the death of Jadge Nelson,
who had so long presided-in the Circuit Oonrt and
also been a member of the Supreme Court of the
United States. It seemed to him highly proper
that the Court should adjourn and make the
proper entry on its minutes or the sad event. It
was not for him, however, in making this motion,
to make any extended remarks, and for two rea¬
sons.first, as a young member or the Bar he did
not have any great experience before Judge Nel¬
son ; and, second, because the members of the Bar
had taken measures to express their opinions with
respect to the death ol tbe Judge at a meeting to
be held in this building to-day. He, therefore,
moved tbe adjournment of the Court.
Mr. Erastus C. Benedict seconded the motion,

briefly expressing his regret for the death ot the
distinguished Judge, whose merits and reputation
as a judicial officer were folly recognized by all
tbe members of tbe Bar.
Ex-Judge Beebe supported the motion, stating

that it was eminently lit the Court should adjourn
on account of the death of tbe great Jurist who
hud just passed away. It appeared to him that it
would be right to have an expression of opinion on
tbe part of the members ol the Bar who knew
Judge Nelson well, apart from the general meet,
mg of tbe Bar which was about to be beld to-day.
The memory of Jndge Nelson wonld rest with them
rorever. His simplicity, kindness and goodness of
heart, combined with great firmness and
decision of character, fitted him to be what he
was.a great judge.
Mr. Van Santvoord also supported the motion,

stating that to adjourn the Court would be a
proper triDute to the memory of a great judge aud
a good man, whom they all venerated aud loved.

REMARKS OF JUDOK BLATCIiFOBD.
Judge Blatchford said
The Court recognizes the propriety of the motion which

has been made, and I cannot refrain, on this uccasion,
trom ending e lew remarks to those so appi ooriatuly
made by tbe gentlemen who have addressed the Court.
It was my good fortune to make the acquaintance
ot Jadge Nelson belore I attained the years of
majority, now some 35 years ago, and to his
personal kindness and consideration I owe my
admission to the Bar, after a course of study
of much less duration than was required by the rules of

IUthe Court at the time, to his personal action in dispens¬
ing, in tnv tavor, with a portion of the time of study; and
ever since that time, to the latest moment of his life, to
the last tiuie I saw him. my intercourse with him was
most affectionate and intimate. In all the rciutious that I
bore to htm, as a friend, a member of the profession and
an associate upon the Bench. He was, as we all know lull
well, the pertect model of a judicial officer. 1 think I may
truly say that no one has ever occupied the judicial

olbench ol anv Court of the United States, or the bench of
any Court of the States, who combined more tullv in
himself those qualities which go to make up a great
judge. Integrity, firmness ol purpose, courtesy, and
judicial, personal and mamal equanimity, were qualities
combined in him in the highest degrco. Those are the
qualities that go to constitute a judge, in the highest
sense of the term. After a judicial servico unexampled
in this country, anil almost unequalled In tbe world,
warning a tew months of fifty years' continuous service
upon the bench, he resigned his plaee while
he was in lull possession -ol his mental faculties
and powers, but at a time when he himself
felt, conscientiously, that be could no longer perform the
lull measure of the duties ol bis office, iiu resigned at a
period when, perhaps, In the public judgment, lis might
still well tare remained upon the bench lor a longer
time. He resigned enjoying the respect, tbe affection,
and the consideration ot all who knew him, both on and
off the bench. His suu has sunk to rest in an unclouded
sky. He has gone to receive his reward without any
long duration of sickness; without any Impairment of
his mental faculties, and has passed away In a manuer
most fitting, us the close of a well spent life. I therefore
direct that the Court be adlourned until to-morrow, and
that tbe cause ol the adjournment be entered In tbe min¬
utes.
Some conversation then took place with regard

to the dav fixed for the mneral.
Judge Hlatctitord said he was jnst Informed by

Mr. SlUweil that the funeral would take place on
Thursday at Cooperstown, and it wan the intention
of himself and Judge Woodruff to attend it.
Mr. Erastua C. Benedict moved that a report of

the remarks made by Judge Blatchford on the pres¬
ent occasion be inserted on the minutes or the
Court.
This motion was agreed to, and the proceedings

then closed. '

