“Rapresentatives of the people” to such an ex-
tent that election and retention of place depends
on the will of the Executive. Can and will they
reaist his decree? IL was only yesterday that we
read an aocount of the manner in which the Presi-
deot “snubbed” Mr. Dawes, the Chalrman of the
ttee of Ways and Means in the House. Can
gentleman carry with him a suficiently
BTRONG PARTY

to defeat the fimancial demand of the President
without practioally causing a dissolution of the re-
publican party, and making such a aplit as in
another country would compel the resignation of
# Cabluet Minister? The situation is not a stmple
one to contend with, Great principles and grander
resulis are at stake. On the one hand Is the
strong, aggrandizing power of the people finding
voice through their representatives. On the other
hand fa the stronger, equally serious and better
power of & government that has be-

come somewhat individual in its character. In a
financial point of view we have seen this individ-
ality Hlustrated.

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THE STOCK MARKET.
