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Paris, Dec. 4,1873.
THe new French Cabinet will probably not have

gone to pieces yet by the time this reaches New
York, so a short account or its members and a

glimpse at the policy which they mean to inaugu¬
rate may oe acceptable to the American reader. I
should premise by saying that the present admin
fstratiou is certainly destined to lace very stormy
weather, and if it brave out the gales which are

already beginning to blow on it from all points of
the compass it will leave a memorable Daino in
contemporary history, if, on the other hand, it
Huccumbs In its self-imposed task of stemming the
tide of republicanism.11, alter battling rashly lor
a little, It be swept away by the torrent which It
lias endeavored to check. It will yet deserve to be
remembered, just as wo remember Mrs. Partington,
who attempted to brush back the waves ol the sea
with her broom, and tnat other adventurous spirit
who sought to stop the flow ol the Mississippi with
the bottom of his wig, aud who, It appears, has not

yet succeeded.
THK NAMES OF TUB MINISTERS

are the Duke do BrogUe. Prime Minister and Min¬
ister for the Interior; Duke Decazcs. Minister for
Porelgu Affairs; M. Depeyre, Minister of Justice;
14. Magne. Minister of Finance; Uaron de Larcy,
Minister of Commerce; M. DesseUeiguy, Minister of
Public Works; M. Fortou, Minister of Public In¬
struction ; General du Barrail, Minister of w ar,
and Admiral Domplerre d'Uornoy, Minister of Ma¬
rine. The first on the list, the Premier, Duke de
Sroflie, is a high and mighty nobleman, aged 52,
who springs from a family of Italian extraction
which emigrated to France In the train of Cardinal
Masarln during the seventeenth century. Ills
great grandfather was the tolerably famous Mar-
Bhal de Broglie, the only one of the pre-revolution-
ary Marshals of France who outlived the first Re¬
public and part of the relgu of Napoleon. Disgusted
at the revolution this sturdy warrior noble went
off to Monster, heaping maledictions on his
son, the present Duke's grandfather, who not only
embraced the principles of tbo revolution, but had
the honor of being guillotined In the cause ol mod¬
erate liberal theories. The next Duke, who died
but throe years ago, was a nobleman of great at¬
tainments and sound patriotism. He was twice
Torcigu Secretary during the reign of Louis Phil¬
ippe, and took a loremost rank among the men
who endeavored to give France a stable, constitu¬
tional monarchy like that of England. Until re¬
cently It was supposed that he had bequeathed his
liberal opinions to his son; but the present Duke,
alter starting in Ule as a moderate royalist,
friendly to liberty of the press and to parliamen¬
tary government, has tacked about and taken np
with legitimist Ideas or the most bigoted type. He
was the prime wirepuller in the parliamentary
caDal which overthrew M. Thiers, and he lent ac¬
tive assistance to all the intrigues set on loot to
restore Henri V. In person he is handsome, but
slightly effeminate, being natty In his dress,
Honeyed In manners, and addicted to a dulcet,
quavering method of speech. It should be remem-
t>ered that his name is pronounced "Hrolll," and
not "BrogUe," as it is written; also that he
plumes nimsclf upon being a very correct and eru¬
dite author. He is a member of the AcadCmie
Franchise, has contributed a groat number of his¬
torical essays to the R'vue des Deux Monties, ana
may be said to have literary blood m his veins,
for Ula mother was the only daughter of the
famous Mmc. de Btael. The Duke dc Broglie is
married, and has several children, the eldest of
whom.a son ol 22.was seriously wounded In
fighting against the Commune. This young man,
Prince Victor de Broglie, is nis father's principal
Becretary.
DUE* DECAZBS, THE MINISTER FOB FOREIUN AF¬

FAIRS,
Is another of those political French noblemen who,
whatever may be said about equality, are sure to
obtain the snuggest posts lu the State by rignt or
birth. Ho was born in 1810, and by the age of 25
was already Ambassador at Lisbon, whence he
shortly proceeded in the same capacity to Madrid.
At the revolution of 1848 he retired into private life,
and adhered to that privacy throughout the reign or
Kapolcon III., whom he mucn disliked. He is a

