Cabinet Eeconatruction and Creation of a Hew
Portfolio of Ministry.Councillor of State

Kido Discoursed on His Experi¬
ences Abroad.Departure of tbe

Ex-American Minister.

There Is ltttle more to be saitl about the change

in the- Ministry, moutioned in my last advices, ex¬

cept that a new department has been formed, to
be called the Department ol the Interior. This has
not yet been filled, nor has the Department ol
Education, as yet, a veritable head. The pre: ent
Minister of Justice, Oki, is also named as Minister
of Education, but he will only retain the title until
the place Is filled. Mori is still in hopes to be able
to obtain the appointment, lie would lie a good
mau lor the position. In the meantime all the dis¬
placed Ministers have received positive orders to
remain in Jeddo. They arc not allowed to- return

to their owu provinces, lor lear they mlglit take it
iuto their heads to louient trouble in the distant
districts.

FOREIGN TRAVEL.
T transcribe here a translation of the mani¬

not a document which, considered from
an American or Europeau standpoint, seems
to contain any very brilliant thoughts; but it
must be understood that we have no good means
of judging the completeness of an idea as conveyed
in an Asiatic language.

I, Takavoshi, have always been tilled with fear a'the

thought that I. an unlearned man anil of Inferior. c apa-
citv, have presumed to take a share In the conduct of
affairs and I am sensible that I have in many ways
tailed to discharge aright the dioloinutie duties
imposed upon uie by my late appointment a*
F.nvov to the states of Europe anil America.
1 have not succeeded In fulfilling the rharpe
contained in the lull powers given me by my
ment, nor, on the other hand, have 1 been able to satisiy
the expectations ol tbe people. lor this I desirve no
s.nali 'blam" In the course of my travels, however.
while observing the lorms ol government and the civtl-
izationa ol the various countries, I have noted the cause
oi' the modifications which they have undergone, and,
taking iuto account the. points ol rcscmblanoe and dif-
terencc which are owing to likeness or unlikenesg rt
uatlonal customs and character. I weut on to mark die
analogies wiili die condition o our country belore and
ath-r Uie ltevoiuuon and maturely to weigh the
advantages and disadvantages of the meas¬
ures dv which these modifications have been"rought about. This inquiry has conv uced mc that the
history ot all countries, great or amull, enlightened or
uneulightened, proves tliat die inquiry into the causes
of their conservation or downfall resolves itself iuto the
Question ot the siate of vigor or decay and the merits
or faults ot their laws and constitutions. No matter bow
extensive their territory may he or how numerous their
subjects, if a due control is not exercised over ttiem by
means of the laws and constitution one man wiU basely
follow his own selfish ends, while another will presump¬
tuously luru right to wrong, and so the government will
swarm with parasites and place-hunters. In such a
case, although an outward semblance of prosperity,
power and enlightenment may be maintained, the
inundations of the couutry have been sapped ami the
evil will finally become past remedy. Tne^intse say¬
ing, "We have before us the example of the Shod; nasty.
may be applied to the downlall ol the country of 1'oland
in Europe. When it was tree and independent. 1 oland
had a wide territory and a large population.. It was not
thai her kings were tyrants or her officials corrupt. the
tcudcueiesof the age brought on changes which rendered
it imiossiblc for the constitution ol her government to
maintain its integrity, one was thoroughly convinced
of his own wisdom and styled himself a sage, another,
reiving on himself, as-timed to be a clever man, anil
eaJh reiused io be guided by tbe other.
The nobles and rich, some bent on selfish
gain. others turning right into wrong, by
their strife and jarring reduced the country to a state
bordering on anarchy. The distress to whlifli the peoplewere brought w an too paintul to describe. What wonder
that there was no one who did not look round him lor
some means o. preventing himself trom starynu. The
whole country, therefore, rose in tumult, and wreaked
Its vengeance on the rich and nobles, aud the disorders
spread as jar as the neighboring countries ol Russia,i'ru-sia and Austria, so that at last there was hardly one
ot the people who remained peaceably pursuing his own
occupation. The three countries roulu no longer stand
by unconcerned. They assembled an army, and
having chastised the remaining robbers, divided
tbe conutry Into three parts, each uniting one to
its own territorv. Whom can the people ot flic ruined
eountrv blame for this, or whom can they bate? The
essence ol independence their country never had, nor did
they themselves ever enjoy any original rights as citi¬zen! When I was travelling In a railway carnage trom
Prussia to Russia, ono morning at dawn my dreams were
suddenly broken by the melancholy notes of a flute. 1
go- up and opened the window. X was in Poland and the
tlutc plaver was a poor native who was beg gIngeopper
coins from the passengers. Tins incident carrieff my
mind back to the davs of Poland's greatness, and it was
long be tore I was uble to restrain my tears. Alas what
eountrv can escape the same tatcfi tt does notmalntaiu its
coustitiition and preserve the integrity ot its laws? As
the turning point between prosperity and decay, bet ween
natfttv and destruction* is *o critical, 1 lelt compelled to
note down vtiis example so as to submit it for the opinion
ot my wise and enlightened readers. A single rod, even
though a stout one, may lie broken by a young child, but
If ten rods, though weak ones, are made into a bundle,
thev cannot i>e broken by a mil grown tnan. They will
even maintain a weighted l.OlO pounds without breaking.
In the same manner, il a couutry is divided among a
multitude oi petty ru'.ers, each (me having lull
authority in his own district, the lines ol Policy are
multiplied, inasmuch as cue* jrjr.Cu wis7i*ia own auvantage and devise sch«tnes fhr his
own gain. Under such a system «.n« national
strength is dissipated, and, although .,ie fellow rulers
may know each other'# ro'.oiive strength, how will theystand in comparison with foreign nations? How could
they ever withstand a powerful enemy whose forces
were harmoniously united? But it, on the contrary, one
sovereign can exercise control over the numberless pettyrulers, it lie maintains one national line of policy nnd
balances the gains of one province with the losses of
another.it he thus exercises supreme control, thoughhis territory may not be large or his people numerous,
they will be aide to protect themselves against the Insults
ot their neighbors. 1 his is a principle founded in nature,and is tiow-tt-days a commonplace with the powertulnations of the five continents.
Not many years ago our own country passed through a

