The man had a wild appearance, and was Imme¬

diately taken into custody.
The officers then asked him where the murder

had been committed, -in tbis room," was the

reply, as he pointed to the front shop. The door
.was locked, but was immediately opened by Mr.
Johnson, the watchman. The officers entered and
lighted tne gas, and there lay upon the floor the

murdered uisn. His head was lying in a pool of
his own blool, which had also been splashed all
over the floor and the benches and lathes 01 the

Jocksmltn shop. He was dressed In shirt and
drawers and lay almost flat upon his back. At first
sight the man seemed quite dead, nut as bis face
¦ h watched the blood wus seen to ooze in and out
of the terrible wounds that covered ^im itbont ilie
neck, aud occasionally a slignt motion of the chest
was obaervaole. But, though not quite dead,w$t that death must surely come, and see¬
ing l :>ai it was impossible to reuder any assistance
to tne raau, the officers took the murderer to,theBLittiun where he gave the name 01 JoephT. Heg-
mt, i! hatctoet, covered with blood, lay oni one ol
the lathes aud was taken by the officers. It was a
common shingle hatchet, of ordinary sue and
wemin with a handle about eight inches l°nS>
neariv removed from the eye, as if some very heavy
blows had beeu struck, ana ou making a hasty ex¬
amination H was observed that toe head was
luerallr chopped by the blunt blade. Had the in-
strumeBt boen a aharp one the man would have
been literally chopped in pieces. A Pist°l was
found 011 lleguer's person which bad been dis-

^FoCewXtm in about 15 minutes after
the murder took place, and arrived as soon as pos¬
sible aud proceeded at ouce to examine the body,
que iuan was then dead. Wiping toe blood irom
the lace with a clutu, the Doctor proceeded to count
the wounds. There Were three directly in the rear
«i the right ear, two in the mouth, one ou the right
side ol the head, one In tne lelt cheek, andI others
in various places sufficient to number In all
wonnds, several of which were of so serious a na¬
ture Unit either of them would hate been latai.
Itoe closest scrutiny discovered but one pistol
.wound, notwithstanding that several shots were

Ueguer was not very talkative, but admitted

that ne did tne deed, and Dr. Foye Immediately
pronounced him lusaue. He was evidently labor¬
ing under a neiusion and hallucination, and made
the iollowing statement:.
"Autoiue Until has worked for me several

months, rooming with me until recently, when we
save up our room auil ikjkuu to aleep temporarily
on the floor ol tne shop upon a pUe of coats and the
Hue In trie left handirout corner; last night I went
to the shop at eleven o'clock, and found Hutu In
bed; I partially undressed myself aud lay down
beside Uiiu, and was last dozing off to
sleep wiieu I heard Uuttl mutteriug, as if
In his sleep, The natchet Is all ready ; keep quiet.
Almost instantly he jumped to his leet, and 1 grap¬
pled with Him. He was getting the better o me,
and setting the hatchet, was abont to strike at
me, when I drew my revolver and fired seven
shots, one after another; 1 got possession of the
toaichet then and struck tne man, lnttiDg him
until he became quiet."

_ .Heguer also aiterwards said that the murdered
m m struck him three times with a lailie which
weighed at least mo pounds, but didn't make the
slightest impression on hlin. It is probable that
there was no struggle. That Heguer got the Idea
Into his head that his victim would
murder him U toe did not kill toim there
to little doubt, but It will probably prove
true 11 the exact truth can ever be known,
thatHegner first t*»gau to shoot his victim while
be was asleep. The shots aroused Unn, and there
may then have t«en a struggle, endiugiu his chop¬
ping him to deatn with tue hatchet. The pistol
shot would not have produced deatn. both were
small men. and would have had about au equal
cnauce in a bie-for-ilfe struggle, but the murderer
lias not a scratch on his person io denote that
there was anv such struggle, lie remained, dur.ug
the night ol Thursday, locked in a cell iu tUe becoucl
police station on Court square. By order oi tue
Chief or Police no one was allowed to 8ee
lum except the officers In charge, although hun¬
dreds were attracted there ami to the spotwhere the murder occurred by morbid curiosity.
He remained c&im during the night aud day and
¦understood that lie had committed a terrible
crime, bnt clung to the delusion that he had done
It to save his own hie. He is uoout 31 years old, a
small man, by no means murderous In appearance,
but his wild look would immediately suggest men-
tal aberration. He owned the shop wuere they
both worked and where the murder was commit¬
ted, and did a small business as a locksmith. They
were both poor, aim undoubtedly slept in tne shop
because they could not afford to sleep any-
wnere else. Although pronounced insane by
several medical gentlemen who have ex¬
amined him, certain circumstances go to
snow that the murder was premeditated, and
only s short time since an occupant o( tne
building was attracted to Ilegner's room by
sounds of trouble, and on entering lonnd Huttl on
the iloor. with Heguer upon hun, with his uands
around his throat. This gentleman separated the
two, and has since remai ked that he teared some
serious difficulty wonlfl ensue between the two
men. It is said that Hogner, on \> ednesday, re¬
marked that he feared Huttl, as the latter had
made some threats about non-payment or inon y
due kiin by Heguer, Hut, whatever feeling ol 111
.will might have existed between them, it Is quite
evident that, up to nine o'clock on Wednesday
night, no difficulty had occurred, as the two were
seen In the room quletlv together, smoking and
reading newsjiapers. What transpired subse¬
quently, up to the time of the tragic affair, will
probably never be known, and is a matter of cou-
lecture.