Supreme Court.Circuit.Part ».
Mr. D. C. Calvin moved the adjournment of the

Court, as follows
Mat It I'lkask Yocr Howor.It has been suggested to

me by the learned counsel upon the other slue (Mr. Vau-
derpocl) that there was a propriety In making some due
recognition of the recent decease of one oi the mostA dis¬
tinguished judicial officers who have ever uuorned the
Bunch of this country. Mr. Justice Nelson. It seems
to me eminently fit that we should take some suitable
action In respect to It I am advised that the other
courts, in conformity with the general sentiment of the
Bench and Bar, have seen fit to adjourn for the purposeof attending a meeting of the Bar to suitably re¬
member the great services of this distinguished
Judge. Called unon as I am at the present
moment, I do not deem it desirable to elabo¬
rate at all with reference to the virtues and
great ability of the deceased. Suffice it to say, that so dis¬
tinguished a judge as the recent Chief Justice Cba.se
availed himself or the opportunity upon a public occasion
to say tliat he regarded Mr. Justice Nelson as the ablest
Judge in the world, and that, without exception, he re¬
garded him as the fittest model, in following which
he might apply all his energies and ludicisl ambi¬
tion. f therefore, as a testimonial of our high respect
tor his virtues and ability, move the adjournment ot the
Court.
Mr. A. J. Vanilerpoel seconded the motion:.
Mat It Plxask ma Court.It seems to me that there is

an evident propriety in our suspending business at this
time, tor the cause which has been suggested by mylearned brother. It is less than a year since, as a mem¬
ber of the Bar in this city, I had the pleasure to wait
upon Judge Nelson at his residence, Cooperstown, tender¬
ing to him the resolutions which had been passed by the
Bar of this city and judicial district on the occasion of
his retirement frotn the Bench. He was then apparentlyin hearty and tolerable health for a gentleman 80 years
of nge. Our brethren ot the Bar as well as the Judges of
the various courts are now holding a meeting on the
other side of the way, making arrangements for attend-
ii g the fUneral at Cooperstown, and I therefore secund
tlie motion made tor an adjournment.
Judge Van Brunt said
Justice Nelson has occupied, I believe, the bench for

a longer period than any lurist of whom history makes
mention, he haying been upon the Bench lor nearly so
years. He ha« left a record behind hiin which is with¬
out spot or blemish, and to which all Amerl'
caas should refer with pride. More than that, he
w as of a dans of American citizens who, unfortunatelyfor the future of onr Kepubllc, are becoming too lew.whobelieve in the constitution, in ita restrictions and limita¬
tions, and who believe thai these restrictions and limita¬tions were embodied in the conaUtutioo by its tramersfor a wise end, to avoid, as lar as humsn foresight could
sntloipate, the dangerous tendencies which all historyshows that republics have always developed in theirgrowth, prosperity and power, and who believe that if is
not expedient and well to set aside r

. ,..
these limitations andrestrictions because of an imagined necessity, but thatthuv should he clung to as safeguards ot the Be-publlc. Mr. Justice Nelson was not a man ofbrilliant mind*, but still he had a strong, clear mind, hill

ot good common sense, and good common sense is thefoundation ol all sound religion, sound law and sound
morals. It la hut fitting that we should recognize the
los* to the community of surh a man as Judge Nelson I
shall, therefore, direct the clerk to enter upon the mln-
ute. the fact ol Hie adjournment of the Court out of re¬
spect to the memory of -amucl Nelson, late AssociateJ usiice of ibe supreme Court of tbe l nned suites.