bluff-looking Duke, proud of his rank, yet affable,
and hlB politics are royalist, of tne Orleans shade.
On the fall of M. Thiers lu May he was sent as Am¬
bassador to Loudon, but he never remained at his
post for more than a couple of days at a time, aud
he did not resign his scat In the Assembly. There
Is no particular reason why he should have been
appointed to his present high position except that
be is a Duke and the Premier's intimate lrlcnd.
However, he is one of those safe men who will
commit no blunders, but manage his department
in a stolid, lofty, humdrum way, and give excellent
dinners to tho foreign ambassadors. Very differ¬
ent from Ills Grace is M. Magne, the Finance Minis¬
ter, who, without noble blood or family connec¬
tions of any sort, clambered to the top of the
political ladder and has held a scat in different
Cabinets for the better part of the last
25 years. So fortunate an example of minis¬
terial stability is not often seen In France,
where most Ministers hold office for a couple of
years or so, then vanish and are not heard of
again. M. M&gno was born iu ISOfi, of poor pa¬
rents, who trained hirn lor a government clerk¬
ship. and were delighted when he obtained a situ¬
ation worth $500 a year. Young Magne, however,
being oi more ambitious stuff, studied for the Bar,
and, on being "called," rapidly distinguished him¬
self by a cool and sensible style of pleading, quite
devoid of ranting, and eminently un-French. This
coolness and love of sound sense have been M.
Magne's chlerBtepplna stones. Hois not a great
financier, but ho is a very shrewd one. He will
never bring out one of those magnificent budgets
which bear the impress of genius, but his manage¬
ment ol the public purse is ever satisfactory, and
he is the one French financier in whom the Bourse
tias any confidence. Ills greatest achievement was
the peace loan or 700,000,000 iraucs, carried In 1807,
which was oovored 34 times over, and gave the
world to believe that the duration of the
Napoleonic ritjimt would have no end. In
the present Cabinet M. Magne wields an
Inflneucc scarcely interior to M. dc Brogue's. Ho
Is nominally a Bonapartist, but virtually he would
serve any government which waged war on repub¬
licanism. In private illc he Is extremely amiable,
and extends lavish hospitality to bankers, stock¬
brokers, and indeed to all moneyed men, native or

foreign, who choose to cultivate his acquaintance.
Personally, ho is gray and spare, talks little, but
listens a great deal, and has a passion for music.
BARON 1>K LARCT, (I EN KRAI- BARRAIL AND M. FORTOU,
arc three politicians pushed forward by the clergy.
They are faithful servants to the I'ope, attend mass
regularly, and arc pledged to do their utmost for
the re-Chtabllshment of priestly authorliy over all
sorts and conditions of men. General du ltarrall,
as War Minister, has decreed that soldiers shall at¬
tend divine service on aundays and feast days.a
practice which had fallen into abeyance since 1H48.
M. Fortou, who presides over the education de¬
partment, Is laboring to place the village
schools under the control oi the village cures,
and to get nuns appointed to all the parts in
girl schools hitherto held by lay teachers. Baron
de Larcy cannot do mucn for Catholic principles
iu the Trade Office, but he Is Tresldent of the Ex¬
treme RlghtClnb, and he never misses an occasion
of delivering a public speech In support of ultra¬
montane views. All these throe Ministers are
very dangerous men to have in a French cabinet
at this moment; for, irleft to lollow their own bent,
they would plunge France into war with Italy on
account of tho Papacy, General du Ilarrall is
especially perilous, for he already flatters himself
that tho French nrmv has sufficiently recovered
from lie disasters to take the field again. He Is an
taouMt man; but. Uke gli wliHetfl wtioac nuaua

have been moulded t>y priests. be baa a dash or the
lunatic in him and mar be relied on

always to give hot and imprudent advice.
M. Forton looks much like a priest In civil¬
ian's garb, and is said.whether trulr or not I
bave no means of learning. to be affiliated to the
Society of Jesus. ISaron de Larcy is a personal
irieud of the Count de Chambord, and has, accord¬
ing to current rumor, spent some £10,000 during
the last three years In getting royalist and reli¬
gious tracts spread about the rural districts.
MM. DKI'KYKK AND DESSKM.RIONT AND VICR