revolution which was demanded by the altered tenden¬
cies ot the age, and during it multitudes of the people
were deprived of their occupations and tell into greut
distress. We have also had to lament the campaigns of
Kioto and the North, when Japan was lorced. as it were,to sit In dust and nshes. I give as an example the mis¬
fortunes which tiefei one family. The father sacrificed
his life for Ills country at the castle of Kioto, while his
son discharged the debt of rratitude he owed his lord bylaving down his lite on some battlefield in the North.
Even yet when I recall to mind those days,
a cold" sweat breaks out over me. But the raistor-
tunes of one tamllv were mere private griefs; the crisis
in the State was a public matter and demanded our
most serious concm. It was no time for Indulgence in
private sorrow. The whole nation, therefore, sparedneither puins nor labor, and so it became at last possibleto lav the first foundations of our consiitution. It there¬
upon followed that in reforming the old system of rule
there were none of those things wtiieh catch the eyesand ears of the people which were not changed from
their ancient customary torm. In some this engendered
suspicion, others tried to stand aloof, and it almost
seetned as if there was no one who knew whither the
imperial purpose really tended. But how could it
be supposed that these measure* of the gov¬
ernment proceeded from a mere idle pleasure in
changing the old system of rule? The truth was that
there was no change made which had not become un¬
avoidable, chiefly owing to the Internal condition of the
country, but also, though In a less degree, to relations
with loreign countries. The object of them was to pro¬
mote the wealth and power of the nation, to spread en¬
lightenment, and insecure to every one a peaceful Hie
in his own sphere. Hence it was thought advisable, so
carlv as the spring of lfJfiS, when the northern provinces
were still unsubdued, to summon together at the castle of
Kioto all the officials and nobles of the Umpire. The
Emperor then prayed to the gods of heaven and earth
and pronounced an oath containing five clauseswhich was thereupon published throughout the Em¬
pire, removing all doubts as to the objects the Emperorhud in view, and guiding the ideas of the people tn one
fixed direction. The heading of this oath contains the
following expression -.."By this oaili we net upas our
aim the establishment of the national weal on a broad
basis and the training of a constitution and tsvr." This
led at last to granting the petitions lor leave to restprethe flets to the Kmpcror. wntch occasioned the abolition
of the IiaimlOs and the concentration ol the dissipatednational strength. Is not all this coiinonunt with that
commonplace argument of the powertul countries ot titsfive great continents? And, if this lie so, then,surely, we mud consider those five clause* asthe foundation of our constitution. Now, the con-