The town of Wakefield wus thrown Into consider.

Able excitement on Obrlstmas by the announce¬
ment that a murder had been committed in tne
heart of the town, the result of a drunken
row. It appears that about two o'clock
on Thursday afternoon John Dohcrty,
Joaepti Oalvin and four or five others were
p issiug through Vernon street, when Daniel
Mountain, a friend of Calvin's, remarked that
John Doherty was "pretty drunk." The lait-r
took offence at the remark, and although Mountain
said be did not menu anything by It, Dobert) be¬
came greatly enraged and knocked Mountain down.
Inflicting a severe gash over his tight eye. Oalvin
lateriered. and he and Doherty had a fight, but the
latter soon became irtgbtened, as Oalvln's friends
were too numerous, and the contest wa* closed bythe withdrawal of Doherty, wno ran to his boardiughouse for assistance. Almost immediately af.er he
returned with his brother and the fight wn« re-
Dewed, resulting in Oalvin.« receiving a number
ol wounds upon the face and scalp. The injuredman was removed td the hourse of Michael Good¬
win, on Vernon street, and medical aid was sum¬
moned, but Oalvin died within 10 minutes, the
Wounds upon his nrad having proved (stsl.
chigf oi Foiicc Davis had ib pieauilue heard

of the assault an-1 Doherty was arrested In a itiort
time. He admitted navinit had a tight with Gal-
vin, but claimed to have actco only In aelf-de(euce,
sujing that Gaivin nearly strangled him before he
(Donertv) struck Galvtn.
The alleged murderer ta about SI years of age,

and was bora in England, though of Irish parent¬
age. He tuts been in this country about 16 years,
and for a tew months past hue been emplovad tn
the 1\ akelle.il Rattan Factory. He ha» foe reputa¬
tion of being a uuiet and peaceable maa except
when under tie luflueuce of liquor.
The victim, Galvin, was also employed tn the rat-

tau tarrory, and was about 27 years old. He has
not beeu known to use intoxicating liquors for the
past two years, and was generally regarded as a

very -quiet and inoffensive man.

Vice Admiral William Gordon. R. II.
From Londou we have record ot the death of

Vice Admiral William Gordon, which took place at

Leigh Court. He saw much active service during
his early professional career, having served as

midshipman in the Kingfisher, at St. Domingo; in
the lmpCneuse, engaged In the capture of vessels
on the coast oi Spain, in 1807; at the siege of
Rosas, in 1808, at the destruction of the shli>« in
Alx Roads, and at Walciieren, in isou, serving ou
shore at Flushing. While Second Lieutenant oi the
Seahorse he was present at the attack upon New
Orleans in 1815. Admiral Gordon obtained his first
commission as lieutenant March 21,1812; was pro¬
moted to commander June 13, 1815; captain, Au¬
gust 28, 1841: retired rear admiral April 12, la<i2,
and vice admiral, May 24, 1867.

to-day, aged 46years.

Mrs. Klliwohi Hoapili, of Hawaii.
[From the KaNuhou Hawaii, of Ilonolnla, Nov. 11.]
Another one of the chief blood of these islands

has passed away. This lady, who expired on

Tuesday evening last, was descended from the
most royal blood of Hawaii. She was educated
at the Royal School with the late Princess Vic-
toria. and was highly intelligent and well lu-

tormed, having travelled more extensively than
any other one ol her countrywomen. She, along
with her husband, Hon. William Hoapili Kaau-
wai, accompanied Her Maiesty Queen Emma to
England, and in company with her royal mistress
was received and entertained at the Castle ot
Windsor, on one occasion dining with Her Majesty
Queen Victoria, with their Royal Highnesses the
Crown Prince and Princess of Prussia, with the
Duchess oi Wellington and other noble personages,
and on anotoer occasion being present in Windsor
chapel when her husband delivered a discourse
before a great and refined Court and by request of
Her Majesty of England.