Oyer and Terminer.
Dtatnet Attorney I'heipa moved the adjournment

of the Court, and said

an adjournment ol this Court because of the removal
from a position of high usefulness and distinction of an
honored member of tne Court of Appeals, and almost as

Mr. William A. Beach seconded the motion ss
follows

I beg permission to second the motion, and although
this is not a titling occasion to express the sentiment# we
all leel as we should like to express theui, it is impossible
to permit it to pass without bearing some testimony to the
oharaeter of a noble and distinguished judge lost to onr
profession. It rarely talis to the lot of humanity to
pass as long, stainless and honorable a natural
and professional lite as was borne by ibe Asso¬
ciate Juslloe of the Uuitod stales. 1 remember
him. sir, lu the eariest Dart of my caroer.
Although I am somewhat ot an old mail, whea I first be¬
gan to practice he was a distinguished and honored of
our Htate courts, uud tor a judicial life ol 90 years he has
before the oouutry and the prolomion in the most emi¬
nent situuUous which can be occupied bv human intelli¬
gence ; and 111 all that career and in all the multiplied
aud varied duties wluoh he performed uever has the
breath of suspicion or calumny attached to his reputa¬
tion. He was not only an tionest, learned and upright
judge, but I believe, bv all those who eaine in eon-
taot with him, he was regarded as a gentle,
kind and considerate officer. It Is not passible
that a character like this oau pass from the scene of
earthly effort without leaving behind him an influence
and an example that we can all teel and imitate. I
second the motion and render hut a very ordinary and
linperloct testimony to the character We honor. Un¬
doubtedly, it was on the retirement ot Judge Nelson a

Sunsure oil the part of the most eminent gentlemen of
e profession to tender him an evidenco of their high

esteem and regard, and It will be a pleasure to the pro¬
fession, at some fitting time and In more enlarged terms,
to render a fitting evidence of that respect
judge Daniels said:.
I think, gentlemen, it is entirely proper undor the cir¬

cumstances and as a tribute of respuct to the memory of
the deceased Judge (Juugo Nelson) that the Oourt should
adjourn, He is one ol the few persons whose lite ex¬
tended back almost to the dawn of our state government,
lie was horn a little over ID years alter the State gov¬
ernment was formed, and has been a public servant
almost from his majority to the present time. In 1821 he
was a member ol the Constitutional Convention, forming
the sccoud consUtution under which the State was gov.
erncd, and whicli was regsrded as a monument of learn¬
ing aiid ability, and he bus continued on the Bench iroin
the day ol his appointment down to 1846, when lie was
transferred to the Supreme Oourt of the United Mates.
In all these positions he faithfully discharged bis duties
to the satlsfdcUon ol the public and the profession, and
done to tne close ot his life the opinions which were
written by him stand as monuments ol integrity and
learning. There is probably no contemporaneous person
now living whose lite has extended so far through (he
history ofour government and who was connected with
the public service so uniformly. He was elected a mem¬
ber of the Constitutional Convention of ltMA, hut I believe
be did not participate, lie was a participant in the
settlement ol the controversy between this country and
Great Britain, arising out of the war, which was ar¬
ranged so satisfactorily. No person has passed away for
many years whose services wero so constant and bene
* if -----fleiaf to the .State and nation as Judge Nelson. Through
all the changes ot our law and constitution and ail the
perils of our government he has been entirely taithlul to
the duties he was called upon to poriorin. I direct that
the Oourt adjourn.

Superior Court.Trial Term.
The motion ror adjournment of this Oourt waa

made by ex-Judge Fullerton and seconded by Mr.
William Booth, la most feeling and appropriate
remarks by both.
Judge Monell, in granting this motion, spoke as