ADUIltAl. DOMPIEIUIK D'llOKNOY
are the three silent members or the Cabinet.men
who are no spceclimakers, and might glide out of
the ministry just as they have slipped into it, with¬
out exciting auy public commont. M. Dcpeyro,
who holds the Department or Justice and Public
Worship, is M. ae Hroglie's henchman, and will
obey the Premier in all things blindly. He is a

learned but not eloquent barrister, who has passed
much of Ills professional life pleading cases in
which clergymen or clerical corporations wore in¬
volved. He is a good authority on ecclesiastical
law, and is, Indeed, so thoroughly impregnated
with church views that he will appoint no judges
who are not In good odor wlr.h their diocesan
bishops. It was ho who was put up by
the Right and Right Centre to move the seven

years' Presidency scheme; but he was heard de¬
claring aloud in the lobbies that he looked upon
MacMahon as a dummy, who was to mount guard
over the throne until it were possible to put
Henri V. on it. M. Desselleigny, Minister of Public
Works, is son-in-law ol M. Schneider, the owuer of
the great Creu/.ot foundry, and he follows the
lead or M. Magne. In religion he Is tolerant; but,
like M. Magne, he would rather abet the plans of
the Catholic clergy than run tne risks or quarrelling
with them. As to Vice Admiral Dompierre d'Hor-
noy, ho Is a sailor, a strong Papist and a lire-
ton, which says enough. Bretons are obstinate
and Papist sailors are generally much keener in
their faith than other men. The Marine Minister
draws no line of difference between an atheist and
a Protestant, and he makes no secret or his an¬

tipathy for Jews. He came into office on the 24th
May last, and has already vexed the minds of
French midshipmen and ship boys by ordering
that they shall go to contesslon at least once a
month.

THE POLICY OP TIIE CABINET.
Such are the ten Ministers who hold the destinies

or France at present lu their keeping, and their
policy may be summed up In the old words
ultramontane-Caisarlam. They are panic striken
men whose brains were fairly unsettled by the
extravagances and godless impieties of the Com¬
mune, and they believe they have a mission to
restore "moral order," which is their phrase for
clerical and military ascendancy. They hate
republicanism of every shade because they believe
that moderate republicans will always be domi¬
neered over by the radicals, and, be the hazards
what they may, they will endeavor to crnsh it. If
they were wise in their generation they would
see that republicanism is not a thing that can be
stamped out by penal edicts, and they wonld apply
themselves to crippling the power of the radicals
by giving France all the reasonable liberties for
which the radicals are agitating. But they
are comparatively Ignorant men, who know noth¬

ing about the philosophy of politics and can see
but little ahead of them. If they can manage by
dint of reactionary legislation, sword and priest
rule, to keep France quiet lor a season, they will
natter themselves with the belief that she will bide
always tranquil, and in a few years from this time
they will probably be standing in the same position
as the man who, alter carefully blocking up all the
apertures of ids kettle, was much pained and as¬

tonished to see it explode.

A Modern French Romance.A Fatal
French Duel.Prince Soatxo and Prince
Ghlka.What t omr« of Tale-Bearing.

Paris, Dee. 6,1873.
Paris has been throw; -mo a state of some ex¬

citement by a duel between two Roumartan
princes, well known in a the circles of high life.
They are Prince Sout«o an I Prince Nicholas Ghlka,
and the great "sensatton" of the duel lies in the
fact that the vanquisher lias not simply pmked his
adversary, but slain him outright. It is not
often that a fatal duel takes place In
France, for combatants are generally prudent
enough to fight with foils, and content
themselves with scratching each other in the arm
or across the chest. Firearms arc only resorted to
when the parties are desperately in earnest; but,
generally speaking, Frenchmen light only that they
may be able to boast of the matter alterwards, and
a man who wants to boast naturally avoids such
unaccommodating weapons as pistols. Of the
many duels that have occurred on French soil dur¬
ing the last 40 years but half a dozen have termin¬
ated tragically, and all these have been fought in
an un-Frenchmanllke way, with gunpowder. M.
Emile de Girardtn killed the journalist Armand
tarrcl In 1836 with a pistol; Marshal Bugeaud simi¬
larly put an end to the life of Count Dulong; a few
years ago the Duke de Montpenstcr shot Don En¬
rique de Bourbon in the suburbs of Madrid, and
some months since an American, Mr. Appleton,
shot the banker M. Rltter. All these were grim
duels; but that between the two Roumanian
priuces was fiercer than any of tliem, lor It was ar¬

ranged that the antagonists should exchange lour
shots aud be stationed but 20 steps apart, with
leave to march upon each oiher alter the signal
had been giveu. The causes that led to the duel
are very romantic.