present day anv subject of the Empire who does not
gratefully acknowledge It* profound anil tar sightedpolicy and admire the soundness of the Emperor's views?
But fn enllghtendcd countries, though there may tie a
sovereign, sUU he docs not hold sway in an arbitaryfashion, 'the people of the whole country give expres¬
sion to their united and harmonious wishes, and the
business of the State Is arranged accordingly, a de¬
partment (styled the government) being charged
with the execution ot thefr judgments, and officials ap¬
pointed to transact busineis, tor this reason all who
bold office are faithful to the wfsftes of the whole nation
and serve their country under a deep sense of responsi¬
bility, so that even In extraordinary crUeA they U\kc no
arbitrary step which is unauthorized by tbe nfinoiniotij
consent of the nation. The strictness ot the constitution
of these governments Is such as I have just described
but as an additional check upon illegal acts, the peoplehave officers for uiacusston (members of Parliament),
whose duty is to silt everything that is done and to check
arbitrary proceedings on the part of officials. In this way
a very admirable form of government Is produced. Hut if
the people arc still insufficiently enlightened, It becomes
necessary, at least tor a time, thut the Hoverelgn should
bv his superior discernment anticipate their unanimous
wishes and act for them In arranging the aflHlrs of State
and In entrusting to officials the execution of their
wishes. By this means he will gradually lean them for
ward in the path of enlightenment, hucli a course is
consonant with natural principles, aud I am inclined to
believe that upon this idea was mantled the thought ot
the l-.mpcror when he inaugurated by an oath Ins ener¬
getic policy. My belief is that although Japan has not
yet reached that stage where everything is sub-
inlttcd for tbe suiictlon of a I arllament, in
the weight which the Imperial command heart
with It ami the importance ot the husinese transacted,
our country differs not a whit from those countries of
Europe and America whose government is carried on on
the principle of executing the wishes of the people, and
It is Important that our officials should not be forgetful of
their responsibility, and should keep constantly hctore
their eye* our five-clause constitution.

_The constitution is the inind of the Htate; the officials
are the members. If, when the mind issues Ita com¬
mands, the member* act in a contrary direction, or with-
out wafting for the mind1* onlf,rn, the affair* of the
whole c ountry mu»t fall into confoarfton and the who.e
nation feel 111 at can*. The final results of such a
state of tilings II would tie hard to foresee. If such were
lo be the lot of our own country the vigorous policy in-
sniirurated on a former day would atop snort with the
more idle abolition of the former system of government,
and the pains and labor of the people would- have been
spent to no purpose and vauish like foam on the surface
ot water.

De Long the Cross ot Knlgh. Commander oi the
Order of the Lion.

COURT FKKT1VTTY AND CHIC ITOLIDAY.
The 3d oi the present month was the anniversary

of the birthday or the Emperor of Japan, aud, of
course, was a general holiday. During the day
His Majesty, in tne presence ol the Ministers of his
government aud of the foreign plenipotentiaries!
reviewed about 15,000 troopH.