BRJQKLYN'3 GAS 8UPPLY.
At a recent meeting of the Brooklyn Board of

Aldermen tne Gas and Finance Committees were
directed by resolution to confer with the several
gas companies, with a view of obtaining a reduc¬
tion in the price of gas, and inquire as to the feast
bllity of the city manu acturlng its own gas. The
couierence was held last night in the Common
Council chamber, The presidents of the several
companies being present. The object was stated
by Alderman Brown. The presidents of the com¬
panies were requested to reduce the price of gas
iroin $2 50 per 1,000 feet to $2
Mr. Liboy, President ol the citizens' Gas Com¬

pany, staled that he did not think it possible to
to make any reduction, and produced a table of
flgures to show tne cost of its manufacture, it
would cost the city, he stated, $io.oou,ooo to Duiid
gas works, and the amount of Interest on the
tKinds isaued lor that purpose would make the cost
or gas Just as mach as it is at present.
Mr. Benson, the President oi the Brooklyn City

Gas Company, stated that their large dividends
were paid not from the gas, but from the rise in
the value or their real estate. It was stated teat
the amount oi capital invested in gas property in
Brooklyn was 89,500,000.
The result of the conference will be reported at

the meeting of the Board of Aldermen.

WHISKEY MURDERS.
It is a sad reflection that even the celebration of

the holy Christmas time draws in Its train excesses
aud crimes that are a blot on our civilization
Strong drink is the familiar demon of modern so¬

ciety, and whenever the safeguards of prudence
are relaxed crime rushes In at a tearful pace. The
suicide of James Gailaber teaches a terrible
lesson of temperance. Unfortunately such
lessons are not rare, bat their moral seems
to be lost on the violent and passionate
members of society. Under the impression that
he had killed ms wife Gaiiaher shot himself In the
midst oi his terrified family. Thus one reprehen¬
sible act oi yimence led ro geif-murder. The in¬
temperance oi his wile is alleged to have been too
primary cans*' or quarrel, it is a telling reproach
to our boasted civilization that the innate ferocity
of man seems to be uncurbed by any law human or
divine, and that the denizen of a great centre of
civilization should be as easily moved to shed
blood as the most benighted savAgc.

Bell presiding. A long paper was read by Dr.
Eugene Pengust, entitled "The Medical Jurlspru-
d'-nce ol the stokes Case." The paper was merely
a recapitulation of tne medical evidence which
was testified to in the second trial of Edward
s. stokes for the killing of James Ftsk., .ir.
At the conclusion ol this paper, which
rather inclined to lavor the theory that Flsk had
died from the effort* of morphine administered to
him, genera. di*cu.-»ion was inviteu, and Dr.
McReady, the cel. Urst d medical expert, who testi¬
fied at the trial, replied to Mr. f'engu t. and whs
followed by Dr. iatwiassyre aud a Dr. Burst. Noth¬
ing n< w was adduced, aud the old ground which
h*u been gone over during the different trials of
stokes was merely re-covered. The attendance
wa* quite *ma!l, and do one seemed to know what
had beet* achieved by the discussion.

THE HALLOWS IN CANADA.

Execution of William Brenton, aliai James
Cox, for a Double Murder.

THREE LIVES FOR A CUP OF" TEA.

Pbterboro\ Ont., Dtc. go, ist3.
Brenton, alias Oox, convicted at tt« last Assizes

oi the murder of Mrs. Payne and the boy Doughty,
in the township of Duuuaer, In November, 1872,
suffered the extreme penalty of the law this morn¬

ing. Through the trying ordeal of pmiouiug his
arms. Ac., he passed without the least sign that he

comprehended the nature of the proceeding. He
ascended the first few steps of the stairway lead¬
ing to me platform in a timid and hesitating man-
uer, when he suddenly quickened his pace to a run,
but it was evident this piece of bravado was

labored. As soon as he reached the platform he
was directed wnere to stand. He asked the
Sheriff, in a tremulous tone, "Will you allow me to
die ou my kneem" and was answered, "Most cer¬

tainly." He was then asked If he had anything to

sav, and answered he had not, but, raising his
eyes to heaven, with a look and voice of exceed¬
ingly great fervor, he prayed "God be merciful
unto oie, and cause Tnv face to shine upon me and
bring me to the everlasting rest." To which the
Ilcv. Mr. Fish responded "Amen." The Rev. Mr.
Fish was then asked to repeat the Lord's Prayer,
the condemned himself coutlnulng to pray, and
when he had uttered the words "Thy will be done,"
the bolt was drawn and James Cox was launched
into eternity.
The crime for winch the wretched criminal to¬

day paid the forfeit of bis life was one of peculiar
atrocity, the circumstances of which are briefly
these:.

In Marco of last year this man, calling himself
Wuiium Brenton, though his real name wus James
Cox. appeared at Hummer, a rural township at some
little distance from this place, seeklug employment.
A farmer of the nclghbornood. named Jeremiah
Payne, met him, urged him to eutcr his house till a
storm theu raging hau passed, fed him and went
with him some distance to guide him io a short
road through the woods. Jhe stranger thus be-
Iriended was destined by the mysterious provi¬
dence ol God to stain the threshold oi the house
which hud received him with the blood of the be¬
loved wne or bis hospitable host. Mr. Payne's
father-in-law gave Brenton work for nome weeks,
and on the 1st of May the stranger was hired by
Payne for six months. During the time he worked
on the Puvne larm his couduct was that oi an ordi¬
nary inoffensive man. He waa qniet and re.