follows: -
A great loss has befallen onr 8tate. Another great

name is now added to tlio illustrious dead of ine last few
days. It is true that there is no other way in which this
Court can pay its tribute ot respect 10 the memory ot the
deceased.by a cessation of the business of tho Court.
Judge Nelson occupied « very high and distinguislicd
position on the Bench, not only of this stale, out of the
iederal Court. He was elevated to tho BSnch at a veryearly period, being appointed Circuit Jhd.e in I82X
which position he occupied until 1428 or lslJ. Ho wus
then appointed Associate Judge, and on the death of ex-
Justice savage he was appointed Chief Justice of the
Supreme Court of the State, so that lie occupied a high
ana distinguished position in the judiciary of this State
for mure than a quarter of a century, when he was
elevated to the position ol Assoc lute Justice of tho
Supreme Court of the Untied States, which position he
adorned lor nearly 24 years more- It is probably true
that no iudicial officer in this country, and perhapsIt may be said in the world, occupied a iudicial position
for so tnanv years us Judge Nelson, lasting hut a few
months of half a century of honorable service. As a
judge his history is so well known to all that no words of
eulogy can be said to add anything to the respect which
we now pay to his memory. He was a model judge, not
only upright, able, but courteous in manner and untiringin attention. I never shall forget the kind manner in
which, a young aud modest practitioner, I was received
by him on my first appearance at the bar in the Supreme
Court. That circumstance won my esteem, and his great
ability and learning have a Iwavs received my admiration
and respect. It Is due to him, therefore, that every token
oi respect should be shown to his memory by this Court.
The Clerk will enter an order that this Court do stand
adjourned until to-morrow morning at eleven o'clock.

RIMARKS OP KX-jrDGE PIZHBXPONT.
Mr. E. Pikkkbpont said
It Is a little less than a year ago since we met In

this building to take such measures as you might
then dppm fit upon the retirement of Judge Nelson
irom the supreme Court of the United States. We
have met to-day for the purpose of taking such
measures as you may think wise on ibe announce¬
ment of the death of this great and very eminent
Judge. On Saturday last, at one o'clock in the
day, while sitting In his easy chair and listening to
the reading of a iptter by his wife, he leaned back
and passed away calmly, without struggle
or pain, without even a sigh. After a
judicial career, unexambied In the history ol judi¬
cial life, he died, as a good man would wish to die,
at home, surrounded by his friends, after a career
full of honors and of usefulness; alter a life which
had no stain upon it, that he, or any of his friends

Woodruff, Judge of the United States Circuit Court

asked.What is the further pleasure of the meeting?
Ex-Judge William D. shipman.I move the ap¬

This motion was agreed to.

HKMARKS OP MR. KVARTK.
Mr. William M. Rvahts said that upon the re¬

ceipt In this city on Saturday afternoon of the an¬
nouncement of Judge Nelson's death, he and
some gentlemen of the Bar thought it proper that
the members of the Bar should be called togother
to make arrangements for a delegation to attend
the funeral ol the Judge, and that members of the
Judiciary, both Slate and national, in this vicinity
might be properly asked to accompany such dele-

THE COAL BAEGE BLOCKADE.

The Arapiles Still Detained In Dock.
The Absurd Humors Concerning the
Aecident-.The Mysterious Officer.State¬
ment of the Facts of the Slaking bjr
an Eye Witness.Annoyance of the
Authorities.The Dictator Sent to Brio
Basin.
The powerful iron-clad Arapllea, the pride of tbe

Spanish navy, and perchance the terror of those
philanthropic Individuals who consider that war
should be avoided at any cost, remains quietly
and peacefully in tbe dry dock at the Brooklyn Navy
Yard, blockaded by an Insignificant coal barge
sank near the entrance. The faot that the accident
of the sinking ocourred at a time when war be¬
tween the United states and Spain was among the
possibilities has given rise to various speculations
and rumors whose absurdity it were hard
to surpass. Color has been given to the
air of mystery thrown around It by the
strongly expressed opinion of tbe Spanish officers
of the vessel that the sinking of tbe barge was by
design and for the purpose of detaining them here*
and by the statement of the Reading (Pa.) Bagle,
republished In the Hbraxd of yesterday, and evi¬
dently inspired by the commander of the coal
barge, "Commodore" Troutman, that while mov¬
ing toward a Brooklyn wharf he was boarded by
an unknown individual, "well dressed and