PRTNCB SOUTZO
is descended from a family who had ruled over
Wallaehia. He is a dark, handsome nobleman, 3d
years of age, and spent some years as an oftlcer In
the French army. He Is very rich, and, on resign¬
ing his commission. married a beuutiiul Rou¬
manian lady, with whom he lived happily Ave
years. Unfortunately some estrangement arose
between the Prince and his wile. Some say the
lady was in the wrong, others aver that the
Prince's love of dissipation was the motive of it;
but, in any case, the breach went on widening, and
abont a month ago Princess Soutzo announced her
intention of petitioning for a divorce in the law
court of Bucharest. The Prince chalcd at the pros¬
pect or seeing a family scandal made public, and
he was the more incensed from suspecting that Ills
wife intended to remarry as soon as the divorce
was granted. He wished to know the name of his
rival, but could not find out. He set private
detectives to watch his wire's residence; but they
could bring him no news of any visitors excepting
the Princess' brother and uncles. On Sunday,
the 23d Inst, however, a friend of Prince Soutzo
accosted him at the club of the Rue Royale and
said, with more familiarity than good taste, "Shall
1 tell you whom the Princess means to marry ?"
"Who is It ?" inquired the Prince, eagerly. "Why,
I'll wager It's that smart young countryman of
yours. Nicholas lihika." Now, there lias always
been a feud between the families of Soutzo and
Ghlka.

PR1NC8 NICHOLAS GHIKA
was a young man of four and twenty. He. too,
was descended from a house of Wallachian hos-
podars, and, like Prince soutzo, had boen edu¬
cated in Franc* He was rich, intelligent and
well loved by all who knew htm; but there seems
to have been no real foundation lor the
statement that ho thought of marrying the
Princess Soutzo. Pnnco Soutzo, however,
believed the report, and determined instantly
on taking vengeance. The Soutzos and Ghlkas
have Mated each other piously ever since their an¬
cestors fought about the Wallachian throne in the
last, century, and, though their enmity has been
kept within bounds by the usages of civilized life
it added double bitterness to Prince Soutzo's rage
to bear that the man who had supplanted him in
his wile's affections was a scion of the house
towards which he harbored an hereditary and un¬

quenchable loathing. On Monday, the 24th, Prince
soutzo went in his brougham to ttic house oi Prince
Uhika, and

1,AT IN AMBUSH POK HIS RNKMY.
He watted three hours in his carrlago till Prince
Ghiza returned; then rushing upon him as he was
about to enter the house struck him savagely and
repeatedly in the face with a stick, making blood
(low in torrents. Footmen separated the aggressor
and his victim: and, a couple of hours afterwards,
Prince Ghika's seconds, who were ids own brother
(1'rtiice Gregory GhtkA) and M. Cortazzl waited
uwia Prmco aouuo u> demzaa zzUziacUom.

Priaco Soutzo's seconds appointed a meeting lor
the morrow in the forest of Foutaliiblcau, and
I'rlnce Ghika, never having handled a roll, selected
pistols as his weapon. He seems to have foreseen
that his fate waB sealed, for ne knew Prince Soutzo
to be a first rate shot, and accordingly he wrote at
once to several tradesmen to countermand some
orders he had given. On the morrow at early
morning the two Princes met at one of the most
picturesque parts of the forest of Fontainhlcan,
called Belle Orolx. It was a bright morning, far
too bright for such murderous work as pistolry,
and it would have been well If the two enemies
could have drawn a moral from the frisky face of
nature and have reconciled their differences then
and there forever. But thoy were both athirst
for vengeance. The double-barrelled pistols were

loaded, and each of the Princes received a pair
of them. Then M. Cortazzl let fall a handkerchief
and both llred instantaneously. Prince Uiilka's ball
went whistling through the trees, but Prince
Soutzo's struck his adversary In the side, passed
through the intestines and perforated the bladder,
causing him to fail, uttering groans of pain. The
duel perforce ceased then without another shot
being fired. I'rlnce Ghika was oarricd to a neigh¬
boring inn, and three hours aitorwards expired,
delirious from suffering. Prince Soutzo took to
flight, and is now, It Is said, across the French
frontier, though he would have Incurred nothing
but a few weeks' Imprisonment by giving tumseir
up to the police, lor the French are very Indulgent
In duelling matters. Now, what shall we say of
this absurd but unhappy duel, which arose from
the light chattering of a senseless friend ? it is the
old story, and Prince Soutzo will possibly say to
his life's end, "Heaven save me irom talebearers.