ANGLO-AMBRICAN DIFFICULTY.
In the evening the Prime Minister presided at a

dinner given to the foreign Ministers, upon which
occasion quite a little passage of arms took place
between Mr. Bingham, the new American Minister,
and Sir Harry Parkes, the British Envoy. The latter
toasted His Imperial Majesty lu a brief speech on
behalf of the British government. The French
Minister followed, and then Mr. Bingham got up,
but was motioned to by Sir Harry to sit down; the
latter Raying. "No more, we have bad enough."
Mr. Bingham sat dowm but carried on a sharp

cross fire across the taflc with the Britisher, in
which tne "gathered wiMdom or a thousand years"
got the better of the islander, much to
tho satisfaction of many of those pres¬
ent both Japanese and foreigners, who are
somewhat alrald oi Mr. Parkes. Perhaps this was
the better way to proceed, but it appears to me
that Mr. Bingham should have reproved him in a
manner that would make the nervous Britisher
think twice before he attempted to interfere again
in matters that do not concern him.

ACCIDENT to THE EMPRESS.
On the 7th of last month the Empress met with

quite a severe accident. She was riding in a close
carriage that was drawn by two foreign horses
Bhe was accompanied by her mother and a lady of
the household, coming down a Hill near one of
the castle moats, the pole strap gave way, and the
horses, becoming frightened, dashed oir at a tre¬
mendous speed. The coachman lost command of
the horses, aud the consequence was that they
letched up in the moat. The carriage was broken
and one ol the horses drowned, dU fortunately
the ladles were not seriously hurt, the attendant
alone receiving several bruiseH on the head. As,
however, the Empress is said to be in an interest¬
ing condition It was feared that trouble mightfollow, but, so far, shc^ ^'dQjhg well."

CAPTCRE OF A* ESCAPED ntRDERER.

Charlottk, N. C., Dec. 22. 1873.
Joseph Baker (white), who at the last term of

the Circuit Court, was convicted and sentenced to
be hanged on Friday, December 19, lor the murder of
Newton Willong, colored, but who made his escape
from the County Jail at this place on the night of
December 12, was captured in Watauga county, In
this Ktntc, ie miles lrom the Tennessee line, by H.
M. Clark and K. A. Coleman, of Caldwell connty,
who arrived here with Baker in custody last night.
Coleman met naker Wednesday last about ono

mile from the village of Lenoir. He inquired about
the roads, saying he desired to go to Washington
county, Tennessee, giving his name as Jones, from
Wilmington, N. C. Baker, alias Jones, was carry¬
ing a double-barrelled gun at the time. Coleman
returned to Lenoir next morning, and seeing a

copy of the Governor's proclamation oflering a
reward for Baker's apprehension, thought
from the description that. Jones was the man

that was wanted, and. getting Clark to jojd

him, they started In pursuit Thursday morn¬

ing. They ascertained about midnight that
their nan had stopped at the houBe of
one Slews for the night. They gained admittance
to the house and to bis room, and, after having
secured his seven-shooter, for which he had ex¬

changed his gun, they awoke him, and informed
him he was a prisoner, lie demanded to kuow
upon what charge and their authority for malting
the arrest. He was informed be would know in
due time. Alter securing him they charged him
with being Baker, who bad broken jail at Char¬
lotte. This he denied, remarking that he had
heard of Baker's escape, and expressing himself as

willing to accompany them, and assuring them
that he could establish his identity us Jones, of
Wilmington, on his arrival at Lenoir.
He was so calm and collected and withal ap¬

parently anxious to uccompany them that they
thought they had got hold oi the wroug man, and
even once thought ol releasing him, but concluded
to bring liim along. On uriiviug at Lenoir one
Montgomery recognized him as Haker. uud ac¬
costed hlin with, "Hello, Joe, what's up?" This
coniused and unnerved him. He then confessed
to being Baker, and said U he had hud warning of
their admittance to the house, or If an attempt at
his capture had been made in the roud, be would
have died in uis tracks before he would have sur¬
rendered.

lie lias been returned to his old quarters in the
jail, being securely ironed. The tlovernor, hearing
of his escape, sent the Sheriff a respite until Fri¬
day, January 2, on which <iuv, If he does not again
escape, lie will be executed. Coleman and Clark
got the $600 reward tor his apprehension.