APPARENTLY AN OFFICER,
who too k charge of his barge and towed It along*
side of a ship at the Brooklyn Navy Yard," the
sinking occuring soon alter. To ascertain the
lacts and so clear up a mystery which might re¬
sult in a great national negotiation, if not some¬
thing worse, a Herald reporter was yesterday
sent out with mil powers. He at once prooeeded
to the navy yard and sought an interview with Vice
Admiral Rowan, commanding the yard. He waa
admitted after the usual formalities and stated the
object of his vbtit. The Admiral listened with that
dignified urbanity for which he is noted, and, In
response, stated that he knew nothing about It. A
variety of questions produced the same response,
and the reporter took his leave. He then pro¬
ceeded to look up Captain Hastun, head of tho
Equipment Bureau, by whom he was received with-
much courtesy. The Captalu stated that the sink¬
ing of the barge was no new thing; many or these
boats were old, and if once their seams began to
crack, especially when loaded with coal, they went
to the bottom very Boon. The reporter was then
ieferred to tho loreraan who had charge of receiv¬
ing the coal, and that individual being found on
the wharf the

in reference to the aocident were obtained. The
coal which comes to the yard is consigned to differ¬
ent bureaus, and is landed at various points on
the wharf as convenience may dictate. The sunken
barge, named the Upland, had on board coal be*
longing to John White, either as agent or owner,
ana was consigned to the Burean of steam
Engines. When nearlng the wharf she was boarded
oy a Mr. Raymond, a clerk or salesman of Mr.
White.the well-dressed gentleman referred to bythe Reading Eagle.who took charge of her and
placed her at a wharf near tbo entrance of the
dock, woe re there is a derrick erected, a usual
place for discharging coal. At this time the fore¬
man of the Equipment Burean was expecting abarge with coal, which was required tor use The
following morning, and supposing the Upland
the one he proceeded to the wharf, with
40 men. to nnload her. He at ooco
learned his mistake, but bad to wait but a short
time ere the other, the one expected, arrived. Aa
it was necessary that the latter should be dis¬
charged at once the Upland was shoved away
from the wharf and temporarily placed in front of

Meanwhile the captain, and whoever else mighthave been on board of her, doparted, leaving her

alone. Soon after word came to the loreman, who
was superintending the discharge of the other
barge, that the Upland was sinking. An examine
tton showed this to be the fact, bat, of coarse,
nothing coaId be done, and she soon after went to
the bottom. These tacts were given to the re¬
porter by the foreman in question, Mr. Nichols, of
the Equipment Bnrean, and there can be no donbt
of their trathfnlncss. He expresses the opinion
that had the barge been properly looked after she
would not have sank, as in the start ncr pumpscould probably have kepfcher free from water.
Mr. Ezra Mcrntt, the Superintendent of the

Coast Wrecking Company, has visited the spot,and divers have been sent down to ascertain the
exact situation of the barge. Krom their report
Mr. Mcrrltt states that, if she can be brought to
the snrlace without breaking, it can be accom¬
plished in three weeks, otherwise it will require a
month. It is understood the work will soon be
proceeded with.
The authorities of the yard are very mnch an¬

noyed at the situation, as they desire to use the
dock immediately. Last evening the Dictator,
which is undergoing extensive repairs, was sent
to Erie basin, Red Hook Point, to go Into dock
there, owing to the blockade or the one at the
Navy Yardl

Very
few complaints are made, and, judging from
present indications, the hardships attendant on
the approach of tho winter season will not be of
that magnitude which causes such alarm in otner
cities of the Htates. The various manufacturing
and industrial vocations of the city are stilt doing
a lively trade, and nothing Is likely to happen
which might interrupt this pleasing condition of
affairs. Consequently, no rollol associations have
been formed, lor the good reason that none are
necessary. AS Is usual at this season, a great
many "tramps" irom other parts of the country
stroll into the city, and, alter telling their sorrow¬
ful tales of povorty and want to the Overseer of the
Poor, are each kindly provided with a night's lodg¬
ing and a meal at "Kelly's," the city footing the
bill, with instructions to take their departure
when the dawn of tho next day approaches. Tren