French Trade and Tradesmen.Dica I
Q,uc le Commerce V« Mai.The Nice*
ties ot Voder.

PARIS, Dec. fl, 1873.
One of the phrases most frequently heard in Paris

during the past year has beeu, "Oieu, Que le com¬
merce va mal /" atiu, if the bankruptcy returns
offer any criterion, French trade has certainly
been going very amiss Indeed. But it always does

go amiss when political parties are wrangling
hotly, so there Is nothing new in the present cry.
Old Parisians can remember to have heard it any
number ol times within the past 20 years. It
springs up in the wake of every Cabinet crisis,
talk or revolution, or rumor of war. It does not
wait until these calamities have become racts; it
lorestalis them, and when a war or revolution
actually breaks out, it may be said that the Paris¬
ian tradesman has discounted the ruin of such
events long beforehand. Of course, this must be
the ense more or less with the tradesmen of every
country to whom peace is ever a gain and public
disturbance a loss; but no merchant or tradesman
is so painfully dependent on tranquility as the
Frenehmau, and tills for reasons which It may in¬
terest the American reader to examine.

FRENCH RKNTIKK.
When you hear that English trade Is brisk It gen¬

erally means that the wealthy classes of Britain
are making a liberal expenditure of their money;
when French trade is brisk it signifies that all'
classes of the community are living above their in¬
comes. The love or luxuries and of appearances has
acquired such enormous developments In France
that French trade is based no longer, us in most
other countries, on the national fortune, but on

the general mania for ostentation; 111 other words,
on the national vanity. Frenchmen are for the
most part poor, and are becoming poorer every
day. While the sou of Great Britain is divided
among no more than 35,000 proprietors, that of
France is parcelled out among 9,000,000 owners,
and as primogeniture Is banned both by law and
custom, every increase in the population adds to
the excessive subdivision of land, and diminishes
the few large estates still existing. It is true that
the population increases but slowly, yet it does in¬
crease, and the fruit 01 this increase Is the sniail
rentier, a style of man to be found In no other
country, save exceptionally. The rentier
is generally a man who has just enough
to live on without working. Before the great
Revolution he was hardly known, for Frenchmen
of property left the balk of their estates to their
eldest sons and sent out the others to make their
fortunes where they could. In those days the
French had colonies. The surplus of their popula¬
tions sailed off to lound such States as Louisiana
and Canada; to couquer Martinique, Guadeloupe
and the Mauritius, or to battle for empire In India,
under such chiefs as ouplelx or Lally-Tollendal,
against the English. But nowadays the younger
French son, who inherits as much as the elder,
sees no reason for emigrating, so long as he has
enough to live on in decent ease he preiers staying
at home to running the risks of foreign adventure.
To him it matters little whether the French name
dies out over three-quarters of the globe lor want
ofcolonists; and It would be strange If it did, lor
emigrants have seldom been driven by sentiments,
but by necessity. If the French rentier can eke out
his small income by a salary in one of the Innumer¬
able government posts he 1 egards himself as a

prosperous man, and ull that remains for him to
do is to look out for a wife having just as much or
as little property as himself, and to begin living
forthwith us if his income were twice what it
really Is.

FRENCH T1TRIFT.
We hear a great ueal about French thrift, and the

quality certainly exists, but under a peculiar lorm.
Up and down the social ladder French men and
women arc constanly pinching themselves out of
the necessities of life in order to buy showy lux¬
uries. They will eat inferior meat so us to go to
the theatre, and send their cnildren to cheap and
unsatisfactory schools in order to run a carriage.
They will save money, too, for the purpose of
gambling on 'Change with debenture bonds, bear¬
ing 10 per cent, interest, and If these bonds turn
out to be worth less than the paper on which they
are printed, the owners of these bills none the less
declare themselves to be capitalists and be re¬

puted so by their acqiialntainces. Fathom a

Frenchman's fortune and you will always find a

shifty ground of weedy scrip; lor the point is not
to get stocks and shares which bring small, though
steady, returns, but to obtain possession of a class
of paper which looks valuable, and may, possibly,
by some miracle, prove so m the end. Everywhere
the straining after effect Is discernible. The small
employe, the struggling professional mau. the me¬

chanic, all try to look aud live like the few men
who have really big incomes, and in proportion as
these big incomes break up and get disseminated,
we have a gradual diminution in the number or
those who are still so content to seem what they
aetuaily are; that Is, needy workingmen. In lact,
the fortunes of Frenchmen are last tending to u

general level of mediocrity; whilo on the otner
hand the taste for luxuries, which should properly
belong to the rich, remains universal and ail
absorbing. Now, to meet this taste, all sorts of
trades are kept in activity.trades in sham
jewelry, furs, sham works of nrt, pinchbeck furni¬
ture, Imitation marbles, tUird rate silks.in lact, the
thousand trades which fill the markets with what
the French themselves call camelote. and Ameri-
cans shoddy. French trade has been rapidly de-
preciattng for some years past into the production
of little else but shoddy, and when the political
heavens are still and Frenchmen feci they can
dance and distort themselves in all security, then
the shoddy trade becomes a roaring trade. But
alter a short spaco of time, which may vary lroin
two years to live.but never exceeds this limit.
the whole nation get to feel that they have
been going the pace too last; una then
the first political cloud ts eagerly seized
upon as a pretext Ior retrenching, it is in most
cases but a mere pretext. People are not really
concerned about the political troubles winch may
be impending, but they are delighted to find an
excuse lor shutting up their drawing rooms, ecus-

lug to give dinners, and ceasing to dress them
selves lu expensive but trumpery gewgaws. Tuey
say, "It Is Impossible to buy anything, even so

much as a bonnet or an arm chair, while a revolu-
tlon may overtake us at any moment," and the per-
son appealed ;o auswers, "Quito impossible." So
that by degrees the try spreads over the laud, "It is
quite impossible to buy anything.quite lmpos-
sible," and the shoddy trades get so depressed
that shopkeepers troop off to the Bankruptcy Court
by the thousands, and commerce Is said to be In
a complete stagnation. Meanwhile the nation
saves up a little, and prepares lor a iresh burst of
exuavagaju te. The stagnation cu has nqyv lasted

two year*, anil it u probable tnat betore long peo>
pi'! will agree that MacMaliou la flrnily seated
enough to admtt of everybody recommencing
those high jinks for which the Second Umpire was

specially tamous. it would bo quite unprecedented
if the French people were to allow the shoddy
trade to stagnate for more than two years at a

time, for the entire country would become melan¬
choly.

WASHINGTON.
Washington, Dec. 26, 1873.

Losses tn Washington by the Failure of
Jmy Cooke & Co.

The publi' dtion in the 11kkau> of yesterday of
the names of the creditors oi Jay Cooke & 00. cre¬
ated a lively sensation in this city. During the
war, when a quartermaster was unable to settle
his property account, he balanced his deficiencies
by the convenient credit of "lost in battle," and so,
for the last three mouths, the failure of the liuchu
bankers has been often the apology for the non¬

payment or debts. Clerks In the departments and
others, who were never known to have a cent on

deposit in any bank, met importuulng creditors
with the ready answer that the failure had leit
them penniless, and they would have to wait
until some arrangement could be made by
the bank to meet Its liabilities. Many, of
course, thought the excuse was a mere

pretence, while some really believed It, and, with
an expression of regret for the loss sustained,
were not willing, under the circumstances, to
press their claims. The publication lu the Hkrald
showed who were the bond Jiae losers, and the
paper was eagerly sought after as a sort of detec¬
tive list to prevent any further attempt at fraud m
this manner. The supply last night was soon
exhausted at the newspaper stands, and tnen the
copies were passed from hand to hand until some
of them were quite worn out by this usage. Aside
Irom the seeking to And who had been unjustly
claiming to be depositors, there was a curiosity
to (see who were the victims, and many
and varied were the comments made on the
expose of the Washington creditors. It was
noticed that President Grant had to his credit,
as treasurer, probably, of the Rawlins fund, $233.
Ills private secretary, Levi P. Luckey, with the
good fortune of his name, had but two cents as his
balance.

Among the Congressmen the larger losers
are Representatives Kendall, of Nevada, in the sum
of $2,050, una Hereford, of West Virginia, $2,500.
Zack Chandler has but $234 against him, a sum so
small that lie lias probably lorgotten it. J. C.
Fremont, as a pathfinder, will have to scarcn up
the way by which has gone the $43 belougiug to
him, and the humble janitor of the Hkkald Bureau
mourns the serious amount of $600 of his
savings, imperilled a.most beyond a hope of
rescue. So much for Buchu. What has been a

subject oi sad comment Is the number of smaller
depositors, and this grew out of the general con¬
fidence in the stability of the bank. The losses are
more keenly felt in this community because they
fall mainly on those who can least afiord thorn.
Government Employes to Ask from
Congress Pay for Extra Hours of
Iiabor.
Representatives of the worklngmen throughout,

the country, who have arrived here, are combining
to make a strong demonstration to Congress in
order to procure legislation which will provide
funds to pay the employes of the government lor
the two hours daily in widen they have worked
beyond the eight hour limit prescribed by Congress,
and which has been withheld lrom them by gov¬
ernment officials, before the positive construction
of the law. The First Comptroller estimated that
at least $500,000 would be required to meet these
demands. Many or the claims have been assigned
to an agent bere, who proposes to take them in a
batch to the Court oi Claims, while others of
them Insist that Congress should give them the re¬
lief sought.

UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT.

Washington, Doc. 25,1873.
No. 170. Grant vs. Strong.Appeal from the Su¬

preme Court of the District of Columbia..This was

a proceeding to enforce a builder's Hen claimed by
Strong upon lt> houses partially erected lor Grant.
The builder refused to go on with the work be¬
cause, as alleged, he was not paid according to
contract. A promissory note, which had been
given him to apply on the account, was not made
good at maturity, ami lie accordingly qnit work and
sought to enforce his lien. '1 he uccree below was
In his favor, and the case is appealed. Grant claim¬
ing that tiie lien cannot be cniorced because the
plaintiff lias refused to perform his contract, and
that as tno note given him was negotiable, re¬
ceived as payment under agreement, and he had
trausierrcd it, he could not claim not to be paid.
Meioz and Miller lor appellant; W. A. Cook tor
appellee.
No. 172. United States ex rcl. Lewes et al. vs.

Bouiwell.Error to Supreme Court of the District
of Columbia..This was a proceeding In mandamus
to compel the Secretary of the Treasury to pay the
Choctaw nation of Indians $500,ooo, under the act
of March, 1861, In pursuance of the treaty with
them or June, 1855. The relators hold a draft drawn
on Secretary Chase for half of the sum. which
was not honored, and which was subsequently
presented lor payment under an act of
March, 1871, authorizing the payment by the
Secretary, as directed by the act of
1861. The Court below held that the Secretary
could not be directed in this manner to perform
an act which was wituin his official discretion, and
that this act was within such discretion because
the Secretary was called upon to ascertain the
proper authorities of the Choctaw nation before he
performed tne official act ot payment. It is here
maintained that the relators are the lawful holders
of the draft drawn by the delegates oi the nation,
and that the Holder is the proper partv to recoive
the money, and that the act of Congress had
recognized the "delegates" as the authorized
agents of the nation, t hese facts were conclusive
of the right to the process asked. R. M. Corwine
for the relator; no appearance ior the Secretary.
No. 173. Cooper vs. Omohmoro.Error to the Cir¬

cuit Court of Virginia..This was an action to re¬
cover for work done In Cincinnati lor Cooper's tes¬
tator, who lived In Virginia, under a contract
made after the 26th of April, isoi. The defence
was that the contract claimed was void, being
made alter the commencement of the war between
citizens of Virginia and Ohio; that If nut void it
was executory, and was terminate 1 by the war.
It was also urged that ir valid it
was too indefinite to be executed, and
that in any case no interest could he
recovered during the war. The Court ruled that
the effect of war upon such contracts did not in-
\aiiuatethem until alter the act oi Congress so
declaring. It Is here urged thai war abitnii't ter¬
minates all lawlul intercourse between citizens of
the belligerent countries, and that sueu was its
effect in this case, although congress had not so
enacted. Messrs. J. M. Carlisle, J. D. MoPherson
and James Lyons for plaiutiff; W. W. Crump for
defendant.
No. 177. Allen et al. vs. Fercmson.Error to

Circuit Court for Tennessee..The question In this
case is whether the court erred in sustaining a
demurrer to >i replication to the plea of discharge
in bankruptcy, when the replication does not aver
that n new promise relied on was made alter the
rtelendant was decreed a bankrupt, and not merely
pending his petition. The writ of error claims
that It was error. A. H. Garland lor plaintiffs;
Ciark anu Williams opposed.
